ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD

Members were pleased to note that Rolleston has been the first village in the Borough to obtain a Designation Order to ban the Consumption of Alcohol.  This Order will come into place from 7th March 2003 on Elizabeth Avenue Play Field.

The Environment Agency has responded to the request for a joint site meeting with the various groups.  A response is awaited from the County Council, Severn Trent and the Borough Council.



Mr. Brooks has given permission for the Parish Council to walk the stretch of the Brook that leads from the ford bridge to the River Dove in order to inspect the condition of the Brook.

5.
HIGHWAY MATTERS

A letter dated 16th January has been received from the Area Surveyor.  A copy of this letter is enclosed for your information with a copy of a letter dated 21st January which was sent in reply.   This matter was discussed with your Chairman and the contents of the letter dated 21st January were approved.

In a further letter dated 4th February, the Area Surveyor has responded that he is prepared to attend the March meeting of the Parish Council.  He would appreciate a list of any current highway maintenance problems before the meeting.  This should not include any historical issues that have already been dealt with.

A copy of a letter sent to RODSEC from the Highways department has been received.  This  states that setts will be available from the second phase of the programmed work on Station Road subject to the following conditions:-

1, These setts cannot be permitted on the Public Highway i.e. around the village signs or behind the existing kerbline in Brookside.  

2, The area for storage is close to the area of any excavations, to prevent any haulage charges being born by the County Council.


The Parish Council will be informed of an offer date.

WESTBURY HOMES – SITE


The Borough Council were contacted regarding the issues of burning materials on site and enforcing the lorries to clean their wheels when leaving site.


The Borough Council said that the lorries have a responsibility not to litter the road with mud but if they do this it is an issue for the County Council.  The burning of materials was a matter for the Environmental Health.

One further response has been received for the name of ‘Jinny’.

A response has been received from Anslow Parish Council who have supported the proposal for speed cameras along Tutbury Road.  They have sent a letter to the Department for Transport expressing their support for this proposal.

18.
INSURANCE


A letter has been received from the Parish Council’s Insurance Company.  The letter states that over the last 18 months the insurance industry has become increasingly aware of the potential level of losses that may occur as a result of worldwide terrorism.  Effective from January 2003, the status of Pool Re is changing to that of a treaty reinsurer to other insurers.  This means that insurers are now required to provide optional cover, for terrorism under policies. 


Previously, policies have provided limited terrorism cover for material damage and business interruption.  From renewal in 2003 this automatic cover will be withdrawn from Zurich policies, in line with the approach adopted by the insurance industry.


However, if terrorism cover is required from renewal in 2003, this will be available as an ‘add on’ to existing policies on request.

19.
OFFICE EQUIPMENT


It was necessary to contact Midshires as the photocopier ceased to work and an engineer was called.  Members are asked to support the Clerk in her action.  An invoice is awaited.

20.
SOCIAL SERVICES SCRUTINY SELECT COMMITTEE – SUBSTANCE MISUSE


Staffordshire County Council’s Social Services Scrutiny Committee will be holding two meetings, on 6 and 18th March 2003, to gather views on substance misuse. (Drugs and Alcohol).

21.
JINNY TRAIL MEETING


On Monday 20th January Rolleston Parish Council met with Stretton Parish Council to discuss the Jinny Trail.  The minutes from this meeting are awaited.

22.
HOUSING NEED SURVEY – BOROUGH COUNCIL


A questionnaire has been distributed to some householders in Rolleston.  The Parish Council has been sent a copy for information.

23.
MARSTON LANE


It was reported that a burning car was abandoned in a field along Marston Lane.  This was reported to the Police who attended the scene.

24.
STATION ROAD


A letter has been received from the County Council stating the following:-

The highway verge on Station Road has been returned to grass verge to enable the area to be mown.  It also forms a visibility splay and as such vehicles cannot be permitted to park there.

25.
LOUD NOISES


A complaint has been received from a resident on Knowles Hill about loud noises coming from the far side of Brook Hollows.  The lady was distressed and upset so it was agreed that the police should be contacted.  It was reported by the police that a farmer on the land behind Brook Hollows has the use of a bird scarer.

26.
GRAFFITI


Trent Force provided a quotation in the sum of £50 for the removal of the graffiti from the back of St.Mary’s boiler house.  Chairman’s action was taken to approve this quotation and members are asked to give their approval.

27.
KERBING


A section of kerbing became loose by the Chapel car park.  This was reported by a resident whose car had been damaged by this kerb breaking.  The County Council responded quickly and a repair was done within the hour.

28.
ROAD SIGNS


It has been reported to the Borough Council that the Chapel Lane road sign and a Hall Road sign needed repairing.

ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

A date is required for the Annual Parish Meeting in April.

30.
LYCH GATE


The Clerk and Rev. I. Whitehead have met to make progress with the application for obtaining a faculty.  Once this faculty has been successful an application for grant aid can be made to English Heritage.  The procedure for a faculty will take up to two months.

31.
FOOTPATH 9 


It has been reported that the Public Footpath which runs from Brook Hollows to Tutbury Road  has  been ploughed.   This has been reported to the County Council  who will allow time for the farmer to reinstate the path before action is taken.

32.
STAFFORDSHIRE LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN – CONSULTATION ON BURTON AND SWADLINCOTE URBAN AREA TRANSPORT STRATEGY


Staffordshire County Council is developing a Transport Strategy for Burton and Swadlincote  Urban Area as part of the Staffordshire Local Transport Plan (2001-2006).  Requests for schemes are now considered in a prioritised and planned way through the development of the strategy.


A questionnaire has been received  for completion together with any comments to be submitted by 31st March 2003.

It is suggested that this document could be completed by the team that are completing the Parish Plan as they have the current information available.

33.
SCOUT CARNIVAL – SUNDAY 11TH MAY 2003 


The Scouts are enquiring whether the Parish Council will sponsor the Fancy Dress Parade again this year.  Previously the Parish Council has donated £75.00.


The Scouts are also asking permission for the use of Meadow View Open Space for car parking for the Carnival and another social evening on 28th June 2003. 


Members are asked to consider carefully the request for car parking.  The grassed area has been maintained to a high standard and if the ground is soft, this could lead to extensive damage and expensive repairs.  Meadow View is already a sensitive area due to the proximity of the college site and the consequent disturbance with bus routes. 

34.
LITTER BIN – BEACON ROAD


Enquires have been made to the whereabouts of the green concrete bin that was positioned on the jitty between Beacon Road and Dodslow Avenue.  A response is awaited.

35.
CONSERVATION AREA – ARTICLE 4


A meeting was held on Tuesday 4th February 2003 with Mr. C. Edwards, the Conservation Officer at the Borough Council, the Chairman and Clerk.  This meeting was arranged to discuss the issue of Rolleston Conservation Area being subject to an Article 4 agreement.
