PUBLIC QUESTIONS TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS


a.
WESTBURY HOME DEVELOPMENT SITE – STATION ROAD

(Clerk’s Report, Item 19)

Mr. Johns asked had the Chairman seen for himself the parking problems outside this development site.  The Chairman replied that he had been down to the development site earlier that morning and had witnessed, at 7am, seven lorries parking on bends and over pavements.  There was no way anyone using a pushchair etc could have used the pavement.  The Chairman reported this to the police.

It was agreed that a letter should be written to Westbury Homes asking if they could ask their contractors not to park on the road or asking if some other arrangement could be made to help with this problem.

The Chairman also stated that County Councillor Bather had been urging the County in getting the roads swept and it was understood that this was now working well.  The issue of the vibration to neighbouring homes was raised with the Borough Council and they reported that this should be finished within the week.

The Chairman reported that the Parish Council did write and ask the Borough Council to consider a list of issues that they wished to be included in section 106 Agreement relating to planning conditions.  Most of the items on the list were only put on as advisory notes.  Members expressed their concern that this was not handled well by the Planning Department.

The Chairman stated that the residents of Rolleston at the moment are suffering and we should do what we can to help.  This should not be an issue of blame between the Borough Council and the County Council.

Mrs. Shaw asked for assurance that there were no toxic materials on the Westbury Homes site.  Mr. Hodson Walker replied that all toxic materials have been removed.

YOUTH NUISANCE

Mr. Johnson of Meadow View asked if he could make the Parish Council aware of the nuisance caused to Meadow View residents with some troublesome youths.  It was agreed that the police should be contacted about this.

Jetting of Grids – The County Council have recently jetted more grids in the village.

Joint Flooding Meeting – The County Council will be able to attend the joint site meeting that is being organised by the Parish Council.

c.
Station Road Verge – The verge opposite the Westbury Home development site has been grass seeded by the County Council and will remain as grass as this is a visibility splay and as such no cars should be parked on this area.

d.
Tutbury Road Speed Cameras – This item is being discussed with the County Council in February.

e.
Youth Mobile Bus – County Councillor Bather has put Rolleston forward to be included on the schedule for use of the Mobile Bus.  County Councillor Bather has asked the County Council for an increase in the money that is budgeted for Youth Services.

f.
Flooding – County Councillor Bather asked could the Environment Agency be asked whether the tipping on Johnson’s land has any effect on the flooding on Alderbrook Close.

g.
Anslow Lane – The project for a pavement on Anslow Lane has been put forward again to the County Council.


Members reported to County Councillor Bather that grids on the junction between Tutbury Road and Anslow Lane require jetting and it was agreed that a letter should be written to the Environment Agency asking if the tipping of materials on Johnson’s land would have any effect on Alderbrook Close with flooding.

Local Plan – Following the introduction of new legalisation in the way Plans are produced the Local Plan has been delayed by six months.

WASP’S  - There is going to be new changes in the way WASP’s money is allocated.  Each Borough Councillor will be allocated £2000 per year from April.  From April Rolleston will only have one representative instead of the two that represent Rolleston at present.  The £3500 WASP’s funding towards the cost of the traffic calming on Church Road may now be in doubt.

SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND – BUS SHELTER (Clerk’s Report, Item 37)
Members supported the Chairman in his action of approving the quotation for £350 from JPM Services for the repair of the bus shelter.

FLOODING ISSUES (Clerk’s Report, Item 10)
Members noted that a letter has been written to Severn Trent and to Janet Dean, M.P referring to the sewage problem on Burnside and Anslow Lane.   It was agreed that a further letter should be written to Severn Trent if they haven’t responded by the end of the week.  Members welcomed Mrs. Dean’s willingness to attend the joint site meeting that is being arranged.

Members were pleased Mr. Brooks has kindly given permission for the Parish Council to walk the stretch of the Brook that leads from the ford bridge to the River Dove in order to inspect the condition of the Brook.  

5.
HIGHWAY MATTERS

Members discussed the issues they wished to raise with the Area Surveyor when he attends next months meeting.  These are as follows: -

a.
General Road surfaces

In particular, road conditions of Station Road, Church Road, School Lane and Beacon Road.  The condition of the road surfaces around the manholes and drain grids on these roads.  On Brookside there is a continuous puddle following the water board repairs.

b.
Pavement conditions

Burnside, Church Road and Beacon Road.  The tarmac is worn in areas on these pavements.

c.
Maintenance Agreement

Members wish to discuss the issue of this Agreement.  Members are concerned that the Agreement does not take into consideration the individual needs of Parishes.

d.
Setts

Members wish to move on from this topic but would like some reassurance from the County Council that their request for setts is going to be considered in phase two of the removal of them on Station Road.

6.
THE CROFT (Clerk’s Report, Item 20)
Members agreed with the request from the Civic Trust and St. Mary’s Church for the Pancake race to be held on the Croft this year.  Members agreed this on the condition that the access across the Croft was at no time blocked. Members were pleased to see that the spring plants have been planted on the Little Croft.  Members wished to thank RODSEC and all involved in the planting of the spring plants.

7.
WESTBURY HOMES – SITE (Clerk’s Report, Item 19)
It was reported to members that Mr. Hodson Walker had spoken to Mr. P. Beresford, Borough Council, who stated that the Borough Council have a duty to adopt appropriate names for new roads.  Members agreed that the list that is being compiled with suggestions for new street names on the Westbury Homes estate should be forwarded to Mr. Beresford.

Members noted that a quotation had been received from Burton Conservation Volunteers, which had been forwarded to the Community Paths Initiative for acceptance for funding.  Members agreed to ask Burton Conservation Volunteers to attend to these repairs as quickly as possible.
