PRESENTATION BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 25)


The Chairman introduced Mr. E. Smith and Mr. R. Rayson and welcomed them to the Parish Council meeting.  The following items were discussed: -

Road Surfaces – There are ongoing repairs being carried out to Church Road and Beacon Road.  The County Council is aware of the condition of Station Road but it is not considered a high priority but when funding is available this will be resurfaced.    Mr. Smith assured members that the humps along Station Road would be reinstated when the resurfacing is being carried out.  Station Road will not be resurfaced before April 2004. In due course the kerbing work will continue along Station Road.

Pavement Conditions – Some of the footways will be redressed between the middle and late summer.

Highways Maintenance Agreement – This Agreement is based on local population and for the first time last year there was an increase to the payment other than the normal inflation increase.  Members raised their concerns with the burden of the rail painting on Cornmill Lane.  The County Council does not have a separate budget for the painting of railing’s if the Parish Council wishes to spend the Agreement money on the railings then they are free to do so.

Setts – Mr. Smith stated the County Councils policy is to remove and replace setts with kerbing for safety reasons.  Members asked for confirmation that the village could have some of the setts from Station Road for use in the village.  Mr. Smith confirmed that the Parish Council could have some of the setts being removed from phase two on Station Road.

Brookside – The County Council confirmed that they would be repairing the damaged verge under the Ford Bridge.

Yellow and White Lines – The County Council noted members concerns that the road markings are in need of renewal.   

The Chairman thanked Mr. Smith and Mr. Rayson for their report.

Mr. Hayes pointed out his concerns that the police officer dealing with the traffic diversion following the accident on the A511 was not a local man therefore could not understand fully the implication of large HGV lorries would have on Rolleston.  P.C. Lear commented that the police officer concerned dealt well with a difficult situation.  Rolleston is used in emergencies for diverting traffic off the A511.

Concern was expressed for the lack of police cover in the absence of P.C. Lear.  Members agreed to write to put these concerns forward, making it clear that they supported P.C. Lear in his work as a Community Officer and this complaint was not a reflection on him.

JINNY TRAIL – SUSTRANS (Clerk’s Report, Item 15)

JINNY TRAIL - INTERPRETATION BOARD (Clerk’s Report, Item 15)

Members also agreed to donate £140 to cover the cost of the puppet show on Community Day.  It was confirmed that the Parish Council would require a stall this year.

MOBILE YOUTH BUS (Clerk’s Report, Item 13)
Members noted the information provide by the youth and Community Workers.  It was agreed to approach the Chapel to ask whether they would consider the use of the car park for the parking of the Mobile Youth Bus. 

Members agreed that the best location of the Youth Shelter would be on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.  It was also agreed that a consultation letter should be sent to all adjacent residents to the Playing field.

Members noted Mrs. Wilson’s letter and it was agreed that a letter should be sent in reply explaining that the Parish Council will consult with adjacent residents before the Youth Shelter is installed.

ST.MARY’S CHURCH (Clerk’s Report, Item 4)
Members agreed a grant for the sum of £250 towards the electrification of St. Mary’s clock.

Members supported the decision for the money raised by Public Subscription to the Alan Woodbine Memorial fund to be donated towards the renovation of St.Mary's Clock face.

VERGE – STATION ROAD GARAGE (Clerk’s Report, Item 30)
Members noted that a letter had been forwarded to the County Council regarding the possibility of erecting white posts outside the garage on Station Road to help prevent the churning up of the grass verge.  

16.
FIREWORK NUISANCE

Members noted the responses from the MEP and agreed that a letter should be written to Mrs. Dean asking for her to support the Private Members Bill that is soon to be put forward in Parliament regarding this issue.

LYCH GATE (Clerk’s Report, Item 17)
Members noted that the money from Staffordshire County Council has been received.  Members wished to thank County Councillor Bather in agreeing to put this project forward for consideration.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD – SEVERAL ISSUES (Clerk’s Report, Item 18&19)
Members agreed that before this project could proceed a quotation should be sought from the Architectural Consultant’s firm that the Borough Council recommended.

Members supported the action taken by the Chairman in agreeing the quotation provided by J.H Landscapes for the Verti-drainage of the two football pitches on Craythorne Field.  The quotation is as follows: -

“Verti – draining £480.00 Plus VAT per pitch.”  This work will commence between March/April.
