3.
POLICE


A letter has been received from Chief Superintendent Tyson.  The Parish Council wrote last month to put forward their concerns that Rolleston was not covered by the police when P.C. Lear was off duty or diverted from his regular patch.  Mr. Tyson said in his letter that he is, ‘unclear as to how members of the Parish Council have been informed of this’,  but he goes on to say that he can assure members that every effort is made to ensure that local officers spend as much time as possible within their assigned area.  He states that P.C. Lear sometimes has to be called away to assist others within the force but these times are kept to a minimum.  He says that Rolleston is covered by a Divisional Incident Management Unit who operate 24hrs a day to provide cover for the whole of East Staffordshire including Rolleston.


On Tuesday 1st April there was a LPU public meeting held in the Chapel.  The meeting was well attended and several  members of the Parish Council were present.  The items discussed included a mobile police unit or a police officer being present on the library run.  The police publicly supported the need of a Youth Shelter.  The village warden scheme was discussed and the possible recruitment of a Special from the local area to aid the community officer.  It was stressed at this meeting the need for an overall picture of incidents that occur in the village.  The Community Officer and the Parish Clerk communicate on a regular basis and it would help the police if members could report to the Parish Office any known incidents that they are aware of.  A file was set up 18months ago for this purpose and needs to be kept up to date. 

Mr. Morris and Mr. Blackshaw may wish to make other observations.

4.
ST.MARY’S CHURCH


A letter has been received from Rev. Whitehead.  Rev. Whitehead wishes to thank the Parish Council and the Re-cycling committee for the support shown with the recent donation towards the electrification of St. Mary’s clock.

5.
NO-PARKING SIGN – THE CROFT


A letter has been received from Mr & Mrs. Sharples.  They wish to thank the Parish Council for the ‘No-Parking’ sign which they believe will be of great help.

6.
ANSLOW LANE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION


A copy of a letter sent to County Councillor Bather from Mr. Essery has been received.  In the letter Mr. Essery refers to the recent speed checks that have been carried out on Anslow Lane.  He points out that in a seven day period 48.32% of vehicles were speeding.  He expresses his concerns that almost half the cars recorded were speeding on a lane without a pavement, where the pedestrians share the carriageway.  Mr. Essery asks that, “now the question of speed has been established, what action is proposed to make the lane safer for all who use it?”.

7.
JOINT SITE MEETING


A joint site meeting was held on Tuesday 11th March 2003 between Severn Trent, Borough Council, County Council, Environment Agency, Mrs. Dean MP and the Parish Council.


The meeting was considered  highly successful.  The following issues were raised:-

County Council – They reported that they have committed themselves to a programme of patching the surfaces of various roads.  (The Lawns, Church Road and Burnside have already been marked out).  

They will be investigating the problems with drainage on Craythorne Field sometime in April.  This includes the dry ditch that runs the length of Craythorne Field and the water coming off the 

Golf Club car park.

It was also reported to the County Council that it was considered that the gully on Beacon Road and Craythorne Lane could be blocked.

Severn Trent – They agreed to investigate the sewage problems on Burnside and Anslow Lane and report back to the Parish Council with any findings.

Borough Council – They agreed to investigate claims that the ditch way on Mr. Lindsey’s land may still be blocked.  They have agreed to contact the land owner to ask whether he has completed the work to the ditch that he has been asked to do.  This work was a pipe that has collapsed under a field crossing.

Environment Agency – The Parish Council received assurance that the proposed  road, A5132 from Hatton, will have no effect on Rolleston with regard to flooding. 

They are looking into improving the situation with the ditch outside Mr. Reilly’s property on Beacon Road.  

On the afternoon of this meeting the Alderbrook was ‘frothy’.  The Environment Agency made the comment that this was probably pollution and they would appreciate this condition being reported to them as soon as possible.

11.
ANNUAL ‘CLEAN-UP’ DAY


It would be considered useful to hire a skip in order to conduct a village clean up day.  The Alderbrook is in need of some clearance and the Clerk has a team of volunteers willing and able to help.  It would be useful if the litter pick was carried out in time for the village carnival.

12.
WESTBURY HOMES – STREET NAMES


Another suggestion for an appropriate street name for the new estate has been received.  The name of ‘TAFFLANDS’ has been suggested.

13.
MOBILE YOUTH BUS


A letter was written to the Chapel asking for consideration for the mobile youth bus to be parked on the Chapel car park.  The Chapel have unfortunately refused on the grounds that the Chapel is a well used community hall and as such the car park is to support the organizations that use the building.  They also point out that in the past they have experienced problems with vandalism and do not wish to encourage youths  to congreg0ate around the Chapel.

14.
FLOODING

Mr. Blackshaw attended the Second Midlands Flood Symposium which met on Friday 7th March.  Mr. Blackshaw to make a report.

15.
JINNY TRAIL


The meeting scheduled to discuss the Interpretation Board with the Borough Council was cancelled due to illness.  The meeting has now been rescheduled for Wednesday 16th April at 10am at the Midland Grain Warehouse.  All Parish Councillors are invited to attend.


A quotation is awaited from JPM Services for the disabled access.


A response is awaited from Sustrans regarding the issue of responsibility of maintenance costs etc.

16.
INSURANCE


A quotation has been received from the Parish Council’s insurance group for the additional terrorism cover.  The annual premium would be £105.  If members wish for this additional cover it could be arranged when this years premium is up for renewal in June.

17.
LYCH GATE


On an unrelated subject Mr. Burston met with a member of English Heritage at St.Mary’s Church.  The proposed work on the Lych Gate was discussed and it was the opinion of Mr. Taylor, English Heritage, the work was not nesceary.  An e-mail was sent by the Clerk in an attempt to clarify the comments made.  At the same time the Clerk attempted to contact the contractor who was proposing to carry out the work.  It was later discovered that the contractor has set up business under another name.  The Conservation Officer from the Borough Council was contacted to ask for his opinion on the proposed work.  


Following a site meeting Mr. Edwards, Conservation Officer, agreed in principal with the comments made by English Heritage.  However he advised that some minor work could be done to help preserve what is there for another 50 years.  He has written a full report making the following points:-

· There are one or two areas where parts of the carving have broken away, but these are not beyond reconstructive work, to be considered in the future.

· There is a vertical split in one of the panels on the north west side, but there is little evidence of deterioration beyond the general state of weathering.

· There is limited decay at the bottom edge of the panels.  The surface and edge of the panels and the framing also have opened along the grain in the process of weathering, but the timber is still quite sound, and again this effect is to be expected given the relative exposure of the gateway.

-     He tested the wood for rot by pricking the timber and found that the timbers to be hard and 

sound.

· Options might include replacement with new, requiring removal of the panels, doing nothing except redecorating, or alternatively carrying out limited conservation repair work to the rotted areas, and then redecorating and keeping a monitoring brief.

Mr. Edwards recommend the last option.


Mr. Edwards suggested treatment would be to carefully remove the panels after removal of the bottom rails and other beading.  Slicing a small amount of new seasoned oak into place and drilling the bottom rails to create drainage grooves and capillary drains to mitigate for collected water, but even including decorating with a suitable oil protective coating, would be far less costly and be more appropriate in conservation practice terms.


Mr. Edwards has agreed to meet with a contractor to discuss the various options that he has suggested.  He has also recommended that the Parish Council request the opinion of Mr. Tiernan who is a consultant specialist architect working with English Heritage.

18.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD – CHANGING ROOMS PROJECT


A letter has been written to the Architectural Consultants recommended by the Borough Council asking for a quotation for drawings.  A reply is awaited.

19.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD – DRAINAGE


A meeting was held on Tuesday 18th March with Trent Force who advised that the ditch off Wagon Lane required pumping before a CCTV investigation could take place.  The Chairman would like members’ support in agreeing the quotation for the supply of a gully machine to pump water from Wagon Lane ditch.


The quotation was for £45 per hour for 2 hours work plus VAT.


Once the ditch was clear is was reported back that a CCTV inspection was not necessary as it was clear to see that the pipe across the field needed to be completely replaced.  Trent Force will provide a quotation for the required work.  This quotation is awaited.


The verti-drainage has now been completed on the two pitches.

20.
DERBYSHIRE AIRFIELD CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE


Mr. Taylor attended this meeting on 17th March 2003.  Mr. Taylor’s report is enclosed for your information.

CRAYTHORNE WOOD/MEADOW VIEW


A letter has been received from a resident concerned about Craythorne Wood.  The letter makes the following points:-

There are a number of young trees which need staking as they are growing / leaning at the     wrong angle.

Certain trees need their covers, protecting their growth, removing as they no longer serve a useful purpose.

Many gaps have appeared where young saplings have died particularly near the old school field.

In certain places the trees are planted too close together and either need removing or replanting.

Members are asked whether appropriate action should be taken to remedy these problems.

22.
DOG BYELAWS


The dog byelaws have finally been returned from the Department for Environment Food & Rural Affairs.  The byelaw process is now complete.  Due to a change of format from the original signed document, the Chairman and Mrs. Gordon (who were the original signatories) are required to sign the  byelaws once again .


There are several new signs now required and in anticipation Hardy Signs have been asked to provide a quotation for all required signs.

23.
CRAYTHORNE LANE


There has been a considerable amount of dumping along Craythorne Lane and Wagon Lane.  The Borough Council has responded  promptly to requests to remove the various items.

24.
TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD


A copy of an e-mail sent to County Councillor Bather has been received for the Parish Council’s information.  Mr. Bather has asked for an update to the current situation with the Traffic calming on Church Road:-


“The current situation is that the Parish Council have indicated that they support a traffic calming scheme that combines a system of speed cushions and build out.  They have stated that they are able to contribute up to £5000 towards this.


Due to limited resources the scheme is not yet in the base capital programme, which has been oversubscribed, particularly in the Burton area.  However, there is a budget review in June and the scheme will be considered for inclusion then”.
