PRESENTATION BY SEVERN TRENT (Clerk’s Report, Item 21 )


The Chairman introduced Mr. P. Gregory and Mr. D. Woods and welcomed them to the Parish Council meeting.  The following was reported: -


The main areas referred to were Anslow Lane, Burnside and Station Road.

 Severn Trent has carried out a series of CCTV inspections.  The inspections have revealed various problems some of which can be dealt with in the near future.

- 
There is a considerable amount of debris blocking the pipe in the section by the Methodist Chapel; this will need to be removed.  

· The manhole covers on Burnside need repairing.

· Surcharge Plates require replacing on Anslow lane.

· There is a blocked inlet pipe on Burnside.

The sewer requires re-aligning. This project will have to be submitted for consideration for funding in 2005.  Severn Trent funding has a set five-year system. At this time they will consider the need for a larger sewer pipe and whether it is necessary for Rolleston to be included on a regular cleansing route.  

Members suggested that there might be a problem with the sewer further up Knowles Hill that may be having an effect on flooding around Anslow Lane.  They agreed to investigate this.

They also requested that any flooding be reported to them, as they need to have a complete picture of the situation in Rolleston.  The Parish Council will be kept up to date with any progress.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Gregory and Mr. Woods for their report.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR


County Councillor Bather made the following report: -

Traffic Calming, Church Road – County Councillor Bather is pressing for this project to move forward and asked for the Parish Council to write to the County asking for this project to be included in the budget that is being considered in June. 

Speed Cameras, Tutbury Road – County Councillor Bather wished to thank the Parish Council for their support with this scheme, which has been successful.

CLARENCE – This is a new service that has been set up by the County Council.  It is a free telephone number that can be used by members of the public to report any faults.  The number is 0800232323.  Specially trained staff, that will record any problems on computer for easy reference, will answer the calls.

The Chairman agreed that a letter should be written in support of the traffic calming on Church Road.  The Chairman thanked County Councillor Bather for his report.

Members were concerned with application j, that this dwelling would have an undesirable effect on the neighbouring properties in Croft Close.  It was considered that the neighbouring houses would be affected with loss of light and loss of privacy.  If the present bungalow was to be demolished members felt that the replacement dwelling should echo the height of the original building as this would fit in with immediate surrounding dwellings, which are bungalows.  Members were also concerned that the proposed chimneys were too large and not in keeping with house designs in Rolleston. Members would therefore like to ask that the Planning Committee arrange a site meeting before considering this application.

PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the applications that had been approved.  

Mr. Hodson Walker reported that the plan to develop land adjacent to 52 Beacon Road had been approved on Appeal.

POLICE (Clerk’s Report, Item 9)

Mr. Blackshaw and Mr. Morris reported on the LPU meeting stating that this meeting was well attended with lots of items discussed.  One of the ideas discussed was for a police officer to be present on the mobile library.  This would allow residents to access the police in a location that would not be intimidating.  It was also felt that this scheme would give residents’ confidence to know where and when a police officer could be contacted.  This scheme is not operating in this area at the moment.

The use of Specials was also raised.  The police officers said that it would be helpful if they could recruit a member of the village who would be willing to use their local knowledge to aid the police in this area.  Members agreed to advertise for residents to come forward to help the police in the next edition of the Rollestonian.

ST.MARY’S CHURCH (Clerk’s Report, Item16)

Members noted the letter that had been received from Rev. Whitehead thanking the Parish Council for their support.

5.
NO-PARKING SIGN – THE CROFT

Members acknowledged the letter received from Mr & Mrs. Sharples thanking the Parish Council for the ‘No-Parking’ sign.

It was also agreed that a letter should be written to the Spread Eagle asking for them to remove the concrete bollard that is in the brook.

6.
ANSLOW LANE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION

Members acknowledged the letter received from Mr. Essery.  Members agreed to continue supporting the requests for a footpath on Anslow Lane.  The Parish Council will continue to press the police in enforcing the speed restriction throughout the village.

7.
JOINT SITE MEETING

Following the joint site meeting, which was held on Tuesday 11th March 2003, between Severn Trent, Borough Council, County Council, Environment Agency, Mrs. Dean MP and the Parish Council it was agreed by members that these authorities should be allowed time to complete the tasks discussed. 

It was agreed that this item should be included on the October agenda where an update to all situations will be discussed.

8.
ANNUAL PLAYGROUND REPORT

Members noted the information provided by the Annual Inspection Reports for the Play Areas on Elizabeth Avenue and Meadow View.  

a.
The report suggests that both Play Areas should have a second entrance/exit.  Members did not agree with this suggestion as it was felt that the Play Areas were more secure with the one entrance/exit.  Members agreed that a letter should be written to ask why this has been suggested. 

b.
Dog ban signs have been recommended in the report.  It was agreed that a quotation should be sought

c.
The Litter bin on Meadow View is loose and it was agreed that a quotation should be sought.

d.
There is a trip point in the entrance to Meadow View Play Area.  It was agreed to ask the Environment Officer to look into this.

e.
The chains to the swings on both play areas have an opening greater than the max permitted 8.6mm.  Members agreed to take the advice from the report and change the chains with the correct size when they needed to be renewed.

f.
Members agreed to monitor the condition of the surface tiles on Meadow View.

g.
Members noted that the minor repairs to the slide had been completed by DSK.  Clothing trap present, failed toggle test.  Risk factor ‘ moderate’.

h.
The report said that the swings on Elizabeth Avenue should cater for one age group.  Swings for younger children should be separate.  Members agreed to keep the swings on this Play Area as they are.

i.
The report stated that the two toddler seats on the swings on Elizabeth Avenue are slightly damaged.  Members agreed with the suggestion of the report to monitor the condition of the seats and replace when necessary.

j.
Members noted that the strap on the toddlers seat on Elizabeth Play Area has been tightened by DSK.

h.
Members noted that DSK had repaired the minor problems with the Skateboarding ramp that was highlighted in the report.  

9.
BULKY HOUSEHOLD WASTE COLLECTION

It was noted by members that the date scheduled for Rolleston for the Bulky Household Waste Collection is to be on Saturday 30th August 2003.  The skip will be on Brookside from 9am until 2pm.

THE FURTURE DEVELOPMENT OF AIR TRANSPORT– IN THE UK

Members noted that a second edition of the proposed development for South East had been received.  Members discussed concerns for the apparent increase in flights over Rolleston and agreed that a letter should be written to East Midlands Airport expressing these concerns.

11.
ANNUAL ‘CLEAN-UP’ DAY

Members agreed that a Clean-up day should be organized.  It was agreed that the Clerk should arrange a suitable time.

12.
WESTBURY HOMES – STREET NAMES

Members discussed the suggestion for  ‘Tafflands’ as suitable name to be put forward for the new housing development.  Members agreed that this name would not be appropriate for the new housing estate as the land in which the houses are to be built was never referred to as Tafflands.  It was felt that this could lead to future confusion in identifying the Taffland area.

13.
MOBILE YOUTH BUS (Clerk’s Report, Item 6)

Members discussed various locations for a suitable site for the Mobile Bus.  It was suggested that a suitable site for the Bus might be on the road behind the Spread Eagle Island. 

Members decided that more information was required before any further decisions could be made.  

14.
FLOODING

Mr. Blackshaw reported on the recent Second Midlands Flood Symposium that he attended on Friday 7th March.  

Mr. Blackshaw said that the meeting was most interesting and in particular the scheme of a Flood Warden was discussed. 

A Flood Warden would assist quickly in an area that was affected by flooding.  The Warden would be responsible for gathering information on houses/gardens that were affected by flooding and would help assist residents affected.  The Warden would be responsible for passing information on to the Parish Council.  Mr. Blackshaw said that it would be necessary to have 2 or 3 Flood Wardens in Rolleston and he agreed to approach possible volunteers.

15.
JINNY TRAIL (Clerk’s Report, Item 8)

Mr. Blackshaw and Mr. Hodson Walker agreed to attend the meeting with the Clerk that has been scheduled for Wednesday 16th April at the Midland Grain Warehouse.  The meeting has been organized to discuss the project of the Interpretation Board.

Members noted that a quotation is awaited from JPM Services for the amendment to the entrance of the Jinny Trail.  It was also noted that a response is awaited from Sustrans.

INSURANCE

The quotation from the Parish Council’s insurance group for the additional terrorism cover was discussed and it was agreed by members that the additional cover was not required.

LYCH GATE (Clerk’s Report, Item 5)

Members noted the information provided by the Conservation Officer regarding the repairs to the Lych Gate.

It was reported at the meeting that the Faculty from the PCC has been granted for this work to proceed.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD – CHANGING ROOMS PROJECT (Clerk’s Report, Item 7)

Members noted that a letter had been written to the Architectural Consultants recommended by the Borough Council asking for a quotation for drawings.

CRAYTHORNE FIELD – DRAINAGE (Clerk’s Report, Item 27)

Members supported the Chairman in the action taken in agreeing the quotation for the supply of a gully machine to pump water from Wagon Lane ditch.  This work was necessary in order for the proposed CCTV camera work to take place.



The quotation was for £45 per hour for 2 hours work plus VAT.



Members noted that once the ditch was clear CCTV inspection was not necessary.

Members noted that the verti-drainage has now been completed on the two pitches.  The verti-drainage will be an annual procedure.

CRAYTHORNE WOOD/MEADOW VIEW (Clerk’s Report, Item 10)

Members noted the letter that had been received expressing concern for the maintenance of the trees on and around Craythorne Wood.  It was agreed by members to obtain quotations for the necessary work.

DOG BYELAWS

Members noted that the dog byelaws have been completed. A quotation for the new signs is awaited from Hardy Signs.

CRAYTHORNE LANE

It was reported that there has been a considerable amount of dumping along Craythorne Lane and Wagon Lane that has now been removed by the Borough Council.

TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 22)

Members agreed that a letter should be written to the County Council to clarify the Parish Council’s commitment to the traffic calming scheme on Church Road.  

The Parish Council is already committed to £5000.  It is understood that the £3500 committed by the Borough Council maybe withdrawn.  Members agreed that if this happened then the Parish Council would commit a further £1500 towards the traffic calming and this years WASP’s funding of £2000 could also be used.  Members agreed to forward this information to the County Council.
