CLERKS REPORT DATED 28th MARCH 2007

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)

Members would like to request that sound proofing is applied to the children’s rooms in 
order to avoid disturbance to the neighbouring properties.  Members would like to 
request that parking conditions are enforced so patrons are encouraged to park at the 
rear of the building in order to lessen the impact of parked cars along Burnside and 
other local roads.

Members noted the planning decisions.

3.
REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Dr. Trelinski made the following report:-


14/16 Burnside: - Dr. Trelinski reported that people had expressed their concerns with regards to the restoration project, but that works were going on.  Dr. Trelinski reported that it had been difficult in the absence of the Conservation Officer, but Jim Malkin our area Planning Officer at ESBC had advised that the application was granted permission in October 2006 and the application has three years to run.  Mr. Malkin had confirmed that work is proceeding and is being supervised by an Officer of the Council who is making sure that things are proceeding properly.  


West Midlands Regional Spacial Strategy: - Dr. Trelinski reported that the Spacial Strategy is a replacement for the old Regional Structure Plan and that the Local Plan has to be in agreement with the Regional Spacial Strategy.  It was reported that the Borough Council were keen on Burton becoming a housing focus, Dr. Trelinski advised that he disagreed with this policy as it would inevitably mean building on Greenfield sites and instead the West Midlands should be encouraged to build on Brownfield’s.  Dr Trelinski advised that his main concern was the council relying on the economic redevelopment and subsequent boom of the Drakelow Power Station site — even though it lies in South Derbyshire, in the East Midlands.

SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (OLD POST OFFICE) (Clerks Report, Item 16)

Members noted that still no response had been received from SCC and agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.

Members noted that no further response had been received from Mrs. Dean, MP following our letter to her with regards to this issue.
15.
ESBC - PLAY AREAS – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT (Clerks Report, Item 19)

Members noted that no further update had been received with regards to this item and agreed that 
Mr. Crossley should be invited to attend a future meeting to provide the Parish Council with an update.

16.
ESBC – ANNUAL PLAYGROUND INSPECTIONS

Members noted that Dr. Trelinski, Mr. Winstone and the Clerk had met to discuss the findings of the Annual Playground Reports.  Members were advised that when considering the 2007/08 precept it would be necessary to look at the resurfacing of the play areas as they are suffering from subsidence.  Dr. Trelinski advised that the issue should be put on the agenda for a few months time, as it would be necessary to obtain specialist advice and get quotations as the project would cost several thousand pounds.

17.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report, Item 20)

The Chairman reported that she had received more complaints about the mowing in Shotwood Close.  The Chairman reported that there were three issues within the close, it was resolved that the dead trees were on the farmers land and that the Parish Council should write and ask for replacement planting to be carried out.


It was reported that there was still a disagreement with regards to the section next to Mr. & Mrs. Babb’s house, but that SCC and ESBC were working together to try and resolve the issues.  The Chairman advised that SCC had told Mr. Babb that the Parish Council were being paid to mow the areas.  It has been confirmed that the Parish Council are only being paid to maintain the verges on the left hand side and right hand side as you enter Shotwood Close.
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17.
ESBC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (continued)

Members agreed that they were sympathetic to the residents as many of them have been living here now for 8 years and the issues still remain.  Members agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.

18.
ESBC – BULKY WASTE COLLECTION


Members noted that due to the gentleman who had arranged the Bulky Waste Collection leaving ESBC’s employment, the details of the Bulky Waste Collection had not been passed on.  It was noted that the issue had now been resolved and the collection will go ahead on Monday 23rd April as previously agreed.  Dr. Trelinski advised that there are currently a lot of vacancies within ESBC and it is resulting in a loss of continuity.

19.
ESBC – ELECTION EXPENSES


Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC following our letter with regards to the election expenses.

20.
PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS – THURSDAY 3RD MAY 2007

Members agreed that we did wish to go ahead and order polling cards and that they would only be required if there is a parish contest in a ward where the Borough election is uncontested.


It was agreed that the newly elected Parish Council would meet on Monday 14th May.  The Chairman advised that she would not be present for this meeting, so Mrs. Toon, Vice Chairman would need to take the Chair until a new Chairman was elected.  Members discussed that the old Parish Council retires on the “fourth day after the ordinary day of election” and that the “newly elected Parish Councillors shall come into office on the day that their predecessors retire”.  It was discussed that as the meeting was not being held until the 14th, new members would not have signed their declaration of acceptance of office, so we could effectively be without a Parish Council for two weeks.  Members unanimously agreed to support the Chairman in any actions that may need to be taken during this time, relating to financial expenditure.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE (Clerks Report, Item 48)

Members noted the following update which had been prepared by Mrs. Carlton:-


“With regards to my research I have been in contact with the National Youth Agency, Connexions for Staffordshire and Staffordshire Youth Service who all work in conjunction with Staffordshire County Council and provide support and guidance to District/Parish Councils on setting up Youth Councils within the Community and generally promoting youth involvement within communities.  I have obtained all the website links and contact names and telephone numbers for when we are ready to proceed”

“I have also obtained some posters from the Electoral Commission for this years Local Democracy Week which takes place from Monday 15th – Sunday 21st October 2007 and these may be useful for display at Community Day.  I am now in the process of researching what our local surrounding Parish Councils do in regard to promoting youth involvement”.

FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 50)

Members noted that no response had been received from Bovis and agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.

LITTER COLLECTION (Clerks Report, Item 27)

Members noted that the Clerk had not had the opportunity to pursue this matter but will do so in time for the next meeting.

25.
DOCTORS SURGERY (Clerks Report, Item 28)
Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mrs. Trelinska and Dr. Trelinski left the meeting room. Mrs. Toon took the Chair.

Members discussed the submission of the petition to the Doctors Surgery and agreed that we should wait until after the elections and then the new Chairman and the new Council can go in and present it.  It was agreed that we should also liaise with the Burton Mail so they are also in attendance when it is presented.  The Clerk confirmed that she had counted and verified the signatures and that there were around 820.   


Members discussed the email that had been received asking if it had been considered that should the schools amalgamation go ahead, then the existing Primary School may be a suitable site for a Doctors Surgery.  It was discussed that this could be a possible solution all round, as the County Council want to sell the site, and the Doctors are looking for a site.   Members agreed that we whilst we have knowledge of possible sites, we are not being kept informed of progress by the Doctors Surgery.  Members agreed that we should submit a further letter to the Doctors Surgery requesting an update on the current status of the project.


Members agreed that we take up Mr. Dean on his offer of help, and it was resolved that Mr. Morris would arrange to visit him, and Mrs. Toon advised that she would also be willing to attend.
26.

CRAYTHORNE PLAYING FIELD (Clerks Report, Item 51)

Members noted that the quote for the RADAR lock was in part 2 of the Clerks Report.


It was noted that the portacabin had suffered some vandalism, but it was understood that the necessary repairs had been carried out.  Members noted that the regarding of the Craythorne Car Parks was due to commence week commencing 2nd April.

27.
BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 49)

Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. Thompson advising that SCC have still not given him permission to access his gate, and until this issue was resolved, he would not be in a position to pursue with providing the Parish Council with some land for a bus shelter.  Members agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.
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28.
ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE (Clerks Report, Item 31)

Members noted that the School were unable to take the items due to space constraints.  Members suggested that we should write again to the National Trust, and we should suggest that Calke Abbey may be a suitable venue for the items.  It was also suggested that we should write to Chester Zoo.
29. APPEAL


Members agreed that we would not be able to make a donation to the appeal that had been received, as it was not a charity that was known to be used by constituents of Rolleston.

30.
ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

Members noted that the Annual Parish Meeting would be taking place on Monday 23rd April, commencing at 7.30pm in the Methodist Chapel.

31.
THE CROFT

Members noted the actions taken by the Clerk and agreed to support the actions taken.
32.
FINGERPOST (Clerks Report, Item 32)

Members agreed that we should proceed with the quotation to have the height increased and that the Spigot would cost £80.00 + V.A.T and the Collar would be £132.00 + V.A.T.  

Members discussed that by raising the height it would make it less vulnerable to damage by passing lorries.  The logistics of moving the post was discussed and Dr. Trelinski advised that if we went to SCC, they would not be interested, as they do not class the device as useful.  Members were advised that there were discussions around 15 years ago with regards to moving the post and the conclusion was the post was best left where it was, and that if the Parish Council pushed for change the County Council would take it away. 

33.
FOR SALE SIGNS (Clerks Report, Item 33)

Members noted that the signs had been reported to ESBC, Enforcements Department and they had advised that they would look into the issue but due to their current workload may not be able to do so for several weeks.


Members agreed that we should write directly to the estate agents and ask them to remove the signs as they are in breach of the law.  Members suggested that we could ask them to have one collective sign advertising the properties for sale.  

34.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC INQUIRY (Clerks Report, Item 34)

The Chairman thanked the Clerk for all her work with regards to the forthcoming Public Inquiry with regards to the Jinny Trail.  The Chairman reported that the Clerk had spent many hours going through minute books and compiling reports for the solicitor and had worked under strict timelines set by the solicitors.  The Chairman reported that the Public Inquiry was due to take place on Wednesday 11th April, commencing at 10am.  
35.
PSCO’S

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. McNulty, Minister of State with regards to the funding of PCSO’s.  Members agreed that we should forward the letter to the police and ask for their comments as it contradicts what they told us with regards to funding.
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36.
ENVIRONMENT AGENCY


Members noted that the visit that had been arranged to the Environment Agency had been postponed until the summer.

37.
ROLLESTON SCOUT CARNIVAL 


Members agreed to make a donation towards the Scout Carnival and agreed that the donation should be increased to £100.00 as it had been £75.00 for the last few years.


Members agreed that permission should be granted for use of Elizabeth Avenue playing field for car parking, but that the car parking should be marshalled to ensure that cars do not drive over the new path or park on the skate ramp.

ESBC - POLLUTION CAUSED BY MUCKSPREADING

Members noted details of the complaint letter that had been received with regards to the pollution being caused by muckspreading and that the Clerk had passed the letter to ESBC.

BUS SERVICES (Clerks Report, Item 29)

Mr. Morris reported that he had read an article in the Burton Mail which stated that Midland Classic had picked up the service from Stretton to the hospital and that they accept East Staffs bus passes.  Members agreed that we should write to Midland Classic and ask them if they would be willing to pick up the service from Rolleston to the hospital.  


Mr. Morris reported that he had witnessed people waiting for long durations for the buses that then failed to arrive.
