7.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER


Mr. Fraser made the following report:-


a. Job Evaluations: Mr. Fraser reported that County wise there was a lot of movement taking place on 
the Job Evaluations.


b. Care Homes: Mr. Fraser reported that the ruling party has now decided to go out to consultation with regards to the closure of care homes, and that he would be attending a meeting at Hillfield residential home.  Mr. Fraser reported that it was not a public meeting, and that he would report back to the Parish Council accordingly.

c. SCC, Highways: Mr. Fraser reported that everything that SCC has said will be done will be done.


Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Fraser about the lack of response we have been receiving from SCC on the issues.  Mr. Fraser reported that the Highways Department is a very busy department, and sometimes things run slowly.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th MAY 2007

1.
ESBC – PARISH COUNCIL ELECTION, CO-OPTION FOR VACANCY


It was proposed by Mr. Morris that we should ask Mr. Edwards if he would be willing to be co-opted onto the Parish Council.  It was considered that Mr. Edwards was a suitable candidate as he attends all the meetings, including the Annual Parish Meeting.


The Chairman agreed with Mr. Morris’s suggestion and Mr. Edwards was asked if he would like to join the Parish Council.  Mr. Edwards agreed to take up the position and joined the meeting.


Mr. Edwards signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications were considered by members:-


Mrs. Carlton declared an interest and left the meeting room.

a. HO/27969/004 Erection of a 1.8m high fence, 34 Walford Road, Mr. Hunt



Members had no objections to this application.


Mrs. Redgrave declared an interest and left the meeting room.

b. HO/09656/009 Erection of a single storey rear link extension and conversion of part of garage to form games room, 236 Station Road, Mr & Mrs. Redgrave



Members had no objections to this application.

c. TN/01158/010 Removal of 6 conifer trees and lopping of 15 conifer trees, Woodlands, Hall Grounds, Mr. & Mrs. Grant



Members had no objections to this application.
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2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
Members discussed that they were concerned with the loss of trees within the village.  It was agreed that members should keep a watch on the situation and request replacement planting takes place whenever possible.

3.
PLANNING DECISIONS



Members noted the planning decisions.

4.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 3)

The Chairman reported that we hade received an email from Mr. Rayson on all of the outstanding issues with SCC, advising that he needed to speak to Mr. Oakley’s team with regards to the items, and as Mr. Oakley was out of the office until 23rd May, a response will be sent after this time.


Members agreed to keep the item on the agenda.


5.
SCC – FOOTWAYS (Clerks Report, Item 4)

This item was covered on item 4 of the Clerks Report.


6.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES (Clerks Report, Item 5)

This item was covered on item 4 of the Clerks Report.


7.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES (Clerks Report, Item 6)

Mrs. Redgrave reported that a “Not Suitable for HGV’s” sign has now been erected at the Hilton end of Marston Lane.  Members discussed the recent damage caused to the kerb by a HGV on the corner of Church Road//Marston Lane.  It was noted that the repairs were made very quickly.  


Members reported that the kerb on the junction of Glebe Close was also damaged and although this had been reported at the same time as the above incident, repairs had not yet taken place.


Members discussed that we should try and contact the people who update the Satellite Navigation Systems and advise them that there is a weight restriction within the village and that this route is totally unsuitable for HGV’s.  

Members agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.


8.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL (Clerks Report, Item 7)

The Chairman reported that Mr. Rayson had reported that we should receive a response on this item after 23rd May and that we should keep the item on the agenda.


Mr. Fraser asked the Parish Council what we would like the County Council to do.  The Chairman advised that we would like them to look at the traffic calming as the current rumble strips appeared to be ineffective.  Mr. Edwards asked that the County Council send us some proposals, i.e. aluminous signs etc.  Mr. Fraser reported that the signs only work for a short while, that Speed Humps are now considered as old fashioned, but that chicanes could possibly be looked into.  Mr. Edwards advised that the Highways officers are the experts and they should put some possible suggestions forwards.  Mr. Fraser agreed that he would ask Mr. Rayson and Mr. Oakley to come up with some possible solutions.
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8.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL (Clerks Report, Item 7)


Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Fraser if he felt part of the issue was that it was not considered as a speeding black spot as the Government is allowing the top 15% of speeds to be taken off.  Mr. Fraser reported that a lot of the issue is trying to get the police to come out and what is perceived as fast.  It was agreed that it is a bad bend.  Mr. Fraser was asked about the installation of a speed camera; Mr. Fraser reported that Speed Cameras are effective but very expensive.  Members replied that they believe although speed cameras are expensive, they are also self- financing.

9.   
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH (Clerks Report, Item 14)


The Chairman reported that this item would also be commented on by SCC after 23rd May.  Members noted the letters that had been received from Mr. Essery and the Chairman asked members to review the letters and pass back any comments at the next meeting.


10.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE (Clerks Report, Item 8)

This item was covered on item 4 of the Clerks Report.


11.
SCC – BUS STOPS (Clerks Report, Item 9)

Mr. Morris reported on the recent accident, involving a lady who was getting off the bus at Hall Road and slipped and fell on the grass verge and as a result broke her arm.  Mr. Fraser was asked to intervene with SCC and re-iterate the importance of hard standing being installed at all of our village bus stops.

12.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS (Clerks Report, Item 10)

This item was covered on item 4 of the Clerks Report.


13.
SCC – CHURCH ROAD AND STATION ROAD, RESURFACING



Members noted the letter that had been sent to Hall Grounds Residents Association with regards to the 
resurfacing of Church Road and Station Road and noted that the letter indicated that the roads would be re-
assessed 
in 12 months time.  Members agreed that we should put this item back on the agenda at this time and refer to 
the letter when addressing SCC.  Mr. Winstone suggested that when we write to SCC we could specify exactly 
where the issues are and we should be much more precise as opposed to saying the roads are in a poor state. 

14.
SCC – PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (Clerks Report, Item 13)

The dates for this years Annual Footpath walks were agreed as Tuesday 26th June and Tuesday 3rd July, commencing at 7pm, departing from the Spread Eagle.



The Chairman reported that we have still not had a decision passed from SCC with regards to our grant application for the works identified during the 2006 footpath walks.  Members agreed that we should chase the application again with SCC. 


15.
SCC – VILLAGE LENGHTSMAN AGREEMENT

Members noted that this item had been resolved.


16.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES OLD POST OFFICE (Clerks Report, Item 11)

Members noted that this item had been covered on item 4 of the Clerks Report.
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17.
PARISH COUNCILLOR DETAILS


Members noted that their details were required for the updating of the village website.



18.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS/ CONSERVATION OFFICER



(Clerks Report, Item 22)


Mr. Morris reported that the post for a “Conservation Assistant” was now on the board at 
ESBC, so it 
was understood that this position had not yet been recruited.  Mr. Morris also reported that he was 
attending a 
Full Council meeting on 18th May and that the Conservation Area Review Documents were not on the agenda, 
and the next full meeting of the council after this time would not be until the end of May.



Members discussed that they were concerned that the position of “Conservation Assistant” does 
not 
hold the same weight as the position of “Conservation Officer” and were concerned about how significant 
the 
role would be.  Mr. Morris reported that the development at Burnside really needs to be 
monitored by a 
Conservation Officer and it would’ve been very beneficial for a Conservation Officer to look at the Schoolroom 
development as it is a listed building and we need the advice of a Conservation 
Officer on some of the issues, 
such as saying that RSJ’s should not be used in a listed building.


19.
ESBC - PLAY AREAS – WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Members looked at the plans that had been received from ESBC for the Toddlers and Junior Play areas and noted that work on the landscaping had already commenced.  It was agreed that this item should be reviewed again in two months time, when the work was estimated to be nearing completion.


20.
ESBC/ SCC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report, Item 12)

Members agreed that it was unacceptable that the maintenance of the strips had still not been clarified by SCC.  Members agreed that we should write again to SCC and explain that some residents can’t manage the maintenance of the strips and that if SCC are willing to pay, then the Parish Council will be willing to take on the grass cutting. Mr. Morris reported that he had seen the deeds of one of the properties, and they clearly indicate that the strips of glass are not owned by the homeowner.


Mr. Edwards asked if the issue had been resolved with regards to the open space.  The Clerk reported that she recalled a response being received from ESBC a couple of months back and that she would look into this and advise Mr. Edwards.  Mr. Morris also asked to be copied in on the response that we had received from ESBC.


21.
ESBC – MARSTON LANE (Clerks Report, item 18)

Members agreed that the state of the land adjacent to 4 Marston Lane was unacceptable and that this piece of land now resembled wasteland with piles of sawn down trees and junk.  Members considered that the trees had been planted to close together, with no consideration taken about the size that a “Blue Cedar” grows into.  Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and advise that we are dissatisfied with the plot clearance and re-planting and state that we consider the site is overgrown and unsightly, not as a direct result of “Seasonal Growth”.


22.
ESBC – DISPOSAL OF LAND MEADOW VIEW

Members noted the letter that had been received from ESBC.


23.
ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS


Members noted that there were still staff shortages within ESBC Parks & Countryside Department and 
agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda.
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24. ESBC – LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK


The Chairman asked members to review the Local Development Framework policy and pass comments 
to the Clerk by 25th May.  Mr. Morris reported that he had read the document and doesn’t see anything wrong 
with the document.  Mr. Morris advised that he does however have a problem with the Policy itself.  Mr. Morris 
reported that somehow the Borough of East Staffordshire has to fit in another 13,000 houses, and that it is 
Borough 
Council policy to go for another 13,000 houses.  The introduction of the policy will mean that the 
Local plan will be 
scrapped in a few months time, and as members are aware the Parish Council hired a Consultant at great expense 
during the Local Plan consultation.  


Mr. Morris advised that the document itself is quite good and that we are going to be consulted in all 
areas.


25.
MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA


Members noted the reports of damage to properties in the Meadow View area being caused by 
“Youths”.  The Chairman advised that any complaints should be directed to the Police, as then they can monitor 
the problem and assign resources accordingly.


26.
ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAY AREA


It was reported that the panel that had been damaged by vandals is due to be replaced within the next 
two weeks, and has already been paid for as it was part of the works identified in the Annual Playground 
Inspections.



The Clerk reported that the lock and chain had been stolen again from the gate on the Beacon Road 
entrance to Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field and that she had replaced it at a cost of £4.99.


27.
LITTER COLLECTION (Clerks Report, Item 36)


Members agreed to increase the services of the “Litter Collector” by two hours per week, but agreed that we should put together a schedule detailing specific areas where we would like him to cover.



28.
DOCTORS SURGERY (Clerks Report, Item 32)

               Mr. Morris and Mrs. Toon agreed to attend the presentation of the petition to the PCT, and members 


agreed that we should also arrange for the Burton Mail to attend.  Mr. Morris reported that he had visited Mr. Dean from Dean & Smedley Pharmacy and that he had advised that he would also be happy to attend the meeting, and advise who the best person to contact would be.  



Mr. Fitton advised that he had a number of concerns with regards to any proposed surgery, primarily being that the building proposed was a large building and he believes that if we do get a facility it should be the right facility for the village.  Mr. Fitton advised that it was his understanding that the more services offered by the Surgery, then the more money they get.  Mr. Morris advised that Mr. Dean had advised him that the size of any proposed surgery is all set up and specified by Central Government, but agreed that when he attended the PCT, he would raise the question.
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29. 
BUS SERVICES (Clerks Report, Item 33)

Members noted that “on paper” there is a service from Rolleston to the Hospital, but involves changing buses at Stretton.  It was noted that the Parish Council had received no response to date from Midland Classic.



Mr. Underhill reported that after seeing an article in the paper, he had phoned the “Villager” to get 
further details.  He advised that there is a changeover time of about 15 minutes, but all the services cease around 
4pm, so you cannot get to the hospital and back after 3pm “ish”. The Chairman reported that there never seems 
to of been a service offering later times, and that this has been a specific problem for many years.

30.
QUAD BIKE


Members noted that this item had been reported to P.C. Lear for action.                                                                              


31.
ITEMS OF HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE

Members Thanked Mr. Winstone for the suggestion of Chester Zoo and securing a home for the “items of historical interest”.  Members agreed that the request for a donation from Chester Zoo should be retracted, considering the problems we have experienced in trying to secure a home for the items.

32.

FINGERPOST

Members noted that works to the Fingerpost were nearing completion.


33.

FOR SALE SIGNS


Members noted that the signs were still in situ.


34.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL – PUBLIC ENQUIRY



Members noted that the outcome of the Public Enquiry was likely within the next couple of months.


The clerk reported that the invoice had now been received for the Solicitor and Barrister fees and was 
£8,185.00 per Parish Council.  Members noted that the amount allocated from the precept was £3,250.00, so as a 
result any other money allocated in Capital Spending in the 2007/08 Precept would need to be put on hold until 
the next financial year.  The Clerk advised that the additional fees were due to us having to employ a solicitor as 
the chosen Barrister was not a Public Access Barrister and due to NALC changing their legal services, they were 
no longer in a position to secure the Barrister on our behalf.



Members discussed that in future the potential costs should be given much more consideration and 
comparative quotes should be sought.  Members agreed that there was a lesson to be learnt from this.


35.
STANDING ORDERS


It was noted that members had received new copies of the Standing Orders.

36.
VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY


Members noted that village clean up day was on Saturday 19th May, commencing at 9.30am.

37.
VILLAGE LIASION MEETING

Members noted details of the Village Liaison Meeting.  Mr. Taylor asked for his apologies to be given for the meeting.
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38. NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH MEETING


Members noted that the next Neighbourhood Watch Meeting was being held on Monday 4th June, commencing at 7.30pm.


39.
ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report, Item 26)


Members noted the letters that had been received from Mr. Essery.



Mr. Edwards advised that he had spoken to the owner of Kiln Lodge and he understands that it is not 
just him objecting to a footway on Anslow Lane and that there were at least three other properties which will not 
give permission for the dedication of land.  Mr. Edwards asked what the general opinion of the Parish Council 
was, because as far as he was concerned no vote had been taken on the position of the Parish Council.



Mr. Taylor advised that the Parish Council had been generally going along with the proposals, although 
it was known that there was not unanimous support.  Mr. Taylor suggested that the item should be taken off the 
agenda, as Staffordshire County Council provided a definite refusal of the project in 2006.  Mr. Morris said that 
he agreed with Mr. Taylor, but if a letter is addressed to the Parish Council with regards to an item, then it needs 
to be added to the agenda and cannot be ignored.



Members agreed that we should write to Mr. Essery and advise that any planning questions need to be 
directed to ESBC and that we note his letter.  


40.
ESBC – FORUM MEETING



The Chairman advised that she would be unable to attend the Forum Meeting on 6th June.  Mr. Morris 
agreed to attend.


41.
THE LOCAL AUTHORITIES MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT ORDER 2007


Mr. Morris proposed, Mr. Toon seconded and Members unanimously agreed to adopt the changes 
being 
made to the Code of Conduct.  All members signed declarations accepting the changes.


42.
FOJORPS COMMUNITY DAY


Mrs. Carlton reported that she had spoken to a Community Youth Leader at work with regards to the 
Parish Councils stand on “Youth Representatives/Youth Councils” for the forthcoming Community Day and 
advised that as the Community Day focuses on younger children, we should try and involve them by asking 
them to have their say.  It was suggested that we could have a table covered in post it notes with the question 
“What do you want in the village”.  Mrs. Carlton reported that the requests should then be collated for the Local 
Democracy Week and we could then get permission from the Borough Council to talk to the School about their 
ideas and suggestions.



Mrs. Carlton advised that she had spoken with the Principal of Burton College and he had advised that 
there had been no interest in any students coming forward for the role of Youth Representative.  Mrs. Carlton 
advised that there was an offer for the Parish Council going into the College and talking to the students and 
introducing them to the set-up of the Parish Council.   


43.
COUNTY AIR AMBULANCE – APPEAL


Mr. Morris proposed, Mr. Taylor seconded and Members unanimously agreed to donate £50.00 to the 
County Air Ambulance fund.  Mr. Toon advised that Rolleston Club also make frequent donations to this cause.

CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND - APPEAL



It was proposed by Mr. Winstone and Members unanimously agreed that the Parish Council should
renew the Annual membership at a cost of £30.00.

POSTWATCH – POST OFFICE CLOSURES



Members noted the letter that had been received from Postwatch.



46.
FOOTPATH 14 – BEACON ROAD TO CRAYTHORNE LANE (Clerks Report, Item 34)


Members agreed that we should look further into the letter received from the landowner as the letter should 
be seen as a negotiation tool, as opposed to a refusal.  Mr. Morris reported that he had walked the route, and that if a 
hedge and fence were erected it could actually make improvements to the safety/security of the land. It was agreed 
that we should get comparative quotes for any solicitor’s work that would be required.



Mr. Underhill reported that the original request wasn’t principally for a cycle route, but that the VDSG 
survey had identified that there was a need for a safe route with an all weather surface.  Members agreed that we 
should drop the word cycle and call it an all weather path.  It was agreed that quotes should be sought and that we 
should also look into grant applications for the project.

Members agreed that the Standing Orders should be suspended in order for the meeting to carry on past 9.30pm.

47. STAFFORDSHIRE PARISH COUNCILS ASSOCIATION (SPCA), ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION 



Members discussed the renewal of the Staffordshire Parish Councils Annual Subscription and agreed that 
we should write to them, and explain due to the issues experienced with the loss of the NALC Legal Services, 
it had had a detrimental effect on the Parish Councils budget and that we were unsure that we had received any 
value for money in the previous financial year.  Members agreed that we should ask SPCA for free membership for 
the 2007/08 financial year.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE / YOUTH COUNCIL (Clerks Report, Item 35)

Members noted that this item had been covered on item 42.

BUS SHELTER


Members noted this item and that without a dedication of land nothing further could be done at this 
stage.

FLY-TIPPING CRAYTHORNE LANE 


Members noted the response from Bovis and agreed that we should ask them how much they are selling the 
land for as the field is an extremely important piece of land for the village, and if it was bought under Parish Council 
ownership, it could prevent development, stop travellers and would also be a suitable piece of land for a Doctors 
surgery.


Members agreed for a gate to be installed and noted that Bovis would reimburse any costs accordingly.

CRAYTHORNE CAR PARK (Clerks Report, Item 28)


Mr. Morris reported that Mr. Hayward had called him and asked him to look at the Car Park upon 
completion of the works and Mr. Morris reported that Mr. Winstone had advised that the car park was quite spongy.  
It was agreed that we would be able to use the expertise of Mr. Edwards and Mr. Toon on future projects like these.


Members agreed that we should get costings for a gate to be installed to prevent cars hanging out by the portacabin 
area late at night.
