Five members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.

10.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


Mr. Jennings reported that less than a third of the grass strips are being cut on Knowles Hill and the top of Beacon Road.  The Chairman and Mr. Morris reported that they had also received the same complaint about the grass cutting on Walford Road.  The Chairman thanked Mr. Jennings for raising the item and advised that we would look into the matter.



Mr. Ford, Rolleston Football Club spoke to members about some issues with the drainage on Craythorne Field and that as a result the Football Club had needed to call games off as the pitches were waterlogged.  It was reported that the issue had been worse this year than in previous years, and Mr. Ford requested that members look into the drainage problems.  Mr. Ford presented members with a map of the field, detailing the drainage problems on the field and also advised that both he and Mr. Gopsill had spent a lot of time unblocking the drains, trying to help ease the water flow.  Mr. Ford also asked members to consider allowing permission for the relocation of one of the pitches and set of goal posts, as the pitch currently stood on the site particularly affected by the poor drainage.  


Mr. Gopsill, Rolleston Football Club reported that following the recent meeting with members of the Parish Council, he had received quotations for the erection of a galvanised gate to be installed where the car park forms a single track and follows down to the porta cabin.  It was reported that at present cars are going down the track at night and tucking in behind the portacabin.  Mr.  Gopsill reported that the quotation was £260.00 + V.A.T and that the football club were willing to fit and pay for the installation of the gate.



The Chairman thanked Mr. Ford and Mr. Gopsill for their reports and advised that the relocation of the goal posts would be discussed later on in the meeting and that the Parish Council has money in the budget for the verti-drainage so this issue would also be looked into.  The Chairman reported that we would arrange another meeting with the football club on site, so that the locations for the goal posts and gate could be verified with the Parish Council.

14.
REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris made the following report:-


Rolleston Cricket Club, Mr. Morris reported that if the meeting finished at a reasonable time, an invitation had been extended to the Parish Council to view the expansion plans that were being proposed by Rolleston Cricket Club.

Conservation Area Document, Mr. Morris reported that the documents were down to be passed by the Full Council at the end of June, however the ruling cabinet had recommended that due to staff shortages, the document be passed but not implemented until they had appointed the two positions, of Urban Design Officer and Conservation Assistant. 

Parish Councils Forum, Mr. Morris reported that he had recently attended this meeting and would make a report on this item, later on.


Green Grants, Mr. Morris reported that ESBC had a little pocket of money available for green grant applications.

WASP Grants, Mr. Morris reported that the Parish Council needed to consider items for the WASPS grant, it was reported that there is £1,000 available, with a further pot available which would need to be bid for.


Estate Agent Signs, it was reported that Mr. Morris had spoken with the enforcement officers and that they had written and advised the estate agents that it is against the law for them to display advertising signs on street furniture and asking for them to be removed.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Morris for his report.

15.
MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 




Page 7, Item 34, The Chairman reported that a decision had been made with regards to the Jinny Trail and 
that members should be pleased with the outcome of the decision.  Mr. Winstone reported that Mrs. Anderson had 
approached him and stated that she accepts the decision of the Planning Inspectorate and that she would now like to 
speak and work with the Parish Council with regards to the trail being used for bicycles.  



The Chairman advised that she thought we would need to speak to Stretton with regards to the future of 
bicycles.  Mr. Winstone replied that he felt that Rolleston need to make a decision and then push forward their 
opinion to Stretton.  It was agreed that this item required a lot of discussion and members resolved that it should be 
added to the agenda for the next Parish Council meeting and that a vote should be taken.


Page 7, Item 36, It was reported that Village clean up day had taken place and that it was a successful day.

Members had no objections to this application, but would request that adequate parking 
provisions are made.


2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.


3.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 17)

Members noted the letter from Mr. Rayson.  Mr. Winstone reported that he felt that our letter had been misunderstood by Mr. Rayson and that we should write back and explain that we only require double yellow lines by the Chicane build out and not the whole strip.


Mr. Morris reported that residents can park at the Cricket Club but for insurance purposes need to become members at a cost of approximately £15.00 per annum.


4.
SCC – FOOTWAYS

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Rayson.  The Chairman reported that she felt that the response was not acceptable and that slurry sealing would not solve the problem.  It was noted that the footway outside Cherry Cottage and the one on the corner of Glebe Close were in a very poor condition.

5.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES

Members noted the letter from SCC.  Mr. Edwards reported that he felt it was interesting that SCC that they proposed no further works would be done to this area, when none had been done in the first place.  It was reported that the nettles in places are now 3ft high.  Mr. Morris reported that SCC had advised at the ESBC Forum meeting that their contractors had now started the first cuts of the year.


6.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES (Clerks Report, Item 15)

Members agreed that we should leave this item until the end of June and that chase up with SCC if the signs had still not been erected by this time.


7.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL 

Members discussed the contents of the letter that had been received from Mr. Rayson and some recalled that the traffic calming survey referred to by SCC had taken place approximately two years ago.  Members discussed that they interpreted Mr. Rayson’s letter to insinuate that people speed up when they see Speed Watch.  Members recalled a very bad accident that had occurred on Knowles Hill a few years ago.  It was agreed that the signage and rumble strips are quite good and that we should ask Mr. Rayson to add Knowles Hill to the list of areas to be visited by the mobile actuated speed signs.  

16.
CLERKS REPORT DATED 6th JUNE 2007
7.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL (continued)

Members were concerned that the signs would act as a temporary measure and that once they were removed, the incentive to slow down would be gone.  Members agreed that Speedwatch should concentrate on this area.  

8.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE


Members noted that there was an error in Mr. Rayson’s letter and that he had confirmed that option 3 was for Burnside.


9.
SCC – BUS STOPS 

Members noted the letter from Mr. Rayson and the Clerk reported that Mr. Rayson had now confirmed that the bus stop at Hall Road would also be added to the list for hard standing to be installed.  Members agreed that hard standing should be erected at all bus stops where there are currently grassed strips where you get on and off the bus.


10.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS 


Members noted the letter from SCC with regards to the visibility mirror and agreed that without their 
permission a sign could not be erected.  Members agreed to speak to SCC with regards to the siting of the 


“No Through Road” sign that had been erected by ESBC, but which was placed in an unsuitable location.

11.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES OLD POST OFFICE



Members noted the response from SCC and it was reported that Mr. Rayson had recently reported 
that an 
application for a TRO had been made for these works to take place.  Mr. Morris reported that the 
Borough Council 
would be taking responsibility for parking offences within the next few months and that it would be them issuing 
fines etc for illegal parking.  Mr. Morris also reported that the Borough Council will be unable to do anything about 
parking on the pavements if there are not double yellow lines in place.


12.
SCC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report, Item 16)


Members noted the letter that had been received from SCC and Mr. Taylor advised members that he 
felt the response was a very weak statement from SCC.  Mr. Chinn confirmed that it is not in the 
homeowners 
deeds for them to maintain the strips and that Bellways handed responsibility to SCC in 2005.  Mr. Chinn reported 
that quite a few residents are either unable or unwilling to maintain the strips and that there is one resident who is 
maintaining several strips along the road, including those of his neighbours.  Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Chinn if he had 
any knowledge of the Section 142 agreements and Mr. Chinn advised that no agreements have ever been issued to 
the residents of Shotwood Close.  Mr. Taylor concluded that the residents are being penalised for being good 
residents and maintaining the strips when it is not their responsibility to do so.


Members discussed the section of land next to Needwood Barn which was now over 3ft high and 
understood to be under the adoption of ESBC.  Members agreed that we should write again to SCC and ask 
them to 
cut the strips themselves and also contact ESBC with regards to the areas of open space.


13.
SCC – PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (Clerks Report, Item 10)


Members noted that dates for the forthcoming footpath walks and the Chairman reported that we had 
received a grant from SCC for £1,400 towards the walks identified during the 2006 footpath walks.  Members noted 
a grant application would need to be submitted to SCC at the end of this financial year for any additional works 
identified during the 2007 footpath walks.


16.
CLERKS REPORT DATED 6th JUNE 2007

14.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH (Clerks Report, Item 34)


Members discussed the letters that had been received from Mr. Essery and agreed that we should write back 
to Mr. Essery and advise him that we were also unhappy with the letter from SCC advising that they discard the top 
15% of speeders and that we were so unhappy with the response that we wrote to our MP on the matter.  Members 
agreed that a copy of the letter received from Mrs. Dean, MP should be forwarded to Mr. Essery.  


Members agreed that we should thank Mr. Essery for all the good work that he is putting into 
Speedwatch and commend him for all his hard work.  The Chairman advised that we have advertised for 
volunteers and none have been forthcoming so there is a limit on how much support we can offer.  


Mr. Edwards concluded that we should re-iterate to Mr. Essery that we believe that the calculations for the 
speeding 
policy are ridiculous, but it is government policy and whilst we are not happy there is not much 
more we can do.



Members noted the letter that had been received from a concerned resident asking for Speedwatch to 
stand on the bend at the bottom of South Hill and agreed that we should forward the letter to the police, as 
Speedwatch are directed by the Police where to stand and at what times of day.


15.
SCC - FOOTWAY OUTSIDE CHERRY COTTAGE (SCHOOL LANE) (Clerks Report, Item 19)


The Chairman reported that she had inspected the footway and the state of it is unacceptable and that we should get on to SCC asking what action is being taken after an accident involving a small child has occurred as a result of the large pebbles on both the footway and highway.  Members also noted that the footway is in a very poor state and in need of repair.


16.
ESBC – BEDDING PLANT/WINTER BULB GRANT 2007/08


Members agreed that we should take up the offer from ESBC and that during the 2006/07 financial 
year the grant had been awarded to the Civic Trust.  Mr. Martin reported that in previous years, the grant has been 
split between various places.


17.
ESBC – EAST STAFFORDSHIRE STANDARDS COMMITTEE (Clerks Report, Item 5)


Members noted the letter from ESBC and were asked to contact the Clerk if they wished to be nominated for the committee.


18.
ESBC – LAND ADJACENT 4 MARSTON LANE (Clerks Report, Item 6)


Members noted the letter from ESBC and resolved that there was most definitely a “Monkey puzzle” 
on the site when the trees were felled.  The Chairman reported that we should ask the VDSG if they have any 
photographs of the site so we can show them as evidence to ESBC.  Members agreed that it would be 
beneficial to hold a site meeting with ESBC and Mr. Naylor and the Chairman and Mr. Morris agreed to attend.

19.
ESBC – RECYCLING INCENTIVE SCHEME


Members agreed that the money from the incentive scheme should be donated to St. Marys Church.


20.
ESBC – BRIGHTER BOROUGH GARDENING COMPETITION


Members noted details of the competition.

21.
ESBC FORUM MEETING



Mr. Morris reported that he had recently attended the Parish Councils Forum meeting and made a short 
report on the following items which were of interest to the Parish Council:-

16.
CLERKS REPORT DATED 6th JUNE 2007

21.
ESBC FORUM MEETING (continued)




Decriminalised Parking, Mr. Morris advised that ESBC would shortly be taking over the issuing of 
fines for illegal parking, and that there was going to be a blitz on the town centre.


Community Empowerment Network, Mr. Morris advised that the Borough Council is pushing this 
new initiative which aims to give small communities more power.


Parish Plans, Mr. Morris advised that the Borough Councils aim is that all Parish Plans should be 
refreshed 
every three years.  Members agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda, and to check if ESBC 
offer any contribution towards the cost of producing the Parish Plan.



Planning Applications, the Clerk advised that ESBC had advised that the current consultation time 
put out for Parish Councils to comment on planning applications is 21 days, however due to government 
guidelines this is likely to be reduced to 14 days in the future.  ESBC also asked Parish Councils to state clearly if 
they have objections or no objections to a planning application.

22. ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS/ CONSERVATION OFFICER 

(Clerks Report, Item 3)


Members noted that this item had been covered on the Borough Councillors report and agreed that it should 
be added to the July agenda for the Parish Council


23.
SPCA – ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION


Members noted that no response had been received from SPCA following our letter to them.  It was noted that Stretton Parish Council had also decided not to renew their annual membership.

24.
VACANCIES – SPCA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Members noted that vacancy on the SPCA Executive Committee and were asked to liaise with the Clerk if they were interested in submitting an application.

25.
ANNUAL AUDIT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 31ST MARCH 2007


Members noted that Mrs. Woodbine had now completed the Internal Audit section of the Annual Return.  The Chairman and Clerk signed the relevant sections on the Annual Return Form.  This form will now be forwarded to the Audit Commission for the External Auditors Completion.


26.
ANSLOW LANE (Clerks Report, Item 13)


Members noted the letters that had been received from Mr. Essery and agreed that of course we are interested in the safety of pedestrians, but following the decision by SCC not to install a footpath, there is little more that can be done by the Parish Council.  Members agreed that we have supported Mr. Essery over the previous years, but agreed that we cannot do anything further at this present time.  Mr. Morris reported that he does have sympathy for Mr. Essery as Kiln Lodge have moved both the fence and hedge forward.  Mr. Winstone advised that we need to move on from this and concluded that we have done our best, including taking up the issue with regards to the hedge on previous occasions.  Members also discussed that the footway does not have unanimous support from all of the residents along Anslow Lane.

27.
SUB COMMITTEES (Clerks Report, Item 8)


Mr. Winstone spoke to members about introducing sub-committees as he was concerned that the Parish Council was not being pro-active.  Members were advised that last month there were 60 items on the agenda, and that with the Standing Orders stating that meetings should finish by 9.30pm and that left just 2 minutes per item for discussion, not taking into account that we have speakers on occasions and also issues raised in Public Questions and Petitions.



Mr. Winstone advised that we do currently have some sub-committees in place, but only use them when we need to be reactive.  Members were advised that if the sub committees were to meet every two months for example then they could concentrate on key areas with the focus being on condensing the items down and then presenting them to the main meeting.  Mr. Winstone advised that he was mindful that the sub-committees may have an impact on the Clerking, and that this would need to be taken into consideration.  Mr. Morris agreed that we currently have too many items on the agenda.  The Chairman reported that she is also mindful of this and that attempts are being made to reduce the items on the agenda.  The Chairman asked members to consider this item and that it should be discussed in more detail at the next meeting.

28.
CRAYTHORNE CAR PARK


Members discussed that the entrance to the car park was already forming ruts and considered that 
this was 
due to the way that cars were entering and exiting the car park.  Mr. Toon advised that the entrance needs asphalting 
and it is possible to get burnt off scalping.  Mr. Winstone concluded that once again the quotations had been 
approved at the end of a two and a half hour meeting and felt that lessons should be learnt from this.


29.
ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB (Clerks Report, Item 22)


Members noted details of the items discussed during the recent meeting with the Football Club.  
Members agreed that we should write to the football club and thank them for all the voluntary work that they 
have carried out at the field and trying to help relieve the drainage problems.  Members noted that the Football Club 
were dissatisfied with the mowing last season and advised that on occasion the grass had just been pushed down 
rather than cut.  Members were advised that part of the issue was down to the timing of the cuts.  Members agreed 
that we should speak to Mr. Gould and tie down what the exact requirements are for the field, as this has not been 
done in the past.



Members noted that A1 taxis had been using the field for matches without permission, and agreed 
that we 
should write to them and advise that they cannot hold games on the field without the prior permission of the Parish 
Council.


30.
“WYGGY FC”


Members noted the request from “Wyggy FC” and concluded that due to the commitments of 
Rolleston Football Club we would not be able to allow them use of the field for the forthcoming season.  The 
Chairman reported that we had spoken to Rolleston Football Club about the issue and they were concerned 
about the 
“juniors” being exposed to “seniors” playing next to them due to language etc.



Members agreed to suspend standing orders and for the meeting to continue past 9.30pm.


31.
COMMUNITY DIALOGUE FORUM


Members noted the letter that had been received and agreed that we should write and thank them for their 
letter, but conclude that we do not have any problems at this time, and if and when we do, we will contact them.


32.         DOCTORS SURGERY


Mr. Morris reported that he had telephoned the PCT and spoken with Mr. Turner, Primary Care Manager explaining everything and advising that we have over 800 signatures in support of a surgery within the village and Mr. Turner had advised that the PCT weren’t the people to go to and that the petition should go to the Doctors Surgery.  Members noted details of the telephone conversation that then took place between the Clerk and the Practice Manager at Tutbury who advised that there would be little point in presenting the petition to them, as the future of any new surgery was in the hands of the PCT.  Members agreed that a joint letter should be sent to both the PCT and Tutbury Practice from the Parish Council and our Borough Councillor.

33.
BUS SERVICES



Members noted the response that had been received from Midland Classic and agreed that they were 
disappointed that they were unable to offer a service from Rolleston to the hospital.


34.
FOOTPATH 14 – BEACON ROAD TO CRAYTHORNE LANE

It was advised that the Clerk is currently sourcing quotes for the works required and the Chairman advised that she felt this may be a suitable project for the WASP funding.

35.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE / YOUTH COUNCIL



Mrs. Carlton once again re-iterated that with the support of the Parish Council should we be happy 
to go into schools and colleges and talk to students about youth representation and youth councils.  Mrs Carlton 
advised that many schools have their own councils and may be able to report back to us through sub committees.  
Mrs. Carlton advised that as the School year is now coming to an end, it would be best for her to 
send letters into 
the schools and then pick the item up again at the start of the next school term.


36.
THE CROFT



The Chairman reported that she had visited the site since the previous visit and that the grass is growing 
beautifully, it just requires the debris to be picked up as there are some quite big stones on the section of land.  It was 
also noted that some of the posts have not yet been put back in place.  Members agreed that we should speak directly 
to Mr. Barker, Church Warden with regards to the issues.


37.
GIFTS FOR RETIRING MEMBERS (Clerks Report, Item 11)


Members noted the issues with the artwork, and the Chairman reported that she thought she may 
have a 
copy of the artwork on her computer.  Members noted that the Chairman had offered her Chairman’s allowance for 
the purchase of the gifts.  The Clerk and the Chairman agreed to visit the shop together to choose suitable gifts for 
members.  Members agreed to support the Chairman and Clerk with the purchase of gifts to the approximate value of

ITEMS FOR THE NEXT AGENDA
a. Vandalised skate ramp, Mr. Morris advised that the steel panel had been vandalised and was dangerous, the Clerk advised that a works order has been placed and advised that she would chase this.
b. Graffiti, Mr. Morris report that there were various items within Elizabeth Avenue playing field that had been sprayed with graffiti.
