PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


Mr. Saunderson presented members with his objections against the proposed development of 4 Lodge Hill.  Mr. Saunderson advised that he could see little difference between this and the previous application, which was withdrawn in 2006.  Mr. Saunderson advised that they welcomed the application for unit 2 as it is currently a unit that is used for light engineering and would be an improvement on the existing building.  Mr. Saunderson advised that he was opposed to the application for unit 1 which is where the current bungalow is at present.  Mr. Saunderson advised that he felt a full scale 4 bedroom house would not be in keeping with the rural area and existing street scene.  Mr. Saunderson advised that the development would come right up to their boundary.



The Chairman asked Mr. Saunderson if he had put forward his objections to ESBC, and he advised that he had not yet done so, but would be submitting a letter.  Mrs. Saunderson advised that she was concerned that there are already lots of parked cars within the site and that the development would cause additional cars and as a result could mean cars having to park on the A511 which is already a dangerous road.  Mrs. Saunderson also advised that she understood that the Parish Plan was against building in between villages.  



The Chairman thanked Mr. & Mrs. Saunderson for raising their concerns and advised that the Parish Council would be reviewing the application later in the meeting.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER


Mr. Fraser made the following report:-


a. Job Evaluations: - Mr. Fraser reported that the job evaluations were still continuing and it was hoped that a conclusion would be reached within the next two months.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER (continued)

b. Care Homes: - Mr. Fraser reported that this issue was with regards to the proposed closure of the care homes and advised that a full consultation has now taken place.  Mr. Fraser advised that it was likely that a decision would be made shortly with regards to the future of the care homes.


c. Youth Services: - Mr. Fraser advised that massive reductions in the Youth Service might be forthcoming, and that he was conscious that we should look after our youths.  


d. County Farms: - Mr. Fraser advised that the Conservative party had taken a very strong stance against the proposed closure of the county farms and that they have asked for a review to take place.  Mr. Fraser advised that it is very important that these farms are not closed and emphasised the importance of their existence.  Mr. Fraser advised that there are currently over 100 County Farms and that as a group the only thing that they feel needs to be considered is the size of some of the farms. Mr. Fraser advised that he feels it is important that young people should be given the opportunity to take up farming and advised that when people take up tenancies, they also make huge financial investments towards the running of the farms, e.g. installing milking parlours etc.  Mr. Fraser advised that there is talk of the land being used for development and he would like to think that the Parish Council is very much against this.  Mr. Fraser advised that a press release had been prepared and issued by the Conservative party earlier in the day with regards to the issue and that he hoped there would be a long fight against the County Council not to sell the farms.


Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Fraser if the Borough Council shared the view that the farms should not be closed.  Mr. Fraser replied that the Borough Council doesn’t have ownership of the land so in that sense it is not their decision to make.  It was suggested that as these site are Greenfield sites development shouldn’t take place on them.  Mr. Fraser advised that the government has decided that several thousand new homes need to be built so therefore Greenfield sites would be considered for any future development.  Mr. Edwards advised members that he shared the view that the land shouldn’t be built on.  Mr. Fraser advised that he had no information from the Borough Council as his prime concern at the moment is to ensure that the County Council does not sell the land.  Mr. Chinn asked Mr. Fraser if this was to be part of a National Scheme as he had noticed that in Derbyshire lots of land is being sold and schools etc are being closed down.  


Mr. Fraser re-iterated that he felt the County Farms are a very important part of the environment and that they shouldn’t be sold. Mr. Fraser advised that within East Staffs there needs to be several thousand more homes built as part of the government produced spatial strategy.  Mr. Morris confirmed that East Staffordshire Borough Council had put in a bid for several thousand new houses to be built within East Staffordshire.  Mr. Fraser advised that he felt that the houses shouldn’t be built in the gaps between Rolleston to Stretton and Rolleston to Tutbury.  Mr. Taylor advised that it had long been the Parish Councils view that Rolleston should have land all round.

b. HO/30447/005/JPM Erection of a first floor front extension and a two storey rear extension, Silvertrees, School Lane, Mr. & Mrs. Hardy


Members would like to re-iterate the previous comments put forward relating to the 
development of this property:-  

“Members object to this application.  Members had previously objected to this property being 
built as they felt it was too large for the plot.  Therefore any extension to the property they 
object 
to.  Members believe that any new extension would be detrimental to both the street scene and 
conservation area.  Members agreed that under any circumstances the Silver Birch tree must be 
replaced.  Members would like to request that this application is considered by the planning 
applications committee and is not decided by delegated powers”.  

c. HO/22898/010/ECH Erection of a part single storey, part two storey side and rear extension, 24 Alderbrook Close,  Mr. & Mrs. Tennant


Members have no objections to this application.  Members would like to request that the 
materials used match those of the existing building and that the development is not too 
intrusive to neighbouring properties.
d. OU/01908/020/RS Outline application for the erection of two residential units, including details of siting and means of access and a detached garage for no. 4 Lodge Hill, The Lodge, Tutbury. M. Barnes

Members would like to re-iterate the comments that they made on the previous application:-
Members support the replacement of the original bungalow and the replacement of the existing 
workshop.  Members are against the proposed erection of the detached garage for no 4 Lodge Hill.  
Members would like to highlight their concerns at the proposed loss of trees due to this 
development.  Members would also like to highlight that the junction at this site is very 
dangerous and a known accident blackspot.

In addition to our previous comments, members would like to re-iterate that they do not support 
the erection of a detached garage for 4 Lodge Hill.  Members feel that a garage with 
4 spaces is large 
enough to become or be used as a commercial unit. 

When the previous application was submitted, members were against the 3rd development as 
they felt 
it would be overdevelopment on the site.  We note that the plans for the third development have now 
been withdrawn and support this withdrawal.


2.
PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.
3.
ESBC – WESTBURY HOMES / MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA (Clerks Report, Item 19)

Members noted that the new play areas were not yet complete, but that they were well underway and that the equipment had been installed, but the safety surfaces had not yet been installed.  Members discussed that the existing Meadow View play area does get used and resolved that some suggestions should be put forward at our next meeting when the new development should be complete.  Mr. Winstone suggested that the sub-committee should meet up and discuss the project in further detail.

4.
ESBC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE
Members noted that the section of land next to Needwood Barn had now been cut and that Bellway Homes had agreed to cut the area 12 times per year.

4. ESBC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE (continued)

Members noted that SCC had asked the Parish Council to take on the grass cutting of the service strips at the front of Needwood and Dovecote Barn, but that they re-iterated the comments from their previous letter with regards to the cutting of the remainder of the service strips within Shotwood Close. 


5.
ESBC – 14/16 BURNSIDE – FOR INFORMATION
Members noted that this item had been resolved.  Mr. Morris reported that although the Planning Department, ESBC were unable to take action through their enforcement powers, they had intervened and ensured that an amicable conclusion was reached between Mr. Morgan and his neighbours.  


6.
ESBC – SUPPLEMENTARY PLANING DOCUMENT ON REDUNDANT RURAL BUILDINGS
Members noted that we had received the above document as part of the ESBC consultation process and were advised to see the Clerk if they wished to review the document.

7. SCC – FOOTWAY OUTSIDE CHERRY COTTAGE
Members noted that no response had been received from SCC with regards to the large pebbles that had been escaping the driveway at the rear of Cherry Cottage and causing an obstruction on the footway.  Mr. Edwards advised members that the driveway acts as an access to all of the cottages and was not the sole responsibility of the occupants of Cherry Cottage.  The Chairman advised that she felt that it was an inappropriate surface. 

8.
SCC - MUNICIPAL WASTE STRATEGY FOR 2007
The Chairman reported that she had reviewed this document and it was available for other members to view should they wish to.  Mrs. Toon advised that SCC is looking to put in place initiatives that are already in place by other Councils such as furniture recycling etc.  

9. SCC – BROOKSIDE
Members noted that the manhole cover had now been re-sealed and agreed that we should keep the issue with regards to the drainage on the agenda.  Members agreed that Brookside needs attention and that we need to make sure that the developer makes good the areas that have been damaged whilst the development has been taking place.  Mr. Morris advised that we need to get the Borough Council to ensure the replacement of the setts through planning enforcement. 

10.
SCC – MARSTON LANE



Members noted that the unsuitable to HGV’s signs are due to be erected in early September.  Mr. Taylor advised that lorries should have a satellite navigation system that takes into account weight restrictions, so when the lorry drivers are using the satellite navigation system as an excuse; it means that they have an incorrectly installed version of the satellite navigation system.

SCC – FARM LAND

Members noted that this item had already been covered on the report of the County Councillor.  Mr. Morris re-iterated that he is also very concerned about this issue as SCC land is on all sides of the village.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL – SUSTRANS (Clerks Report, Item 10)

Members noted that Sustrans had now said that they are not interested in the Jinny Trail being used as a cycle track as part of their scheme so that we need to look at the options.  Members were asked if they wanted it to be kept as originally intended, a nature trail.

Members voted 6 to 4 in favour of the Jinny Nature Trail being opened up to the access of bicycles.  Members noted that Mr. Fitton had advised pervious to the meeting that if a vote was taken, that he did not support the trail being opened up to cyclist.  It was resolved that in his absence no vote could be counted against his name.

Mr. Edwards advised that he felt we should make a donation towards this appeal as he believes that the group is worth supporting.  Mr. Taylor agreed that it seemed a worthy cause.  Members unanimously agreed to make a donation of £50.00 towards the appeal.
