42.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


Mr. Gawthorpe raised his concerns with regards to the increase of Dog Excrement on the footways and advised that there were two places where he considered that bins should be made available.  Mr. Gawthorpe advised the meeting that a bin should be made available by the Jitty at the top of Walford Road as the jitty leads to frequently used paths across to both the playing fields and to the Jinny Nature Trail.  Mr. Gawthorpe also suggested that an ideal location for a bin would be on the entrance to Craythorne Woods from Beacon Road as there was not a bin for a few hundred yards and the prospect of having to carry the faeces often puts people off the idea of clearing it up.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Gawthorpe and advised that we would investigate the feasibility of his suggestions.

46.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER


Mr. Fraser made the following report:-


Care Homes: Mr. Fraser advised that there was not a great deal to report on, but that there was to be a cabinet meeting on Wednesday (14th November) with regards to the closure of the care homes.  Mr. Fraser reported that there was so far a minor victory in that there was a stay of execution for 7 of the homes, including Hillfield House in Stretton.  Mr. Fraser reported that the other homes will be closed steadily once the residents can be re-homed elsewhere.  Mr. Fraser concluded that all of the people that had made representations against the closure of the homes should congratulate themselves.


SCC: Mr. Fraser reported that Andrew Oakley, SCC is moving onto another authority at the end of the year.  Mr. Fraser advised the meeting that he noted the items that were still outstanding with SCC and that he had recently had a minor success in getting Clive Thompson to attend another Parish Council meeting and that with the permission of the Chairman he hoped to be able to get Mr. Thompson to attend a meeting of Rolleston Parish Council in the near future.  The Chairman agreed that Mr. Thompson should be invited to attend as the issues needed resolving and thanked Mr. Fraser for his report.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

Item 41:29 Village Clean up Day; Mr. Morris spoke out about the Village Clean up Day and commented to Mr. Fraser that he was unhappy with the event being used for a Conservative Party publicity stunt.  Mr. Fraser replied that the parliamentary candidate had seen the article in the newspaper and had invited himself as he often attends such events.  Mr. Fraser advised that he hadn’t invited the Conservative party candidate as suggested previously.

Item 41:36 EU Referendum: Mr. Morris referred to an article in the evenings Burton Mail reporting that Mr. Fitton had set up a meeting for an EU Referendum and Mr. Fitton was asked who was paying for it.  Mr. Fitton replied that if the vote goes through on the night either the Borough or the Parish would have to pay for it.  Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Fitton to confirm that if the meeting got the support it required then either the Borough or the Parish would pay for it.  Mr. Fitton confirmed that this was correct and that either the Borough or the Parish would have to pay for it.  Mr. Morris reported that he had spoken with Mr. Duckitt, ESBC and he had confirmed that the Parish would have to pay for the costs.  
Mr. Fraser added that he noted the meeting clashed with the Village Liaison meeting.  The Clerk advised Mr. Fraser that the Village Liaison meeting would now be taking place in the Old Grammar School Rooms and that the venue had been confirmed on copies of the Village Liaison Agenda which had been distributed.  Mr. Fraser replied that he had not yet received his report for the Village Liaison meeting.  The Clerk advised that it had been issued that day.  Mr. Fraser replied by requesting that he receives his reports with as much notice as possible, as he had only received his Clerks Report for the Parish Council meeting that weekend and had not had time to read the documents and chase the issues with SCC prior to the meeting.  The clerk replied that the Standing Orders stipulated that the reports should be issued no less than three days before the meetings take place and that she always adhered to this and often the reports were issued prior to the deadline.

Mr. Morris added that the meeting with regards to the EU referendum was not about democracy it was about making a point and that he was very unhappy about it.  Mr. Morris added that the meeting had been arranged for the same night as the Village Liaison meeting and asked Mr. Fitton where his priorities lie.  Mr. Fitton advised members that he had spoken with the lady who makes the room bookings and she had offered the room as available, and apologised for his mistake in forgetting that there was a village liaison meeting taking place.  Mr. Fitton added that he only realised after speaking to the Clerk that the two meetings clashed and that he had apologised to the Clerk for the inconvenience caused and that she had arranged for an alternative venue for the Village Liaison meeting to take place in.  Mr. Morris replied that he felt this was an important issue for the Parish Council and by holding the meeting on the same night as the Village Liaison meeting meant that the Parish Councillors had effectively been de-barred from attending the EU referendum meeting.

Mr. Edwards added that he felt the meeting would be a waste of £600.00 and that it would not change Gordon Browns attitude.  Mr. Morris asked Mr. Fitton if the meeting would be advised of the costs to the Parish.  Mr. Fitton replied that they would be advised after the vote had taken place.  Mr. Chinn added that he agreed with Mr. Morris and Mr. Edwards that this wasn’t the right way to do it and asked if our local MP was involved.  Mr. Fitton replied that the local MP was aware of the meeting through letters that had been sent and advised that she had also been given a copy of the press release.  Mr. Chinn added that by calling a Parish Meeting Mr. Fitton was doing what anyone within the Parish could do regardless of being a Parish Councillor.  Mr. Fitton advised the meeting that originally he had been very torn as he had been advised that the costs could be £5,000 - £6,000 but through his involvement he had ensured that the costs would be minimal and were now likely to be in the region of £500 - £600.00 and that he would like to find a way to try and reimburse the Parish in some way.  Mr. Fitton added that if he didn’t try and do something about the issue then he wouldn’t be doing what he stood for.

Mr. Morris replied that when the Conservatives held the Parish Council and when the Liberal Democrats held the Parish Council they didn’t put forward party political propaganda and that he was very upset about the matter.

Members made the following comments on the recent planning applications:-

a. TP/04437/008 Removal of one Beech Tree, 30 Hall Road


    Members would like the advice of the tree officer to be sought.

b. HO/19583/003 Erection of a part single storey, part two storey side extension, Ravenswood, Tutbury Road             Rural.

   Members have no objections to the construction of the extension.  Members would like to see the    development built in brick to match the existing materials and are against the proposed rendering.

c.HO/23183/007 Retention of roller shutter garage door, Brooklyn, Chapel Lane.

   Members have no objections to this application.

d.TP/27804/003 Deadwood and thin one Blue Atlas Cedar, Ivy Cottage, Chapel Lane.

Members would like the advice of the tree officer to be sought.


Members noted that it was necessary to comment on the following applications prior to the meeting:-

a. HO/31652/001/JPM Erection of a rear conservatory, Corner Cottage, Alders Reach, Mr. Grenier

    Members had no objections to this application.


b. HO/01870/016/JKM Conversion of part of existing detached garage to playroom, 93a Station Road, 
Mr. Ridgwick

Members had no objections to this application providing that the playroom is for personal use only.

c. HO/30325/002/JPM Erection of a single storey rear extension, 30 Shotwood Close, Mr. Homer & Ms. Croft
Members had no objections to this application.  Members would like it to be ensured that the same materials as existing are used for windows/doors and any new down piping and guttering.  Members note that the new extension means that there will be no window in the kitchen therefore there will be no natural ventilation in this room.

d. PA/04724/002/JKM Erection of a detached dwelling, Rear of Key House, South Hill, Mr. Evans.

Members object to this application. Members believe that the building would cause overdevelopment on the site. Members are concerned that there could be a potential visibility problem when emerging from the drive. The application form (item Q5c) requires details of spread and position of existing trees to be felled and proposed landscaping to be shown on the plan.  This has not been done. The Design and Access Statement states “additional tree and shrub planting would be proposed, but nothing is clearly defined.

The photographs attached (taken by the Parish Council) show the 1 metre high existing boundary wall that finishes at the right hand end of the metal field gate.  The proposed house is to be built 1 metre away from this wall and will be at least 7.6 metres high. This means the impact it will have on the rural concept of the Jinny Trail is totally unacceptable. The proposal will cause unnecessary disruption to the wildlife in the Jinny Trail both during construction and domestic usage once built.  The length of the rear garden is not in accordance with the adopted Local Plan.  The distance between principal facing windows (Key House to proposal) is less than the 22 metre that is recommended in the adopted Local Plan.

d. PA/04724/002/JKM Erection of a detached dwelling, Rear of Key House, South Hill, Mr. Evans (continued)
In principal the Parish Council is against "back land development" and this is as bad an example as you get.  Members are concerned that this may be the first of similar “ribbon developments” adjoining the Jinny Trail.  

In the Design Statement that accompanies the application it states the height has been kept to a minimum by utilising a chalet type layout. In reality the roof line will have to increase substantially or the bathroom and en-suite will be seriously compromised in respect of headroom. Please see attached sketch which shows a section through the building, as proposed, and you can see it would be impractical for a normal sized man to wash his face in the wash basins.  Members are concerned that there may be additional security issues for the owner with only a 1 metre high wall. 

Members would like to request that the planning officer, if it is to be determined by delegated powers or members of the planning committee if it goes to committee should be asked to view the site from the Jinny Trail.

Mr. Morris advised members that he had talked about this application with the Planning Officer Ms. Meehan and had decided not to call it in to the planning committee as the planning committee may pass the application.  Mr. Edwards requested that the Planning Officer view the site from the Jinny Trail and Mr. Morris confirmed that this had happened.  

Town & Country Planning Act – section 78 appeal, Mr. & Mrs. Bull, 15 Beacon Drive
Members made no further comment on this application.


Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. & Mrs Matkin on the following application:- PA/16197/013/JPM, Erection of a detached dwelling, change of use of land to form cricket and football pitches and formation of car parking area and associated vehicular access, Land adjacent Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road, Stretton.  Members advised that we should respond to Mr. & Mrs. Matkin and ask them to ensure that the accidents they refer to are logged to the police can monitor the situation and that we should advise them that the Parish Council have discussed the contents of their letter and note the comments.

3. BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT (Clerks Report, Items 3 & 23)
Arriva Buses:  Mr. Morris reported that the only report he had to make was on the email that had been received from Mrs. Hathaway with regards to the loss of the Hospital bus service from Rolleston.  Mr. Morris suggested that we could invite the gentleman from Arriva to a Parish Council meeting and put a case forward for the service to be re-instated.  The Chairman replied that we have been trying for a long time to get the service but unless it is used more frequently it does not make business sense for the service to be run.  The Chairman added that it was possible to get a bus to the town centre and then to the hospital or alternatively to Stretton and then to the hospital.  Mr. Chinn advised members that Stretton do a good neighbours scheme and suggested that Rolleston should look at offering a similar service.  The Chairman advised that there are people within Rolleston who offer an informal service to neighbours.  It was agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda for further discussion.
4. SCC – FOOTWAY OUTSIDE 24 BEACON ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Members noted details of the recent accident and that it had been reported to SCC.

5. SCC - ROAD SIGNS (Clerks Report, Item 5)

Members noted that the “No Access to HGV’s” sign had been erected at the entrance to Marston Lane.  Mrs. Warren reported that the signs were still not 100% effective and that she had witnessed a lorry a few days ago making a u-turn in the road.  Mrs. Warren suggested that a more appropriate sign would be to drivers advising them to ignore their satellite navigation systems.  The Chairman reported that the request from the Parish Council to SCC had been for the erection of “No Access to HGV’s” sign and therefore concluded that the signs that had been erected were satisfactory. 

Members noted that the missing speed limit sign as you enter Anslow Lane had been reported to SCC.
6. SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – OLD POST OFFICE / LAWNS BRIDGE (Clerks Report, Item 6)

Members noted that no response had been received from SCC.

7. FOOTWAY ATHLESTAN WAY TO TOP KNOWLES HILL / BEACON ROAD JUNCTION (Clerks Report, Item 7)

Members noted that no response had been received from SCC.  Members noted that a letter had been received from Mr. Crossley, ESBC with regards to the Open Space.  Mr. Edwards reported that he had a meeting on 13th November with ESBC Planning Department and he had asked if the Parish Council would be invited to attend.  Mr. Edwards was advised that the Parish Council would not be invited to attend but that the Borough Councillor could attend if he wished to do so.  Mr. Morris advised that he was unable to attend due to other commitments.

12. SCC - BROOKSIDE – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 12)

Drainage: Members noted the response that had been received from SCC with regards to the drainage.


Silver Birch Tree: Members discussed the possible removal of the Silver Birch tree and Mr. Winstone advised members that the tree in question was a huge silver birch which has grown out of the footway and that as a result you can’t walk on the footway, and that most people tend to walk on the road as its quiet.  Mr. Winstone questioned how the footway would be restored if the tree was removed as in his opinion if it was to be removed then it should be cut out and the footway flattened.  Mr. Edwards posed the question as to who was responsible if someone had an accident due to the poor state of the footway.  Mr. Winstone added that in his opinion the tree should be removed, but only if SCC clarifies that the footway will be flattened and made good.  Mr. Edwards suggested that all members look at the tree in question before the next meeting and that the item is added to the next agenda for further discussion.

13. SCC - MEMORIAL BENCH (Clerks Report, Item 14)
Mrs. Toon declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  Mr. Winstone took the Chair.
Mr. Winstone began by acknowledging the letter that had been received from the Village Design Statement Group and added that he felt the letter should have been received earlier as several weeks had now passed since the bench was first installed.  Mr. Edwards added that the Standing Orders state that a decision made by the Parish Council should not be changed unless at least 5 members of the Parish Council put a request in writing.  Mr. Winstone added that Mr. Bloor had made a gentleman’s agreement at the last Parish Council meeting that he would have the colour of the bench changed to black and that the plaque would also be changed.  Mr. Winstone added that he had asked the Clerk to formally write and re-iterate what was discussed as he was concerned that no changes had been made within two weeks of the last Parish Council meeting taking place.  Mr. Winstone added that Mr. Bloor had now presented the Clerk with the proof for the new plaque.

Members reviewed the suggestion put forward by Mr. Bloor and Mr. Edwards added that the wording was still not in keeping with what the Parish Council had requested.  Mr. Winstone added that he would be happy as long as the words “Rolleston lad” and “God Bless you son” were removed.  Mr. Edwards added that he understood the Parish Council were committed to the style and shape of the plaque and re-iterated once again that unless 5 members of the Parish Council request that the decision is reviewed all previous decisions should still stand.  

Mr. Winstone suggested that we write to Mr. Bloor and thank him for providing us with a copy of the inscription but that it was not what we had agreed and that we expected him to make the changes ASAP.  Mr. Winstone added that he would like further discussions to take part in part 2 of the meeting and that it was a shame that further delays were taking place due to the proposed changes being made to the plaque not being in keeping with what we had agreed.  Mr. Edwards added that the Parish Council are not changing what we had previously said and that all we were trying to do was achieve what we would have specified if we had been consulted from the first stage. 

14. ADVERTISEMENT OF ADOPTION OF NEW CODE OF CONDUCT

Members agreed to support the Clerk in her actions and noted that the advertisement had cost £22.00.

15. ESBC – LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK CORE STRATEGY AND BURTON TOWN CENTRE AREA ACTION PLAN ISSUES & OPTIONS STAGE (Clerks Report, Item 24)

The Chairman advised members that we had the above report should anyone wish to review it.  Mr. Fitton added that he had looked at the document via the ESBC website and that he had downloaded a couple of leaflets with regards to the strategy.  Mr. Fitton advised members that the leaflets advised that the proposals may require release of green field sites and that there were talks of 3 growth options, including the expansion of Burton, Uttoxeter and one Village, either Barton under Needwood or Tutbury.  Mr. Fitton added that any expansion to Tutbury could therefore have an impact on Rolleston.  Mr. Morris added that he was very concerned about this issue and would like the item to be added to the agenda for the next meeting. 
16.
ESBC ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES ENFORCEMENT POLICY – POLICY REVIEW CONSULTATION


Members noted that a copy of this consultation had been received and were asked to contact the Clerk if they wished to review the policy.

17.
ESBC 14/16 BURNSIDE


Mr. Morris reported that the building was being monitored by ESBC and that no further works could take place at present due to a planning issue with SCC.  Mr. Morris advised members that he had been advised that the building was not deteriorating.  Members noted that the recent report of rats had been reported to ESBC, Environmental Health Department.

18.
PROVISION OF BUS SHELTER - LODGE HILL / BURNSIDE

Members agreed that Mrs. Roberts should proceed with the plans for the Bus Shelter on Lodge Hill.

19.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS (Clerks Report, Item 15)

Members suggested that the following items should be considered for inclusion in the 2008/09 Precept:- Bus Shelters, Resurfacing Elizabeth Avenue Play Area, Footpath 14, Meadow View play area, Craythorne Field roadside boundary fence.

20. PSCO’S 
Members noted details of the telephone call that the Clerk had received from Inspector Burton.  Mr. Edwards reported that quite recently Rolleston was considered as a Hot Spot area for burglaries.  Mr. Edwards added that he had also emailed PC. Lear two weeks ago with regards to an HGV that he had followed through the village, but no date he had received no response.
21 RECREATIONAL ISSUES (Clerks Report, Item 17)
Craythorne Field Roadside Boundary fence: Mr. Edwards advised members that the hedge and fence on the roadside boundary was in need of repair and asked members if they had a view on how they would like the boundary to be.  Mr. Chinn added that he thought the fence could be repaired.  The Chairman added that she would like to see the fence repaired and then the hedge grown round it.  Members were asked to bring their suggestions to the next meeting and it was agreed that the item should be included on next years precept and resolved that it may not need a lot of money spending on it.
Westbury Homes Play Areas:  Members noted the letter that had been received from Manor Wood and agreed that it was a very good and complete letter and that we should write and thank them for taking the time to write to us.
Footpath – Westbury Homes to Craythorne Field:  Mr. Edwards asked if signage was required for the new footpath leading from the rear of Westbury Homes to Craythorne Field, as it was a new access point so would need the necessary byelaws signs etc displaying.  Members agreed that yes signage was required.  Mr. Edwards added that the sign was missing from the pole by Footpath 14 and asked members if they knew what sign was missing.  Mr. Morris added that he believed it was the “Dogs on Leads” sign and the “Dog Fouling” sign.

21. RECREATIONAL ISSUES (continued)
Footpath 14:  Members noted that we were still awaiting a response from the landowner with regards to a site meeting to discuss the feasibility of the footpath being turned into an all weather path.

Rolleston Football Club:  Members noted that no response had been received from Rolleston Football Club to our letter and agreed that this was an important issue that needed resolving ASAP.
22.
HIGHWAYS & FOOTWAYS SUB COMMITTEE MEETING

Jinny Trail:  Members noted details of the joint meeting taking place with Stretton Parish Council.  The Chairman reported that Mr. Toon had seen a bus load of children using the trail recently and added how nice it was that the trail was being used for educational parties.  Mr. Edwards added that he was also aware that Bitham Lane Special School also use the trail.  Mr. Chinn added that the trail was now looking good.  The Chairman thanked Mr. Chinn for all the work that he had carried out along the trail and added that a letter of appreciation had been sent to Mr. Hart.

Leap Report:  Members noted that many of the issues remained outstanding and that we needed to chase ESBC to establish what action they are taking in order to resolve the issues.

23.
BYELAWS

Mr. Edwards advised members that he was seeking clarification on what action the Parish Council should be taking if they witness people breaking the byelaws.  Mr. Edwards explained that he had witnessed a gentleman playing golf on Craythorne Field a couple of weeks ago and when he confronted the gentleman he became quite aggressive.  Mr. Edwards added that he also frequently witnesses dogs on the field that are not on leads.  


The Chairman added that whenever she has witnessed someone breaking the byelaws she has approached them and spoken to them and added that the byelaws are difficult to police.  Mr. Edwards asked if we should phone P.C Lear if we witness someone breaking the byelaws.  Mr. Winstone replied that in his view the byelaws are a guide and that we should leave people unless they are causing a danger.  Mr. Winstone added that members are Parish Councillors and not police or enforcers.  Mr. Edwards commented that it begged the question of what is the purpose of a byelaw.  The Chairman added that most people obey the byelaws and Mr. Edwards replied by stating that most people on Craythorne Field do not obey the byelaws.  Mr. Morris added that he understood what Mr. Edwards was saying, but that you can’t expect Parish Councillors to be policeman or expect the police to come and enforce byelaws.  
24.
SPCA – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP (Clerks Report, Item 18)
The Chairman asked members if they wanted to renew the membership and Mr. Edwards replied by asking what benefits we get from being members as we do not currently use the training that is offered by them.  Mr. Edwards added that he had asked the Clerk several questions with regards to the membership and the benefits that we receive from being members.
