Item 47:20 Mr. Edwards advised that P.C. Lear had now contacted him with regards to the HGV that 
Mr. Edwards had reported travelling through the village and P.C. Lear advised that it was a polish driver who was no longer in the Country.

54. CLERKS REPORT DATED 4th DECEMBER 2007 

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Mr. Edwards declared a prejudicial interest in item a, planning application TN/27533/002/JKM

a. TN/27533/002/JKM Removal of seven sycamore trees, Land adjacent 26 Shotwood Close, Bellway Homes.

Members had no objections to this application.

b. HO/31601/002/JKM Formation of new vehicular access and installation of vehicle turntable, 18 Dovecliff Road, Mr. Sullivan.

Members had no objections to this application.  Members are in full support of this application and are in favour of off road parking being made available along this busy and dangerous stretch of road.

c.     HO/27758/002/JKM Erection of a single storey front extension, 14 Hall Road, Mr. & Mrs. Potts

Members had no objections to this application.

d.
TN/01631/012/JKM Removal of three apple trees, Ormuz Cottage, Hall Grounds, Mr. Hetherington

Members had no objections to this application, as long as replacement planting takes place.

2.
PLANNING DECISIONS
Members noted the planning decisions.  
The Clerk advised members that the following application had been refused:- 
a. PA/04724/002/JKM Erection of a detached dwelling, rear of Key House, South Hill, Mr. Evans

Members discussed the letter that had been received from Mrs. Richardson with regards to the recent breach in planning conditions.  Mr. Chinn advised members that he had also been approached by two other residents of Shotwood Close and they had asked him for it to be noted that they would like to be able to put in UPVC windows.  Mr. Chinn advised members that he considered it to be a Borough Council issue.  Mr. Morris reported that he understood that ESBC had advised Mrs. Richardson to submit a retrospective planning application.  Mr. Edwards also advised that he did not consider it to be a Parish Council issue and that Mrs. Richardson should contact the double glazing company and advise them that they have a duty of care.  Mr. Chinn advised that Mrs. Richardson could also contact ESBC and ask that she be released from condition 13 of the planning consent.

3. BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT 
Caravan Park:  Mr. Morris reported that he had received a complaint about a double mobile home with a pitched roof that was on the park.  Mr. Morris reported that he had investigated the complaint, but the new units were classed as mobile homes and that there was nothing that could be done by the Borough Council.  Mr. Morris reported that the mobile homes were also spaced correctly.


Housing Growth: Mr. Morris reported that he had been speaking to Mr. Somerfield, Principal Policy Officer ESBC and that he had said that he would be happy to come and speak to the Parish Council at its next meeting to give an unbiased talk on the proposals.  The Chairman asked Mr. Morris how he considered the project relevant to Rolleston and Mr. Morris replied that with the proposals being up to 18,000 new homes being built it was more than likely to have an impact on Rolleston.  Mr. Toon advised that he had telephoned ESBC and they had advised him that there were no plans to build homes in Rolleston.  Mr. Morris replied that that information was correct as at present the Borough have not laid down any specific areas for houses to be built.  Mr. Fitton added that one of the proposals being put forward was the expansion of Tutbury and this would have an impact on Rolleston.  The Chairman asked members if they wanted Mr. Somerfield to attend the next meeting.  Mr. Morris proposed that Mr. Somerfield be invited, Mr. Winstone seconded the proposal and the motion was carried that Mr. Somerfield be invited to attend the January meeting.

BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT (continued)


Meadowside Leisure Centre:  Mr. Morris reported that it had been announced earlier in the day that the Tesco deal had fallen through as the funds that would be generated would be insufficient to build a new leisure centre and instead it had been decided to concentrate on raising funds for the refurbishment of the existing Meadowside centre.


E-Government:  Mr. Morris reported that there was due to be a big push on sending items electronically and that it was most likely to affect the Clerk, especially in terms of receiving planning applications etc.

SCC – FOOTWAY OUTSIDE 24 BEACON ROAD

Members noted that the footway had now been repaired.

5.
SCC – ANSLOW LANE SPEED LIMIT SIGN (Clerks Report, Item 11)

Members agreed that this item should be added to the January agenda for review.
6. SCC – VARIOUS – ROAD MARKINGS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Members noted the response from SCC and that all the items were in hand.  Mr. Edwards advised members that medium term priority means 2009 and that the items are not within the 2007/08 budget.

SCC - FOOTWAY ATHLESTAN WAY TO TOP KNOWLES HILL / BEACON ROAD JUNCTION

(Clerks Report, Item 9)


Members noted the response from SCC and Mr. Edwards remarked that the response endorsed that you have to keep writing and highlighting the issues.

8.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 12)

Members noted the response from SCC.  Mr. Winstone asked that we write again to SCC and advise them that we consider this item to be a priority and that the section of road is very dangerous.  The Chairman added that the visibility is very poor.  Mr. Winstone replied that the whole problem has been caused by the road narrowing that was carried out by SCC and that we should suggest that they place double yellow lines for a 25 metre section.

9.
SCC – HARDSTANDING AT BUS STOPS (Clerks Report, Item 13)


Members noted the response from SCC.  Mrs. Redgrave asked what was happening with regards to a seat being placed in the bus shelter opposite the Spread Eagle.  The Clerk replied that originally it had been in the 2007/08 precept but that due to the costs incurred during the Public Inquiry for the Jinny Trail, the allocated money had been used otherwise.  The Clerk added that money was however being allocated for the bus shelters in the 2008/09 precept.

10.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS

Members noted that the signs had now been erected.

11.
SCC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE – GRASS CUTTING / ESBC – OPEN SPACE (Clerks Report, Item 4)

Members noted the response that had been received from SCC.  Mr. Edwards suggested that we add the area onto the mowing contract and then the Parish Council should determine how often we want it cut.  Mr. Edwards added that we should get a quotation and then advise SCC on how much we want to maintain the area.


Mr. Edwards advised members that the recent meeting he had attended with regards to the public open space was held at ESBC and was not an on site meeting as reported in the Clerks Report.

12. SCC - BROOKSIDE (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members unanimously agreed that the Silver Birch Tree should be removed due to the dangerous condition it had left the footway in.  It was agreed that SCC should remove the tree and make good the footway, ensuring that the footway is flattened out.

Members noted that Industrial Coating Services had advised that the lifespan for the painting of the railings was approximately 5 years and agreed that the works should be carried out ASAP.

Members noted the response from SCC.

SCC – MEMORIAL BENCH (Clerks Report, Item 7)

It was agreed that there was nothing further to discuss with regards to this item at this stage in the meeting.

15.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS (Clerks Report, Item 20)
Members noted that the precept would be presented at the January meeting.  Mr. Fitton advised that he would like an insight into how the precept worked and the Clerk advised that she could meet with Mr. Fitton and explain this.  
Mr. Edwards asked that the Craythorne Car Park be added to the items for consideration for the precept and Mr. Chinn added that the roadside boundary on Craythorne Field could be made good with Hawthorns and wire fencing and then the Parish Council would not need to pay for the wooden fence to be repaired/replaced.  
16.
DOVE RIVER FLOOD ACTION PLAN – ENVIRONMENT AGENCY (Clerks Report, Item 32)

The Clerk read the letter that had been received from the Environment Agency, a copy of which is attached for reference.  Mr. Edwards asked if the Environment Agency have an obligation to keep the water courses clear.  The Chairman replied that we have asked for works to be carried out previously and they have not been done.  Mr. Edwards asked that we write to the Environment Agency and ask them if they have an obligation to keep the water courses clear.

17. RECREATIONAL ISSUES (Clerks Report, Item 33)
Fencing Footpath 14:  Members noted that the vandalised fence had now been fixed.

Football Club: It was noted that repairs had now been made to the portacabin roof but that the annual rent payment and proof of insurance were still outstanding.  The Clerk was asked to chase this item.

Jinny Trail:  It was reported that Burton Conservation Volunteers are putting together some dates for the joint working parties and that Stretton Parish Council were installing a disability access at their end.

Elizabeth Avenue Play Area:  Mr. Edwards reported that the gate still wasn’t self closing and although some work had been carried out it still wasn’t working properly.  Mr. Edwards added that if they put washers on the gate it would swing easier and members agreed that we should ask D.S.K to come back out again and rectify the issue.

18. SPCA – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP (Clerks Report, Item 26)
Mr. Chinn and Mr. Edwards reported that they had spent a couple of hours at SPCA offices recently with Mr. Borg from NALC who had promised to address the issues that had been raised and that he would see what he could do and promised to get back to us on the Monday following the meeting.  Mr. Chinn reported that it had been necessary for him to chase a response several days later as we had not received a response.  Mr. Edwards added that the letter sent by NALC referred to an email that had been sent to SPCA on 18th July addressing the councils concerns, but that we had not received a copy of the letter referred to.

18. SPCA – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP (continued)
Mr. Edwards advised members that you only got benefits from being members of SPCA if you wanted to take part in training and networking.  Mr. Edwards suggested to members that if they wanted to re-join then we would need to see the letter referred to.  Mr. Morris replied that if the Parish Council wanted to go for “Quality Status” then they would need to be members of SPCA.  Mr. Chinn advised that this was not the case and you could still go for “Quality Status” without being members, but it meant that you paid slightly more for it.  Mr. Fitton added that the training may be useful with regards to understanding the precept etc and Mr. Edwards replied that there were lots of training tools available via the internet.

Mrs. Carlton advised members that she had tried again with contacting the Schools and Colleges but that she had gained no commitment from them.  The Chairman replied that it was a shame as we had had some very good representatives in the past.

BUS SERVICES / CAR SHARE SCHEME (Clerks Report, Item 36)


The Chairman suggested that we place an article in the next edition of the Rollestonian asking if anyone would be interested in the scheme.  Mr. Chinn suggested that we speak to both Stretton and Tutbury Parish Councils with regards to the schemes that they run and enquire as to how they operate.  Mr. Chinn volunteered to take on the project, and members agreed to his proposal.

Members noted that the Clerk still needed to pursue this issue with ESBC.

JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL

Members noted that Mrs. Redgrave’s nomination had been forwarded to SCC.  Mr. Fraser advised the meeting that SCC had received the nomination and that there had been no other nominations.  Mr. Morris advised members that he had received confirmation that Mrs. Carlton had been accepted onto the Standards Committee.
Mr. Fraser also added that Mr. Thompson, SCC would be willing to attend the January Parish Council meeting to discuss the various outstanding items within the village.  Members agreed that they would like Mr. Thompson to attend.  It was agreed that Mr. Somerfield, ESBC should be deferred until the February meeting.   

Members discussed the complaint letter that had been received with regards to the problems being encountered along Station Road as a result of the School run cars.  The Chairman advised members that Mr. Bateman is continuously trying to address the issues and desperately pleading with people to use the walking bus etc, the Chairman also added that the police had previously been into the village.

JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL (continued)
Mr. Toon suggested that the Parish Council should contact ESBC and ask them to send the traffic wardens into the village and ticket those people that were illegally parking on double yellow lines.  Mr. Winstone replied that the problem was considerably better than it had been, especially since the introduction of the rear access to the school and added that there were now 3 or 4 walking buses.  Mr. Winstone also advised members that most people were not illegally parked and that the problem would always occur when there were 30 or 40 cars looking to park.  Mr. Edwards added that he was against traffic wardens coming into the village.  Mr. Fitton asked if people were illegally parking and the Chairman replied that 99% of people were not illegally parked.  Mr. Edwards added that the complaint letter referred to cars down Station Road and that these cars were not illegally parked.  Members agreed that they did not want wardens coming into the village.

ANGELS AT ADVENT


The Chairman thanked Mrs. Warren for all her work on the “Eco-Angel” for the recent Angels @ Advent festival.  Members agreed that it was an absolutely fantastic festival and it was noted that over £3,000 had been raised.

ROLLESTON ALMSHOUSE CHARITY – NOMINATED TRUSTEE (Clerks Report, Item 41)

No members volunteered to stand as a nominated trustee and members were asked to consider if they knew anyone who might be willing or interested in standing.

COMMONS REGISTRATION ACT (Clerks Report, Item 42)
  


The Chairman read the paragraph from the Clerks Report and members unanimously agreed that we should proceed of the registration of the Croft under the Commons Registration Act.  Mr. Chinn advised members that we would need a map of the area and suggested that we collected witness statements with regards to the use of the Croft from the various village organisations.

54. ITEMS FOR THE NEXT AGENDA

a. Passageway from Glebe Close to Station Road: Mr. Winstone reported of a recent accident on this footway caused by concrete slabs at the end of the tarmac path. (Clerks Report, 18)  

b. Hatton Bypass:  Mr. Edwards and Mr. Fitton raised this item and suggested we write to South Derbyshire District Council and advise them that we are strongly opposed to their proposals.(Clerks Report, 30)
c. Land adjacent 4 Marston Lane: Mr. Edwards reported that the area was overgrown and unsightly (Clerks Report, 24).
d. Winterley Lodge planning application: Mr. Edwards advised members that Mr. Partington had advised the recent village liaison meeting that the planning application was likely to be re-submitted in the spring but that new conditions were being applied with regards to the land. (Clerks Report, 34)
e. Knowles Hill Traffic Calming Survey: Mr. Edwards advised that this item had not been progressed.
f. Speedwatch: Mr. Edwards asked if the Parish Council would be resurrecting speedwatch 

(Clerks Report, 6).
g. Knowles Hill Signage:  Mr. Chinn suggested that we ask SCC to look at the signage on the bend as at present the two signs contradict one another. (Clerks Report, 6)
h. HGV’s Marston Lane: Mrs. Toon advised that the new signage wasn’t working and passed the Clerk details of a contact at Nestle.  Mr. Fitton advised that there are plans for bigger lorries to be allowed on the roads, and that the issue is going to escalate. (Clerks Report, 8)
The Chairman moved that owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the public and press be excluded.

ENVIRONMENTAL & MOWING OFFICERS CONTRACT (Clerks Report, Item 51)

Members agreed that an advert should be placed in the Burton Mail and Derby Evening Telegraph inviting people to tender for the contracts.  It was also agreed that a notice should be placed in the village noticeboards.  It was agreed that the invitation to tender should be sent to Mr. Gould and Mr. Jones.  


The Chairman asked members to consider if they wanted any more cuts to be carried out.  Members noted that the Football Club had not requested any additional cuts as of yet, but if they did request a cut then we should have one carried out.

MEMORIAL BENCH (Clerks Report, Item 7 & 57)

Mr. Winstone took the Chair.


Mr. Winstone reported that he had met with Mr. Bloor and after lengthy discussion Mr. Bloor had agreed that he would remove the wording “God Bless you Son” from the wording that he had proposed for the replacement plaque but that he would not be prepared to remove the wording of “Rolleston Lad”.  Members discussed the proposed wording and Mr. Edwards added that he sees it is a point of principal and that as the Parish Council have specified what the wording should be than the Parish Council should stick with that decision.  Mrs. Warren added that if the Parish Council is paying for the plaque than they should specify what the wording should be.  Mr. Morris proposed that the wording should stay as originally agreed by the Parish Council:-



“In memory of Luke Bloor, followed by the date of birth and date of death”.  

Members voted 7 to 1 for the wording to remain as previously specified by the Parish Council.

Mr. Fitton added that we could go to Mr. Bloor and advise him that if he wanted to keep the wording “Rolleston Lad” than he should pay for the new plaque.  Members also discussed the insurance of the bench.  Mrs. Toon added that members had agreed previously to insure the bench.  Members confirmed that the insurance of the bench had been agreed dependant of the changes being made that had been specified by the Parish Council, e.g. the change in colour and wording of the plaque.
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
