CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON 

MONDAY 12th MAY 2008
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received:-

· PA/02708/009/JPM Use of land for Recreational Horses. Erection of extension to south east and north west elevations of existing barn, and erection of 1.8metre high fencing and gates, Dove Meadows, Off Station Road, Ms. C. Smith

· PA/26631/006/CLF Erection of a detached dormer bungalow and alterations to existing access, 59 Beacon Road, Mr. Pickering

It was necessary to comment on the following applications prior to this meeting:-

· PA/20292/030/JPM Erection of a two storey detached dwelling including installation of three dormer windows to front elevation, Garden Lane rear of Orchard Barn, School Lane, Mrs. K. Owen

Members strongly object to this application. Members are against backland development.  The area is adjacent to the Conservation Area within the heart of the village.  Members consider that the application form is incomplete and full of inaccuracies. It is therefore disappointing that this application has been accepted as valid. 

In Section 2 the area of the site is stated as 1140 square metres, whereas the Design and Access Statements state the area of the site is 1000 square metres. This is a significant difference.  It is stated that the proposal is for a “domestic garden” when in fact it is for a residential house along with a garden. To not mention the house is misleading.  In Section 2 the applicant is asked if the application is for a change of use, the applicant has stated “NO” This is not true.  In Section 4 when asked the present and previous use of the land the applicant has stated “DOMESTIC USE”
In Section 5 the applicant has stated that the surface water will be disposed into “existing storm drains” it would be better for surface water to run to soak ways.  In Section 7 the Location Plan is stated to be drawn at a scale of 1: 12500 when in fact it is drawn at a scale of 1: 2500.  The Land encompassed by the blue line on Location Plan and Block Plan does not include the garages at Orchard Barn.  The Design and Access Statements contain a number of untrue statements:-

1 Site Assessment in this section it is claimed that it is a level site which is not true.

2 The Process how was the community involved or consulted?

3 Use the area of the site is stated as 1000 square metres (1140 square metre on application form) which equates to 10 houses per hectare which is 4 times the minimum target density set by ESBC in their current consultations. It is not clear from the drawings where the stable block is or how it will be accessed after the proposal is built.

4 Amount there is a statement “The development will reflect the character and appearance of the new neighbouring property” what does this mean and which neighbouring property does it relate to?

4 Layout Village vernacular architecture, scale mass and design of the village architectural style are find sounding phrases but our “village vernacular” ranges at least 300 years, without including the church etc and there are hundreds of different styles, masses and designs – so there’s plenty of scope there!  Although the statement is qualified in paragraph 7, again “local vernacular materials” is not exactly specific.

· PA/200292/030/JPM Erection of a two storey detached dwelling including installation of three dormer windows to front elevation, Garden Lane rear of Orchard Barn, School Lane, Mrs. K. Owen (continued)
5 Scale The applicant states that “design considerations to avoid overlooking and loss of privacy to the adjacent dwellings were paramount” the reality is that the proposal is only 15 metres away from the adjacent house, positioned parallel to it and is built on rising ground making overlooking inevitable. 

The proposal is claimed to be one and a half stories high, again the reality is that the rear elevation is of standard 2 storey construction. The ridge height scales 8 metres above ground floor level. The reduced level of the ground floor is stated as +51.88m making the ridge height +59.88m. The ridge height of Orchard Barn is approximately +56.9m. (The ridge is 6.75m above the ground floor which is approximately 0.15m above the road level of 50.00 indicated on the Location Plan) This means that the ridge of the new house will be approximate 3 metres higher than the ridge of Orchard Barn not lower as claimed. 

6 Landscaping for anyone to make a considered comment on such a proposal the landscaping details should be available not treated as reserved matters.

The proposed area of development adjoins an area containing a public footpath with mostly “green rural” views and would detract from this visual amenity. 

7. Appearance – see item 4 for comment.

8. Access the existing access does not have a dropped kerb in Meadow view.  Members are concerned that the “loose material” driveway sounds rural but will become a dreadful mess during the building operation which just may precipitate the later upgrading of the track to a more substantial driveway.  Access to the site via a long drive from Meadow View may be unnecessary for a single building. 

Vehicle and transport links it is claimed that the proposal is 2 kilometres from Burton town centre which takes 10 minutes on a bus. These statements are not true therefore they should not add any weight to the application.

Flood Risk Assessment 

Chapel Lane/School Lane/Beacon Road junction has flooded during both 2007 and 2008 making it impassable on both foot and car.

Members have no objections to this application

 

· PA/16197/014/JPM Erection of a detached dwelling and detached garage, change of use of land to form cricket and football pitches and formation of car parking area and associated vehicular access, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road

 

Members have no objections to this application.  Members are fully supportive of the proposals and believe that the change of use of land to form cricket and football pitches will be an enhancement to the original surroundings.  Members are strongly in favour of the new entrance as the present access is in a precarious position.  Members are supportive of the proposals for the resident’s car parking, as the existing on-road parking often causes congestion and the Parish Council has recently been campaigning to SCC to make improvements along this section of road, as visibility is poor due to the road layout and additional problems are caused by the parked cars.

“It has not been seen by a Tree Officer, but I visited the site and the tree is brown and is definitely dying, or is already dead. Information was also submitted with the application to show the tree was diseased. The tree however will need to be replaced within the next planting season and the LPA have advised the applicant of this”. 

· TP/19749/011/JPM Reduction of one oak tree T26 of TPO24 by 25%, Roscavan, South Hill, Mr. Graham

At the last meeting, members asked if there was any information available as to why the applicant was looking to reduce the oak tree.  Members also commented that the application form stated that there was additional information available and this had not been presented with the plans. The Clerk was advised by the planning officer, that there was not additional information available and he expected that this was an error in the application form.  He also advised that he was going out to visit the site along with the tree officer for ESBC.

The following letter has been received from Mr. & Mrs. Bullivant with regards to the following planning application:- 

“We wish to bring to the attention of the Parish Council our concerns for the local environment regarding the re-submission of a planning application by Mr. and Mrs. Lindsay for a new dwelling.  We understand from a report in the Rollestonian that the Parish Council welcomed the original application made in August last year – largely due to the offer of additional facilities to the cricket club. We would generally welcome the provision of new sporting facilities, however we believe that this application is unacceptable in that:-

“It is wholly conditional to the granting of planning permission of a dwelling that is outwith ESBC planning policies. There are a number of environmental impact and technical issues that make the car park to the sports facilities unacceptable to the rural location.  Please find below a copy of our letter to Mr. J Malkin of ESBC Planning Dept, which details our concerns. We urge the Parish Council to note our concerns in their consideration of the application. Our contact details are noted below”.  A copy of the letter sent to ESBC, Planning Department is held in the minute file for reference.

HO/30447/005/JPM Silvertrees, School Lane, Mr. & Mrs. Hardy – Section 78 Appeal 
Mr. & Mrs. Hardy have appealed against the Councils decision to refuse planning permission for the erection of a first floor front extension and a two storey rear extension. The Planning Inspectorate on the behalf of the Secretary of State for Community and Local Government will deal with this appeal by the exchange of written statements.  

If the Parish Council wishes to make further written representations to the Planning Inspectorate regarding the appeal, the letter must be submitted and received by no later than 2nd June 2008.  Members are advised that the Parish Councils objections on the application were as follows and were based on the comments of the previous application:-
“Members object to this application.  Members had previously objected to this property being built as they felt it was too large for the plot.  Therefore any extension to the property they object to.  Members believe that any new extension would be detrimental to both the street scene and Conservation Area.  Members agreed that under any circumstances the Silver Birch tree must be replaced.  Members would like to request that this application is considered by the planning applications committee and is not decided by delegated powers”.

ESBC -14/16 BURNSIDE
The following update has been received from Mr. Malkin, Planning Officer, ESBC with regards to the vehicular bridge:-

“I've spoken to a chap called Oliver over at the Environment Agency, and he has advised that Land Drainage Consent is required for any works over a watercourse, this will consider the impacts of the bridge on flood risk. I have advised the applicant of this requirement, and they are contacting the EA to get the necessary permissions in place, and the LPA will not discharge this condition until confirmation this has been completed”. 

5.
ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS

Members may recall that at the Annual Parish Meeting Mr. Underhill raised his concerns with regards to the boundary line of the land near to the Brookhouse Hotel and advised that the boundary on the Conservation Area document approved by the full council was in the incorrect place.  Since this time, Mr. Underhill has advised that the boundary line is in the correct place.  Mr. Morris did also check this with ESBC who advised that the boundary is in the correct place and actually slightly better than it was previously.

6.
ESBC – SITE ALLOCATIONS AND POLICIES DPD

A meeting with regards to this consultation took place on Monday 28th April.  A copy of the responses to questions 1-42 will be held in the minute book for future reference and are available on request.

A letter has been received from ESBC with regards to this consultation, advising of the dates where the display boards can be viewed.  Coopers Square Shopping Centre, 29th April (manned), Uttoxeter Library, 30th April (manned), Burton Library, 7th – 15th May.  The Clerk has displayed the notice in the two village noticeboards.

ESBC – BEDDING PLANT / WINTER BULB GRANT 2008/09


The above grant is once again available from ESBC.  Rolleston is entitled to £122.85 and claims must be submitted by January 2009.

8.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD 
The following email has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC:-

“I refer to your email to Mr. Thomson of 15th April 2008. After your meeting with Mr. Thomson, we investigated the feasibility of providing a ‘no waiting’ at any time order at Dovecliffe road. However, realistically we are looking at an implementation of around 12 months for such orders. Therefore, it was decided that as trial we would write to the residents of No. 2, 4 and 6 Dovecliffe road to see if we could install an access protection marking outside their property, as it was felt this would stop the parking here. The residents were in agreement for this and this was installed several weeks ago. To date I believe this has reduced the number of offenders obstructing this build out, however, we will continue to monitor the site accordingly”.

 

“My technician is to contact the residents of No. 2, 4 and 6 to see how effective this has been”.
9. SCC – KNOWLES HILL SPEEDING CONCERNS 
The following has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC:-

“We have been waiting the delivery of portable speed indication units in Staffordshire, which were promised for February 2008. It appears, however, there are issues with the manufacturer over the reliability of these machines and the accuracy of the data they produce. Until such time as these are resolved they will not be authorized for use in Staffordshire. I have therefore asked my traffic technician to add Knowles Hill to our fixed SID programme, this is currently being collated with other sites across the County and as such I cannot give you dates when these are to be placed. I shall however keep you updated on their progress.  Please accept my apologies for the delay here”.  

10. SCC – BUS SHELTER
The following has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC:-

“Thank you for your email and I note Mr. Thompson’s views, unfortunately this is a planning issue and whilst I am sure a compromise could have been sought, I am sure you would agree an access at this point would not have been acceptable on highway grounds. However, I do not wish to see the opportunity of a bus shelter for local residents being lost, and I am sure that with some movement of the bus stop an alternative location could be sought on land within highway ownership, which does not require Mr. Thompson’s consent, so I would still be more than happy to meet the parish to try and locate an alternative location, if you so wish”.

11. BROOKSIDE - VARIOUS
Cobbles:

The following letter has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC:-

“I refer to your letter of 3rd March 2008 and apologise for my delay in responding”.

“In around 2002, the then Area Surveyor Mr. Eddie Smith and I met with representatives of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council, including Councillor Trelinski, Councillor Bather and your then Clerk Mrs. Willetts. At that meeting we proposed a scheme similar to the one you are now proposing, with funding coming direct from the County Council as part of our maintenance programme. Unfortunately at that time Rolleston on Dove Parish Council strongly opposed our proposals and as such the scheme was withdrawn and the funds used elsewhere”.

11. BROOKSIDE – VARIOUS (continued)

“The mechanism for allocating funding for highway maintenance schemes has now changed and is now based upon developing long term programming, allocating funds County wide on priorities generated from condition surveys. The aim here is to ensure funds are targeted to repair the roads in the poorest conditions and ensure we make better use of our contractor resources as opposed to resurfacing or repairing roads for cosmetic reasons. I doubt therefore that Brookside wood meet the current criteria for inclusion in the programme for the next five years”. 
“However, should the Parish Council wish to contribute 50% towards this scheme, then I would be more than happy to meet you on site to discuss the proposals and how this could be achieved.  It is unfortunate that the County Council scheme was not taken up at the onset; however, we may still have an opportunity to look at ways of improving this area”.
Silver Birch Tree:

The following has been received from Mrs. Galloway on behalf of the VDSG:-


“I'd be grateful if you would bring this note and the attached letter to the immediate attention of the Parish Council.  As you will understand from the attached letter to Oliver Mckeown in the Highways Dept, this Group is very much against the felling of this tree to the side of Brookside Farm.  Having all fought for its survival once a few years ago (we believed this was in agreement with the Parish Council and the Civic Trust) it seems hard to have to begin the fight all over again.  Please, please save this tree!”


A copy of the letter has been issued to all members and a copy is also held in the minute book.


A letter has also been received from the Civic Trust with regards to this item and is held in the minute book.  


Both the Civic Trust and VDSG have sent letters to SCC with regards to this matter.  Members are advised that the issue was on several Parish Council Clerks Reports and Minutes before a decision was made with regards to the felling of the tree.  The issue was also on both the November and February Reports for the Village Liaison meetings.  No objections were received with regards to the felling of this tree over this period of time.

Village Sign: 
A quotation for the creosoting of the village sign and for it to be turned round was received just after the last meeting from Mr. Jeremy Marshall of £200.00.  Mr. Marshall advised that he would be able to remove the sign that day for the works to take place.  After consultation with the Chairman it was agreed that Mr. Marshall should commence with the work.  Members are asked to support this decision.

The actual cost of the sign was £170.00.  Mr. Marshall has advised that the sign is rotting and will need replacing within the next twelve months.  

Railings:  

The railings have now been re-painted.

SCC – CHURCH ROAD KERBS

Mr. Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

SCC – MARSTON LANE ROAD SIGN

After spending over 12 months liaising with SCC for the erection of “No access to HGV’s” sign at the junction of Church Road and Marston Lane these signs were erected. It now appears that after no consultation with the Parish Council the signs have been changed to say “7.5 tonne weight limit applies”.

SCC – ROAD SURFACING



The following email has been received from Outwoods Parish Council:-

“Following a recent meeting of Outwoods Parish Council, I have been asked to contact you both as Clerks to Stretton & Rolleston on Dove Parish Councils in connection with the recent highway works that have been undertaken in the Borough for the cable laying by Clancy Downy”.

 
“I, on behalf of Outwoods Parish Council, have written to Mr. Richard Rayson at Staffordshire County Council area highways office in Lichfield expressing the Parish Council’s disappointment in the standard of the replacement road surface which is in parts dangerous and have suggested that the whole of the side of the carriageway affected is re-laid to an acceptable standard”.

 

“We understand that the works to the highway and the grass verges are guaranteed for a period of 3 years and feel that we must ensure the carriageway is brought to an acceptable standard as soon as possible.  Outwoods Parish Council asked me to make contact with you to ask if you consider this to be of concern that you also write to Mr. Rayson to express your concern and have this brought to an acceptable standard.  I look forward to hearing from you both with your views/comments on this matter”.

15.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD / WOODS
The following correspondence has been received from Mr. Brandon:-

“I would like to bring to the attention of the Parish Council, certain instances which have occurred on the playing field during the past few weeks. The metal goal posts have been pushed over and are lying on the field and another set of metal goal posts have been left lying in the hedge for well over a year”
  
“The tree at the top of the field has been partially cut up but not tidied up.  There are logs and a great pile of   branches/twigs stacked up by the remains of the tree.  It is generally unsightly and certain elements of the public have strewn logs/branches across the field which have been picked up and returned in many instances by caring members of the village”
 

“This morning a small pile of braches have been piled up at the side of the field and someone started a fire and left the remains together with cans/bottles strewn across the field.  If the remains of the tree could removed this would be less likely to happen. The bin at the entrance to the car park is rarely used and, in my opinion, should be located further along the fence as many of the visitors to the car park leave rubbish scattered from the changing rooms down to the other bin.  Also, during the week two men appeared to be asleep in a car early in the morning when I passed (not sure whether they had been there all night)”.

 

“I would appreciate your opinion on these issues as it is very frustrating to see the playing field being used in this way”.

The following email has also been received from Mr. Brandon:-

“I would like to bring to the Parish Councils attention an incident that has been reported to me this morning by a Lady who regularly walks her dog in the area surrounding the Playing Field.  She visits the field at approximately 6.am and again at around 9.am and a silver Mercedes has been parked on the car park for the last three mornings on all her trips. A Male aged 30/40 sits in the car and a dog can be seen in the back seat. I checked the Registration number this morning ******. She is a little unnerved by the events and has not seen the man walking the dog. At 6 am no one else is about. Can a check be made?  Last night some members of the public had a drinks party on the right hand corner of the Playing Field leaving litter strewn on the ground. The litter has been picked up by a number of villagers but these types of incidents are becoming   more regular over the past few weeks. Is it possible to have spot checks done by the Police? In my previous correspondence I mentioned the metal goalposts being left on the field these have been now dragged to the hedge by someone unknown. I hope you will note the concerns of people who care about the village and look into my comments”.

15.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD / WOODS (continued)
Burnt out car:  On the 16th April, the clerk was passing Craythorne Field and noticed a burnt out car by the football club portacabin.  This was subsequently reported to the police and the recovery of the car was arranged via ESBC.  There was quite a lot of debris once the car had been removed, and it was cleared up by Mr. Chinn and the Clerk.
Rolleston Football Club: Members agreed at the last meeting that they would like this item to be added to the agenda for further discussion.  The football club has now erected the gate to prevent access down to the portacabin.

Horses: There is evidence that horses are using Craythorne Woods, and it is thought that they are accessing the woods via Meadow View.  Evidence of horses using the woods has been reported by Mr. Edwards, Mr. Gould and Mr. Underhill.
College Field: The Chairman was recently advised by a gentleman that it may be possible to register the “College Field” as a Village Green under the Commons Registration Act.  The Clerk has looked into this and essentially anyone can apply to have land registered as a green if it has been used by local people for recreation “as of right” (i.e. without permission, force or secrecy) for at least 20 years.  (Guidance available from the DEFRA website).  Members are asked to consider if they wish this to proceed with this.

16. SPCA – AFFILIATION FEES 2007/08

The following email has been received from Ms. Evans, SPCA:-

“Just to let you know that Policy and Resources have considered the request to rescind the affiliation fees.  Their decision now has to go before full Exec and be ratified so I will let you know the final decision a s a p.  The special circumstances have been noted”.

17.
CROSS FARM CARAVAN PARK

Following an allegation that Cross Farm Caravan Park was no longer registered with the Camping & Caravan Association and that the park was being used for long term living, members agreed that we should speak to the owner directly.  Mr. Chinn spoke with Mr. Jennings and has reported back as follows:-

· The site is fully registered reg. no. Burton upon Trent 128 11. and as planning permission has recently been obtained for an amenity block, which is in construction, this should have been evident to the complainant.

 

· There is a rule that caravans may not be occupied on site for more than 14 continuous days, and Mr. Jennings has given assurance that this rule has not been breached.  He has recently refused to accept further booking because of this rule, when he found that one occupant was alternating stays between the Scout hut and his site.

 

· Mr. Jennings has remarked that the Scouts in the village may have a semi permanent tourer caravan, (allegedly) occupied by a couple for the last three months or so, and wonders if the person who complained has the location wrong.

· I was told that site handyman/ security guard is employed part time during construction at the site, and although he lives at Clifton Campville, he does stay at the site in his caravan on occasion, mainly for convenience and to ensure security. He has not apparently broken the rules
18.
PROPOSAL TO REMOVE CERTAIN PUBLIC PAY PHONES

A letter has been received from ESBC to advise that British Telecom is proposing to remove some public payphones within the Borough, some of which are situated in Rolleston on Dove.  The consultation process closes on 2nd July 2008.  The ones proposed for removal affecting Rolleston are:-

VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY

This is taking place on Saturday 10th May, commencing at 9.30am.  As discussed at the last meeting, Mr. Morris spoke to ESBC with regards to financing the skip as some clean up work would be taking place in Brook Hollows, and this was agreed by ESBC who have made all the necessary arrangements for the delivery and collection of the skip.  The Spread Eagle has agreed that they will be happy for the volunteers to tidy up the area adjacent to the Spread Eagle.

SPREAD EAGLE PUBLIC HOUSE

The Clerk recently spoke to Mr. Matkin, Manager of the Spread Eagle and the subject of the hanging baskets and window boxes came up.  Mr. Matkin advised that they have been advised by the brewery that all of the group will be set a limit of 8 Re hanging baskets or window boxes per property.  At present the Spread Eagle has 27!  Mr. Matkin requested that if the Parish Council is in support/favor of the window boxes that they write a letter of support as he is currently challenging his area manager with regards to this item.

The Clerk also asked Mr. Matkin about the broken windows that run adjacent to the footpath by the church and she was advised that until recently the pubs were only allowed one maintenance call per week to cover all issues, but this has recently been lifted, so at the very least the windows will be boarded up.

CPRE skills seminar – new planning system & responding to planning applications


Details have been received with regards to a seminar which is being held on Saturday 14th June from 10.00am until 4.30pm.  The seminar has been prepared by CPRE and is aimed at those who want to update themselves on developments in the planning process, or who want to become more involved in the process. SCC – ACCESS PROTECTION MARKING – 41 BURNSIDE

Mrs. Carlton raised this issue at the last meeting, as she had previously advised that she had been approached by the owners of 41 Burnside with regards to an access protection marking being installed outside their property.  The Clerk had contacted SCC and been advised that there was no record of any correspondence with regards to this issue. 31. PROPOSED CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS
Fingerpost

One of the items identified for proposed capital expenditure projects was the fingerpost on the bridge by the Spread Eagle Public House which is missing the finger pointing to Tutbury.   Members are advised that as per the previous fingerpost restoration, there is only one company in the country that deal with this type of restoration and a quotation has been sought from them as follows:-

“The post is identical in style to that restored for the parish council last year but has a slightly different collar arrangement which you will see from the casting diagram.  I have included for a new spigot (central core) as I have found that all of this style of post have a steel spigot which is badly corroded and too weak to provide lasting service. The new spigot will be cast iron like all other components”.

31. PROPOSED CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS (continued)
“To: Dismantle all components, grit blast post, remove to workshop all other components and grit blast as required.  Manufacture 2 no. new castings, to replicate missing finger/collar assembly, and one new spigot (assuming existing is defective), in cast iron, drill and tap and fit new stainless steel fixing screws where necessary, repaint all components with primer, 2 base coats and 3 coats of anti-corrosion paint to traditional black and white colour scheme for Staffordshire finger posts, erection of fully restored components. 


£2,759.68 + vat

“From date of order I would expect the project to be complete in 16 weeks. The castings are unfortunately subject to a 12 working weeks lead time and this dictates the project duration.  Due to the volatile price of iron ore and associated materials this quote is valid for 8 weeks from the above date”.

Multi-Use Games Area


A meeting took place on Tuesday 29th April with Mr. James McGrath, Play & Sports Consultant for Park Leisure Ltd who makes multi-use games areas.  Mr. McGrath advised that Elizabeth Avenue would be an ideal site for a multi-use games area and a ball park figure in terms of price would be £40,000 - £50,000.  Mr. McGrath advised that on average from start to finish the projects usually take 18 months plus.  
Mr. McGrath advised that grants are available through the Youth Development fund and agreed to send some literature to the Clerk for display at the forthcoming Community Day.  


Mr. Edwards has forwarded the Clerk a copy of an article in the Burton Mail with regards to funding that has been issued to Staffordshire County Council.  SCC has been awarded £1million to be spent on 25 playgrounds over the next three years.  If this money is split equally it is £40,000 which is the approximate cost of a multi use games area.  The Clerk is currently trying to find out more details from SCC.

As agreed at the last Parish Council meeting, Mr. Edwards has put together some proposals with regards to the games area.  Attached are a copy of the maps for perusal, suggestion and discussion, the options are as follows:-

· Existing is for members to put forwards suggestions and ideas
 

· Option 1 is the basic 30m x 18m MUGA suggested by the sales fellow

 

· Option 2 is a MUGA the size of which meets the LTA requirements for a single court

 

· Option 3 is a MUGA as recommended by the FA

 

· Option 4 indicates the MUGA part on the school site. It has been suggested that they should have use of it during school hours in which case they should make some sort of contribution of their exclusive use

Mr. Edwards has suggested that the following items need to be discussed:-  
Is it a free facility? Is it a facility that has to be pre-booked? If it is not pre-booked who determines who uses it and is there a time limit on any particular groups use? Etc.  It is also important to establish what games are to be catered for and how many people will actually use it. (best value of Parish finances)
