Six members of the public were in attendance. 
12. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


Members were advised that Mr. Gould was in attendance at the meeting and asked if they had any questions for him with regards to either his environmental or mowing work.  Mr. Gawthorpe advised members that the Jinny Trail had been partially cut and asked if the remainder would be done.  Mr. Gawthorpe was advised that the mowing of the Jinny Trail was no longer within the remit of Mr. Gould and that the cutting that had taken place had been carried out on a voluntary basis.  The Chairman advised Mr. Gawthorpe that members would like at the trail on the footpath walks due to be held on 10th June.



Mr. Winstone advised Mr. Gould that he felt that the grass verges had been cut very well so far this season.  Mr. Winstone advised Mr. Gould that he had been asked for the nettles opposite 210 Station Road to be cut as well as the hedge by the jitty on Station Road.  Mr. Gould advised that he would carry out this work within the next few days.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

15.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.

16.
MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

Page 2, Item 10:  The Clerk was asked if the map had ever been received from ESBC.  The Clerk advised that the map had not been received and that the Parish Council had objected to all proposed development sites including the one off Harehedge Lane.

Page 3, Mr. Edwards advised that the statement saying that the application should be reviewed by the planning applications committee should be struck out.

Silver Birch Tree:  Mr. Edwards asked what members proposed to discuss with Mr. Rayson, as the decision had been made that the Parish Council thought the tree should be removed and that unless procedures as set out in the Standing Orders with regards to changing a decision had been carried out then the Parish Councils decision still stood that the tree should be removed.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (continued)
The Chairman replied that it had been agreed that as the tree was on highways land, the decision with regards to its removal should be made by SCC.  Mr. Taylor added that members should speak to Mr. Rayson with regards to where a replacement tree could be planted.
Marston Lane Road Sign; Mr. Edwards advised that he felt the suggestion of the sign stating “Coffee factory Straight up” was ludicrous.  The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had not been formally approached by SCC with regards to this matter and that the signs that were up had been removed without consultation.

Football Club:  Mr. Edwards asked if the football club had been approached with regards to contributing to maintenance costs.  The meeting was advised that they had not been approached.  Mr. Edwards suggested that we should write to the football club and if they are not willing to do so, the Parish Council should review the decision with regards to charging them fees.

17. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5th JUNE 2008
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 
· HO/19452/006/CLF Erection of a single storey side and rear extension to form granny annexe, 33 Hall Road, Mr. Wayte
Members object to this application.  Members are strongly opposed to flat roofs and would like to see a pitched roof.  Members are concerned with regards to the loss of the garage, resulting in the loss of car parking.  

· HO/31196/004/JPM Erection of a part two storey part single storey side and rear extension, 15 Beacon Drive, Mrs. Bull

Members object to this application.  No scale bar has been included on the block plan (drawing 3), which means that the application does not comply with the document adopted by ESBC this year (Validation of Applications – National Statutory requirements).  Members are therefore disappointed that the application has been accepted as valid.

No proposals have been made for a hand basin in the upstairs bathroom.
· PA/20292/030/JPM Erection of a two storey detached dwelling including installation of three dormer windows to front elevation, Garden Lane rear of Orchard Barn, School Lane, Mrs. K. Owen (Amended plans 2/6/2008).

All previous objections with regards to this development still stand.

PLANNING DECISIONS



Members noted the planning decisions.

3.
BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT

Mr. Morris reported on the following items:-

PCSO:  Mr. Morris advised that he had been to see Inspector Burton and that the situation with regards to a PCSO for Rolleston still remained the same.  Mr. Morris reported that there are the currently 11 ward assigned PCSO’s and 3 floating PCSO’s who are delegated to hot spots.  Mr. Morris reported that the police would be willing to recruit a PCSO for Rolleston but that it would cost the Parish Council £22,800 per annum and they would need to make a three year commitment to the programme.  Mr. Morris advised members that the hospital have an allocated PCSO on Friday & Saturday nights as these are known problem times and that Rolleston may be able to have a PCSO allocated at times where there is known to be issues but this would be at the cost of the Parish Council.  Members discussed the importance of reporting crimes to the police however minor and it was agreed that an article should be placed in the next edition of the Rollestonian.  It was agreed that this article would be submitted by Neighbourhood Watch.

BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT (continued)
Lawrence Oates:  Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken again with Mr. Oates and he had advised that he no longer has a contact for the supply of limestone chippings at cost.  Mr. Morris advised members that he had also advised Mr. Oates of the overgrown footpath as you enter Brook Hollows from Footpath 19.
Planning:

Mr. Morris reported that this application was likely to be approved, but that ESBC were looking at putting in a condition so that the application cannot be turned into a business further down the line.

Winterley Lodge:  Mr. Morris advised members that this application was being put before the planning committee on 23rd June.  The Chairman advised members that she had heard that it might be changed so that the land is once again offered as a gift as opposed to on a lease agreement.  Mr. Morris replied that he also had this understanding that the land would be given on a 106 agreement basis and that if the clubs fail the land would be handed to the Parish Council and if they did not want it, then to Mr. Lindsay’s heirs.

Mr. Morris advised that he had received correspondence from people asking for tennis courts to be included in the application and members agreed that anyone interested in the application including tennis courts should be approaching Mr. Lindsay direct.

4.
ESBC – PACT
Members discussed the “PACT” project and resolved that they did not wish to be involved with the project at this stage.

5.
ESBC – BEST PERFROMANCE INDICATOR INCENTIVES 
Members noted the details of the letter that had been received and agreed that the matter should now be closed.

6.
ESBC – LEAP PROJECT (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Members noted that no further response had been received from ESBC.  Mr. Morris reported that he was going into ESBC the next day so would follow up this item.

7.
ESBC - LAND ADJACENT 4 MARSTON LANE 

The Clerk advised that she had received notification from Mr. Freeman, ESBC that he had asked the landowner to inspect the site at least twice a year and to carry out any necessary clearance work.  Members noted that some clearance work had been carried out that day.

8.
ESBC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Ongoing Items)
Mr. Edwards declared an interest in this item.  Members noted that no further information had been received from ESBC with regards to this item.  Mr. Edwards advised members that in 2000 Bellways had proposed to remove the wall and erect a fence, and that this proposal was refused by ESBC.  Members agreed that the wall should be retained.

9.
ESBC – TREE WARDEN SCHEME (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members discussed this item and agreed that it should be discussed again at the Village Liaison meeting to see if anyone was willing to take this role on.

10.
ESBC – HOUSING RENEWAL ASSISTANCE POLICY & HOMELESSNESS STRATEGY

Members discussed this item and comment was passed that they would rather ESBC buy a share in the houses than provide grants and that a charge should be put on all properties.  Members agreed that the Clerk should see if the consultation deadline could be extended in order for them to review and pass comment on the documents.

Members noted that additional supplies of both empty bags and sand had been requested.

16. SCC - BROOKSIDE – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 8)

Cobbles:  It was agreed that this item would be discussed with SCC at the forthcoming site visit.


Silver Birch Tree: This item was discussed earlier in the meeting, under matters arising.
17. SCC - FOOTWAY OUTSIDE CHERRY COTTAGE (Clerks Report, Item 13)

Members agreed that the situation had not improved and that we should write to the new homeowner, advising them of the history of the issue, including that a child was injured.  It was also agreed that this item should be discussed with Mr. Rayson on his forthcoming site visit.
18. SCC – ROAD MARKINGS (Clerks Report, Item 11)

Members agreed that this item should be discussed with Mr. Rayson on the forthcoming site visit as at present there is no definitive line for cars exiting Hall Grounds.
19. SCC – HEAVY GOODS VEHICLES (Clerks Report, Item 10)

Members agreed that this item should be discussed with Mr. Rayson on the forthcoming site visit and that this is a very serious issue.  Members discussed that the bridge is in danger of collapse due to the damage being caused by HGV’s.  Mr. Fitton advised members that he had seen an item on the news with regards to legislation that was being passed through government on sat nav.  It was agreed that we should write to Janet Dean and ask her to support it.  
20. CRAYTHORNE FIELD / WOODS (Clerks Report, Item 32)

Mr. Morris reported that he had met with the college and that they were going to repair the chain mail fence in order to stop Quad bikes getting in.  Mr. Morris advised that the Estates Manager from the college had said that they were happy for dog walkers to use the field.  


Members agreed that the football club could be given permission to use the field at a cost of £20.00 per game, but that they would need to provide their own nets and supply the Parish Council with a fixture list so that we could ensure that the games don’t clash with those of Rolleston Football Club.  It was agreed that they should liaise directly with the football club with regards to the use of changing facilities.

Members noted that the Clerk had written to the local stables with regards to the issue of evidence of horses using Craythorne Woods.

ANNUAL AUDIT RETURN FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2008

Members noted that Mrs. Woodbine had now completed the internal audit and had made the following comments:-  

Members were reminded that it was necessary for two members to sign the cheques, initial the cheque stubs and to sign the invoices.  It was noted that a whole batch of cheque stubs had not been initialled.  
Mrs. Woodbine had also advised that payments for the Methodist Chapel room hire had only been missed for two years, not the three as suggested and therefore the Parish Council were in Credit for one year’s payment.  
Mrs. Woodbine also advised that in the past VAT reclaims had only been completed on an annual basis, as it made it easier to balance the payments with the reclaims at the end of the financial year.

Members completed the section of the Annual Parish Accounts for the external audit.

The Clerk issued members with a copy of the report that had been received and members noted that the consultation had been extended until 8th December.
