24. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS

The Chairman thanked Mr. Jennings for raising the issue and advised that the Parish Council would report the issue to SCC.

Minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.
27.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER (Clerks Report, Item 20)

Mr. Fraser advised members that he had corresponded with Mr. Thompson, SCC following the issue of HGV weight checks being raised at the last Parish Council meeting.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had received the following email from Mr. Thompson:-


“The enforcement of weight limit TRO’s is strictly a police matter but several years ago it was agreed that Trading Standards would take the lead on enforcement in Staffordshire.  Not much has been happening over the last few years and so I met with officers from trading standards recently and it has been agreed that they will carry out 4 enforcement activities – county wide each year with one enforcement activity taking place in Area East each year”.


“Currently we have a forward 3 year enforcement programme for Area East but this could be changed.  In order to change the priorities we would need to know the number of vehicles that are apparently breaking the law each day/week so that we can determine the extent of the problem in Rolleston.  If the problem relates to weight restriction on a bridge then trading standards may be able to carry out ad-hoc enforcement activity as it is easier to enforce.  The problem with enforcement of “environmental” weight limit orders is that it takes a lot of resources to carry out the enforcement as some of the vehicles may be in the restricted area by right.  In addition the police need to be in attendance to stop vehicles”.

Members agreed that we should write to Inspector Oomer the new Commander for Burton Neighbourhood and ask for his support with this matter.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER (continued)
Mr. Chinn asked Mr. Fraser about the funding that was available for play equipment via SCC and remarked that both Tutbury and Stretton have recently obtained funding.  Mr. Fraser replied that the funding had come from various sources including ESBC.  Mr. Fraser advised that some money was now coming through from SCC and that he would “get tabs” on some funding and expected it to be within the next few months.  Mr. Fraser added that he would endeavour to ensure that Rolleston obtained some funding via the SCC grant.

Item 23:22 Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces:-  Mr. Fitton advised that he had now spoken to someone with regards to terms of reference that should be used in the constitution and they had advised that there was no specific wording required, but that the statement needed to be clear that the group was independent from the Parish Council.  Mr. Fitton summarised that the advice he had been given was for the group to carry on as it currently is and to go back again if Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces wanted to apply for funding.

Members object to this application.  Members wish to see the brick finish matching the existing materials and are against painted brick.

Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Taylor seconded and members unanimously agreed that the amount should be 
donated to St. Marys Church. 
6. ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 25)
The Chairman reported that a meeting had now taken place with Mr. Oates, ESBC to discuss the maintenance of Brook Hollows.  Mr. Oates asked for a list of works that used to be carried out to be forwarded to him and advised that he would then ask English Landscapes for a quotation to carry out the work and advised that Mr. Gould could also be invited to submit a quotation.  Mr. Oates advised that the works would be subject to budgets and it was discussed that costs should be irrelevant as we have paid for the maintenance via our rates.  Members were advised that Mr. Oates had also discussed the possibility of using prisoner workforces to carry out some work within Brook Hollows.  Mr. Chinn concluded the item by advising that if ESBC wished to use this type of workforce then the matter would need to be discussed in much further detail by the Parish Council.
