CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

It was necessary to comment on the following application prior to this meeting.  The application was forwarded to as many members as possible within the consultation period and the majority of those consulted agreed that they had no objections to the amended application.

The planning Inspectorate will deal with the appeal by written statements.  Any previous objections made will automatically be put forward to the planning inspectorate, therefore the Parish Councils previous comments will be taken into consideration.

SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD, in the hands of SCC
SCC – KNOWLES HILL SPEEDING CONCERNS, in the hands of SCC
SCC – VILLAGE LENGTHSMAN MAPS, in the hands of SCC
SCC – SPREAD EAGLE FINGERPOST, in the hands of SCC

SCC – ATHLESTAN WAY FOOTWAY, Resurfacing has now taken place.

SCC – LEAP REPORT, the re-inspection report has been forwarded to Councillor Fraser
SCC – Blocked Drain O/S 2 Beacon Road, this was first reported in July, but the issue still remains.  Mr. McKeown has advised that the drain was cleared when the item was first reported so he will now arrange for further investigative work to take place to establish why the drain is still blocked.

SCC – Overgrown hedges School Lane, these have been reported.  


Community Gangs: -  Mr. Edwards and the Clerk attended a meeting at the Town Hall on Friday 12th September to receive an update on the Community Gangs Scheme.  A brief overview was given on the project by 
Mr. Thompson SCC, Mr. Rayson SCC and Mr. McKeown SCC.  They explained that at present items reported through CLARENCE and are responded to based on the importance of the issue.  Safety Defects are based on a scale of 1-3 with category 1 being responded to within 24 hours, Category 2 5 working days and category 3 28 working days.  All other issues are listed under category 4 and there is no set timescale in which to respond to these items.  The idea of the Community Gangs is to deal with some of the category 4 issues and items which the Parish Council may class as important.  The gang will consist of “two men in a van” and they will spend a week working between the Parishes of Rolleston, Tutbury and Outwoods week commencing 17th November.  The programme will work on a rolling basis so the village will be visited every 17 weeks.  The Parish Councils wish list for works to be completed must be compiled and sent to SCC at least 4 weeks prior to the community gang visiting the village.   


It is suggested that the LEAP report should be forwarded to SCC because many of the outstanding issues are within the remit of SCC and may be able to be tackled by the Community Gangs.  In addition, members have suggested that the following items could be put forward:- painting of railings from Cornmill lane into village, School Lane Hedges, Marston Lane Hedges, Craythorne Lane Hedges, Dovecliff Road verges/hedges.

ESBC – VARIOUS
Forum meeting:  This was recently attended by Mr. Winstone, Mr. Morris and Mr. Edwards.  Mr. Winstone may wish to update members with regards to this meeting.

Urban Design Officer/ Conservation Assistant: these posts remain vacant. 

Shotwood Close Open Space: no communication has been received on this matter.
Brook Hollows: a list of maintenance previously carried out by the Civic Trust has been sent to Mr. Oates.

Monkey Puzzle Tree: 10 Beacon Road (to be monitored as to ensure replacement planting takes place) 

Spread Eagle Windows: in the hands of enforcements Department

Winton Hall Grounds: in the hands of enforcements Department

Craythorne Sewage: in the hands of enforcements Department

Shotwood Hill Footpath: Mr. Oates has been asked to widen the access.

ESBC / BT: Proposal to remove public pay phones (a letter has been sent requesting usage data and requesting that the central box is retained for emergencies).


Planning:  A letter has been sent to Mr. Short advising that we are still receiving planning applications that do not have scale bars on them.
5.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE / YOUTH COUNCIL 

It is hoped that the willing candidate will attend this meeting so that if members are in agreement as to her suitability she can be co-opted onto the Parish Council.

6.
RECREATIONAL
Adult play equipment:  The Chairman has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

Tennis Courts: It was agreed at the last meeting that this item would be added to the agenda for further discussion.

MUGA:  A response is still required from Mr. York, Principal De Ferrers with regards to the questionnaire being issued to students for completion.  Miss. O’Hare, ESBC has been asked to meet with either the Parish Council or Recreational sub committee to talk through questions, processes etc.  The Clerk has contacted all Parish Councils within East Staffordshire, asking which of them have MUGA’s and if so their experiences, how they were funded and how they are operated. 

Playbuilder Grants: An overview of these grants was given at the recent ESBC Forum meeting attended by Mr. Winstone, Mr. Morris and Mr. Edwards.  They may wish to update members with regards to this item.  The Clerk, Mr. Edwards and Mr. Chinn are scheduled to attend a playbuilder workshop being held on 24th October. 
Rolleston Football Club: A copy of the fixture lists for the Youth Teams who use Craythorne Fields as their home ground has been received.  The Football Club has advised that Stretton Eagles have been training/playing at Craythorne and when approached by Rolleston they advised they were using Craythorne as the Parish Council had re-seeded parts of their ground and they were unable to use it for a few weeks.  A copy of the Rolleston Football Club Handbook for 2008-09 has also been received for the Parish Councils retention.

The Clerk has contacted Stretton Parish Council who has advised that Stretton Eagles have permission to use Hillfield for training purposes on a Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday evening from 6pm-7.30pm.  They have had their time restricted due to the amount they could afford to pay.  The pitches are not due and have not been reseeded this year as suggested.  The Clerk has now spoken with Mr. Shorter from Stretton Eagles who was most apologetic about one of his teams using Craythorne, stating that he was unaware that they had been playing/training there and that he will make sure that they use Hillfield in future.  
7. CRAYTHORNE - VARIOUS
Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces: It was agreed at the last meeting that a date should be arranged for a public meeting.

Craythorne Car Park: Mr. Morris asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

Craythorne Playing Field: It was agreed at the last meeting that this item should be added to the agenda for further discussion.

Picnic Area: It is understood that Mr. Edwards has an idea for a piece of play equipment in Craythorne Woods.  A time needs to be arranged for the area to be photographed and sent to the Burton Mail for print.

OUTDOOR ISSUES - VARIOUS
Memorial Bench:  The bench has been placed on order and a deposit of £100.00 is required.  Mr. Morris has been approached by someone who has suggested that as it is a memorial bench the bench should at least in part be paid for by public subscription.  The wording for the plaque will need to be agreed over the next few weeks.  The bench is likely to take 10-12 weeks for completion.

OUTDOOR ISSUES – VARIOUS (continued)
Footpath 14 fencing: Mr. Gould is due to repair this fencing as previously agreed by the Parish Council.
Repair of village benches: Mr. Gould has been asked to provide a quotation for the repair of the benches.
Jinny Nature Trail: Mr. Chinn may wish to update members with regards to this item.
The Croft:  SCC has responded to say that they have a large backlog of paperwork with regards to the registration of land as a village green and that they will be dealing with our application in due course.
A planning application is now being processed for further tree works on The Croft, this includes the removal of a Hawthorn Tree, and removal of trees that are pressing against the boundary wall of The Croft house, along with the removal of a Hazel tree which is overhanging and damaging the boundary wall between the churchyard and The Croft.


Grass Cutting: All scheduled cuts have now been carried out for this season.  Members are asked to consider if they would like additional cuts to take place.  Mr. Gould has continued to mow The Croft free of charge.

Request for bench, Marston Lane/Church Road: Mrs. Redgrave may wish to advise members with regards to this item.
9. MEETING ROOM HIRE 
It was agreed at the last meeting that this would be discussed again at the October meeting.  The Clerk is currently in contact with the Methodist Chapel with regards to it’s proposed price increase and also St Marys Church with regards to availability of the Old Grammar School Rooms and the Scout Hut also with regards to availability and cost.  These details will be presented at your meeting.

CPRE – HOUSING CAMPAIGN MEETING

Members are advised that a meeting has been scheduled for Wednesday 22nd October 2008
Time: 7pm - 9pm, Venue: Shingles Room, Barton-under-Needwood Village Hall, Crowberry Lane, Barton under Needwood, DE13 8AF to discuss the implications of a new report the Government commissioned to explore options for accommodating even higher levels of housing growth in the West Midlands region than those currently proposed by the Regional Assembly. The report is due to be published on 7th October 2008.

Members previously agreed to hold a meeting in November to discuss the Parish Councils feedback on the proposals.  It is suggested that this meeting could take place on Monday 3rd or Monday 17th November, commencing at 7.30pm.

Stretton are also seeking volunteers, a team is 6 volunteers and 1 co-ordinator and the idea would be to alternate the use of the gun between Stretton and Rolleston Parishes.
