PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members made the following comments on the recent planning applications:-
· HO/10901/008/JPM Erection of a two storey side and rear extension and detached garage, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane, Mr. Brassington

Members objected to this application.  Below is a summary of the objections/observations made with regards to the proposed development:-
 

Planning application states work has not started when it has

 

Planning application states no trees to be removed when two have already been cut down

 

Because of its age and outward appearance Conservation Officer should consider if the cottage should be listed  

 

That area of the village floods regularly

 

Drawings incorrect in that a window is missing in proposed side elevation and floor plans show 4 leaf French windows while elevations show 3 leaves

 

Members believe that the development would be detrimental to the cottage and destroy its character.

 

The development would double the footprint of the existing cottage.

 

Members are concerned with regards to the vehicular access as it is a dangerous road to access.  

 

Members would like this application to be considered by the planning committee.

 

In the Design and Access Statement under appearance it states that the extension will not be visible from Chapel Lane.  The proposed development is on Anslow Lane and not Chapel Lane. 

· PA/25930/014/CEH Conversion of existing barns to form a single dwelling and erection of a detached double garage (amended scheme) Swallows Barn, Lodge Hill, Tutbury, Mrs. Taylor

Members objected to this application and asked for the following questions to be addressed and issues considered:-
No scale bars on plans

 

Why was condition 8 attached to the original planning approval?

 

What is different now that should allow existing condition 8 be overturned?

 

Application form question 8 should state the proposal will gain 2 bedrooms.

 

Application form question 19 asks if proposal involves the loss of any non residential floor space applicant states no but this not true in involves the loss of the commercial area, office and store.

 

Has the area of domestic garden been increased so that the Juliet balconies do not extend over agricultural land?

 

In the Design and Access statement paragraph 5.06 it states the proposed layout has already been approved by the case officer. Members are concerned by this statement, because this would mean that the application has been pre-judged before the public consultation period has ended.

The Juliet balconies are a proposal by the developer to allow him to retain the French windows to the extra bedrooms to prevent access on to agricultural land. Members believe that the developer should be made to brick up the bottom part of the opening to make a permanent barrier. Juliet balconies can be unscrewed and removed after the final planning inspection.

· HO/26631/007/JPM Erection of a two storey rear extension, 59 Beacon Road, Mr. Pickering

Members objected to this application and made the following comments:-
 

The site plans show a different shaped site to the plans already approved for the detached bungalow. These differences are significant (a copy of the overlay drawing produced by Mr. Edwards was forwarded to ESBC).  The position of the existing house relative to the road cannot be right on both applications

 

The proposed parking area is indicated in the same place as the new boundary fence in the previous application. 

 

The new windows do not match the existing windows.

Members believe that there is over development of the site

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE / YOUTH COUNCIL 


Mrs. Redgrave proposed, Mr. Toon seconded and it was unanimously agreed that Miss. Anabelle  Parslow should be elected to serve as Youth Representative on the Parish Council.

RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 6)

Adult play equipment:  It was agreed that we should ask Stretton about their exercise trail for adults and ask how successful it is.  It was agreed that this item should be discussed in further detail by the Recreational sub committee meeting.    

Tennis Courts: Members agreed in principle to support the provision of tennis courts within the village.  It was agreed that Mr. Winstone would liaise with Mr. Jobson with regards to the matter.
Multi use games area:  The Clerk advised that she had contacted all Parish Councils within East Staffordshire asking if they had a “MUGA” if so how they received funding for them and feedback from the Parish Councils with regards to their experiences of them.  The Clerk advised that she had received very little feedback but that Denstone Parish Council had replied and advised that the Tom Boden Trust are currently investigating the possibility of installing a “MUGA” in Denstone.
Playbuilder Grants:  Mr. Winstone advised members that he had received a presentation on the playbuilder grants at the recent forum meeting and invited Mr. Edwards to address members with regards to the item.  Mr. Edwards advised that SCC are looking for 10 sites with approximately £40,000 available per site and that they were looking for sites suitable for 8-13year olds.  Mr. Edwards advised members that Craythorne Woods was an area that sprung to mind and that a very good play area could be built within the area that was damaged by fire.  Mr. Edwards reported that if the Parish Council were interested in applying for a grant they would need to register an interest with SCC by November and that a full application would need to be completed by March 2009.  Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and members unanimously agreed that we should proceed with an application to build a timber structure play area within Craythorne Woods.  It was agreed that the recreational sub committee should meet on Tuesday 21st October, 5pm, Craythorne Car Park to view the proposed site and have a follow on meeting at the Methodist Chapel Schoolrooms.  
Rolleston Football Club: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.  Mr. Winstone advised that the football club had recently painted the goal posts and repaired three goal mouths.

Mr. Winstone also advised members that the car park was now very good and that the picnic area was tremendous.  Mr. Winstone advised members that he was concerned with regards to access to Craythorne Field and suggested that the stile could be taken out and a gap left enabling wheelchair/pushchair access but restricting quad bikes from being able to enter the field.  
Picnic Area: The meeting discussed the WASP application submitted by Mr. Morris and agreed that a photo shoot of the picnic area should be arranged in the near future involving the Chairman, Borough Councillor and some children enjoying a picnic. (Clerks Report Item 7)

OUTDOOR ISSUES - VARIOUS
Memorial Bench: Members noted that the bench was near completion.  Members agreed the proposed location plan which was presented by Mr. Edwards.  The Clerk reported that the wording for the plaque was still to be determined and it was suggested simple wording in line with other memorial benches within the village may be appropriate. (Ongoing) 
Footpath 14 fencing: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report. (Ongoing)
Repair of village benches:  Members noted that the quotation requested had not been received in time for the meeting. (Clerks Report, Item 22)
Jinny Nature Trail: Mr. Chinn reported that the trail had been cut and was now 9ft wide.  Mr. Chinn advised members that the ditches would need clearing in the not to distant future and that he had noticed some badger setts on the trail.  Mr. Chinn advised members of a pipe that runs from the farmer’s field into a ditch on the trail and the meeting was advised that it was understood that the Parish Council agreed for this several years ago with the landowner.  (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Mr. Chinn advised that the new house on the end of the trail had removed the original steel fence and erected a wall.  It was agreed that we should ask the homeowner to maintain both the boundary wall and fence.

The Croft:  It was agreed that the quotation for the tree works would be discussed in part 2.  Members noted the response from SCC with regards to the registration of the land.  It was reported that several of the posts were missing and agreed that Mr. Gould should be asked to provide a quotation to replace the missing posts.
