Setts/Cobbles: Mr. Morris has received information from Mr. Nick West, Area Manager for North Yorkshire County Council confirming that they use Granite Setts in Whitby and he is adamant that they are safe and they have no issues with insurance.  Mr. Morris also spoke to an engineer who said that setts were often used instead of kerbstones specifically where there is a risk of HGV’s overrunning the kerb.
