REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Mr. Fraser advised members that the two grant applications had been submitted to SCC but that no decision had been made.

61. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris reported that Rolleston will be receiving the blue recycling bins in March.  Mr. Morris also advised members that his WASP grant application on behalf of the Almshouses had been successful and he was very pleased to advise that all of the aerials had now been replaced with one aerial.

Mr. Morris advised members that he was very upset by the response that had been received from ESBC Enforcements Department with regards to the Meadow View flooding issue and that he had taken the matter to a higher level within ESBC and asked that the issue is urgently looked at.

62. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Item 56:1 Planning Applications: The Clerk advised members that planning application PA/03421/021/JI Erection of a detached dwelling, two storey side extension to existing dwelling and alterations to existing access, 10 Beacon Road, Mr. Wilson and PA/03421/020/JI Rebuilding of existing outbuilding together with extension to form a dwelling including alterations to exiting vehicular access, 10 Beacon Road, Mr. Wilson were before the Planning Applications Committee on Monday 19th January and asked for a member of the Parish Council to speak at the meeting.  It was agreed that Mr. Chinn would represent the Parish Council.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (continued)
Item 56:3 Heavy Goods Vehicles: Mr. Chinn and Mrs. Toon advised members of an incident that had taken place involving a Willi Betz lorry which had got stuck on the caravan park.  Mr. Chinn advised members that the driver was en route to Nestle and when he contacted Nestle they were unhelpful and did not see it as their problem.  Members were advised that the vehicle details had been passed to Willi Betz for action and that the incident was also reported to the police, although they did not attend.  It was agreed that the vehicle details should also be passed to SCC as the grass verge had been damaged.  Mr. Fitton advised members that he had also noted an HGV entering the village on Monday 5th January and that he had reported this to the Clerk.  The Clerk advised members that she had reported the vehicle details to Willi Betz.  Mr. Chinn advised that a meeting was due to take place between Willi Betz and Nestle on 13th January.
63. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5th JANUARY 2009

PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members made the following comments on the recent planning applications:-
HO/30443/003/JI Erection of a single storey rear extension and chimney and conversion of existing garage, 

The Lodge, Chapel Lane, Mr. Campling.

Members made no objections to the proposals but commented that they were disappointed with the standard of the drawings.
TP/05168/004/JI Removal of one Ash tree and one sycamore tree (A1 of TPO No 1), 30 Lodge Hill, 
Mr. Wilson.
Members are concerned that the tree is subject to a TPO (A1 of TPO No1) yet the application states that the tree has been damaged by building works.  It is members understanding that any tree that has a TPO attached to it should be protected against such incidents.  Members would like to request that the advice of the tree officer is sought with regards to this application and members would like to see a condition attached to any permission that ensures replacement planting takes place.

PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions and discussed the following items:-
The Clerk advised members that the following correspondence had been received from Mrs. Richardson following the planning appeal decision for application HO/31730/002/JPM 24 Shotwood Close. 
“Rolleston Parish Council will be aware that the appeal on 24 Shotwood Close for the retention of Upvc windows and door has been successful.  The objection by Rolleston Parish Council was factually incorrect; therefore the Council should be more aware of the issues involved”.
Members noted that the comments submitted by the Parish Council were as follows:-“Members object to this application.  When the original planning consent was granted it was part of the planning conditions that timber windows had to be installed.  Members understand that timber framed windows were an important part of the design brief and feel that if it was deemed necessary in the first instance, then the conditions should still stand”.    

Mr. Chinn advised members that the deeds for his property specified as stated above.  Mr. Winstone advised that the Civic Trust had also been sent a similar email from Mrs. Richardson as they had also objected to her application.

PA/25930/014/CEH Conversion of existing barns to form a single dwelling and erection of a detached double garage, Swallows Barn, Lodge Hill, Mrs. Taylor.
Members agreed that we should contact ESBC and ask them what grounds they have decided to grant the application on (Clerks Report, Item 4).

FLOOD WARDENS MEETING (Clerks Report Items 4& 8)
Flood Wardens Meeting: Members noted the details of the forthcoming meeting.
Alderbrook Close Flooding:  Members were issued a copy of the letter which had been received from 
Mr. Leslie, Severn Trent Water.  Mr. Wyers advised members that the letter did not mention the flooding of 10th & 11th November and asked if the Parish Council could request a copy of the findings from the consultants when their report has been completed for the whole of the village.  
Meadow View Flooding: Members discussed the flooding which was being caused to Meadow View and 
Mr. Powell’s rear garden as a result of the footpath and slabs which had been installed by Persimmon Homes.  Mr. Edwards advised that he and Mr. Morris had met on site with Mr. Oates, ESBC and he had agreed that the flooding was being caused as a result of the footpath and that he had agreed to install a double drain, which he hoped, would cure the issue.  Members noted the email that had been received from ESBC Enforcements Department concluding that they did not feel that the developers were responsible for the problem.  The Clerk advised that she had re-contacted the enforcements department and that Mr. Morris as Borough Councillor had taken the issue further within ESBC.  Mr. Edwards stated that he felt ESBC were working appallingly and that Mr. Morris was dealing with the issue as Borough Councillor and that the Parish Council should also pursue the issue as landowners.

STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST

Members agreed to renew the Parish Councils membership subscription at a cost of £36.00 per annum.

ROCK SALT CONTAINERS (Clerks Report, Item 5)

Mrs. Warren advised members that she was concerned with regards to the state of the pavements during sharp frosts making them extremely icy and felt that we should have some more rock salt containers available within the village.  It was agreed to contact SCC with regards to this item.

TEMPORARY SIGNAGE (Clerks Report, ongoing items)

Members discussed the advertising banner that was outside the Jinny Public House and agreed to keep the matter on the agenda to be reviewed at regular periods.

METHODS OF COMMUNICATION

Members discussed this matter and the Chairman advised that she felt communication had been improved with the Clerk passing planning applications round members without pc access prior to the meetings.  It was agreed that this item should be removed from the agenda.

CRAYTHORNE (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Picnic Area Proposed play equipment: Members noted that the grant application had been submitted to SCC.
Mr. Chinn advised members that the new post for the way marker had now been received from SCC.
Craythorne Car Park:  Members concluded that there was no evidence of drug taking in Craythorne Car Park.

OUTDOOR ISSUES – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Spread Eagle Island Bench: Members noted that this had now been delivered and would be installed when the weather improved.  It was noted that the wording for the plaque still needed to be decided.
Grass Cutting: Members concluded that no further cuts were required at this time.
Repair of Village Benches:  Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

SCC - HIGHWAYS MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members noted that no response had been received from SCC with regards to various items.
Setts/Cobbles: Members noted the information that Mr. Morris had obtained from North Yorkshire County Council and that they used larger setts than the ones currently in place in Brookside.  Members agreed that we should write again to Mr. Rayson and ask them to reconsider our proposals using the larger setts.

ESBC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Urban Design Officer/ Conservation Assistant: Members noted that no progress had been made by ESBC with regards to this item.
Shotwood Close Open Space:  Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC Enforcements Department with regards to this item.  Members agreed that it was not good enough that we had not received any response from ESBC.
Brook Hollows:  Members noted that no progress had been made by ESBC with regards to this item.

Monkey Puzzle Tree: No further discussion took place with regards to this item.
Spread Eagle Windows: Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC Enforcements Department with regards to this item.  
Winton Hall Grounds: Members noted that no response had been received from ESBC Enforcements Department with regards to this item.  
Shotwood Hill Footpath: Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken again with Mr. Oates and that he had advised the item was on his “to do” list.  Members agreed that as the public footpaths are the responsibility of SCC we should contact them.

ESBC – VARIOUS (continued)
Proposal to remove public pay phones: Members noted that no further update was available on this item. 
Footpath from Westbury Homes to Craythorne Field:  Mr. Morris advised members that he had spoken to Mr. Oates with regards to the grading of the footpath and that he had advised it was up to the developers to sort out and that it was being handled by ESBC Enforcements Department. 
Craythorne Sewage:  Members noted that the Clerk had received notification via Mr. Morris that ESBC had served notice on Mr. Wright and that he had until 16th January to comply with the notice or legal proceedings would commence against him.
Scale Bars on Planning Applications: No further discussion took place with regards to this item.
39 Knowles Hill: Members noted that ESBC had advised that they are already investigating this matter.
Fly Tipping:  Members noted the prompt action taken by ESBC. 
17.
ESBC - PRECEPT

Members resolved that the precept for 2009/10 financial year should remain at £43,450.00.  

It was agreed that the Parish Council should have some definite projects for expenditure for the 2009/10 financial year and the following projects were agreed: - Concrete the entrance to Craythorne Car Park, painting of Elizabeth Avenue and Meadow View play areas railings, new office photocopier, works on the Jinny Nature Trail ditches, purchase of equipment for FOROS, around £5,000 to be allocated towards the playbuilder project.  Members also agreed to purchase two additional dog bag dispensers, with one to be placed on the Walford Road Jitty and one to be placed on the post by Shotwood Hill footpath.  It was agreed that Mr. Gould should be asked to replenish the dispensers as part of his Environmental Officers duties. 
18.
RECREATIONAL MEETING / PLAYBUILDER UPDATE (Clerks Report Items 6 & 7)
Tennis Courts: Mr. Winstone advised members that Mr. Jobson was still trying to gain support for the installation of tennis courts within the village.  It was agreed that this item should be kept on the agenda under “ongoing items” until we were approached again by Mr. Jobson.
Playbuilder Application:  Mr. Winstone advised members that a meeting had taken place on Monday 5th January to review feedback that had been received following the consultation and that two official replies had been received from village organisations, namely the Civic Trust and Village Design Statement Group.  Mr. Winstone advised that overall the two organisations supported the proposals, although both had put forward some comments.  Mr. Winstone added that there had been approximately 71 questionnaires received in favour of the proposals and around six against the proposals.  Mr. Morris raised the issue of the letter that had been received from Pc Clarke, Crime Reduction Officer and that he felt that we should try and reduce the impact of the letter and therefore the Sub Committee had agreed that we should contact Inspector Oomer and speak to him with regards to the proposals.  Mr. Morris advised that he had now spoken with Inspector Oomer who had advised that he felt that Rolleston would benefit from the playbuilder project and that he would be happy to meet with the Clerk and Mr. Morris to discuss the proposals.
Mr. Winstone added that he had asked the Clerk to forward the letter to SCC and that they had responded to say that they are still in support of us proceeding with the application, despite the letter which had been received from the police.  Mr. Winstone advised members that the sub-committee had agreed that the following proposals should be put forward to the full Parish Council meeting:-

RECREATIONAL MEETING / PLAYBUILDER UPDATE (continued)
1. To proceed with a full application to SCC 

2. Contact Staffs Police and ask for a meeting with Inspector Oomer re the letter from PC. Les Clarke, Mr. Morris volunteered to attend.
3. To remove the shelter to satisfy the police.
4. Wait for response from SCC re letter from Staffs police

5. Mr. Morris to speak to ESBC re planning permission requirements

6. To submit a planning application for the proposed development.

7. To replace the wind pump with a climbing cube

8. General consensus was no fencing to be reviewed after completion of site

9. Suggest we purchase a dog bag dispenser for the play area

10. Mr. Edwards and the Clerk to attend roadshow on 15th January.

Mr. Edwards advised members that the police support shelters and that five years ago they were in full support of a youth shelter being provided on Elizabeth Avenue playing field.  Members agreed that the shelter should remain in the proposals.  Members discussed the implications of the letter from the police and Mr. Fitton advised that he felt that it was important that we had received feedback from the Crime Prevention Officer so that members could consider possible problems.  It was summarised that PC Clarke’s letter did not state that there would be an anticipated increase in anti-social behaviour and that any letter from Inspector Oomer should supersede the one received from PC Clarke.  Mr. Edwards advised members that recent figures showed that there had been an increase of 22% in anti social behaviour on P.C. Lear’s patch.
Mr. Morris advised members that he had been in touch with Peter Short, Principal Planning Officer and that he did not think that planning permission would be required for the site.  Mr. Edwards had been advised however, by Jim Malkin, Planning Officer, ESBC that anything over 4 metres high would require planning permission.  Members were advised that the Clerk had sent a copy of the proposed plan along with dimensions for the spiders web and high swing to Mr. Short and asked him to clarify in writing whether planning permission would be required or not.

Mr. Fitton advised members that two or three dates would need to be set aside for the risk assessments, but that first it needed establishing if SCC were looking for risk assessments on completion of contract or against the equipment.  It was agreed that Mr. Fitton would submit a list of questions to the Clerk to be raised at the playbuilder workshop being held on 15th January.  It was agreed that the first of the meetings could be held on Monday 26th January, straight after the village liaison meeting.

It was proposed by Mr. Edwards, seconded by Mr. Winstone and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council should proceed with the full application for the SCC playbuilder grant.

Mr. Winstone suggested that Mr. Edwards should become Project Manager for the playbuilder project as his expertise and knowledge was invaluable.  The Parish Council agreed that sub contractor labourers should be used for the project if the application was successful.

It was agreed to suspend standing orders at 9pm in order to complete the meeting.
