PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


Jinny Trail:  Mr. Jennings asked the Parish Council what the intentions were with regards to the Jinny Trail.  Mr. Jennings suggested that the Parish Council should have a good look at the trail this summer, and get the trees thinned out, ditches cleared and some pipes put across to get rid of the surface water.  The Chairman thanked 

Mr. Jennings for his suggestions and advised that the item was on the agenda for discussion later on in the meeting.



Craythorne Facilities:  Mr. Jennings advised members that following the installation of the picnic area in Craythorne Woods there was now a increased usage of the field and woods and suggested that the Parish Council should consider providing some toilet and changing facilities for usage, especially for use by the football club.  Mr. Chinn suggested that the recreational sub committee should meet with the football club to discuss this matter.

81. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris advised members that the planning department was to be reorganised and it would now be the Planning Delivery Department with the emphasis being on delivery and development management and not control and regulation.  Mr. Morris advised that this would mean that there will be a greater emphasis on larger developments and less on householder applications.  Mr. Morris advised members that the reorganisation should result in greater flexibility between Building Control, Economic Regeneration and the Engineering and Planning Teams.  Members were advised that Rolleston would be looked after by the “North Team”, with Joanne Roebuck, Team Leader, Jon Imber and Charlotte El Hakiem as Planning Officers, Lisa Roberts, Planning Assistant and Paul Freeman and Ruth Downes looking after Enforcement matters.

Local Development Framework:
Mr. Morris advised members that he had attended a briefing on the forward plan for the Borough with regards to where the proposed 12,900 new homes are to go.  Mr. Morris advised that the Local Development Framework goes through the consultation processes and will then be passed to the Government Inspector for decision.  Mr. Morris advised that there will not be an opportunity for submissions etc; the Inspector will only consider submitted evidence.

The Clerk advised members that she had received an email from Severn Trent Water advising that Grontmij were currently working on the Hydraulic Model and that they would be in contact with the Parish Council to discuss the findings in due course.

The Chairman advised members that the timber tractor & trailer had now been installed and advised that it was a superb item, which was very well built and already being used and popular with young children.  It was agreed that a photo shoot should be arranged with the local press with Councillor Fraser in attendance.

8. ESBC DRAFT STRATEGIC HOUSING LAND AVAILABILITY ASSESSMENT

Members agreed to object to all of the proposed sites for development within Rolleston.  The objections have now been submitted to ESBC and a copy of the individual sites and objections will be held in the minute book for future reference.

9. BURTON TOWN CENTRE CHRISTMAS LIGHTS

Members agreed not to make a donation towards the cost of Burton Town Centre Christmas Lights.

Memorial Bench: Members noted the details of the forthcoming presentation evening.

Mr. Paul Taylor: Mr. Taylor advised members that it was with regret that he had decided so stand down from the Parish Council after 14 years and that he wished to offer three months notice of his resignation.  Mr. Taylor advised members that he does not feel that he has enough time to commit to the Parish Council due to work commitments taking him overseas.  The Chairman and members unanimously agreed that Mr. Taylor would be missed.

12. POLICE/PACT MATTERS

HGV’s: Mr. Toon advised members that a new law had been bought in by the Government which means that foreign registered HGV’s caught speeding can be given on the spot fines and if they cannot pay immediately the vehicles would be confiscated.

13. FOJORPS
Mr. Morris proposed and Mrs. Warren seconded with members unanimously agreeing that £150.00 should be donated towards Community Day.  Members also agreed that Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field could be used for car parking and that we should have a stand again this year.  It was suggested that any up and coming projects could be displayed, or that the Borough Councils proposals for housing development could also be displayed.

14. CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND

15. VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY

16. BEACON ROAD GARDENS (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Mr. Chinn advised members that he had been passed some information which suggested that the Parish Council owns a much larger piece of land along Beacon Road than what is currently maintained.  Mr. Chinn advised that it is thought that Mosley gave a section of land from the top of Beacon Road down to almost as far as the entrance to Neville Close to the Parish Council.  Mr. Chinn asked for member’s permission to investigate this matter and report back at the next meeting.  Members unanimously agreed that Mr. Chinn could look into the matter and it was agreed that Mr. Fitton would assist him.
17. SAFER ROUTES TO SCHOOL (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Mr. Morris advised members that when SCC started their Safer Routes to School Initiative they concluded that children having to cross the road at the top of Beacon Road was dangerous.  Mr. Morris suggested that the footpath should go 100yards further down Beacon Road and then a crossing should be installed.  It was agreed that Mr. Morris could speak to Mr. Bateman with regards to this item.
18. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

It was agreed that quotations should be sought for the clearance of the ditches, a drain to be installed and for the top layer of the path to be skimmed.  Mr. Fitton suggested that the advice of Staffordshire Wildlife should be sought.
