8. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 


College Field: Mr. Bather introduced himself to the meeting and stated that he was there to speak to members about the recent article in the Burton Mail with regards to the college field.  Mr. Bather said that he believes that there is a serious shortage of playing facilities within Rolleston and Stretton and that to date he has discussed the matter with Stretton Parish Council and as he is a member of the East Staffs Sports Council he has also discussed it with them.  Mr. Bather proposed the following question to members of the Parish Council:- “Would the Parish Council be able to support the situation if a group of people were put together to approach the college with a view to being able to retain the college field for recreational facilities?” 



The Chairman replied that the Parish Council supports recreation fields and that the matter was in part 2 of the Clerks Report for further discussion.




Mowing:  Mr. Jennings asked the Parish Council why the percentage of grass verges being mowed was getting less in particular Knowles Hill and Beacon Road.  The Chairman replied that as Mr. Gould was present he may wish to reply to the question.  Mr. Gould replied that the strip along Beacon Road that Mr. Jennings was referring to would be cut in May by machine, as it is far too dangerous to strim.  Mr. Gould added that he didn’t know what Mr. Jennings was referring to with regards to the strip along Knowles Hill and the Chairman concluded that the Parish Council should look into the matter.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 


Page 96, Item 82: Mr. Edwards reported that we had been sent a Lengthsman map by Mr. Rayson, but that it was literally just a map of the village and does not indicate which areas the Parish are responsible for under the Lengthsman agreement.  Members agreed that we should go back to Mr. Rayson and ask him to indicate on the map which areas we are responsible for. 


Item 83:18:  It was agreed that we have to be able to provide a spec to potential contractors because if not they will all be quoting for different things.  

Item 83:19 It was agreed that the stone would need to be purchased and delivered prior to the tarmaccing because if not the stone lorry would be driving over the newly laid surface.

Signage: Mrs. Toon proposed, Mrs. Warren seconded and it was unanimously agreed that purple should be used in the text for the signage.

Official Opening Protocol: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Siting of storage container: Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed that the container unit should be sited on Meadow View during the playbuilder works.
Post Installation Inspection (ROSPA): Mr. Edwards proposed, Mrs. Toon seconded and it was unanimously agreed to proceed for the post installation inspection, risk assessments and weekly check list to be completed by ROSPA. 
Insurance:  Members agreed that the Parish Council should investigate if the premium would be reduced if a larger excess was payable, as generally in the past the Parish Council had not considered repair playground equipment through the insurance policy.

Car Park Resurfacing: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

Tendering of Project: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

Top Soil: Members agreed in principle to the suggestion of moving the top soil from Craythorne Car Park to the woods for use within the playbuilder development.  

Trees and Paths: It was agreed that this item should not be under playbuilder and that we should ask Mr. Oates to have a look at the trees and advise which ones he’d recommend for crown lifting and which ones for removal.  It was suggested that this item could be looked at during the footpath walks.

Mr. Walker Complaint letters:  Members noted that another letter had been received and that this item would be discussed in part 2 of the clerks report. 

Items to be ordered: Members noted that the details of these items were in part 2 of the clerks report.
The Chairman asked for a small report to be made on playbuilder at each meeting over the next few months.

FOROS MEETING – PLAYBUILDER PROJECT

Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.  Mr. Chinn concluded that none of the volunteers were able to make a commitment in terms of time in helping with playbuilder and that FOROS would run by carrying out small maintenance jobs and works such as mowing the picnic area.  Mr. Edwards advised members that he had spoken to a contractor with regards to playbuilder and he was confident that he would be able to help with the construction of some of the pieces of equipment.

The Chairman thanked everyone who attended village clean up day and summarised that the event had appeared to be a great success. 
5.
RECREATIONAL / OPEN SPACES – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Items 8, 9, 14)

Mr. Gould:  Mr. Gould advised members that he had asked the clerk to write to Rolleston Football Club as when he had cut Craythorne Field last week, they had left some of the pegs in the ground.  Mr. Gould advised that these would cause substantial damage to the cylinders on his machine if they got caught in them.  It was agreed that the clerk should write as a matter of urgency and advise the football club that if any damage is caused to Mr. Gould’s machine as a result of the pegs being left in the ground, then the football club will be charged.


Mr. Morris asked Mr. Gould to cut The Croft ready for the Transport Festival to be held on 25th May.

Brookside:  Mr. Gould was advised that along Brookside there were very high nettles and docs and asked when the banks were going to be strimmed.  Mr. Gould advised that the banks were not within his remit and that they are cut on an annual basis by the Environment Agency.  Mrs. Warren mentioned the large rings around the trees and advised that she didn’t think they looked very nice.  Mr. Gould replied that large rings have to be left round the base of the trees so that you don’t hit the roots when mowing.  


Village Gateways: Mr. Gould advised members that he would like them to consider adding the responsibility of the village gateways to his contract.

Mrs. Carlton left the meeting at 8.30pm.

RECREATIONAL / OPEN SPACES – VARIOUS (continued) (Clerks Report, Items 8, 9, 14)

Annual Playground Inspections: Mr. Toon proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed to go ahead with the play inspections as detailed on the Clerks Report.

Rolleston Football Club:  It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged with the football club to speak to them about administration and improvement of the facilities.  It was suggested that we should speak to them about officially booking the pitches. 


The Croft – Land Registry: The meeting noted that the Land Registry had sent some paperwork to the Almshouse Trustees and that this had been completed and returned.  It was agreed that the registration should be chased with the Land Registry.

The Croft: Application for Registration of Open Space as Village Green:  It was agreed that this matter should be chased with SCC and Mr. Fraser was asked to help in moving the matter forwards.

Spread Eagle Island Bench:  It was agreed to see if D.S.K engineering would be able to repair the bench and to look at the possibility of making an insurance claim to pay for the repair.


Plastic Matting: It was agreed to purchase a roll of matting at an approximate cost of £200.00 to see if it helped to alleviate the problematic muddy patch on Craythorne Field.

Jinny Nature Trail:  It was agreed that a specification needed to be set before contractors could be called in and asked to quote.  It was agreed that Mr. Toon could liaise with Mr. Jennings and Mr. Chinn on this matter and draw up a specification.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would need to make a decision at the August meeting so that the work could take place around September/October.

Footpath Walks: Members noted the details of the forthcoming walks.

Craythorne Sewage: The Clerk read the following email which had been sent by Mr. Rolfs, Divisional Environmental Health, ESBC:-
“Thank you for your email. Samantha Olive and I visited the Craythorne Golf Club last week in order to reinvestigate this problem. There was no evidence of leaking sewage either on the Craythorne’s property or in the ditches along the road. There was a smell of sewage above some of the pipes leading to the septic tank at the back of the driving range on the Craythorne Golf Club’s premises. This odour was relatively weak and could not be detected on the road or football pitch, even though the wind was blowing across the road towards the football pitch. My suspicion is that the odour is coming from an old, disused pipe which is likely to diminish over time and does not pose a public health risk. The only issue which we can look into therefore, is the possibility of the odour causing a statutory nuisance to local residents”. 

“In order for us to take action on this matter it would be necessary to know exactly who it is affecting where, and how often because proving statutory nuisance requires the severity, regularity and duration of the nuisance to be taken into account and requires a specific ‘victim’ to be affected. Therefore we will not be able to further the complaint unless the residents who are being affected come to us directly so that we can assess how the odour is affecting them”.

 
“If there is a second source of the problem as mentioned in the newspaper article, I need more information to be able to locate it, and again ask that residents who have noticed it contact me directly”. 



It was agreed that the Parish Council should try and gather evidence so that a nuisance complaint could be submitted to ESBC.
