MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 8TH JUNE 2009

Ten members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance. 
Community Day: The chairman opened the meeting by congratulating everyone who had been involved in the Community Day over the weekend and advised that although the weather had been very poor it was still thought to of been a success.

Village Transport Festival:  The chairman went on to congratulate everyone that had been involved in the success of the Village Transport Festival.

Councillor Fraser:  The Chairman congratulated Councillor Fraser on his re election.
P.C. Lear: P.C. Lear advised members that the new PCSO would be starting on her own in the area week commencing 15th June and that she will be supported by a further two PCSO’s who predominantly look after Stretton.  P.C. Lear advised that the new PCSO would be covering the same areas as himself but doesn’t have transport as of yet.  Mr. Morris replied that Inspector Oomer appeared to be making things happen.

15. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mr. Wyers asked the Parish Council for their support as some of the residents of Alderbrook Close had experienced flooding to the rear of their properties again over the weekend.  
Mr. Wyers reported that trees that were over 10 years old were now being killed by a result of the flooding and that when he spoke to Severn Trent Water they had replied that it was run off water.  Mr. Wyers advised that this was not true, as he has photographic evidence of toilet paper in the flood water and that the water was also coming up through the drains.  Mr. Wyers advised that when the gardens flooded on the 5th May, the rivers were not up and added that he was concerned that there were chemicals in the water and that he had taken a sample to be sent off for analysis.  The Chairman thanked Mr. Wyers for bringing the matter to the Parish Councils attention and advised that he felt the current situation was totally unacceptable.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council would write to the Environment Agency and to Severn Trent Water and asked Mr. Wyers to copy in the clerk on any correspondence that he sent.


Mr. Fraser suggested that Mr. Wyers should also get in touch with SCC and that if Mr. Wyers passed him his details then he would try and help with the matter.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER
Vintage Transport Day:  Mr. Fraser passed his congratulations to Mr. Morris on his successful Vintage Transport Day.  Mr. Fraser also passed his congratulations to all of those that had been involved in the Community Day.  
Mr. Fraser advised members that he had been called in today by the Cabinet and asked to take on the role of “Community Health”.  
Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Fraser to clarify what the £40,000 members allowance was for as he thought it was to go towards patching works etc, but that the evening’s Burton Mail said that it would be used for the resurfacing of Church Road.  Mr. Fraser advised that members would have £10,000 and then have the authority to say where money should be spent.  Mr. Fraser advised that this money would come out of the budget and not individual member’s money.  Mr. Fraser advised the meeting that £30million pound would be spent over the next three years on fixing the Counties roads.  

Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Fraser if we could look to him for support in replacing the setts in Brookside.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council strongly object to the above application on the following grounds:-  

 

· Over development of the site. 
· Front of house is set too far back (this to enable the proposal to be shoehorned in). 
· Proposed new house design not in keeping with Kelvin Grove. 

· Roof pitches to shallow.
· The gable fascia is not in keeping.
· Proposed new house overpowers Oasis (adjacent property) and is even more imposing than on the previous application. 
· Not enough amenity space to proposal. 
· If the proposed house is built it will reduce the amount of amenity space to Kelvingrove to an unacceptable level. 
· Cars will not be able to enter and exit site in a forward gear due to insufficient turning space. 
· Insufficient store space on site for building materials.
· Damage caused to the private road by plant vehicles.
· Members are concerned that the Cherry Tree will be damaged by the footings of the new development.

Mowing: Knowles Hill, Beacon Road (Public Questions 8th May): Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and commented that the cutting since the matter had been raised was better than it had been.  The chairman advised that he would like to raise the issue of how the verges are being cut as he is generally happy with them at the moment.  Some members advised that they would be happier to see them cut back further.
The Croft – Land Registry: Members noted the details of this item.
The Croft – SCC: The clerk advised that a copy of the conveyance had now been sent to SCC and that they had now requested a signed copy of the Land Registry Title plan.

Spread Eagle Island Bench: Members noted that a quotation was in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
Jinny Nature Trail: Mr. Toon advised that he had not been able to progress with this item yet.  The chairman advised that the first part of the trail was very overgrown and it was concluded that it should be looked at on the forthcoming footpath walks and if the general agreement was that a cut was required then this should be arranged as soon as possible and not left until the July meeting.  It was agreed that the matter with regards to the Jinny Nature Trail ditches should be added to the next agenda.

SAFER ROUTES TO SCHOOL (Clerks Report, Item 3)

Mr. Morris outlined the proposals for a section of Beacon Road to be extended so that there would be a safe place for the walking bus to cross at the junction of Beacon Road and Knowles Hill.  Mr. Morris advised members that he had held a meeting with Mr. Bateman, Headmaster John of Rolleston School and the Chairman of the School Governors and they were both very much in favour of the proposals.  Mr. Morris asked members to confirm that they would be happy for him to meet with Mr. Fraser so he could show him the proposals and that if he supported the proposals request that he takes the matter forward to SCC.  Members agreed to this.

Elizabeth Avenue: Mr. Fitton advised of subsidence of the safety surfacing on Elizabeth Avenue Play Area.  The Clerk replied that this was an issue that the Parish Council were aware of.
