1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

3. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS
The following updates have been received from Mr. Rayson, SCC:-

SCC: Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  “We are looking at a number of similar signs in the area which require some work doing to them; these will then be passed to Signpost Restoration for an estimate”.
SCC: Footway outside Cherry Cottage: “I believed this matter had been dealt with by Local Highway Officer Mr. Mckeown, unfortunately it had not. Mr. Mckeown no longer works for this authority. I have asked our Operations Team to instigate the necessary letters to the properties here. Once again I apologise for this oversight”.
SCC: Knowles Hill Speeding Concerns: “Our Casualty Reduction Partnership, who manage the Speed Indication Device (SID) programme no longer use the data from these devices, as it was felt the information it received was difficult to put into a meaningful figures. These devices are now used as a deterrent, as opposed to being there to collect data. We use speed and volumes counters to collect data, to which I believe you have received the findings of these previously”.
SCC: Double yellow lines Dovecliff Road: “This item is within our log of outstanding requests for Traffic Regulation Order requests. This list has over 100 similar requests and these are being looked at on a priority basis. I will ask my technician to see where this sits within the programme. However, bearing in mind we are concentrating on a number of locations where there are parking programmes, I would suspect this will sit quite low within that programme”.
SCC: Village Lengthsman Maps: “In my last letter to you, I asked if you could use the map I enclosed to mark on the areas of grass you believe you are currently cutting as our records are not up to date enough to be accurate, I did mention that the time used to collate this data could be recovered through the lengths man agreement”.
SCC: Clarence Service: “The CLARENCE service 0800 232323 is still up and running and there are no intentions for this being wound down or removed”.
SCC: Church Road: Letters dated 17th May 2009 and 22nd June 2009 have been sent to Mr. Rayson with regards to this matter.  To date no response has been received.

SCC: Brookside Setts:  No further update is available with regards to this item.
SCC: Marston Lane, Installation of passing points: No further update is available with regards to this item.
3. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (continued)

Safer Routes to School:  Since the last Parish Council meeting Mr. Morris has met with Councillor Fraser and showed him his proposals.  The Clerk has contacted Mr. Cope, SCC who deals in Road Safety and has asked if he would be willing to come out and give a professional opinion on the proposals.
4. ESBC – VARIOUS MATTERS
14/16 Burnside: Mr. Morris may wish to report on this item.
Brook Hollows:  Members agreed at the last Parish Council meeting to discuss this matter at the July meeting.  

Shotwood Close Open Space: The following update has been received from Mr. Sherratt, ESBC, Building Control: 

“I have verbal confirmation that Bellway will be happy to remove the trees and then to carry out work on the wall such that it is either totally or partially rebuilt as necessary so that it will be put back into a stable condition. In order to achieve this and to try to retain the wall in as much of an 'original' form as possible the repair work will be limited to what is necessary to make it stable and it is hoped that as many of the original bricks will be re-used as possible”.

”I am not sure of the timetable at present, there has been a minor delay as the first thing that needs to happen is that the tree work needs to be done and nesting season has interfered with this”.
Winton Hall Grounds: A letter dated 22nd June 2009 has been sent to Miss. Downes, ESBC with regards to this matter.  To date no response has been received.
Land adjacent 4 Marston Lane:  This matter has been reported to Mr. Freeman, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC.  He made the following response on 2nd July 2009:- “I visited the site yesterday. The front of the land appears to have recently been strimmed and the land would not qualify for formal action under S215. Does the Parish Council still have concerns about the land?”
Litter Sign, Meadow View:  A letter dated 10th June 2009 has been sent to Mr. Oates, ESBC with regards to this matter.  It is understood that Mr. Oates is not aware of who erected the sign.
Cemetery: At the Village Liaison meeting Mr. Martin advised that to date only patching works had taken place at the Cemetery and that the resurfacing had not been completed.  The Clerk has chased this matter with ESBC and Mr. French, ESBC Cemetery Manager has responded to say that he will ask his engineers to carry out another site visit and get back to the Parish Council in due course.
Forum meeting:  The Parish Councils Forum meeting was held on Wednesday 6th July.  Your Chairman may wish to report on this meeting. 
Conservation Area Appraisal: A letter has been received from ESBC giving notice that at it’s meeting on 15th May 2009, ESBC resolved to amend Conservation area boundaries in Rolleston on Dove Conservation area in accordance with the “Planning (Listed Building and Conservation Areas) Act 1990.  Copies of the appraisal and plans defining the Conservation area can be obtained from ESBC website at: - http://www.eaststaffsbc.gov.uk/planning/pages/planningconservationareaappraisals.aspx 
Electronic Consultation – Planning Applications:  ESBC has advised that this will come into effect from Monday 13th July 2009.

5. ALDERBROOK CLOSE FLOODING

Letters have been sent to the Environment Agency, Severn Trent Water and Environmental Health Department, ESBC with regards to the discharged sewage water from the manhole covers onto the adjacent land.  Mr. Wyers has also made contact with all of the above agencies and met with a representative from the Environment Agency.  A meeting is due to take place on Thursday 9th July with Mr. Leslie from Severn Trent Water to discuss the findings of the flooding report that was undertaken by Grontmij.  
A further meeting has been arranged for Friday 24th July at 10am by Mr. Wyers between some of the residents affected by the flooding, Severn Trent Water and the Environment Agency.  The Parish Council have been invited to attend the meeting.  The following letter has been received from Judy Smith,  Environment Officer, Moorlands & Dales Team, Environment Agency:- 
“I refer to your letter dated 22 June 2009.  You requested a written response regarding incident number 686277 which related to the report of a sewerage manhole, which repeatedly surcharges causing the discharge of sewage to land behind Alderbrook Close in Rolleston on Dove. The incident was reported to us on 9 June 2009 and I attended the site on 10 June 2009.  At the time there was nothing discharging from the manhole and there was no odour.  There was little or no sewage debris surrounding the manhole cover”.  
 

“I tested some water that had collected in a depression in the garden of Mr. and Mrs. Wyers.  The test was for ammonia and the result revealed there was a minimum amount of ammonia in the water.  I was also shown a number of photographs of previous occasions when the manhole had surcharged. I have since contacted Dave Stone, Pumping Station Manager- Derby, of Severn Trent Water.  I have managed to arrange a meeting with the residents affected by the sewage discharge, the land owner, a number of Severn Trent Water representatives and myself.  This meeting is scheduled for Friday 24 July 2009 at 10:00”.  
 

“As a result of this meeting, we should understand the details of the problem a little more and hopefully put measures into place to prevent any further pollution.  If you have any further health related concerns, please contact the Environmental Health Department of your Local Authority.  They would be able to advise on such matters”.
 

Flood Risk Management – Information Resource: A letter has been received from the Environment Agency advising that they have produced a CD that contains information on a range of watercourse related issues.  Much of the information is generic but with some specifics about the East Staffordshire and South Derbyshire areas.  The Environment Agency have also been working with Foston and Scropton Parish Council to develop a website that informs parishioners how to prepare for and what to do in times of flood.  It can be viewed at www.localflood.org and has information on flood defences, warnings and flood wardens in their locality.  It is also links to a website that mirrors the CD.  The CD is a trial product at the moment, and the Environment Agency would welcome any feedback on its value or on how it can be improved.
6. COLLEGE FIELD

At the last Parish Council meeting Mr. Fraser suggested that the Parish Council contacted The Sports Council.  The Sports Council link directs you to Sport England and the following response has been received from Sport England:

“If the playing field has been used for sport within the last 5 years it will be statutorily protected by government legislation and any planning application for development will be referred to Sport England as a statutory consultee.  We then have strict criteria for protecting such playing fields unless they can be demonstrated as being surplus to requirements or meet any of our exceptions.” 
 “Clearly if it could be used and function as a playing field it will strengthen the case for protecting it, even if its use is informal (as long as it can be proven).  It could be that the owners are deliberately keeping it out of use to argue that it has not been used as a playing field for 5 years and therefore does not fall under that statutory protection.  I recommend that you speak to Duncan Cowie, at East Staffordshire Borough Council”.  
6. COLLEGE FIELD (continued)
“He has recently commissioned an assessment of the needs for playing fields in the Borough and might already have had some involvement in the site at a local level”.

The Clerk was contacted by the PCSO for Rolleston as she had been contacted by a resident from Twentylands who had incurred some damage to the rear of their property, following kite flying on the college field.  The Clerk recommended she contacted Burton College.

7.
TAFFLANDS – PLAYBUILDER PROJECT
The framework has been installed for the double zip wire and for the large swing.  The raised shelter has been constructed.  The bunker has been built and the top soil has been transferred from Craythorne Car Park and the bunker has been covered with the soil to make a large mound. Due to some substantial savings that have been made, the possibility of installing a slide on top of the mound is being investigated.  The climbing cube is under construction.

The Spiders Web has been delivered and is being stored at Cross Farm.  The Safety Matting is ready for collection. 



Opening: A date needs to be agreed for the official opening as SCC have requested four weeks notice of the proposed opening.  It has been suggested that opening could be made a real occasion with face painting, Punch and Judy, refreshments etc.  Members are asked to consider this matter.  Any additional activities for the opening would need to be funded by the Parish Council.  
Expenditure to date: £31,250 (excluding V.A.T)
8.
OUTDOOR VARIOUS

The Croft – SCC: No further update is available on this item.
The Croft: The following email has been received from Mr. Martin, Almshouse Trustees: - “We now seem to have settled rectification of title re the Bass conveyance.  This leaves the triangle of land by the bridge and the Almshouses wall. The Trustees have agreed that a delegation (myself, Mick Moseley and Michelle Willetts) should meet the Parish Council (or representatives) to discuss future ownership and management of this piece of land”.
Jinny Nature Trail including ditches: The trail has now been cut at a cost of £50.00.  It was agreed at the last meeting that the item should be put on the July agenda with regards to the clearance of the ditches.  Mr. Toon may wish to update members on this item.
Bus Shelter, Rolleston Club: A letter has been sent to Rolleston Club asking them to consider donating the disused bus shelter to the Parish Council.  A reply has been received from them to say that they have passed the request to the person that donated the shelter to them.  The Clerk has been told informally that the person who donated the shelter does not permit it to be passed to the Parish Council.
Dog bag dispenser, Almshouses: It was raised at the Village Liaison meeting that the dog bag dispenser on Burnside had not been placed in the best position as it interrupts the view of the Almshouses.
Spread Eagle Island Bench: It is understood that Mr. Edwards has made good the damaged framework on the bench and that the slats need to be reinstalled.

Disabled access, Craythorne Field:  Mr. Winstone has asked for this item to be added to the agenda as he has been approached about the issue.  Members are advised that this matter was last discussed in January 2008 when members resolved not to investigate the options available to allow for disabled access.
8.
OUTDOOR VARIOUS (continued)
Area around Football Club Portacabin: Mr. Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

Grass Cutting: Mr. Chinn has asked for this item to be added to the agenda following an approach by Thompson’s (Home Farm) about grass cutting in Shotwood Close. 
Summer Wildplay: Staffordshire Wildlife has requested permission to use Craythorne Woods on 12th August for a Wildplay Session.  An under 7’s one in the morning and 8’s and over in the afternoon.  Members are asked to confirm that they are happy to allow this to go ahead.  It would be beneficial for the annual cut of Craythorne Woods to take place prior to the event, to allow for the whole of the woods should take place prior to the event.  Members are asked to approve this.
9.
RECREATIONAL SUB COMMITTEE MEETING


A recreational sub committee meeting is to take place on Monday 20th July, commencing at 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.  A copy of the agenda is attached.
10.
COUNCILLORS REPORTS 

Members will be invited to make a short report on any items that they have either dealt with or been approached with regards to since the last meeting.  
11.
VILLAGE LIAISON MEETINGS

 At the Village Liaison meeting, feedback was very positive to continuing meetings.  It was proposed to have four meetings per annum one of which will be the Annual Parish meeting.  Based on this meetings would take place in January (April, Annual Parish), July and October.  It was discussed that the aim of the meetings was for the various organisations and Parish Council to discuss their activity over the previous few and forthcoming months.  It was suggested that organisations and individuals should be able to add items to the agenda for discussion.  The idea of a “Diary of Events” was discussed in order to prevent fixture clashes, although it was understood that a Diary of Events was published in the Rollestonian on a quarterly basis and that generally organisations liaised with each other directly with regards to this matter.  It was discussed that the meetings were generally a good opportunity for the various organisations to meet with their Parish Councillors, although concluded that it was not obligatory for all Parish Councillors to attend the meetings.  
12.
CRAYTHORNE SEWAGE

Members agreed at the last meeting that this matter would be discussed at the July meeting as they felt it only appropriate that Mr. Chinn was given a right to reply to Mr. Wright’s letter.  The Clerk advised Mr. Wright of this and received the following response:-

“Thank you for your communication.  Obviously my letter raised other issues other than Mr. Chinn’s behaviour and I hope that this will be addressed as well. I look forward to a reply very shortly after your next meeting.  I will continue to update you on the situation in respect of the land debris at Jennings field which is something that a Parish Council in a rural area should be investigating and controlling”.
With regards to the matter of Mr. Jennings field Mr. Wright had emailed on 2nd June stating the following 
“Paul Freeman, Senior Enforcement Officer of ESBC has informed me that on the 22nd May 2009 he formally told Mr. Jennings to clear up the large pile of planings situated around his caravan dump site. This was to be removed within 14 days. To date this has not been achieved”.  
The Clerk responded at the time to say that as Mr. Wright had suggested the matter was in the hands of ESBC so she expected that they would deal with this matter directly.

ELECTRICITY SUBSTATION ON BEACON ROAD

The following correspondence has been received from John Shelton, Central Networks:- 

“I note that the Council would accept £2500 as a commuted sum for the continued lease of this site.  Whilst this is in excess of other leased sites in the area I am willing to agree to this sum on this occasion.  Please let me know the details of a Solicitor who will act for the Parish Council and I will instruct our legal people to forward a copy of our standard lease to them”.


The lease is now being drawn up by E-on Central Networks Solicitors and being forwarded to the Clerk.

Mr. Morris has asked for this item to be added to the agenda as at the RODSEC meeting it was suggested that the Rollestonian of the Year could be perhaps be celebrated with a public event.  Possibly it could be combined with the Civic Trust presentation.  They asked for the Parish Council view on this

FLY POSTING (TEMPORARY SIGNAGE)

It was agreed at the Village Liaison meeting that the Parish Council should draw up some kind of policy with regards to this matter. Attached for member’s consideration are some suggestions that have been put forward by Mr. Fitton as to what may be and may not be acceptable.
17. JOHN OF ROLLESTON CENTENARY CELEBRATIONS
At the June meeting, members agreed to make a donation of £200.00 towards the external commemorative plaque to be constructed in sandstone and erected externally at the John of Rolleston Primary School.  The Clerk emailed Mr. Bateman to advise that the Parish Council had offered to make a £200.00 donation and received the following email:-

“Thank you for your email concerning the donation for the commemorative plaque. I am extremely grateful for the kind donation. It is something which will be a focus for the foreseeable future- possibly for the next 100 years! Since eventually receiving the three quotes mentioned in my email there has been a slight change of plan. The stone plaque would have been much more expensive than initially thought. Therefore we have decided to commission a brass/ stainless steel plaque which will be fixed and displayed in school. The likely cost of the new plaque is approximately £200. If the Parish Council is still happy to donate £200 then this would cover the total costs. Please could you let me know as soon as you are able whether the £200 donation still stands? I would be grateful if you could thank the Parish Council at your next meeting”.
The School has been informed that the matter will need to be discussed again at the July meeting.
