1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Brookside Setts:  A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson advising that the Parish Council are very pleased to hear that Mr. Griffiths will be carrying out an assessment of the setts that needs to be replaced and that a works order will be raised.
Knowles Hill speeding concerns: A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson advising that we look forward to receiving the results from the speed survey.
Cherry Cottage: A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson advising that we were pleased to hear that a Highways officers would be visiting the occupants and that we looked forward to this matter being drawn to a conclusion.
Spread Eagle Fingerpost: A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson, advising that the Parish Council would like to accept the £500.00 contribution offered towards the restoration of the fingerpost.  Mr. Morris has also submitted an application for a grant towards the project.
Bridge adjacent to Brookhouse Hotel:  A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson asking that Mr. Griffiths looks at the missing brick on the wall adjacent to the Brookhouse with a view to it be reinstated.

Passing Points, Marston Lane: A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson advising that in June 2008 he agreed to investigate the feasibility of installing passing points along Marston Lane and asking how this matter has progressed since this time.
Church Road:  A letter has been sent to Mr. Rayson advising that members are still very concerned with the state of Church Road.
Various Matters: No further update has been received with regards to the following items: - Double Yellow Lines Dovecliff Road, Safer Routes to school crossing. 

4. ESBC – VARIOUS
Brook Hollows:  No further update has been received with regards to this item.
Shotwood Close Open Space:  A letter has been sent to Miss. Downes, Enforcements, ESBC with regards to this matter.  The following email has been received from Mr. Sherratt, ESBC:-
“I will try to progress Bellway again. I may have to inspect the wall again to check how unstable it is getting. If it becomes unstable I may be able to use ‘dangerous structure’ legislation. In the absence of this option I have very little option but to just try to use persuasion”.
Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station: A letter dated 17th December 2009 was sent to Rolleston Service Station asking them if they would consider having some replacement specimen trees planted on site at the expense of ESBC.  To date no response has been received.
Planning:  A letter has been sent to Mr. O’Brien, Chief Executive with regards to the proposed cut backs.  A letter has been sent to Mr. Short asking for the withdrawal of development rights within the Conservation Area.
The following email has been received from Ms. Roebuck following the letter to her thanking her for meeting with members of the Parish Council.

“Thanks for your email. I and my officers are committed to doing what we can within the legislative constraints to ensure the character of Rolleston on Dove Conservation Area is safeguarded. This may not always be apparent to local residents and members of the Parish Council and therefore we will always be happy to discuss any issues with your members to ensure our decisions are understood”.
