1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2010/00095/CEH Erection of a single storey front, rear and side extensions and dormer extension to side, Wilwyn, South Hill.
P/2009/01583/JI Erection of two storey rear extensions, 50 and 52 Station Road.

P/2010/00083/CEH Erection of a rear conservatory, Brookfield House, Brookside

P/2010/000102/JPM Erection of a two storey side extension, 30 Station Road

Members commented on the following applications at the planning applications committee meeting held on Monday 25th January 2010:-
HO/32546/001/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 33 Alderbrook Close.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members are concerned about the increase in size of the dwelling whilst reducing the amount of parking available.
HO/17867/003/CEH Erection of a first floor side and rear extension, 22 Lodge Hill, Tutbury

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to the above application.  Members are very disappointed that no street scene is included and therefore cannot tell what impact this proposal will have on its neighbours.  Please can members see the applicant’s reason for not providing the street scene?
 

Members are concerned that by building 2 storeys up to the boundary the character of the area could be changed from a row of detached houses to a terrace.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the above application

P/2010/00029/JI Retention of timber decking areas including a swimming pool and 1 metre high retaining wall, Winton, Hall Grounds.

 

Members object to this application as the applicant has failed to go through the correct planning process.  If the application is permitted members would like to see the green screen in force in perpetuity.  

 

Members are unhappy that the applicant claims that no trees have been removed when they have. 

 

Members understand that there is currently enforcement action underway.  At our Parish Council meeting held on Monday 10th August 2009 it was reported by Councillor Morris that the swimming pool was to be taken out on or before 13th September 2009 following Enforcement Action carried out by Miss. Downes, ESBC.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS
The following applications have been permitted:-
PA/21652/004/CEH Erection of a rear canopy, 4 The Lawns
HO/01730/008/JI Erection of a detached double garage, widening of existing access and erection of front boundary wall and gates, Smallholding, Tutbury Road.
The following response has been received from Mr. J. Imber, Planning Officer to the query raise by the Parish Council with regards to planning application HO/32532/001/JI Erection of a 0.4 metre high boundary wall, 1 Alders Reach.
“The driveway depth appears to accord with the approved plans for the original development site”.
3. DOG CONTROL ORDERS CONSULTATION
After the last Parish Council meeting, a letter was received from ESBC with regards to the proposed Dog Control Orders Consultation (please see copy attached).  Following receipt of this letter, a Public Notice was placed in the Burton Mail by ESBC with regards to the proposed orders.  Included within the list of Orders was Parish Council owned land within Rolleston. After an exchange of emails on the subject, Mr. Winstone contacted Mrs. Woolley, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC and expressed his concern as Rolleston on Dove Parish Council had confirmed to ESBC that they did not wish for any Dog Control Orders to be applied to Parish Council land.  Mrs. Woolley asked Mr. Winstone to confirm this in writing to her which in turn he did.  She has responded to say that she would remove Rolleston on Dove from the proposed Dog Control Orders once the consultation ends.  
Further exchanges have taken place, and all members will be given the opportunity to give a brief update or make a statement on the subject.

4. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS
The following email dated 12th January 2010 has been received from Mr. Rayson, SCC:- 
I refer to your email of 12th January 2010 and apologise I was unable to get back to you before your meeting; unfortunately I have been off ill since Christmas, only returning on Monday.  I would comment thus to your emails:- 

Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road – to my recollection, this was not a request for double yellow lines, but for edge markings around the first traffic calming build out by the cricket club. This work was completed last year.
At the last meeting it was suggested that the above item should be added to the Neighbourhood Working plan.  The clerk has advised Ms. Lees of the above correspondence and has advised that she will update Miss. Lees further after the Parish Council meeting.
Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings – these railings are highway and I agree they are in a poor state of repair. We have issued an instruction for them to be repaired and we intend to use the Neighbourhood Highway Team to paint these progressively during their planned visits. My Community Highway Liaison Officer Kevin Wawrzynczyk will discuss this individually. 

Grit Bins – requests for grit bins should be directed through Clarence. An assessment will be carried out to see if it meets with the criteria, i.e. on a slope, by a school/shops etc, not on a gritting route. We are currently experiencing a very high demand for grit bin requests and it is unlikely that the majority of these will be met, due to resource implications. However, each request is looked at on its own merits.
At the last meeting, Mrs. Warren was asked to identify three locations most worthy of grit bins and she will be invited to update members with regards to this item.

Spread Eagle Fingerpost – I am happy to put forward £500 as a contribution towards the refurbishment of this fingerpost, the additional costs being met by the Parish. We have tended to use a company called Signpost Restoration Ltd in the past to undertake these works. http://www.signpost-restoration.co.uk/

Cherry Cottage, School Lane – Kevin will visit here, once the bad weather has passed.

Knowles Hill – The following information has been received via Rebecca Lees: - “I have the attached speed and volume data for Knowles Hill from Trevor Mellor at County Highways. The information on this document was gathered using the ‘rumble strips’. The Speed Indication Device data is not reliable and I think Richard had previously explained this. I spoke with Trevor Mellor who explained that the County uses the Mean Average speed to assess the speeding concerns in any particular area. He also mentioned that the levels at which Police would consider a prosecution are higher than the legal speed limit. I requested a further breakdown of the data (car by car) and was told that this is not available”.
Brookside Setts – The instruction for the replacement of missing Setts has been issued. It has been done on a priority 4. Given, the current conditions and the potential for potholes that may follow, I suspect that this work will slip from the potential 60 day deadline (issued just prior to Christmas). 

4. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (continued)
Church Road – I am aware of the Parish Council’s concerns, of which I share your concerns. We have an Asset Management Team that asses all roads within the County for their condition and residual life. The assessment undertaken is done by an external company via a specialist vehicle that looks at the residual life within the carriageway. Unfortunately whilst the surface is showing signs of deterioration, it is structurally sound and does not appear within the five year programme. I have asked my Operations Team to take another look to see if anything can be done in the short term and will also add Church Road to Councillor Fraser’s Divisional Highway Programme.

Marston Lane – Nothing has been done on this issue, but I will ask my Operations Team to look into this.

Brookside Bridge – I will ask a reactive inspector to get this brick replaced.

Various Matters: No further update has been received with regards to the following item: -Safer Routes to school crossing. 

Attached for members is a copy of an article which was recently in the Burton Mail with regards to the installation of Double Yellow Lines.

Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road:  Mr. Gawthorpe has raised this item at the last two Village Liaison meetings.  Mr. Gawthorpe reported that the field has been ploughed making it very difficult underfoot.
5. ESBC – VARIOUS
Community Gangs:  Miss. Lees has advised the clerk that the Community Gang is next due in Rolleston on 16th April.  Members are asked to submit requests for works to be completed.  The jobs already noted are: - Painting of railings Cornmill Lane to Church Road, widen the footpath from Shotwood Close to Fiddlers Lane entrance back to its original width, remove concrete block at the end of Footpath 1.
Brook Hollows:  Attached for members is a copy of the updated Brook Hollows Action Plan submitted by Miss. Lees.
Shotwood Close Open Space:  No response has been received from ESBC with regards to this matter.
Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station: It is understood that Mr. Badcock has spoken with Maureen at Rolleston Service Station and they do not wish to have replacement trees planted on site.
Planning:  Attached for members is a copy of a letter received from Mr. O’Brien following our letter to him outlining our concerns with regards to the proposed changes to the planning department. 
Neighbourhood Priorities Document:  Members are asked to consider if they have any additional items to be added to this plan.
14/16 Burnside: A further letter has been sent to ESBC outlining the Parish Councils concerns with regards to this property.
5. ESBC – VARIOUS (continued)
Broadband Speeds: Following the last Parish Council meeting the clerk contacted Hilton Parish Council and was advised that it was their District Councillor that had been dealing with this issue.  The Clerk then contacted Cllr Plenderleith, Ward Member for Hilton & Marston-on-Dove, South Derbyshire District Council and received the following response :-

“Thanks for getting in touch re. poor broadband speeds in Rolleston. As District Cllr for Hilton I have taken a special interest in the problems residents have in getting adequate and reliable broadband. This led to a piece of work (still ongoing) for SDDC's Overview & Scrutiny Committee that has gathered apace in recent weeks”.
 

“On 9th December, the O&S Committee held a meeting attended by a representative from Openreach and one from BT. We asked about the poor broadband across the district, why this was, what infrastructure was there, and what were BT's plans for upgrading the exchanges in the future. The representatives admitted that we would be in the final third of the country for upgrade (approx 5 years) and they could give us no specific data about South Derbyshire's network”.
 

“This led (by a long chain of events) to my attending a meeting at the House of Lords last week, to discuss the problem in a wider context with BT management and several Peers. BT/Openreach have now promised to do a full & thorough survey of the Etwall exchange, and also provide info about the other exchanges in South Derbyshire. At our next meeting on 10th February, BT will return with answers to our questions and we hope to discuss how they can help us move forward achieving to a reliable broadband service”.
 

“Although Rolleston is just outside South Derbyshire, I believe Hatton is served by the Tutbury exchange too. Any information that we are given about this exchange I could (with BTs permission) pass on to your Parish Council. It might help to start a log of what problem/speeds your residents are having with dates and times, as having that sort of information has been very useful. I will find out who the best person is for you to approach, at BT, to help with your problems”.
The Clerk has forwarded the information to Mr. Morris and he has advised that he has forwarded the information to Sal Kahn at ESBC asking him for advice on action to take.  Mr. Morris has advised that he will also put it as a question for investigation by the Scrutiny Committee.
6.
LANDSCAPING SCHEME, ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND  

At the Highways sub committee meeting those present agreed that they supported in principal the idea of carrying out a scheme along the lines of the proposal submitted.  This now needs to be voted on by the full Parish Council.

Shrubbery: Mr. Deacon has quoted £150.00 to dig out and dispose of the shrubs.
Railings:  A quotation cannot be sought until the shrubs have been removed as it is unclear how many railings are under the shrubs.  Members are advised that the railings that were painted up to the point of the shrubs cost £500.00.
Interpretation Board:  It is understood that Mr. Winstone may have a suggestion with regards to a board.  The clerk has sought costs from Fitzpatrick Woolmer for an interpretation board and an approximate cost would be approximately £1,000.00.  If the Parish Council were looking at the graphic design being carried out by Fitzpatrick Woolmer this would cost between £400.00 and £800.00.
6.
LANDSCAPING SCHEME, ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (continued)
SCC: Mr. Rayson has advised that the area where we wish to install the oak bollards is public highway.  In order to erect wooden posts, the Parish Council will need to write to SCC requesting a licence. In our letter, the Parish Council will need to confirm that the parish council will erect, maintain and insure the features, Mr. Rayson will in turn arrange for a licence to be issued accordingly.
7.
RECREATIONAL 
Shelter, Elizabeth Avenue:  The base has been installed and installation of the shelter is likely to take place very soon.  The clerk has contacted the School to advise them with regards to the installation of the shelter and has received the following very positive response from Mr. Bateman, Headmaster:- 
“That is fantastic news. I know it will be greatly appreciated. Please pass on our sincere thanks to the Parish Council at their next meeting”.
Elizabeth Avenue Goal Nets:  These have now been delivered.  Rolleston Massive will liaise with Mr. Gould when they are ready to have them erected.
Outdoor Exercise Equipment/ Trim Trail:  Your Chairman may wish to make a report on this item.   
Rolleston Football Club:  The following email was received from Mr. P. Gopsill, Chairman Rolleston Football Club on 22nd January:-
“Just wanted to let you know, last Sunday am there was an organised training session by a team from the Anglesey Arms on the middle pitch in the farthest goal away from the car park, one of our managers went up to them and asked where they were from and why they were playing on a pitch which was not playable because it was too wet”.

 

“We had called off all our fixtures on the Saturday because the field was so wet, they said that they normally play at Eton Park but were unable to play there because it was too wet, obviously they didn't want to damage their own pitch. Our manager said that if he hadn't gone over he thinks they were just about to start a 5 aside match across the middle of the centre pitch, causing even more damage, all of the goal area has been damaged due to their thoughtlessness and we may not be able to play again this week”.

The damage done by them has resulted in the game scheduled for this morning being called off as the far side goal area of the middle pitch has been left in an awful condition and considered unplayable by the referee.

The portacabin providing shelter from the road so it is, I would imagine an ideal place for cars/liaisons/drinkers etc. It would be appreciated if you could let me know if the Parish Council has any plans to replace the bank?

THE CROFT – RECTIFICATION OF TITLE

Members will recall that a meeting took place on 28th September 2009 between representatives from the Parish Council and the Almshouse Trustees to discuss the small triangle of land by the Burnside Bridge.
The Almshouse Trustees have compiled the following notes for formal drafting and would like the Parish Council to formally agree the notes so that they can they be forwarded to their solicitor for legal drafting and a copy of the draft will then be sent to the Parish Council.

The transfer of land known as “The Little Croft” from the Almshouse Trust to Rolleston on Dove Parish Council is subject to the Almshouse Trust retaining its right of access for purposes of goods delivery and maintenance.  This includes temporary storing of heavy material on The Little Croft for necessary maintenance.

The trustees also want the present “Public Right of Way” (Footpath 17) protected thus allowing Public Right of Way to the Almshouses.
