1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Planning Matters:

The following update was received via Mr. Morris following the issues raised at the last Parish Council meeting:

Chapel Lane wall:  “Jon Imber did not know that a fence has been erected in place of the wall and he is not happy about it and he will investigate”.


Lane End Farm:  “Again Jon Imber knows nothing about the walls and will investigate.  However a garden wall or fence 1 metre or less in height adjacent to a highway is a permitted development right as is a garden wall or fence not adjacent to the highway and 2 metres or less in height”.
3. DOG CONTROL ORDERS CONSULTATION 
No further correspondence direct from ESBC to the Parish Council has been received with regards to this item.
A letter has been sent to Ms. Dean MP expressing dissatisfaction that the Parish Council is unable to amend byelaws on Parish Council owned land following the introduction of Dog Control Orders.

Mrs. Rebecca Carlton has contacted the clerk and asked her to make the Parish Council aware of an incident that occurred on the afternoon of 3rd April when she was walking a friends dog at the back of the Westbury Homes estate when two Jack Russell’s which were off their leads jumped through the fence of the field onto the estate and tried to attack her and the dog she was walking.  It is understood that the dogs were eventually got under control and the owner apologised with no real harm done.  Mrs. Carlton would like members to be aware that in her opinion all dogs should be on leads. 
4. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS
Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road:  This item was referred to Mr. Fraser to be dealt with as a priority item. 
Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings:  It is understood that these will be painted by the Community Gangs who are due to visit the village in June. 

Grit Bins:  No response has been received to date from the County Councillor Solicitor.
Cherry Cottage, School Lane: No further response has been received from SCC with regards to this matter.  With regards to the request made through the planning application for the drive to be edged with a bound material, ESBC concluded that it is a Highways Matter. 

Knowles Hill:  No further correspondence has been received with regards to this matter. 
Brookside Setts: No further correspondence has been received with regards to this matter.

Church Road Resurfacing: This item was referred to Mr. Fraser to be dealt with as a priority item.
Marston Lane passing points: No further correspondence has been received with regards to this matter. 
Brookside Bridge, missing brick:  No further update has been received with regards to this matter. 

Safer Routes to School Crossing:  It is understood that Mr. Rayson was due to discuss this item with 
Mr. Fraser at their meeting being held on 29th March. 

Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road (Footpath 15): A further complaint has been received from Mr. Gawthorpe with regards to the path across the field which has been ploughed.  The clerk has previously reported the matter to SCC and has chased it again.  SCC has advised that they are trying to identify the landowner so that this matter can be progressed. 
Footpath 1, Glebe Close to Church Road: The following update was received from Ms. Lees on 17th March 2010 via email:- 
“We found the stone and the details have been passed to the public rights of way department. The Neighbourhood Highway Teams will be unable to remove the stone as they don’t know what is underneath and/or if there are any plans to put up a metal fence like at the other side of the footpath. I have the contact who is dealing with this so I will continue to press for an update but just wanted to let you know that it is not the Neighbourhood Highways Team who will be removing the brick. We did take photographs of the site and the Highways Inspector agreed that the stone was dangerous, especially in the dark. I will let you know how this is progressed”.
Community Paths Initiative: The clerk contacted SCC who advised that the Jinny Nature Trail would not qualify for the grant and that the grants did not usually cover surfacing works so Footpath 14 was also unlikely to qualify.  The clerk has since met with Mr. Collins, SCC Rights of Way who has suggested that SCC would probably pay for the proposed works to Footpath 14 under their general maintenance funds.  The proposed works will need to go out to tender, but this will be dealt with by SCC.  Mr. Collins has also suggested that the section of path from Craythorne Car Park to the join of Footpath 14 should be added to the Public Footpaths definitive map.
Village Lengthsman Payment Periods 3 & 4;  The clerk has chased payment as the invoice sent by the Parish Council to SCC in December for periods 3&4 has not been paid (£693.50).

Community Gangs:  It is understood that they are due to visit Rolleston in June and will carry out the painting of the railings.
Brook Hollows:  It is understood that Ms. Lees was due to meet with the co-coordinator of some volunteers to discuss the painting of the bridges within Brook Hollows.
Shotwood Close Open Space: The proposed works were due to be completed by the end of March and this deadline has now passed.   Mr. Sherratt, ESBC is pursuing the matter with Bellway.
Councillor Workshop/Neighbourhood Forum:  Two members are invited to attend the workshop to be held on Tuesday 20th April, 6pm – 9pm, Branston Golf & Country Club.  Attached is a copy of the Neighbourhood Action Plan which needs updating and prioritizing by members.

14/16 Burnside: No further information is available with regards to this item.
Emergency Procedures re Travellers:  The following email has been received from Sherrie Grant, Solicitor, ESBC:-
“Kim Realff as asked me to respond to you in respect of steps to be taken by Rolleston on Dove Parish Council if travellers move into the village either on Parish Council land or land owned by them. I respond as follows”:
 If the travellers move on Parish Council land then you have to commence possession proceedings

1.    You initially will have to serve notice on the travellers giving them 24 hours to vacate. 

2.    During the 24 hour period it is expedient to contact the court and commence possession proceedings. You will need to obtain a claim form N5 from the County Court (Claim for possession of property), a particulars of claim and it is also preferable to provide the court with a statement in support of your claim.  You will also have to prove ownership of the land (land title document will be sufficient) ensure you annex a plan of the land where the travellers are situated to the particulars of claim.

3.    Contact County Court and advise that you will be attending court with the papers requesting a court date.  Please note you have to give the travellers at least two days notice from the service of the above documents (which you will serve on them) and the hearing date.  Please also note that you can abridge this time period in cases of urgency i.e. the travellers are causing criminal damage please refer to CPR 55.

4.    The documents you will need to take to court are court fee £150.00 (this will be subject to change annually), Claim Form (x 6 copies), Particulars of Claim (x 6 copies), Statement in Support (x 6 copies).

5.    Court will issue date of hearing.

6.    Court will also issue Notice of Return Date to be served with the above documents as detailed in point 4. 

7.    Put copies of documents in clear plastic envelopes,  put Notice of return day at front

8.    Address with stickers to the Occupiers get wooden stakes for fixing envelopes to – 6 or so should be enough

9.    Serve documents on travellers

10. Fix copies in clear envelopes to main door or conspicuous parts of any premises e.g. caravans, vehicles and/or hand to occupiers

11. You will need to draft a statement of service and certificate of service (CPR 55.8 (6)) the judge at the hearing will want to see that effective service has taken place.

 Date of Hearing
1.    Attend hearing and request a possession order forthwith if possession order granted obtain the court order as soon as possible

ESBC – VARIOUS (Continued)
Emergency Procedures re Travellers (continued):  
2.    Serve the order on the travellers as documented at points 7,8 and 9 above.

3.    As the order will require the travellers to vacate immediately it would be expedient to obtain a warrant of possession.  The form you will need is the N325 and the court fee is currently £95.00 for a warrant for eviction.  You would need to liaise with Court and their bailiffs to get the earliest possible date for eviction.
4.    It may also be expedient to notify the police of the date of eviction.  Usually the travellers know the process well and will leave shortly after issue of the warrant and in all our cases prior to the actual date of eviction.

“I caveat this advice in that it will be subject to change and you should always check the current law at the time of issuing proceedings.  It may be pertinent to secure the services of a solicitor to do the work for you.  I hope the above procedure gives the timelines with regard to possession proceedings”. 

“With regard to travellers moving onto land they own is a very different matter.  This process can be quite convoluted and requires strict adherence to the relevant planning law.  No action can be taken until the travellers have moved onto the site.  It is prudent the Parish Council contact the local authority planning team as soon as possible.  Jim Malkin is currently our Senior Enforcement Officer”.  
 “The enforcement provisions at the LPA’s disposal are the issue of a temporary stop notice to halt what it considers to be breaches of planning control.  A temporary stop notice has immediate effect and prevents the intensification of a use or development.  The LPA can also issue an enforcement notice.  The period between the service of an enforcement notice and it coming into effect is at least 28 days that is why the powers of a stop notice are important to local authorities”.

“Travellers also have human rights that have to be considered in tandem with any enforcement which can be taken to move then off the site.  The law is quite complicated therefore out the remit of this email but please be assured that if you suspect that travellers are moving on to land photographic evidence is helpful and contact the planning enforcement officer as soon as possible”.
The clerk replied to Ms. Grant and asked if there was an out of hours contact number for the Senior Enforcement Officer or member of the planning team and received the following response:-

“We do not operate an out of hours planning service.  I also wish to confirm that a stop notice only stops the use/development intensifying it does not have the same effect as say a possession order where the travellers are legally required to vacate the land. It can also take up to 2 days to draft and serve a stop notice”.
Withdrawal of permitted development rights Conservation Area: - Following the December meeting the clerk wrote to Mr. Short with regards to this matter.  As no response has been received it was chased again after the March meeting and the following reply was received from Ms. Roebuck dated 24th March 2010:-
“I apologise that you have not received a response to your email. Late December was a difficult time for us as all staff were facing redundancy. Our numbers will be reducing by nine by the end of this month and so we have been extremely busy trying to re-engineer the way we do things to cope with the change. Peter Short is one of the people who will be leaving and I will be the Team Leader for the whole of the Borough. It has been, and continues to be, a hectic time for us and whilst we will strive to provide an efficient, quality service, oversights such as your email may occasionally occur”.

”With regard to the request to withdraw permitted development rights in Rolleston, two of my officers have been looking into this following discussions with Cllr. Morris. I will chase them for progress on this matter, but in the meantime I cannot be too positive about the likelihood of rights being withdrawn. 

5. ESBC – VARIOUS (Continued)
Withdrawal of permitted development rights Conservation Area (continued):-

In the first place, it would only really be feasible to withdraw them within the conservation area because of its designated status, but even this may not be considered appropriate in the light of central government changes to policy and regulations. The government has already increased permitted development rights for dwellings, and further relaxation of permitted development rights for commercial buildings is coming into force on 6th April 2010. There is therefore a very clear intention that less control should be exercised for small-scale developments, not more”.

”This ethos is further developed by the government's push for local planning authorities to make more use of a procedure which would relax permitted development rights even further. Local development orders enable local planning authorities to increase the rights of property owners to develop their properties without the need for planning permission. Since being introduced several years ago there has been limited take up of this facility for obvious reasons, but in its shift in focus to the major development schemes across the country, the government is seeking to promote the use of local development orders. Part of the reason for this is also due to dwindling resources and the need to ensure that planning professionals spend time on what is regarded as development with a greater/wider impact. Whilst I am not championing this as the way forward, in this climate it is unlikely that this Council would consider increasing the need for people to make planning applications for small-scale developments affecting their homes”.

”Notwithstanding the above, Article 4 Directions (the means by which permitted development rights can be withdrawn) can be used to withdraw particular elements of permitted development in respect of specified properties or areas (rather than a blanket removal of all rights) and it is this issue which my colleagues are considering in respect of Rolleston Conservation Area further to Cllr. Morris' enquiries.  I will get back to you on the outcome of their findings as soon as possible”.
6.
LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND  

A Highways meeting was held on Monday 22nd March to discuss this scheme. Mr. Chinn was acting Chairman for this meeting and will be invited to put forward the proposals agreed at the Highways meeting.  The clerk has spoken with Mr. Bloor with regards to the setts that he has and it is hoped that a sample will be available to bring to the Parish Council meeting.
Quotations are in part 2 for the proposed landscaping works, these quotations include supply of the proposed granite cubes.
7.
PHONE BOX ADJACENT TO OLD POST OFFICE

The following email has been received from Mr. T. Borrington for consideration by the Parish Council:-

“I’ve lived in the village now for 6 years, firstly on the new Westbury estate and have recently moved onto Church Road .I have a suggestion for the village which I feel quite strongly about although it may seem quite odd. I would like to see the phone box next to the old post office by the Spread return back to an original red one. How do you think I/we can go about getting it reverted back? I think this would look an absolute picture and complete the village centre piece. Let me know your thoughts and if it’s worth perusing, I know in Anslow they still have theirs and a member of the village paints it every year I don’t think there’s and phone it it’s just thee for show”.
8.
YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE’S & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON
Youth Representatives:  Mr. Badcock would like to propose the following amendments to Standing Order 72.

1) The Parish Council shall have a maximum of two Youth Representatives. It will annually co-opt one Youth Representative who will then serve for a maximum period of two years.  

2) The Youth Representatives must have their principal place of residence in the Parish of Rolleston on Dove at the time of co-option and throughout their period of office. If either of the Youth Representatives should change his/her place of residence to a location out of the Parish of Rolleston on Dove, he/she will be required to resign forthwith and the vacancy shall be filled by co-option at a subsequent Parish Council meeting.

3) Youth Representatives must be under eighteen years old and over sixteen years old at the time of co-option. 

4) The Parish Council will work in partnership with the principal High School serving the Parish of Rolleston on Dove in order to identify up to two Youth Representatives.  In the event of more than two young people being interested, the Parish Council recommends that an election takes place within the School.

5) Youth Representatives will be invited to all meetings of the Parish Council.  They will have the right to place items on the Agenda, to speak on all items and to receive, in advance of meetings, Minutes and documents for all items relevant to them.  They will not have the right to vote.

6) A Youth Representative may be removed from office by a majority vote of the Council on a “resolution moved on notice” in accordance with Standing Orders 16-21 and shall be subject to the Council’s Standing Order 31 concerning “disorderly conduct”.
Youth Worker Provision in Rolleston: A meeting of the Parish Council was held on Monday 22nd March with Di Needham, Senior Youth Worker, SCC to discuss this provision.  Mrs. Toon was Chairman for the meeting and will be invited to go through the minutes.  Copies of the minutes are attached.
9.
RE: SHORT CUT LANE FROM STATION ROAD TO CHAPEL LANE

The following correspondence has been received from Mrs. Kay Powell for consideration/comment by the Parish Council:-.


”When dropping my children at school on my way to work I turn down the short lane from Station Road to Chapel Lane opposite the Brook House junction. More often than not, once turned into the lane there is a vehicle already proceeding up the lane from Chapel Lane end.  I am then forced to reverse back onto the busy main road with parked cars blocking my vision”.  

”Having checked the Highway Code online, it reads 201. Do not reverse from a side road into a main road.  It is impossible for two vehicles to pass in this lane.  With limited visibility when turning into Station Road it would make sense to make this lane "one way" from Station Road, with "no entry" from Chapel Lane”.

”I would be interested in the Parish Council's and the Highways Dept's comments regarding this and also if you have ever received any other comments regarding this lane”.

VANDALISM TO BUS SHELTER, CRIME REFERENCE XA-18050-2010
It was reported to the clerk on 16th March that the bus shelter had been vandalised.  It appears as though a can of industrial paint has been blown up with a firework and has covered the shelter, footway and road.  The clerk reported it to the police Crime Reference Number XA-18050-2010.  ESBC Waste Management Team made an attempt to clear it up but it was unsuccessful.  A quotation has been sought for its refurbishment.

CRAYTHORNE CAR PARK RAILINGS – CRIME REFERENCE XA-2148
It was reported to the clerk on Monday 29th March that several of the railings surrounding Craythorne Field had been vandalised.  The Clerk, Mr. Chinn and Mr. Edwards went to look and several rows of the railings had been cut in half and the bolt cutters were still in situ.  The clerk reported the incident to the police who advised that it appeared to be an attempted theft of the steel.  As a result of the incident two of the concrete posts had been knocked out and an area of approximately 10ft was available for open access onto the field.  The clerk contacted Mr. Deacon and asked him to make good the posts ASAP in order to prevent unauthorised access.  Members are asked to support this decision.

CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND
A letter has been received from CPRE asking if the Parish Council would consider making a contribution this year.  The Parish Council donated £50.00 in the 2009/10 financial year.

13. PARISH COUNCIL VACANCY

In a letter dated 11th March 2010 it has been confirmed by ESBC that as they had not received a request from ten electors for an election to take place, it is up to the Parish Council to co-opt a replacement member.  It has been confirmed by ESBC that a position can be left vacant.

HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY

The following email was received from Mr. King, Midlands Rural Housing on 29th March in response to the Parish Councils letter:-
“Thank you for the attached response to the Housing Needs Survey from the Parish Council. To answer the points raised 
 

· 40% of responses were against the proposal, with 14% unsure. 43% were in favour.
· It is gratifying that the Parish Council recognises there will always be a need for affordable housing. The survey is recognised as being a 'snapshot in time' and a variation in need according to fluctuations in population, economic activity, etc., is taken into account. 
· No rural community is completely self-sufficient. Rolleston is considered a sustainable community by the Borough Council due to its population size and amenities such as school, shops, public houses and public transport.
· A need for affordable housing has been identified by the process of carrying out the housing needs survey.
· The house cost survey is intended to be taken in isolation and is included to give an indication of house values relative to the rest of the local area. I would agree that in the current housing market, whereby there are few sales figures to go by and historical information becomes rapidly out of date due to falling house prices, the data has limited use. However, the figures are accurate and they are available from the Land Registry via a number of websites. The Land Registry records all house sales throughout the country and does not, to my knowledge, omit particular post code areas. This data is taken from post code areas commencing DE13 9B*. The last identifying letter, indicated by *, will vary according to the properties location within the parish. The data serves to illustrate that house prices in Rolleston are high.
· I note that Parish Councillors agree that low cost housing will always be expensive in Rolleston. I am assuming that by 'low cost' housing they are referring to open market low cost housing which is not the same as 'social' low cost housing. However, the point remains that its lack of affordability is a problem to those people on low incomes who wish to remain in the village.
· The shortfall has been identified by the data collected during the survey process and is not pre-determined.
· Midlands Rural Housing is totally independent of East Staffordshire Borough Council and Trent & Dove Housing Association. We work throughout the Midlands with different Local Authorities and Housing Associations. We are commissioned to carry out the survey and we receive no further benefit from the results of the survey. In many instances we return surveys with no identified need.

HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY (continued)

· The survey seeks to avoid confusing need with desire. All the respondents identified have stated a genuine need. Some have health, mobility, or other issues which require them to live in single storey or adapted housing. Some need to be close to dependents or family members acting as carers. Some are still living with parents and want to set up independent homes within the parish. It should be remembered that one of the aims of rural affordable housing is to keep communities sustainable by enabling people; including young first time buyers, the opportunity to remain in their villages and contribute to the community by sustaining its amenities. All the respondents are already living in the parish and wish to remain so.
“The next stage in the process is to identify potential sites where a development could be sited. This may be within the village boundary or may be an 'exception' site on the edges of the boundary. Any site will need to satisfy all the usual planning policies and criteria. I intend to carry out a 'village walk' on the afternoon of 8th April to try and identify potential sites, commencing at approx. 1pm. If any Parish Councillors would like to have some positive and meaningful input into the exercise, they are welcome to join me”.
An email was received on 30th March from Mr. King to say in light of the feedback regarding the Housing Costs Report on page 6 he has revisited the figures and included a wider range of post code areas.  A copy of the revised figures is attached for reference.
It is understood that Mrs. Warren, Mr. Badcock, Mr. Chinn and Mr. Morris are meeting with Mr. King on his visit and they may wish to report on the meeting.
15.
RECREATIONAL 
Rolleston Football Club:  Payment of £100.00 has now been received for 4 games played in February and six games played in March.  A key for the gate is still required for emergency use.
Damaged Shelter: The man that committed the damage has phoned Mr. Edwards and apologised for his actions and agreed to pay for the damage and to also help with the fixing of the new panel.  Provided he pays the Parish Council £230 by 1st August 2010 he will get a Conditional Caution. If he fails to keep his side of the deal it will get referred back to the CPS.  The clerk can confirm that the shelter has now been added to the Parish Councils Insurance Policy.
Crime Reference XA-22679-2010:  It was reported to the clerk on the 3rd April that the opposite end panel has now been vandalized.  The clerk has reported it to the police.
Complaint from John of Rolleston School re vandalism: The clerk received a telephone call on Tuesday 6th April from Pat Spendlove, Caretaker, John of Rolleston School with regards to some vandalism that has occurred over the weekend.  It appears that the school playing fields have been accessed via someone climbing over the roof of the shelter on Elizabeth Avenue.  Once accessed graffiti has been sprayed over the gate and some trees within the School grounds have been snapped.  The clerk advised Mrs. Spendlove that she must report the incident directly to the police using the 0300 number.  Mrs. Spendlove also advised me that on Thursday 1st April a group of youths (possibly De Ferrers students) had congregated in the Shelter at School coming out time and their behaviour was intimidating and the parents waiting for children to come out were unable to access the shelter.  One little girl was scared and wouldn't go home via Elizabeth Avenue, so Mrs. Spendlove had to take her back into School and phone her mum to come and collect her.

Proposed Camp Out:  Mr. Edwards has advised of a proposed camp out which was organised on facebook and planned to take place on Saturday 3rd April in Craythorne Woods.  It is unclear as to whether the camp out took place although two tents have been found on site.
Civic Trust Award: Tafflands Play Area has been awarded the Civic Trust Award for 2009 and the Clerk was invited to collect the certificate on behalf of the Parish Council.  Mr. Underhill is currently constructing the plinth which will display the plaque and be erected in Tafflands.

RECREATIONAL 
Elizabeth Avenue & Meadow View Weekly Inspections:  When the existing contracts were reviewed, Elizabeth Avenue & Meadow View play areas were taken off the Environmental Officers contract as members felt that it would be beneficial for the same person to carry out the weekly inspections of all three areas. The Croft Rhododendrons: It was agreed at the last meeting that a site meeting should be held and a definitive plan drawn up.
The Croft, Overhanging Tree: The following email dated 3rd April has been received from Mrs. Angie Gillespie, 3 Church Road: - “I would be obliged if you would bring the following to the attention of the Parish Council. Part of my property is bounded by the wall edging the Croft.  A self sown Ash tree next to the wall is so big now that it has a large branch overhanging my property and it is fouling my garage roof.  It is also causing a build up of moss on the roof. I would like permission to remove this branch as soon as possible and it would be easier to remove the branch before it comes into leaf”.
