CHAIRMANS WELCOME & REVIEW OF PARISH ACTIVITIES



The Chairman welcomed parishioners to the Annual Parish Meeting and went on to make a full report on the following topics:-

Highways: The Parish Council continue to pressurise the County Council Highways Department to improve both our Highways and Footways.
Flooding: The Parish Council continues to ensure that adequate supplies of sand and sand bags are available for vulnerable properties and continues to operate the Flood Wardens Scheme.   

Village Organisations:  The Parish Council continues to work closely with the various village organisations, including Rolleston Civic Trust, RODSEC, Almshouse Trust, St Marys Church, Rolleston Methodist Chapel, VDSG and John of Rolleston School. 
Planning Matters:  The Parish Council continues to review and comment on planning applications.  
Bus Shelters: The Parish Council continues to maintain the Bus Shelters and is pressing the County Council to provide a Bus Shelter for the stop just opposite the Hall Road junction.  In addition, this year two very unique seats have been installed in the Spread Eagle Island Bus Shelter.
4. CHAIRMANS WELCOME & REVIEW OF PARISH ACTIVITIES (continued)


Craythorne Car Park: The Parish Council has recently decided to tarmac the entrance area to Craythorne Car Park.  A contractor has now been appointed and it is hoped that the works will be carried out within the next couple of months.  

Craythorne Picnic Area:  The picnic area was installed last year, and a timber tractor and trailer for children’s play has now also been constructed and installed.  This excellent piece of equipment enhances the area, along with the excellent “Picnic Spot” sign post which has also been constructed and installed at the entrance to the woods.  The materials for the tractor and trailer were financed through SCC Local Member Initiative Scheme and was constructed free of charge by Mr Barry Edwards.

FOROS:  The formation of FOROS (Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces) has allowed for some maintenance jobs to be carried out free of charge to the Parish Council.  Projects have included the installation of Dog Waste Bag Dispensers along Station Road, Burnside and Walford Road.  The installation of 
Mr.  Bradley’s Memorial bench and the refurbishment of five of the village benches.

Tree Works: It has been necessary for the Parish Council to undertake extensive tree works this year, in particular on The Croft.  The Parish Council would like to assure you that the decision to carry out the works was made after gaining specialist advice, including that of the ESBC Planning Officer.
Jinny Nature Trail: The Parish Council has recently had a site meeting at the Jinny Nature Trail and as a result has agreed to obtain quotations for the clearance of the ditches along the trail.  The works will not take place until autumn in order as to not to disturb the wildlife along the trail.
Resignation of Mr. Paul Taylor: The Chairman announced the resignation of Mr. Taylor after fourteen years on the Parish Council.  She passed everyone’s best wishes to Mr. Taylor for the future. 

Playbuilder Project:  The Chairman reported that the Parish Council was pleased to advise that the Parish Councils grant application to SCC through the Playbuilder Project had been successful.  The Chairman conveyed her thanks to those members of the Parish Council who had contributed a huge amount of time on a voluntary basis to complete the application and advised that the Adventure Area would be up and running by March 2010.
