PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Beacon Road Verges:  Mr. Jennings asked when these were going to be cut.  The Chairman replied that they were scheduled to be cut 8 times per season.

Beacon Road to Elizabeth Avenue Gate:  It was reported that the lock from the gate had been stolen.
Craythorne Road:  It was reported that Craythorne Road was extremely dangerous due to the large amount of potholes.
99. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from Mrs. S. Redgrave, Mrs. B. Toon and Mr. J. Toon.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr. Edwards declared a personal interest in item number 106:5 Shotwood Close Open Space.

101. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.


102. PCSO LESLEY HARDWARE RE EMERGING CRIME TRENDS
PCSO Hardware advised that she had received the vandalism list and whilst it was quite shocking, some incidents were less dramatic than others.  Members were advised that names had been put forward for some of the crimes.  PCSO Hardware advised that some of the crimes had been committed by Rolleston kids and there were some that weren’t.  Members were advised that she had met with the school caretaker who was concerned about the shelter being 5ft away from the school gate.  PCSO Hardware thanked the Parish Council for flagging up all of the vandalism.

Members were spoken to by Staffordshire Fire Service TRV team, a small team who go round parks etc and talk to youths.  They advised that they now had a key for the padlocked gate onto Meadow View Open Space and would go and park there on occasions in order to raise their profile.  PCSO Hardware asked members what they intended to do with the brushwood that had been felled during the recent works in Craythorne Woods.  Members were advised that on the day of the clean up, PCSO Hardware asked Burton Conservation volunteers what they would be doing with the cuttings and had asked for them to be removed from sight.
102. PCSO LESLEY HARDWARE RE EMERGING CRIME TRENDS (continued)
PCSO Hardware advised that she had spoken to one of the Community Safety Partnership workers at ESBC re funding for CCTV and she advised that she had also spoken to the school re their CCTV system and there was a possibility that the Parish Council may be able to link with their existing system.
PCSO Hardware advised that she had heard it said by a member of the Parish Council that the police did not want things to be reported after they had happened.  PCSO Hardware advised that was untrue and that the message should be relayed to all residents that they must report incidents when they are happening.  Mr. Chinn replied that a member of public had told him that when he reported issues he had been told that he was wasting police time.  PCSO Hardware advised that if she was given details of the person, then she would be more than happy to follow the issue up.

Mr. Winstone asked if extra patrols could be carried out.  PCSO Hardware advised that these were already taking place and that she has also asked the ASB car to come out and patrol.  Mr. Edwards advised PCSO Hardware that there was a serious drinking issue on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields and advised that if the police came out between 8pm and 9pm they would find it happening.  PCSO Hardware advised that she had been out this evening and spoken to some older youths about alcohol on site and advised that if they were caught with it, it would be confiscated.  Mr. Fitton replied that they must be purchasing the alcohol from somewhere and whilst in no way was he insinuating it was being purchased from the co-op, asked if the police had been to see them.  PCSO Hardware advised that she would email the necessary person and try and get it on the list for test purchasing.

Councillor Fraser advised that he had funded a TV for the new Youth Club and that he had met with Mr. Rayson with the list of priorities.  Mr. Fraser advised that the proposed Safer Routes to School crossing would be happening and that Church Road was now on the list to be resurfaced in 2011.  Mr. Edwards advised Mr. Fraser that he had had a request from a local resident asking what the County Councils opinion would be for the Parish Council to appoint someone through a Lengthsman type agreement to fill in the potholes in the village.  Mr. Fraser replied that this would not be possible as money has already been allocated.

Shotwood Close Open Space:  Mr. Edwards advised that he had written again to Mr. Sheratt and said that if the work was not done by the end of April, he would like them to wait until October before carrying it out.
Councillor Workshop/Neighbourhood Forum:  It was agreed that Mr. Winstone and Mr. Badcock would attend this meeting.  Members agreed that the following updates should be made to the Neighbourhood Action Plan:-
Health, R/H01.  To be removed, Young People, R/YP01 - PC have agreed to provide a grant of £1,000 in order to secure a youth worker for 6 months.  Highways & Transport, R/HT01, Double Yellow Lines for Dovecliff Road to be moved to a priority item. Repair of Potholes also to be listed as a priority.

 

Environment, R/E02, to be removed, R/E04, Long term empty properties, PC would like to see this as a priority item.

 

Safer Stronger, R/SS03, Needs to be moved to ST and recognised that we do now have an anti social behaviour problem in Rolleston. R/SS04 needs to be changed to ST as we have evidence that there is a consistent speeding problem on Knowles Hill.  Police enforcement to be requested.

Item to be added with regards to being able to recycle household batteries.

14/16 Burnside: Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken to Philip Somerfield and that no grants were available for this development.  It was agreed to remove this item from the Parish Councils agenda.
Emergency Procedures re Travellers:  Members noted the legal position and It was agreed to write to ESBC and ask them to provide an out of hours planning service in the event of a stop notice needing to be issued.

Withdrawal of permitted development rights Conservation Area: - Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and Mr. Morris registered his disappointment.

Youth Worker Provision in Rolleston: Members were issued with a copy of the minutes from the meeting, and the Chairman asked Mr. Edwards to give an overview of the meeting.  Mr. Edwards advised that four youths attended, with three of them being from Stretton and that to date there was only one small flyer up in the co-op advertising the Youth Club.  Mr. Edwards advised members that the club had not run for the previous two weeks.  Mr. Badcock replied that Di Needham had visited various Parish Councils with regards to funding and some had said yes and some had said no.
