Church Road, traffic calming – Mr. Bather read out an e-mail that he had received from the County Council.  The e-mail stated that the County Council were in the process of consulting the emergency services on the draft design of the traffic calming.  The project will hopefully be, ‘completed by the middle of 2004.’  

Members agreed that a further letter should be written to the County Council asking for details of the draft design.  Members also discussed that the design should be looked at carefully as other authorities are in the process of removing their speed humps.

UPPER TRENT AREA FOCUS NEWSLETTER

FLOOD WARDENS

Members noted the information provided on the recent meeting held between the four Flood Wardens, Environment Agency, Mr. Blackshaw and the Clerk.


Members approved the idea for an additional location for sand bags.  It was suggested that a grit bin could be suitably located on the jitty that runs onto Meadow View from Station Road.  It was suggested that the bin should be locked with access to the Flood Warden and Clerk.

Members approved the draft flood survey with cover letter that will be circulated amongst the affected residents to establish those willing to accept help during a flood and those residents who could provide help. 



Members approved the draft copy of a revised Flood Action Plan.

Members agreed that clarification was required about the most suitable material for the use of sand bags.  The Environment Agency has suggested that plastic bags might be better.

Members agreed that more details are required from the Environment Agency after the recent inspection of the Brook particularly the silting up under the Ford Bridge.  

7.
ANSLOW LANE

After considering Mrs Woolley’s letter members suggested that a road narrowing section just before the bend on Anslow Lane might be appropriate. It was agreed that this suggestion should be forwarded to the County Council. 

Members have supported in the past the need for traffic calming along Anslow Lane.  

It was reported that three traffic signs on Anslow Lane had been damaged.

STAFFORDHSIRE COUNTY COUNCIL

Members noted that a meeting has been arranged between the Area Highways Manager, County Councillor Bather, Chairman, Clerk and Police for Wednesday 15th October.

TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD

Members noted that a response is still awaited from the County Council in confirming the verbal promise that the traffic calming will proceed this April.

WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Footway – It was reported that the surface to the footway on Brookside behind the Spread Eagle Island was in need of some repair.


b.
Britain in Bloom – Members wished for more details of this event.

c.
Borough Councillor’s report – Dr. Trelinski reported that the Borough Council is going to help fund the repairs to the Lych Gate.  The Borough Council will provide £1,000 on the understanding that Dr. Trelinski as Borough Councillor provides £2,000 towards this project.   Dr. Trelinski pointed out that the repairs must be completed this financial year.

The Neighborhood Warden scheme is going ahead in the central Burton area.  Stretton is also to be covered by the scheme.  The Borough Council will finance this, at present.  Dr. Trelinski expressed his concerns that Stretton’s ‘youth problem’ may be pushed into the Rolleston area. 

Tutbury Parish Council – Village Warden

Members took this opportunity to discuss a shared village warden.  It was reported that a warden would cost £25,000.  The Borough Council would possibly share half the cost and the Parish Council would have to find £12,500.  It was suggested that if this Parish Council were to share a warden with Tutbury Parish this would reduce the cost further. Members discussed how this could work and asked whether the wardens would be responsible for upholding the Parish Council byelaws as well as the Borough Councils.

The Chairman agreed to approach Tutbury Parish Council to ascertain their views on this matter.

Owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted the Chairman will move that the public and press be excluded from the remainder of the meeting.

MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA
