Four members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.

23. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

24. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J. Morris.
25. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr. Toon declared an interest in item numbers 9 and 13. Mr. Edwards declared an interest in item no 21 Shotwood Close. 

26. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 14TH JUNE 2010 & 28TH JUNE 2010
The minutes of the meeting held on 14th June 2010 were signed subject to the following amendments:-
Item 17: Declarations of interest: should have read Mr. Toon declared an interest.

Item 22:7 Youth Provision: should have read De Ferrers Community and Learning Partnership.

Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 28th June 2010 were signed as a true record.
27. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not make a report.
28. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris submitted his apologies for the meeting.
29. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


22:1 P/2010/00657/CEH Outline application to develop land by the erection of three dwellings including access and layout, 15 Burnside.  The clerk advised that she had contacted Charlotte El Hakiem and asked for clarification on ESBC’s policy with regards to outline planning applications being submitted within Conservation Areas and had received the following response:-

“Thank you for your recent correspondence with regard to outline applications in conservation area.  Planning Policy BE6 stated that if an application for outline permission is made within a conservation area, the Local Planning Authority will require details of siting, design, and external appearance of all buildings, under the provisions of Article 3 (2) of the General Procedure Order.
This policy was not saved in our Local Plan and therefore hypothetically people can apply for outline within conservation areas.  However I am going to request further details under the provisions of the procedure order to enable making an informed decision.  You will notified in due course with the additional information”.

Members agreed that we should write to ESBC and ask how they are going to address this issue in the future.
30. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


22:1 P/2010/00471/JI Lane End Farm.  The clerk advised that she had written to Mr. O’Brien expressing the Parish Councils dissatisfaction with the acceptance of the Lane End Farm planning application and asking if staffing levels within the planning department were likely to be reviewed as the planning applications registered greatly exceeded the amount that he had estimated in a letter to the Parish Council in January 2010 and that she had received the following response:-

“Staffing levels are, of course, always under review and mechanisms are in place to draw down additional resources as and when the Chief Planning Officer sees fit, within the context of a reserve set aside”.


Members concluded that they were disappointed that Mr. O’Brien made no acknowledgement to the Lane End planning application in his letter.

22:5 Refurbishment of bus shelters:  Mr. Edwards advised that he thought a very good job had been made of the bus shelters, but advised that it would have been better if the broken verge board on the Cross Lane Shelter had been replaced.


22:10 Anslow Lane Potholes:  Mr. Toon advised that these had now been filled in.


22:10 Elizabeth Avenue Hedge:  Mr. Toon advised that he had received further complaints about the overgrown hedge.


22:10 Cemetery:  The clerk advised that she had contacted Nick French, ESBC Cemetery Manager and he had carried out a site inspection and as a result a large pothole by the centre island had been filled in and a number of overhanging branches had been removed which has opened up the area for more light. 

31. CLERK’S REPORT DATED 7th JULY 2010
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2010/00808/MB Erection of a front porch and single storey side extension, Laburnum Cottage, 7 Bladons Yard.

No comment

P/2010/00697/JI Erection of a single storey side extension to include raising height of existing garage to form kitchen/diner, 7 Fairfield Avenue.

Members concluded that the plans submitted with the application do not contain enough information for them to be able to submit informed comments on the proposals.  The plans show no external elevations and show no indications of windows and doors.
P/2010/00837/JPM Erection of three pairs of semi detached dwellings, 2 detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking (Amended Scheme – Increase in footprint of plot 8), Site of former Highfield Motor Co, Beacon Road (notification received 5th July 2010)
P/2010/00837/JPM Erection of three pairs of semi detached dwellings, 2 detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking (Amended scheme – to include bay windows, and alteration to canopies on front elevations, and changes to width of French doors to rear elevations of all properties).  Notification received 9th July 2010.

Members concluded that it was unclear to them what they were supposed to be commenting on. It was agreed to write to ESBC and request that when drawings are revised they should be clearly marked with what the revisions are.

P/2010/00793/JI Reduce one sycamore tree in height by 1/3 (W17 of TPO 1), Rolleston House, Hall Grounds.

No comment.

P/2010/00806/CEH Erection of a single storey front extension to existing detached outbuilding to form garage and covered parking area, erection of two storey rear and single storey side link extension, Rednall, 26 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.

The clerk advised that notification had been received for the above application but that the plans were not yet available online so a planning applications committee meeting would need to be held on Monday 26th July, prior to the Village Liaison meeting.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.
Planning Appeal P/2010/00515/JI & P/2010/00517/JI Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.  Members agreed to make a written representation to the Planning Inspectorate and agreed to submit the following statement:-

Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this appeal on the following grounds:-

Policy H9 of East Staffordshire District Council’s local plan 2006 states that extensions to existing dwellings will only be permitted if:-

A) They are modest in relation to the existing dwelling and retain it’s identity or:-

B) The extensions are necessary to improve a smaller or sub standard dwelling to modern standards.

The proposal will double the size of the existing building and totally transform it’s identity from a small cottage housing workers from the adjacent Dower House to an ill thought out set of buildings with different roof and eaves lines joined together to form a single dwelling.  The use of facing bricks on the proposed extension is totally out of keeping with the white painted render of the existing building.

The design of the proposal is not in keeping with adjacent building and would detract from the aesthetics of the existing Conservation Area.  

The proposal represents over development of the site.

The proposal does not provide adequate amenity space to the dwelling.

The proposal would mean loss of privacy and overlooking of adjacent properties. 

3. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 20)
Members unanimously agreed that the clerk should apply for £4,000.00 towards the project through the Staffordshire Environmental Fund. 

4. OUTDOOR VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Almshouse Trees: It was agreed to discuss this item in part 2.
Overhanging Branches: Members noted that a quotation was in part 2 of the clerks report.
Refurbishment of Bus Shelters: This item was discussed under “matters arising”.
Craythorne Noticeboard: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
Burnside Willow Trees:  The clerk advised that the Environment Agency had advised that they did not own the land in question and that a meeting had been arranged with Mr. Rayson, SCC and Miss. Lees, ESBC on Friday 16th July at 11am to try and ascertain ownership.
5. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE’S & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON 
Amendment to Standing Orders: The proposed amendment to the standing orders was carried by a majority vote.
Youth Representative: Mr. Winstone proposed, Mrs. Toon seconded and it was moved that Matthew Docksey be elected to stand as Youth Representative on the Parish Council.  It was concluded that no mentor was required for the Youth Representative as any member could be approached.
Youth Worker Provision: Some discussion took place with regards to the meeting that Mr. Badcock had attended and it was concluded that the next meeting should be open to any member of the Parish Council who wished to attend.  Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed that the money allocated to Youth Provision is not given until a clear proposal is put forward with what the money is required for.
Mr. Toon asked what was happening with the WII and Television that was purchased through grant money on the basis of the Youth Club being held at Rolleston Club.  Mr. Badcock replied that the Community and Learning Partnership understood that the equipment belonged to the club.  Mr. Badcock advised members that the money allocated to the new Youth Provision only supported the provision until the end of the 2010/11 financial year and that he hoped that the Parish Council would allocate the money set aside for the 2010/11 financial year to the 2011/12 financial year if it is not spent.  Some discussion took part with regards to the allocated age groups being invited to take part.

6.
SCC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
The clerk advised members of the following details from the Eton & Shobnall Speed Laser Initiative that took place on Saturday 3rd July 2010 between 11:00-18:00hrs.  All offending vehicles that were stopped and exceeded the 10% threshold of the national speed limit were issued an endorsable fixed penalty notice for the offence. 


Victoria Crescent - 1 stopped - 34mph 
Shobnall Road - 3 stopped, 35 to 37 mph 
Shobnall Street - 15 stopped, 33 to 40 mph 
Derby Street - 4 stopped, 33 to 39 mph 
Briz Valley - 6 stopped, 33 to 37 mph 
Derby Road - 7 stopped 37 to 51mph 
Knowles Hill - 5 stopped - 35 to 46mph (data collected between 17:00 and 18:00).
Bitham Lane - 8 stopped - 34 to 37


Members concluded that now we have the data confirming that there is a problem, we should make the necessary authorities aware and ask for further enforcement to take place.  It was agreed that we should pass thanks to PCSO Blanksby for carrying out the initiative.
7. SAFEGUARDING POLICY
Mr. Badcock gave an overview of Safeguarding and proposed that the Parish Council has a Safeguarding proposal which includes CRB checks being carried out as appropriate.  There was no seconder for Mr. Badcock’s proposal. 

8. FOOTPATH WALKS & FOOTPATH 18 (Clerks Report, Item 8)
The clerk advised that the necessary documentation had arrived from SCC in order to complete the Section 53 application and that Mr. Edwards had drawn up a map to be issued with the evidence forms for completion.

It was agreed that the route that Footpath 15 follows should be added to the next agenda for consideration.

Mr. Edwards suggested that SCC be contacted with regards to the distance between the steps on footpath 15 and also advised that the handrail was damaged.

9. ROLLESTON CLUB

It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Rolleston Club and advise that they were very disappointed to see the planning application for development on the car park as they consider the club to be a village facility and feel that if the car park is developed it should be for the benefit of the village.  It was agreed that the clerk should draft a letter and issue it to Mr. Winstone for approval.

10. VERGE AREA OPPOSITE SHOPS (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Members agreed that we should speak to Mr. Rayson with regards to the verge area opposite the shops being made into a parking area.

It was concluded that members were against the provision of Double Yellow Lines outside Rolleston Club.

11. RWE NPOWER (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

12. PARISH COUNCIL FACEBOOK PAGE

Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Wyatt seconded and it was moved to set up a Parish Council facebook page.

13. ROLLESTON VILLAGE COUNTRY GALA

Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Badcock seconded and it was moved to make a donation of £50.00 towards the sponsorship of classes.

14. ST MARYS CHURCH – A CELEBRATION OF ADVENT
Members agreed to take part in the event and agreed to decorate a garland.  Mrs. Warren was asked to take on this item.   
Mrs. Redgrave and Mr. Wyatt offered to help.

15. EMERGENCY PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF TRAVELLERS (Clerks Report, item 14)
Members noted that no response had been received from Mr. Bird and it was agreed to follow this item up.  
16. QUARTER 1 – 2010/2011 FINANCIAL YEAR ACCOUNTS (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Quarter 1 accounts:  Members noted the details of the accounts for Quarter 1 of the 2010/11 financial year.

Discussion took place with regards to moving the “reserve account” to one which pays a higher level of interest.  It was resolved to remain with Lloyds TSB but that the clerk should speak to them with regards to the account and ask for an account which pays a higher level of interest.

The clerk confirmed that Mr. Wyatt and Mr. Badcock had now been added as signatories to the Parish Council account.

17. AMENDMENT TO BYELAWS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

18. LIGHT TOUCH” APPROACH RE PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

19. ESBC CONSULTATION ON EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Mr. Edwards proposed and it was moved on a majority vote that members favoured a Directly Elected Mayor.

The reason for the choice of model chosen was that it gives a single point of accountability and members agreed that they do not believe that the Council should first hold a referendum if minded to adopt the Directly Elected Mayor option.

Recycling payment: Mrs. Toon proposed, Mrs. Redgrave seconded and it was unanimously agreed that the recycling payment should be made to St Marys Church.
20. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (Clerks Report, Item 16)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed that Mr. Fitton would attend.

21. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

14/16 Burnside:  Mrs. Redgrave advised that the neighbouring property was having problems with the trees which were overhanging his property.
Shotwood Close:  Mr. Edwards advised that he had had a meeting with Bellways and that the wall was due to be rebuilt in September.

HGV:  Mr. Edwards advised that he had received complaints with regards to the amount of HGV’s using Church Road and asked if we can record details of the lorries illegally using the road will any action be taken against them.
Chapel Lane:  Mr. Edwards asked if we could find out what the current situation is regarding the fence that was erected instead of the brick wall that was granted planning permission.

10 Beacon Road:  Mr. Edwards asked if we could find out what the current situation is with regards to the replacement tree that should have been planted to replace the Monkey puzzle tree.

Elizabeth Avenue Shelter:  Mr. Edwards advised that his request for the name and address of the lad that had broken the side panel was denied and he appealed the decision which was also denied, so he has now written to the Chief Constable about the matter.

Fiddlers Lane Footpath:  Mr. Badcock advised that the path was very overgrown.

Brook Hollows:  It was reported that the nettles were 6ft high and that some of the paths were impassable – it was agreed to add this item to the next agenda.

Fly Posting:  It was agreed to write to the Spread Eagle with regards to the advertising banner which had been attached to the railings.

Estate Agent Signs:  It was reported that there were several signs on the post opposite the Walford Road junction.

Station Road:  It was reported that the hedge on the boundary of the School Lane junction was very overgrown.

Brook Hollows:  Mr. Toon advised that it had been alleged to him that the Eastern Europeans were coming into Brook Hollows at around 3-4am and stealing the fish and ducks for personal consumption.
22. ROLLESTON SCOUT GROUP
The clerk advised that she had received an email from Mr. Jacks advising that he was sending his apologies as he had hoped to be able to attend the Parish Council meeting but was unable to do so.  The clerk advised that his email said that he hoped the signage for the forthcoming Rollestonbury event was acceptable and that all signage would be removed within 18 hours of the event taking place.

Members discussed the correspondence that had been received from Mr. Jacks and agreed that we should write back and thank him for raising his concerns and advise him that we were trying to ascertain the position of the police on the matter.

24. STAFFORDSHIRE PARISH COUNCILS ASSOCIATION

It was resolved not to re-join Staffordshire Parish Councils Association.

25. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED
· The clerk advised that the following correspondence had been received:-

· Copy of Tutbury Parish Council minutes and agenda.
· Email from Sylvia Martin advising of a clean up day at church on 6th August requesting permission for a small skip on the Croft at the back of the Old Grammar School Rooms.

25. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED (continued)
· Telephone contact from a lady about the provision of a bus shelter on Lodge Hill. The clerk confirmed she had contacted ESBC as she understood that they were providing a bus shelter at the suggested location and ESBC had confirmed that they had investigated the provision of a shelter but they had received objections from some residents and did not get 100% support from Highways officers at the time and due to various other obstacles she had had to shelve the proposal. 

· The clerk advised that she had been contacted by the manager of Stretton under 8’s Football team with regards to them using Craythorne Field, but when she had advised them that there would be a charge, they had advised that it would not be sustainable.

26. ITEMS FOR THE NEXT AGENDA

· Midland Rural Housing. (Clerks Report, Item 18)
The chairman moved that due to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the public and press should be excluded from the meeting.

Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm.

27. THE CROFT TREE (Clerks Report, Item 24)
Members agreed not to proceed with the quotation and to seek an alternative quotation to include the suggested works to the Sycamore on The Croft Boundary and the proposed works to the tree overhanging Mrs. Gillespie’s property.

28. ENVIRONMENTAL OFFICER JOB SPECIFICATION

Banks along Burnside: It was agreed that this item should be added to the contract.
Shrubs & Flowerbeds:  It was resolved that this specification should be removed as there were no shrubs or flowerbeds in the areas listed.
Village Gateways:  Clarification on “Maintain” the village gateways meant to stop them from becoming overgrown, weed them and keep them free from litter.  Mr. Chinn agreed to speak to Mrs. Stone with regards to the misunderstanding with regards to the planting of the gateways. 

29. GRASS CUTTING CONTRACT

Grass verges: It was noted that Church Road verges had only been cut once this season.  There was suggestion that Shotwood Close verges were not being cut to a satisfactory standard and that The Croft had not been cut back to the boundary following all the clearance work that was carried out on village clean up day.
Craythorne Woods: It was confirmed that Mr. Gould was just to cut the paths this year due to the wildlife survey to be carried out in September.
