CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 11TH OCTOBER 2010
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2010/01192/CEH Crown raising and thinning by 20% of one Beech tree (T418 of TPO 1) Oakwood, Tutbury Road Rural.

P/2010/01181/JPM Outline application for the erection of a farm workers dwelling including details of access and layout, Home Farm Buildings, Church Road.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
The following applications have been permitted:-
P/2010/00812/CEH Felling of two yew trees and 1 conifer tree (Tree Preservation Order No 1), Birch End, Hall Grounds.

P/2010/00806/CEH Erection of single storey front extension to existing detached outbuilding to form garage and covered parking area, erection of two storey rear and single storey side link extension, Rednall, 26 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.
P/2010/01052/CEH Felling one of Maple Tree, Crown Lifting and removal of branches of two sycamore trees and removal of branches of one Ash Tree, Land Adjacent Rolleston Almshouses & The Croft.
3. PLANNING/ENFORCEMENT MATTERS

Outline planning applications within Conservation Areas: The following email has been received from Joanne Roebuck, Planning Team Leader on 24th September:- 
“As Charlotte is embroiled in planning committee activity at the moment I will endeavour to answer your query.   In the absence of the policy you refer to, outline applications in conservation areas are being accepted. However, the Local Planning Authority (LPA) can request additional information to assist in assessing and determining the application, particularly where it is apparent that the detail of a scheme is critical to making a judgement on its acceptability. If the applicant fails to submit such details, or the information is still inadequate for a proper assessment to be made, the LPA can refuse the application. Consequently, there is no urgent need to re-create a policy that seeks to resist outline applications in a conservation area. The intentions of the previous policy are still of paramount importance in the determination of applications in conservation areas and the LPA will only approve applications when it is confident that it can meet its statutory duty of ensuring new development either preserves or enhances the conservation area.   I hope this helps but please do not hesitate to contact me if you have any further queries on this matter”.

Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane: The following email was received from Jonathan Imber, Planning Officer on 22nd September 2010:-  
“I have written to the owner of the property asking for the fence to be removed.  The owner has since contacted me stating that it is his intention to remove the fence and build the brick wall as soon as funds allow.  Due to the owner’s current personal circumstances he has requested that he be given until the end of February to complete the works.  We must now make a decision as to whether that timescale is acceptable.  I will keep you informed of any progress”.
14/16 Burnside: The following email has been received from Mr. Malkin, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC on 22nd September 2010:- “Unfortunately this is a civil matter between the relevant owners of the properties, and we are unable to force works to be completed. As the trees are in the conservation area though any works will require permission, I cannot see this being a problem though and if Mr. Morgan wishes to apply prior to getting the works agreed with the owners of 14/16 we can help him with the forms”.
4. SCC – VARIOUS
No further updates are available with regards to the following items:-

Double yellow lines Dovecliffe Road, Grit Bins, Cherry Cottage, School Lane, Brookside Setts, Church Road Resurfacing, Marston Lane passing points, Brookside Bridge, missing brick,  Safer Routes to School Crossing,  Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road, Block at the end of Footpath 1, parking area outside of shops, Traffic Regulation Orders, Footpath , Anslow Lane Potholes, Marston Lane potholes, HGV’s using the village.
Neighbourhood Highways Visit:  Members are asked to submit items to be put forward to SCC to be carried out by the Neighbourhood Highways Team on their next visit which is due to take place on 27th October for 2 days.

Community Paths Initiative 2010/2011:  Despite the Parish Council not applying for a grant due to the Jinny Trail not qualifying and surfacing works being carried out by SCC at their expense, a cheque has been received for £500.00 to support a clearance programme on the Public Rights of Way network in the Parish.  The clerk has contacted SCC as the Parish Council would need to provide receipts and supporting documents at the end of the year to show how the money has been used.  SCC clarified that the Parish Council had not applied for a grant and asked if the Parish Council would be in a position to spend the money on a clearance programme before the end of the financial year. It has been suggested that Fiddlers Lane may benefit from clearance works.  Members are asked to consider this matter.
5. POLICE MATTERS

Knowles Hill Speeding Issue: It was agreed that this item should remain as a priority on the Neighbourhood Working Plan.
Police Reports: Correspondence has been sent to PCSO Hardware and PC Musgrove reiterating the Parish Councils request for monthly police updates.  They have also been invited to attend the quarterly village liaison meetings.
6. ACCOUNTS TO DATE 2010/2011 FINANCIAL YEAR

10. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

11. BROOKSIDE


A site meeting took place on 2nd October with regards to this item and Mr. Morris will be invited to make a proposal for consideration at this meeting.
12. 2011/2012 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS

The following projects have been put forward for consideration for 2011/2012 financial year:-

Bus shelter at Hall Road Church Road junction, Planters, Serious revamp of Spread Eagle Island,  Electrical supply to Spread Eagle Island for Christmas lights, Renew play equipment at Meadow View Play Area, Fingerpost opposite Craythorne Lane, painting Craythorne Field car park railings, further works to Jinny Nature Trail.
13. ENVIRONMENT AGENCY – VARIOUS

At the last meeting three items were raised that fell under the remit of the Environment Agency:-

Additional Sleeper under the bridge by the Weir; Matt Goodall who is responsible for operations in Rolleston was on annual leave until the end of September but contact (both email and verbal) has been made with one of his colleagues and they will be in touch upon Mr. Goodall’s return from annual leave. 
Obnoxious substance coming from Spread Eagle into Brook:  This has been investigated by Judy Smith who spoke to the Spread Eagle but failed to see any obnoxious substance or notice any smell of sewage.  Ms. Smith has suggested that the alleged incident took place almost a month prior to the Environment Agency being notified.  Any incidents should be reported via the 24 hour Hotline on 0800 80 70 60 
Banks under bridge by far end Brookside: The following update was received on 30th September:- “ just a short note to say that the operations delivery workforce have carried out the mowing down Brookside and in the field downstream along the Rolleston brook to the River Dove. I am informing you of this as you may want to mention this at the next Parish Council meeting.”
14. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE & YOUTH PROVISION


Youth Representative: Through De Ferrers Mr. Badcock has been given the name of a second person who would like to serve as Youth Representative on the Parish Council. Amee will need to be co-opted on at this meeting.  Amee will then serve until September 2012 (for two years in accordance with the Standing Orders). Matt will serve until September 2011 after which he intends to go onto University.   

Youth Provision:  Mr. Badcock will be invited to make an update to members.
15.  CRAYTHORNE WOODS – SMALL MAMMAL SURVEY


This survey has now taken place.  Mr. Morris will be invited to make a report.


Tafflands:  Mr. Deacon has reported an increase and an issue with Dog Fouling on Tafflands Play Area.

16. BROOK HOLLOWS
The issue of Brook Hollows was raised again with Ms. Lees and Ms. Joyce, ESBC after the last Parish Council meeting.  It is understood that some clearance works have now taken place within Brook Hollows.
17. DOUBLE YELLOW LINES
Mr. Fitton has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

18. AFFORDABLE HOUSING

The following email has been received from Mr. Miles King, Midlands Rural Housing:-

“I am writing to update the Parish Council on the current position. During the summer months East Staffordshire Borough Council has been formulating its policy on Rural Affordable Housing. This exercise has now been completed and in August the policy document and various recommendations made by the Housing Strategy Officer were accepted and agreed by the Council Members. The result is that ESBC has formally accepted that there is a need for affordable housing for local people in rural parishes and that Midlands Rural Housing should, as ESBC's partner, continue to look for suitable sites to develop such housing. The Council has also agreed that 'exception sites' can be used as a means of providing development land. However, they have made the proviso that before developing new housing, Housing Association's must consider how they could better use their existing stock and they should also examine the possibility of using low cost market housing if such properties are available for purchase in the parish”.

“In the case of Rolleston on Dove, the need for nine affordable properties has been reviewed and has been reduced to six. The Council felt that the number of existing social rented bungalows in Rolleston can probably meet the need for that type of accommodation if local people are given priority. Therefore, the recommendation accepted by the Council is that the 6 new homes justified are:

· 2 x 1or 2 bed houses for rent  

· 1 x 1 or 2 bed house for shared ownership (Homebuy)

· 2 x 1 or 2 bed bungalows for shared ownership (Homebuy)

· 1 x 4 bed house for rent

18. AFFORDABLE HOUSING (continued)
“Following the village walk the various sites identified were discussed with District Planning Officers, who recommended that the most suitable sites were (a) the site adjacent to the scout hut on Station Road and (b) the sites on Craythorne Lane. We are currently talking to the landowners of the site on Station Road regarding the purchase of sufficient land to develop six properties. However, I would emphasise that these discussions are in their very early stages”.

“I will continue to keep you informed of any progress and in the event that Trent & Dove Housing proceed to drafting plans then we will be happy to attend a future Parish Council meeting to discuss the proposals”.

19. AVAILABLE GREEN SPACE/UNUSED LAND

The following email has been received from Rebecca Lees, ESBC:-

“We are looking to identify any unused land within your localities that could be suitable for conversion in to gardening space or allotments. East Staffordshire Borough Council are keen to promote “growing your own” and want to map out any unutilised land throughout the Borough that could be developed in this way. The size and shape of the land is not important at this stage. Please can you consider any land in your local area and respond with information by 19th October 2010”.
20. VILLAGE CHRISTMAS TREE

Members are asked if they are willing to pay for the Village Christmas Tree again this year to be housed on the Almshouses Lawn at an approximate cost of £120.00.  Mr. Martin will organize the tree as in previous years.
