Three members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.

48. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Mr. Martin advised members that he had received a telephone call from Mrs. Marshall asking him to convey to the Parish Council her thanks for their efforts in getting the frontage of Brook Hollows smartened up.  Mr. Martin advised that there was a large tree branch on the public footpath by Anslow Lane.

49. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mrs. C. Warren.
50. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.

51. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 13th SEPTEMBER 2010
Minutes of the meetings held on 13th September 2010 were signed as a true record.
52. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
53. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris advised that ESBC had issued a Draft Consultation on the validation of planning requirements.
Mr. Morris also advised that he had received an email copy of the Community Council’s Annual Report which included details on funding availability for village halls.
54. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Page 31, Public Questions:  The clerk advised that she had received acknowledgement from SCC confirming receipt of the Section 53 application and advising that the application could take up to twelve months to process.  The clerk advised that you can apply for the application to be given priority status if you are able to supply evidence that it falls within one or more of the criteria set out.  Members were advised that as at the last Parish Council meeting the landowner had suggested that a fence would be erected blocking the claimed right of way then she would recommend that an application is submitted to SCC for priority status based on this information.  Members unanimously agreed to this.
47:5:  Police Reports.  Members were advised that neither PCSO Hardware or PC Musgrove would be available to attend the Village Liaison meeting, although it was understood that PCSO’s Black and Fellows would be attending although they do not cover the village.  Members were also advised that PCSO Hardware had advised that she was hoping to attend the November Parish Council meeting.

54. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING (continued)
47:8. Mr. Fitton advised that he had been asked to put forward the priorities to ESBC as agreed at the last meeting, but as he had been away he had missed the deadline given by ESBC.  Mr. Fitton advised that he had contacted ESBC and apologised for the late submission of the priorities and that he hoped that they would be included within the plan.

47:11. Mr. Edwards advised that the Rules of Use of Craythorne Field would need to be amended as members had resolved not to charge Rolleston Football Club for training sessions.

47:14. Mrs. Toon advised that along with Mr & Mrs Warren around 300 bulbs had been planted within Spread Eagle Island.  Mrs. Toon advised that further bulbs would be planted week commencing 18th October.  It was suggested that the Civic Trust may have some bulbs left over from their recent bulb planting that they would be willing to donate.

47:17. Mr. Morris advised that he was meeting with the Chief Executive, ESBC week commencing 18th October.

47: 22.  Mr. Winstone advised that the notice board had now been repaired. 

55. CLERKS REPORT DATED 6th OCTOBER 2010

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2010/01192/CEH Crown raising and thinning by 20% of one beech tree, Oakwood, Tutbury Road Rural

Members had no objections to this application.


P/2010/01181/JPM Outline application for the erection of a farm workers dwelling including details of access and layout. Home Farm Buildings, Church Road, Rolleston on Dove.
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to the above application based on the following comments:-

 

Application Requirements: Members dispute the distance suggested from the existing farm house to the farm buildings as specified in the Application Requirements section.

 

Security: It states that neighbouring farms with farmhouses have suffered an increase in trespass, damage, vandalism and theft as well.  Therefore building a farm workers dwelling will have no effect.  The claim that crime is increasing is at odds with the police's figures.

 

Business Details: "Nix" figures have been used for some of the calculations but disregarded for others.  The figures should be presented all in the same format, either "Nix" or otherwise.

 

The application states that a farm worker needs to be within site of the cattle shed.  The proposed location of the farmhouse means that the cattle shed is obscured by other buildings.  Members believe that no farmhouse can be any closer to the farm buildings than the existing Home Farm farmhouse.

 

Requirement:  Members believe that it should be made a planning condition that 

Mr. Thompson should live in the proposed farmhouse for a set number of years.

The proposal is for a three bedroom detached house, but is being presented as a farm workers cottage.

 

It is noted from the documents that 70% of the land owned by the farm is either in Repton or Balterley.  Therefore the argument that a farm worker needs to be on site 24 hours a day does not stand up, as this would leave Mr. Thompson unable to look after Rolleston and his other farms. In Summary members believe that the need for a farm workers dwelling has not been demonstrated.

55. CLERKS REPORT DATED 6th OCTOBER 2010 (continued)
2. PLANNING DECISIONS
Members noted the planning decisions from the clerks report and the clerk advised that the following two applications had also been approved:-

P/2010/01007/JPM Application to vary time limit condition relating to planning permission PA/00147/016/JPM dated 08/08/07 for the erection of three pairs of semi detached dwellings, 2 detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking, Site of former Highfield Motor Co, Beacon Road.

P/2010/00988/MW Erection of a part single storey, part two storey front and side extension and a single storey rear extension (Amended Plans received 06/09/10), 84 Hall Road,
3.  PLANNING/ENFORCEMENT MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Outline planning applications within Conservation Areas:  Members noted the response from Ms. Roebuck and agreed that we should respond and state that the Parish Councils view is that the details of the scheme are always critical and that you you should not be able to put in an outline planning application in a Conservation Area. 
Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
14/16 Burnside: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report and Mrs. Redgrave reported that some works had been carried out.  The Chairman thanked Mrs. Redgrave for the assistance she had given to Mr. Morgan.
4. SCC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Grit Bins:  Mr. Morris advised that the grit bin at the end of Twentylands was empty and it was agreed to ask SCC to fill all of the bins within the village and to ask for additional bins.

Parking outside shops: Mr. Wyatt asked if the issue of parking outside of the shops could be pursued as he had witnessed two near misses that morning.  Mr. Wyatt suggested that the junction needs to be assessed.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council had agreed to ask Mr. Fraser for this item to be added to his yearly plan.

Knowles Hill speeding: Mr. Wyatt proposed that the Parish Council asks SCC to paint repeated 30mph signs up and down Knowles Hill the proposal was seconded by Mr. Badcock.  A vote took place with the majority against the proposal.
Neighbourhood Highways Visit:  It was agreed to ask the team to reset and replace the missing setts along Brookside.  

Community Paths Initiative 2010/2011:  It was agreed that Fiddlers Lane would be a suitable project and that quotations should be sought from Mr. Gould and Mr. Deacon for clearing the route from the start of the path to the beginning of the houses, and to include cutting back of trees and strimming grass etc. 
5. POLICE MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Knowles Hill Speeding Issue: This item was discussed under Item 4, SCC.
Police Reports: This item was discussed under matters arising.
6. ACCOUNTS TO DATE 2010/2011 FINANCIAL YEAR

Members noted the details of the Receipts and payments of the first 6 months of financial year and reconciliation as at 30th September 2010 along with a copy of the expenditure to date, alongside the projected expenditure for the 2010/2011 financial year.  It was noted that the £6,000 allocated towards the Jamie’s garden project had not been spent and Mr. Badcock advised that the £2,000 allocated towards Youth Provision in the 2010/2011 financial year would not be required.

7. PARISH ROOM (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Members discussed the subject of a Parish Room and reviewed the sketch and project costs submitted by Mr. Edwards.  Mr. Morris advised that SCC offer grants of between £5,000 and £18,000 towards a Parish Room and ESBC offer grants of between £1,000 and £5,000.  It was agreed that Mr. Morris should speak to ESBC planning department with regards to the proposal.  It was agreed that members should go away and consider the matter and for the item to be added to the next agenda.
8. CRAYTHORNE CAR PARK (Clerks Report, Item 15)
It was agreed that a quotation should be sought for putting some MOT down to improve the car park.  It was agreed that a quotation should be sought for the section adjacent to the tarmac, plus around 30 yards down.

9. BOROUGH WIDE NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Mr. Fitton advised on this item during matters arising.  It was suggested that the resurfacing of Church Road should also be added as a priority.  It was agreed that Mr. Fitton and Mr. Badcock would attend the next meeting as Parish Council Representatives.  
Mr. Morris added that he also attended in his capacity as Borough Councillor.
10. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 22)
Mr.Toon proposed, Mrs. Redgrave seconded and it was moved to accept the proposed plan on the provision of additional bollards being installed.  It was agreed that three quotations should now be sought and Councillor Fraser should be contacted with regards to the revised scheme.

11. BROOKSIDE

Mr. Morris that there were two aspects to his proposed project.  One to cut back the bank under the bridge which would include asking the Environment Agency for permission to remove the silt and the second aspect being to reinstate the stone blocks and turf to the right hand side as you enter the Ford from Brookside.  Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken to Mr. Deacon who would be happy to carry out the work and that he envisaged that it would take him two days of work at his hourly rate plus a small cost for materials.  Mr. Morris proposed, Mrs. Toon seconded and it was moved that the works should be carried out. 

12. 2011/2012 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Members noted details of suggested projects to be budgeted for when setting the 2011/2012 precept.  Mr. Winstone advised that he would really like to see planters within the village and it was agreed that he could contact the Civic Trust to see if they would like to partake in a project.  It was also agreed that further works should take place to the Jinny Trail and that a Bus shelter was deemed as a need at the Hall Road junction.  It was agreed to add the items to the November agenda along with a copy of the projected running costs for the 2011/2012 financial year.

13. ENVIRONMENT AGENCY – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 16)
Additional Sleeper under the bridge:  Mrs. Toon advised that the location recorded in the Clerks Report was incorrect.  It was concluded that a site meeting should be organised with the Environment Agency so that the details of the proposal could be clarified. 
Obnoxious substance coming from Spread Eagle into Brook: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

Banks under bridge by far end Brookside: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

14. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE & YOUTH PROVISION


Youth Representative: Miss. Johns was co-opted onto the Parish Council to serve as Youth Representative for a period of two years.  Mr. Badcock was formally thanked by the Chairman for setting the Parish Council up with two Youth Representatives.


Youth Provision: Mr. Badcock advised that the clubs were now up and running with two youth leaders and four volunteers.  He advised that at present there were ten junior members and three in the older section.  Mr. Badcock advised that no financial support was required this year from the Parish Council, but that he would like to see an amount allocated towards Youth Provision when the 2011/2012 precept is set.
15.  CRAYTHORNE WOODS – SMALL MAMMAL SURVEY

Small Mammal Survey: Mr. Morris advised that eighteen traps were set and no mammals caught.  He advised that this exercise would need to be repeated a number of times to get accurate results.  Mr. Edwards expressed how disappointed he was about a trap being lost.

Tafflands:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and members agreed that Mr. Deacon has authority to speak to the owners of any offending dogs.

Tafflands Signage:  Members reviewed the sketch put forward by Mr. Underhill to provide additional signage into the play area from the Meadow View Direction.  It was noted that around £75.00 would be required by Mr. Underhill for materials.  Members unanimously agreed that Mr. Underhill should go ahead with his proposal.

16. BROOK HOLLOWS
Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
17. DOUBLE YELLOW LINES (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Mr. Fitton asked why the Parish Council could not employ a contractor to undertake the works on the provision of the Parish Council obtaining permission from SCC.  It was agreed to contact Mr. Rayson with regards to Mr. Fitton’s suggestion and for him to confirm that the three locations outstanding for double yellow lines within the village would be included in those due to take place within the next twelve months.
18. AFFORDABLE HOUSING

It was resolved to write to Mr. Somerfield, ESBC and state that the view of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council is that of ESBC in that there is sufficient affordable housing already available in Rolleston if it is given to Rolleston people in the first instance.
19. AVAILABLE GREEN SPACE/UNUSED LAND

Members agreed not to submit any suggestions to ESBC.
20. VILLAGE CHRISTMAS TREE
Members unanimously agreed to finance the Village Christmas Tree.
21. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Mr. Toon advised that he had received complaints about people parking on the footway in Marston Lane.
Mr. Toon advised that he had received complaints about people parking on the bend on Marston Lane.

Mrs. Toon advised that she had received a complaint about the steps and handrail on the Jinny Trail.

Mr. Docksey advised that there was still no bus timetable in the Cross Lane shelter.

Mr. Edwards reported that the rebuilding of the wall on the Shotwood Close open space was now almost complete.

Mr. Fitton advised that he had received complaints about people parking on the footway in Church Road.

Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm.
