CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 11TH APRIL 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00301/CEH Erection of single storey front and two storey side extensions (amended Scheme), 84 Walford Road.
P/2011/00284/MB Crown reduction and thinning of 1 cedar tree by 20% and crown reduction and reshaping by 30% of upper crown and by 10% of lower crown of 1 cedar tree, 4 Church Road.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
The following applications have been permitted:-
P/2011/00169/MB Erection of a two storey front extension, 13 Glebe Close.

P/2011/00071/JI Demolition of existing rear extension to facilitate the erection of part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to the windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: This matter was chased with ESBC Enforcements Department on 1st and 29th March.
Estate Agent Signs: These have been reported to ESBC Enforcements Department.
3. VERTI DRAINAGE – CRAYTHORNE FIELD 

The grant application towards the cost of the verti drainage was refused by ESBC as the panel deemed the item to be something that should be accounted for under annual expenditure.  A site meeting has taken place with Talbot Turf and a quotation has been requested. 
4. YEAR END ACCOUNTS

Year End Accounts 2009-2010 Financial Year:  Attached for review are the yearend accounts for the 2009-2010 Financial year.

Internal Audit:  Members are asked to confirm that they would like Mrs. Woodbine to carry out the Internal Audit.  A payment of £150.00 was made for the 2009/10 financial year.

5. JINNY NATURE TRAIL
The clerk has been contacted by Mr. Crook who uses a mobility scooter and wishes to use the Jinny Trail.  Mr. Crook is able to access the Trail from the Stretton end as they have a radar gate and is also able to access the trail from the Rolleston end.  However, when he comes to the boundary of the trail, the gate is padlocked and the gap at the side of the gate is not wide enough to allow him to pass through.  Members are asked how they wish to address this issue, e.g. remove the padlock or for the access to be widened.

5. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (continued)
The following email has been received from Mr. Collins, SCC, Rights of Way:-
Following your e-mail dated 28/02/2011, I undertook an inspection of the steps that lead down onto the Jinny Trail. The steps I appreciate do have an irregular spacing between the risers and there is also some irregular spacing between each step, but on the whole the steps are sound and access is available. Due to the nature of the construction method and the irregular spacing between the steps it would be difficult to install extra steps. With the recent addition of the new handrail the steps allow access to Footpath No. 15 and at this time I will not be considering any further works. However, I have discussed this issue with my line manager and would like to say that should any resources be available to re-construct the steps in the near future I feel this is a project worth considering.

The clerk has contacted Mr. Collins to see if the Parish council could apply for a grant through the Community Paths Initiative Bids for 2011/2012 if they were to undertake the project themselves.    He has discussed the matter with Mr. Rochfort, Principal Rights of Way Officer and they have said that they would consider the bid but that they could only support the project from a financial perspective and the Parish Council would have to arrange for the works to be carried out.  Members are asked if they support this, as the deadline for applications is the end of April.
6. LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND & VILLAGE SIGN

Planters:  The planters are now in place and it is understood that Mrs. Toon and Mrs. Warren will plant these up.  Mr. Gould has been asked to provide a quotation for the watering of the planters.  He has also advised that the new grass will need to be weed treated on an annual basis.  A note of this has been made on the existing mowing contract so that it can be incorporated into the mowing contract when it is next up for renewal.

Village Sign: Mr. Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda, as the sign is leaning towards the Spread Eagle.
7. RECYCLING INCENTIVE SCHEME (RISES) – FOR INFORMATION
The following letter has been received from ESBC:-

The RISES scheme has been in operation since 2002 and has been a great success over the years and funded many good local community projects.  Following a recent review of the scheme is has shown that tonnages generated for recycling in a number of areas accross the Borough have significantly reduced, therefore the cash equivalents have also reduced.

There are a number of other funding opportunities that ESBC currently provides and the decision has recently been taken to incorporate RISES budget into a new big society funding programme, this will be called the Neighbourhood Development Fund.  As a result of this change, the RISES scheme will come to an end on the 31st March 2011.

The Councils Neighbourhood Co-Coordinators will forward further details on the new Neighbourhood Development fund in due course, your parish will be eligible to apply to this fund for any projects you may wish to undertake within your parish.  Up until the 31st March 2011, any monies raised through the recycling sites within your parish will be paid to you in April 2011.  On behalf of ESBC I would like to take this opportunity to thank you for your time and effort which has gone into RISES scheme over the years.
8. VILLAGE EVENTS
FOJORPS – School Community Day: A letter has been received from FOJORPS advising that this year’s Community Day will take place on Saturday 11th June from 11.0am until 4.00pm.  Permission has been requested for use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing field for car parking.  In the past the Parish Council have made a generous contribution towards one of the days attractions and the Parish Council have been asked if they are in a position to do so again this year.  In addition, the Parish Council has been asked if they would like to have its own stall at Community Day.
Legion in the Community Day: A letter has been received from the Rolleston on Dove Branch of the Royal British Legion to ask for permission from the Parish Council to use The Croft for exhibits and Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields for car parking on 9th July.  The RBL is celebrating 90 years 1921 – 2011.  Rolleston on Dove Branch are planning to hold a Legion in the Community Day on 9th July 2011 with a parade and exhibits on the day and nostalgia evening in the club on the evening.  The day will start off with a parade around Rolleston leaving the Scout HQ at approx. 11-00am.  Members are advised that they are welcome to put on an exhibit on the day.
Village Gala:  Permission has been requested for use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing fields for car parking on Monday 29th August for the Village gala.

9. MEETING WITH STAFFORDSHIRE POLICE & SMARTWATER SCHEME
Attached for members is a copy of the ASB/Criminal Damage report for Elizabeth Avenue/Beacon Drive which has been issued by Sgt Harris, Staffordshire Police.  The report shows that whilst ASB has increased in the vicinity, the reports of ASB have not been linked to the shelter as previously suggested.
10. PLANTERS
The clerk has written to Mr. Rayson, SCC applying for the license to allow for the installation of the planters.  An order has been placed with Amberol for 7 full barrier baskets, appropriate liners and brackets.  A member of the Parish council representatives will be invited to provide members with an update with regards to the planting of the planters.  Mr. Gould has been asked to provide a quotation for the watering of the planters.
11. THE BROOK – PROPOSED WORKS
The clerk has been contacted by the Environment Agency with regards to the proposed works to the weirs on the Brook along Burnside and the proposed works at the far end of Brookside.  They have advised that they need to receive detailed method statements from the selected contractor as to how the works will be carried out and what materials are to be used. 
12. BROOK HOLLOWS
Mr. Badcock will be invited to make an update with regards to this item.  The clerk has been approached by Rolleston Civic Trust to see if the Parish Council is investigating any grants for the de silting of the upper lake.
It is understood that a “Wild about Brook Hollows” Event is being arranged for Thursday 2nd June 2011.  The event will be free and run in a similar format to last years.  
13. ESBC NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN / NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS
Neighbourhood Plan: At the last meeting it was agreed to apply to be the recognised body to complete the Neighbourhood plan.  The clerk has looked into this and it is necessary to apply to ESBC.  She has therefore contacted ESBC and received the following email from Mr. Somerfield:-

The actual power to prepare neighbourhood plans will only be available after the Localism Bill is enacted, and meanwhile a lot of detail is still awaited (and there may be changes in the Bill or through Regulations). Therefore my advice to the Parish Council is to concentrate for the time being on developing their understanding of what they would be taking on, and thinking about how they would go about it. Then, if you decide to prepare a neighbourhood plan you will be ready to engage effectively with the LPA and start the process. It is clear to me we have to wait for the issue of Regulations and CLG guidance (presumably late in 2011) to be able to answer detailed questions about procedure.  I am not trying to be obtuse on this but we are all feeling our way through this new process.
Neighbourhood Wardens: The following email has been received from Rebecca Lees, ESBC:

As of April 4th 2011, the Neighbourhood Warden Service is to undergo a distinct operational change. This change is to be a move towards clearly defined “beat areas” these are set out below. The change of emphasis is designed to mimic the Neighbourhood Policing model with officers assigned to a location. Neighbourhood Wardens are being encouraged to hold joint patrols with Councillors (Parish, Borough, and County), Neighbourhood Watch Volunteers, Street Representative Volunteers, Police Officers, PCSO’s and officers from our other partner agencies.

 

An emphasis is to be placed on individual wardens acting in a flexible manner in order to be able to respond to the needs of your community. Generally, Wardens will work standard office hours 9-5; however, each individual will be responsible for amending their own patrol patterns based on community needs and intelligence. Although, this will not extend beyond 10pm. Due to Health & Safety requirements, past 6pm individual Wardens will have to patrol jointly with Police Officers/PCSO’s or other partner organisations. Attendance of PACT and Parish Council meetings were appropriate is also expected.

 

Throughout April and early May, Wardens are patrolling their new areas for the first time. The ambition in these early months is for those individual Wardens to build up a series of key community contacts that will provide them with a strong information network for responding to communities and residents. Could I therefore request that you supply your assigned Neighbourhood Warden with any key community contacts that you feel would be beneficial to them in their role.

Mr Fitton has advised that he would like to know the accountability and authority of these wardens and has asked if ESBC has this information recorded anywhere.  The clerk has forwarded the request for the information to Rebecca Lees.

14. VILLAGE CLEAN UP
Village cleanup is due to take place on Saturday 7th May.  Members are asked where they would like to focus this year’s activities.  It has been suggested that some litter picking should take place along Craythorne/Knowles Hill.  The clerk has obtained a litter pick for the Parish Council.  
15. COALITION OF PARISH COUNCILS
Both Tutbury and Barton Parish Councils have agreed that they would like to meet with Rolleston to discuss the way forward with regards to a group opposition to the Borough Councils target development of 13,000 new homes.  Some dates now need to be proposed for a meeting to take place.
Public meeting Tutbury Parish Council:  Tutbury Parish Council are holding a Parish meeting on 20th April, the meeting is to provide an opportunity for parishioners to express their views on the potential for two large housing developments in Tutbury.  It’s a separate initiative (but complimentary) to the joint PC meeting to which Tutbury have nominated the chairman, vice chairman and clerk to attend.  Representatives of the four PC's are welcome to attend the Parish meeting in Tutbury.  Tutbury are also inviting ESBC officers and BC & CC Cllrs to come along and have their say.   
16. ANTI VANDAL PAINT – ELIZABETH AVENUE
The clerk was contacted by Mr. Bateman, Headmaster, John of Rolleston School on Monday 28th March with regards to anti vandal paint that had been applied to an area of fencing adjacent to the entrance of Elizabeth Avenue Playing field.  The clerk ascertained that the paint had been applied by Orbit Housing.  Mr. Wyatt also contacted the clerk with his concerns as at least three; three year old children had got the paint on their hands and clothing on their way home from preschool.  Members are asked what action, if any that they would like to take with regards to this matter.

17. CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND – APPEAL / COMMUNITY COUNCIL OF STAFFS MEMBERSHIP
The following letter has been received from CPRE:-

The Staffordshire Branch of the CPRE greatly appreciates the support of Parish Councils year by year. It really is fundamental to enable us to continue our work.  We are not just involved with major issues; we also provide help and technical assistance to parishes on individual developments and planning matters.  All these activities involve a considerable amount of work which is done on a purely voluntary basis.  We are dependent upon members' subscriptions and other contributions to meet expenses, and it is hoped that your Parish Council will favourably consider making a generous contribution during this year, which is even more vital to us in view of the challenges we face.
Community Council of Staffordshire: A membership application has been received for the Community Council of Staffordshire.  An application fee of £22.00 per annum is applicable.  

18. DEVELOPMENT OF FIELD – CRAYTHORNE LANE

The clerk has received numerous telephone calls with regards to the development that has taken place on the field along Craythorne Road.  ESBC Enforcements Department has been out on three occasions and has advised that the works that are being undertaken do not require planning permission.  They have been advised that the hard standing is being laid for the horse box to be sited on and that the area will be fenced off to prevent the horse from getting on to it.  The Parish Council has also been made aware that the landowner’s intention is to hold car boot sales on the field.  The clerk has received confirmation from ESBC that they are permitted to hold twelve markets a year without having to obtain a license.

19. HAWTHORNE HEDGES – BOUNDARY OF MEADOW VIEW OPEN SPACE
The clerk has been contacted by the resident of 12 Forrest School Street, voicing her concerns about the large Hawthorn bush which backs onto her property.  The lady has voiced that the bushes are blocking light to her property and that she is concerned that the bushes are a fire risk.  The bushes in question are on Parish Council land, members are asked to visit site prior to the meeting so that an informed decision can be made with regards to what action, if any should be taken.
20. PARKING PETITION – JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL
Attached for members is a copy of a letter received from Mr. Ian Bateman, Head teacher, John of Rolleston Primary School.
