Five members of the public and Deb Salt, Neighbourhood Warden, ESBC were in attendance. 
17. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Footpath 18:  Mr Gawthorpe asked what the current status was with regards to registration of the footpath.  The chairman replied that the application had been submitted around twelve months ago to have the path added to the definitive map but that the Parish Council had been advised that it could take up to 18 months for the application to be determined.
Dogs on Leads:  Mr Gawthorpe queried the minutes from the last meeting with regards to signage being purchased stating “Dogs on Leads” for Craythorne Woods.  The Chairman replied that the current status was that dogs did not need to be on leads within the woods and although the Parish Council would have liked for dogs to have been on leads within Tafflands Play Area the Parish Council were unable to change the existing byelaw. The clerk advised that the minute in question related to the replacement of a sign that had been removed leading from Craythorne Woods onto Craythorne Playing Field.



Planters:  Mr Gawthorpe advised that following a joint project between representatives from both the Parish Council and the Civic Trust the planters were now in situ along Burnside.



Church Road: A parishioner addressed members with his concerns about the speed of cars using Church Road and advised that he would like to see the speed humps replaced with Speed Indicator Signs.  The Chairman replied that data from SCC shows that the speed humps have slowed traffic down to what SCC consider being an acceptable standard.  The Chairman added that he had spoken with both Mr Rayson, Highways Manager, SCC and County Councillor Fraser and that they had both advised that legally the speed humps had to be reinstated.
18. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mrs S. Redgrave.  Mr Edwards asked Mrs Warren to pass on the Parish Councils best wishes to Mrs Redgrave.  Mrs Warren replied that Mrs Redgrave was delighted with the flowers that she had received from the Parish Council.
19. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Morris declared an interest in P/2011/00507, The Lodge, Chapel Lane.
20. INTRODUCTION TO DEB SALT, NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDEN, ESBC

Ms Salt introduced herself to members and advised that with effect from 1st April 2011 the Neighbourhood Wardens had been given designated areas and that one of her areas of responsibility was Rolleston.  She advised that the wardens are the eyes and ears of the Council and look after dog fouling, fly posting and littering issues, and that they are able to issue fixed penalty notices on dog fouling and littering.  Ms Salt advised that the wardens worked with various community groups, police, PCSO's and schools amongst others.  Some discussion took place around dog fouling and Ms Salt advised that the wardens rely on information from Parish Councils and residents about known offenders.  Mr Edwards asked Ms Salt to take on the fly posting by Pinders Circus around the village.  Mr Edwards asked Ms Salt if she was aware that the Parish Council hadn’t given permission for the Neighbourhood Wardens to issue fixed penalty notices on Parish Council land.  Ms Salt replied that she was under the illusion that it is open to the air and advised that although the issuing of fixed penalty notices used to be at the officers discretion, the Borough Councils policy is now Zero Tolerance.

23. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 



Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

24. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that ESBC is still a growth point.  Mrs Toon also advised that she had spoken with the Chief Executive of ESBC and advised him that the village does not have sufficient infrastructure to sustain further development.
25. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9TH MAY 2011
102:10 Mr Edwards conveyed his thanks to the committee for the installation of the planters along Burnside.
102:11 The clerk advised that a meeting with the Environment Agency had taken place and that she would add the item to the next agenda for consideration.

102:13 Following the meeting with Deb Salt, members were now aware of the responsibilities of the Neighbourhood Wardens.

102:18 It was reported that the signs had been removed and that no car boot sales had taken place for at least the last three weeks.

102:21 The clerk advised that she had received no response from ESBC.

Item 15:7: Mrs Toon thanked Mr Wyatt for the excellent display stand that he had produced for Community Day.

Item 15:9: Mrs Warren advised that she had been told that the basketball area puddles following heavy rain.

Item 15:11: The meeting was asked if they were aware of any works that had been carried out by the Neighbourhood Highways Team on 17th May.

Item 15:11: Mr Edwards advised that a meeting had now taken place between the residents, Mr Rayson and Councillor Fraser and that Mr Rayson had agreed for a white line to be painted from the Hall Grounds entrance turning left along to the build out.

Mr Edwards advised that Mr Mellor SCC had agreed to install some signs at Claymills directing Lorries to Nestle along the A511.

Item 15:14: It was agreed to forward this issue to SCC

Item 15:14: It was reported that the owner had been out recently and strimmed back some of the vegetation.

26. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 1ST JUNE 2011
Item 5 Education: The clerk advised that she had written to Mr Bateman, Headmaster, John of Rolleston School.
Item 5 Flooding/Sewage: The clerk advised that she still needed to write to Severn Trent Water.

Item 5 Hierarchy Report: The clerk advised that she had written to ESBC with regards to the point system used in the Settlement Hierarchy report.
27. CLERKS REPORT DATED 8TH JUNE 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

P/2011/00346/CEH Internal and External alterations to include the removal of an internal wall, replacement of front step and installation of an extraction unit, The Croft House, 11 Station Road.

Members feel that the standard of drawing submitted with the application is unacceptable and there is no scale bar on the application.

P/2011/00554/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 75 Meadow View.
The block plan does not show the property next door.  The application omits to say that other modifications are being made including the loss of significant garage space to a utility room.  Members object to the loss of parking.
P/2011/00566/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane

ESBC Policy states that extensions should be subservient.  If this application is added to the previous developments then they will be greater than the original property.

P/2011/00568/CEH Installation of a sun pipe, Bank House, 36 Lodge Hill, Tutbury

Members have no objections to this application.

P/2011/00628/CEH Erection of three pairs of semi-detached dwellings, two detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking (Non material amendment – window and door alterations) (former) Highfield Motor Company, Beacon Road.

Members are unable to decipher what has changed and would like to ask that any alterations are highlighted.

27. CLERKS REPORT DATED 8TH JUNE 2011 (continued)
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2011/00507/CEH, The Lodge, Chapel Lane, Rolleston

Members would like to ask that it is ensured that adequate parking is available.  The application is incomplete as it has no block plan or scale bars.

P/2011/00640/CEH, Felling of one Rowan Tree and one Silver Birch Tree.

Members are unable to identify the trees from the drawing provided.  No location plan or arborculturist report is included within the application.

P/2011/00547/CEH Outline planning application for the erection of 12 self-build dwellings, Land at Burton Road, Tutbury

This application is not a stand-alone application as there will be no access or other infrastructure to service the plots unless P/2011/00546/CEH is approved.  Therefore it should be withdrawn until the main application is determined.

P/2011/00546/CEH Erection of 212 dwellings and associated garages, erection of 14 Industrial units and a community building and the provision of public open space, allotments and a sports pitch, including the formation of two vehicular accesses, Land at Burton Road, Tutbury.
Members objected to this application.  A copy of the objection letter will be held on file for reference.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the details of the recent planning decisions.

Enforcement Matters:

HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: Mrs Toon was asked to take this matter up with ESBC.
Estate Agent Signs: Mrs Toon was asked to take this matter up with ESBC.
P/2010/00181/JPM: The meeting was advised that the recent planning appeal had been dismissed by the Inspectorate. 

3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY
It was noted that no candidates had come forward in time for the Parish Council to automatically co-opt under elected powers, but if anyone was interested then they needed to express an interest to the clerk so that the vacancy could be advertised via ESBC.
4. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 15)
It was agreed to write to Stretton Parish Council to see if they would be interested in resurrecting the joint Jinny Trail meetings. Members noted the details of the response from Stretton Parish Council with regards to the lock on the boundary gate from the clerks report.

5. MEADOW VIEW

Members agreed that Mr Underhill should be asked to carry out the works as suggested.
6. LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
Mr Morris suggested that it should be considered to extend the section of bollards and it was also suggested that the Parish Council should consider the height of them.  Mr Chinn replied that if the height of the bollards was reduced it could cause visibility issue for reversing HGVs. It was agreed to review this item again in the near future.
7. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
Some discussion took place with regards to RODSEC being involved in the project as part of their plans for a commemoration for the Diamond Jubilee in 2012.

Mr Morris proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved that the village should be consulted on the proposed removal of the Spread Eagle Island Railings and that consultation should take place via Starbucks news and at the next Village Liaison meeting.

8. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Mrs Warren gave an overview of the Recreational Meetings held on 16th May and 13th June.  Mr Morris registered his concern about the proposed scheme using Bradstone Carpet Stones as he believed they could be hazardous. He suggested that risk assessments should be carried out on both proposals as this was the procedure that had been followed when Tafflands was created.
Painting of equipment: The clerk advised that a site meeting had taken place with J&S Seddon but that quotation had not yet been received.

Graffiti: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to remove the graffiti from the climbing cube.
Football Club: It was reported that no communication had been received from the football club.
Annual Playground Inspections:  This information was noted from the clerks report.
9. OVERWEIGHT LORRIES
Mr Edwards advised the meeting that SCC weren’t prepared to do anything other than put signs up at Claymill directing Lorries to the A511.
It was unanimously agreed to write to Andrew Griffiths MP and ask for the law to be changed so that on the spot fines can be issued to HGVs contravening the weight limit. 
10. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Mr Edwards expressed his disappointment with regards to the response received from ESBC when they were asked to erect the guards to prevent the signets going over the waterfall. It was agreed that the Parish Council would be willing to take over the erection of the guards from the Civic Trust.  Mr Chinn added that Brook Hollows was very overgrown and needed better maintenance.
It was agreed that Mr Morris and either Mr Chinn or Mr Edwards would speak to Mr Wedd about the use of his field. 

11. GARDENS SUNDAY – JULY 3RD 2011
It was unanimously agreed that permission should be given for a small marquee/gazebos could be erected on The Croft for use on Gardens Sunday.
12. INSURANCE RENEWAL
The clerk advised that no alternative quote had been received. It was concluded to go ahead with the quotation provided by Zurich Municipal and to look at alternative providers prior to the next renewal in 2012.
13. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS (Clerks Report, Item 11)
It was noted that the letter had now been sent to Mr O’Brien, Chief Executive, ESBC and that the next meeting of the Alliance of Parish Councils was due to take place on Monday 27th June, commencing 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.
Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm

14. LAND OFF BEACON ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 16)
Cinder Hill Substation:  It was agreed that we should seek clarification from Eon as to where the cables come from on the proposed new lease plan as they were not on the original leases.

Beacon Road Allotments: Mr Edwards advised that a meeting had taken place with Mr Martin and the available area of land was not considered to be suitable for allotments.  Mr Edwards advised that the clerk had received correspondence from Stoke Bottles about digging on the site and that the correspondence would be added to the next agenda for consideration.
15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
· Mrs Warren asked when a presentation would be made to Mr Winstone and it was confirmed that this would be done at the next Village Liaison meeting.

· It was agreed that the clerk should contact FOJORPS and ask them to remove the roadside signs advertising community day as this event had now taken place.

· Mr Morris advised on the meeting that had taken place with the Environment Agency and it was agreed that the item would be added to the next agenda. (Clerks Report, Item 10)
· The clerk was handed a door key that had been found on the playing fields following community day.
· Mr Docksey advised members that this would be his last meeting as Youth Representative as he was leaving to go to University and thanked members for the opportunity he had been given and offered to help find a replacement to take on his role.
