Five members of the public, County Councillor Fraser and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance. 
28. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Spread Eagle Island: Mr Gawthorpe advised that a number of people were interested in the proposed schemes for the Spread Eagle Island and that some concerns had been raised about the removal of the railings and the trees.  
The Chairman replied that the item was out for consultation until the end of August and that all correspondence received would be considered at the end of the consultation period.

29. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mrs S. Redgrave and Ms A Johns.
30. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
31. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13TH JUNE 2011

The minutes of the meeting held on 13TH June 2011 were signed as a true record.
32. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Church Road Resurfacing: Mr Fraser advised that he had been elected as Vice Chairman of SCC for the forthcoming year.  Mr Fraser thanked everyone for persevering with the requests to resurface Church Road.  He asked the Burton Mail to clarify that he did not support the speed bumps, along Church Road, but that it was a legal requirement that they be reinstated. Mr Edwards replied that what was needed is a self policing speed deterrent along Church Road but as no one can come up with anything speed humps are the only answer.
Mr Wyatt advised Mr Fraser of a surface that is laid on the road and causes the vehicle to vibrate if the speed limit is exceeded.  He advised that it is in place in High Wycombe and Corby areas and is very effective.  Mr Fraser replied that he would look into it with SCC.

21 Church Road:  Mr Edwards advised that the grass verge in place outside of the property had been removed by SCC Highways.  He advised members that less than two weeks prior to this a meeting had taken place at the property which was attended by County Councillor Fraser and Mr Rayson, Highways Manager, SCC about how dangerous the exit was from the property onto the road and that the removal of the grass verge had exacerbated the issue.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should ask SCC to reinstate the verge and that Mr Fraser was asked to take the issue up with Mr Rayson, as he was not responding to Mr Edwards emails concerning the problem.

33. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon did not make a report to the meeting.
34. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13th JUNE 2011
Page 7, 20: The clerk was asked to contact Deb Salt and ask if any action had been taken against Pinders Circus with regards to the fly posting (Matters arising).

Page 8, 26:  Mr Edwards advised that a response had been received from Severn Trent Water.  He advised that the clerk had been copied in on an internal email which demonstrated a very poor attitude by Mr Leslie.

Item 27:9:  The clerk advised that she had forwarded a letter to Mr Griffiths Parliamentary Assistant and received no response, so she had now forwarded the letter direct to Mr Griffiths (Matters arising).
Item 27:10: Mr Edwards advised that all the swan eggs had been smashed so there were no signets this year.

Item 27:15 Mr Edwards advised that Mr Winstone would not be available to attend the Village Liaison meeting to receive his presentation.

Mr Fraser left the meeting. 
35. CLERKS REPORT DATED 6TH JULY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

P/2011/00567/CLF Retention of a single storey building housing an outdoor pizza oven and server (amended description) The Jinnie Inn, 177 Station Road.

Members believe that the building is wrongly located and does not blend in with the existing building.  Members believe that ESBC should consider putting financial penalties in place for when applicants apply for retrospective planning.

P/2011/00714/MB Crown reduction of 1 Apple tree by 20%, Cornerways Cottage, 1 Anslow Lane.

It is ESBC policy that the amount of reduction proposed should be stated in terms of the intended height and spread of the tree after pruning rather than what percentage of the overall crown is to be removed.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS (Matters arising & Clerks Report Item 2)
HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: Mrs Toon was asked to pursue this matter with ESBC.
Estate Agent Signs: Mr Wyatt advised that he had stopped and spoken to someone erecting the signs and they advised him that it is the estate agents that instruct as to where the signs are to be erected.   Mrs Toon was asked to pursue this matter with ESBC.
Planning Concerns: It was agreed to ask ESBC if planning permission was required for the following: - New Wall 21 Brookside, Picket fence Rolleston Club, New Walls Scout HQ.

SCC: It was agreed to contact SCC with members concern about how dangerous the new kerb appears to be outside The Spinney Church Road and with regards to the removal of the grass verge outside 21 Church Road.

3. NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

Mr Wyers advised that the attendance at the last five meetings had been very poor with only two people on average in attendance.  He therefore proposed that he should continue with the quarterly report at the Village Liaison meetings and neighbourhood watch meetings if required could be arranged on an ad-hoc basis.  He added that the report would also be sent to the co-ordinators via the Owl system and published in the Rollestonian.  Mr Wyers advised that the report would be compiled by him and PCSO Hardware and he believed that the information would be reaching a much wider audience than by holding meetings.  Mr Wyatt suggested that the items should be reported in the village noticeboards and the Parish Councils Facebook page.  The Parish Council supported the proposed changes.
4. CONSULTATION ON NEW SCHOOL(S) IN BURTON (Matters Arising)
Proposed new School(s): Mr. Edwards gave a report on the consultation evening which he and Mr. Chinn had attended to the Town Hall. Members noted the possible locations for a new school including, the south end of the County Farms site (off Tutbury Road) and land at Henhurst Ridge (off Henhurst Hill).  It was noted that neither of these two considered sites are within the area of the high birth rates and members would therefore question why SCC believes that parents would choose either of these two schools as their preferred choice.
It was agreed to question SCC what the consultation is about as wwe are told that the birth rate shows that a new school is required, even though the same figures were used to close Castle Park Infants and Short Street Infants 2 years ago.  Also, at the public meeting held at Burton Town Hall members were told that parents would not be consulted on the location of the school. This means that no consultation is taking place on whether a school is required or where it will be located.  Mr. Fitton was asked to raise the subject at the forthcoming Neighbourhood Forum meeting.
Schools Consultation on Foundation Status: Some discussion took place with regards to the Foundation Status and it was voiced that whilst there was no concern about the school obtaining Foundation Status there was concern about the co-operative taking on the assets and land as the land could be sold.  Mrs. Toon advised that as a School Governor she had been told that the land will belong to the County and will not be given to the Trust.  She also added that she believed Mr. Winstone; a fellow School Governor also understood this.  Mr. Edwards replied that the subject was raised at the recent consultation evening on the new school and Councillor Staples when pressed, advised that the land would be given to the trust.  The clerk read the following paragraph in the Public Consultation Leaflet, Booklet 1, Page 9, 5.1:-

“To set up the Trust, community schools are required to change their current category and become a Foundation Schools.  In acquiring Foundation Category, the Governing Body and not the Trust, will assume new responsibilities including responsibility for the employment of staff and the admission of students to the school.  In addition, the Trust will hold the land and assets in trust for the school.  Each Governing Body will retain day to day responsibility for managing the assets, as is the case in the present situation”.
The meeting was advised that there was an independent person taking the minutes at the public meeting and the clerk was asked to try and obtain a copy of the minutes as a matter of urgency.  Mrs. Toon was asked to take this up as a matter of urgency at the forthcoming Governor’s meeting.  

5. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Mr Morris advised that he believed a subcommittee should be set up after the forthcoming Alliance Meeting.  It was agreed that people should be asked at the Village Liaison meeting if they are interested in forming a group to undertake the project.

6. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

The clerk advised that details of one nomination had been sent from Ms Lees for the position of Chair and that no nominations had been received for the position of Vice Chair.  Mr Chinn advised that Parish Councillors have less of a voice than an ordinary villager as there are things as a Parish Councillor that you are not allowed to comment on.

Neighbourhood Funding Panel:  Members were asked if they wished to volunteer to be on the panel.  

Mr Edwards asked for the Parish Council Representatives to ask if grants can be given to items not on the action plan.  They were also asked to update the Neighbourhood Action plan.
7. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Paint on Jeans: It was unanimously agreed to pay Mrs Butler compensation of £25.00 to cover the cost of replacement jeans.  Mr Wyatt suggested that the barrier fencing is placed around the equipment when painting takes place in the future to prevent a reoccurrence.
Rolleston Football Club: It was noted that the football club had not replied to the clerk’s previous correspondence and agreed to write again in an attempt to obtain details of matches and recover the unpaid match fees. 

Burton Albion Supporters Club: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
8. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 11)
Mr Chinn reported on the meeting held on 6th July 2011 between Mr Edwards, Mr Chinn and Mr Richard Wedd and Mr Tom Wedd on the back of the meeting held with Taberner’s to discuss costs and methods of de-silting:- He reported as follows:-
“Discussions took place about the possibility of using farm land adjoining Brook Hollows as a storage area for silt, to avoid the high costs of removal to an alternative site.  We were informed that land drainage behind The Lawns bungalows could be compromised because of broken pipes being near to the surface, and raising of the land close to that area by spreading silt could possibly mean that flooding may occur unless the pipes were repaired – however it may be possible to avoid the area”.

“After discussions of related matters, it was said that in principle, there could be a possibility of land being used, but there would be caveats, for example, compensation for the loss of use of the land (profit on crop) the effect on the “single farm payment” and the farm would not expect to be worse off by the work – also notwithstanding these, whether the silt is acceptable due to possibility of gravel and stone content”.

“The discussions were left at this stage with the next steps (dependant on decision whether to commit to further action) to be for the Parish Council to discuss whether to approach ESBC for agreement/funding to take a test sample of silt to determine content, and to discuss further with the farmer when more information is available”.

Some discussion took place with regards to Brook Hollows.  Mr Fitton advised that he had been looking at the Localism Bill and suggested that a Charitable Trust may be able to be formed to take it on.  It was agreed that in the first instance the Parish Council should go to ESBC and ask for a meeting, following the recent discussions with Taberners and the adjacent landowner. 

9. PARISH ROOM (Matters arising)
The Parish Council were asked if in principle they supported the provision of a Parish Room.  The proposal was moved on a majority vote.  It was agreed that detailed quotations should be obtained and that long term fixed costs should also be considered.  Mr Wyatt suggested that the Parish Council also look into the utilisation of alternative resources.

10. MEETING WITH ENVIRONMENT AGENCY - PROPOSED WORKS TO BROOK (Clerks Report, Item 21)
Mr Morris advised that Mr Deacon would be undertaking the works at the Brookhouse end of Brookside on 10th August. The clerk replied that she would advise the Environment Agency.

Discussion took place on the recent meeting with Mr Farmer, from the Environment Agency.  Mrs Toon proposed that the existing weirs are either replaced as is or repaired to a decent standard.  Mr Chinn seconded the proposal and it was moved on a majority vote.

11. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS (Clerks Report, Item 22)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  It was agreed that Mr Edwards, 

Mr Chinn, Mr Morris and the clerk should attend the meeting and would meet after the forthcoming Village Liaison meeting to put together an agenda.  

12. ROLLESTON VILLAGE COUNTRY GALA
Mr Wyatt proposed, Mr Morris seconded and it was moved to donate £50.00 towards sponsorship of the classes.

13. BT PAYPHONES – ADOPT A KIOSK PROGRAMME
Members noted the details of this scheme, but it was concluded that as the village did not have a red phone box in situ, then the scheme was not applicable.

14. ANNUAL FOOTPATH WALKS (Matters Arising)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Mr Edwards advised that he was disappointed at the Parish Councils turnout on the second walk, especially as a site meeting about the hedges on Meadow View was supposed to take place during the walk.
15. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 12)
Joint Meetings: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Boundary gate: It was agreed that members would be willing to discuss this item at a joint meeting with Stretton Parish Council.
16. LAND OFF BEACON ROAD
Beacon Road:  It was agreed that nothing could be done until EON reply with information on where the easement cables have come from on the lease renewal.
Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm.

17. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Tutbury Road: Mr Toon advised that at the end of Anslow lane as you turn onto the Tutbury Road there is grass growing out of the drain by the small holdings (Matters arising).
Planters:  Mrs Toon advised that she had received some very favourable comments about the planters and advised that she had been asked for more next year.  She also added that Mr Gould had suggested that the planters on the land adjacent to Spread Eagle Island should be lined.  

Croft Tree:  Mrs Warren advised that there were some very low branches on the tree adjacent to the footpath by the Spread Eagle.  The clerk advised that the tree was the responsibility of the Spread.
Hall Road:  Mr Wyatt advised that there was an overhanging tree in someone’s garden on Hall Road. (Matters arising)
Brook Hollows:  Mr Wyatt advised that human faeces and toilet paper had been found in Brook Hollows.  
Mr Wyatt was advised that the Environmental Health Department at ESBC should be contacted directly and they would arrange for its removal.

Mr Chinn advised that he had been approached by Mrs Richardson asking for a Mulberry Tree to be planted in the village and for the jitty adjacent to the Spread Eagle to have a sign put up saying the “Twychells” which is an historic name for a jitty.

Mr Morris advised of a large overhanging tree at the Bottom of the Lawns. (Matters arising)
The Chairman asked Mr Martin to place a notice in the next issue of the Rollestonian asking for people to be conscious of headroom of trees over the footways.

Mr Morris advised that he had been approached by PCSO Hardware asking for Double Yellow lines to be installed on the junction of Station Road and School lane. 

Mr Edwards advised that one of the swings and fixtures had been stolen from the large swing at Tafflands.
Mr Edwards advised of two recent incidents relating to the bins at Craythorne, one with the bin being emptied all over the car park along with a large volume of smashed glass and a second incident where one of the bins from the play area had had its contents emptied and had been smashed to pieces.  The clerk was asked to report the latest incident to the police so that it could be logged.

19. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED
· Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and that the following correspondence had also been received:-
· 3 letters with regards to the Spread Eagle Island, to be considered at the end of the consultation period.

· Details of St Marys Advent – Friday November 25th to Monday November 28th.  Mr Wyatt agreed to take on this item and attend the meeting on Friday 16th September at 7.30pm, St Marys Church.

· The Current Position Regarding Planning Policy on Housing Requirements – Issued by ESBC 6th July 2011.  The following comments were made on the statement:-

Paragraph 7 states that developers and landowners are being encouraged to produce "Master plans" for their "strategic sites" whilst the Core Strategy progresses but what is a "strategic site”?  Paragraph 5 of the Policy Statement on Brownfield and Greenfield Land Release indicates that a "strategic site" is a preferred site identified in the SHLAA but no sites are yet designated as "preferred" so what is this about ?

Paragraph 10 states that central government requires the council to show a 5 year supply of deliverable Brownfield housing land but it doesn't. Paragraph 54 in PPS3 makes no reference to the 5 year supply of land being Brownfield, Greenfield or a mixture of the two.  

19. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED (continued)
Members believe that this statement is naïve as it costs a lot of money for a developer to prepare a master plan so they will only do so, if they believe that they will get planning permission.

Paragraph 14: Members understand that Neighbourhood Plans can be prepared in advance of the Core Strategy.

Appendix 1 

Page 2: It states that the numbers of houses listed may change as "final figures have yet to be received" and the number of houses granted outline planning permission has been omitted but may be added in later when checking is complete.  We would have thought that with data as important as this the checking and final figures would be complete before the figures were published and since the year end would appear to be April all figures must be available by now.

According to Glen Jones' e-mail dated 16th February 2011 there were 815 available Brownfield sites now 4 months later this figure has changed to 740 Brownfield sites.
