36. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

37. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mrs S. Redgrave. 
38. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
39. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th JULY 2011

The minutes of the meeting held on 11TH July 2011 were signed as a true record.
40. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

41. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that she understood that Draft pre-publication Strategic Options was now out for consultation and that ESBC would be keeping the Growth Point figure at 13,000 new homes, but that they would be extending the building period by an additional 5 years.
42. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th JULY 2011
Page 13: 32; Mr Wyatt was asked if he had obtained details of the vibrating road surface as referred to at the last meeting.  He advised that he had not yet received the details but that he would chase the matter up.

Page 14: 34; The clerk advised that she had received the following email from Deb Salt: - (matters arising)
“Apparently Pinder’s circus was spoken to and asked to remove the fly postings that were displayed on the council’s street signs, which they did, so no prosecution action was required.  The posters that were displayed on the telegraph posts however, we are unable to enforce on as they are not the property of the council.  I believe they have all been removed now any way”. 
It was agreed to ask the advice of David Duckitt as members were under the opinion that any flyposting is illegal.
42. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th JULY 2011 (continued)
Page 14: 34; The clerk advised that she had received the following email from Andrew Griffith’s Parliamentary Assistant: (Clerks report, Item 14)
“Thank you for the letter regarding enforcement of weight limits. Unfortunately, the letter arrived just after the deadline for tabling questions for Transport Questions. As the next Transport Questions session isn’t until September, Andrew is writing to the Transport Minister to raise the issue directly. I will let you know when we receive a reply”. 

35:2 Wesley Cottage: The clerk advised that she had received the following email from Jon Imber, ESBC:-“Apologies for my delay in responding to you.  I have written to the owner of the property today with a view to commencing formal enforcement proceedings”. (Clerks report, Item 14)
35:2 Planning Concerns: The clerk advised that she had received the following response from Joanne Roebuck, ESBC: - “I have passed your concerns through to the Council’s Enforcement Team who will investigate these matters and respond to you in due course”. (Clerks report, Item 14)
35:2 Estate Agent Signs: Mrs Toon advised that she had chased this with ESBC and had been advised that it was in the hands of the enforcements department. (Clerks report, Item 14)
35: 2 SCC: The clerk advised that the following response had been received via Mr Edwards from Mr Rayson: - (Clerks report, Item 14)
“I apologise for my delay in getting back to you. However, I am pleased to hear that our Operations team have now been in touch regarding the verge outside 21 Church Road. I was somewhat concerned that this had been removed, but can assure you this was not something that was done following our meeting on site and that I had no part in asking for this to be removed. I was concerned that this had been removed and was as surprised as you when this happened. It is still my intention to provide the white line as agreed and hopefully this, along with the reinstated verge will aid the situation here.  Mr Edwards advised that two bollards are now lying on the verge.”
“With regards to the kerb outside the Spinney, I am still trying to ascertain who authorised this and whether any permission was sought. I hope to get back to you shortly, but I also share your concerns over aspects of its installation”.

35:4 School Consultation:  The clerk read the following announcement from the School Newsletter, Issue 39, Date 22.07.11 which was made by Mr Andrew Bailey (Chair of Governors) and Mr Ian Bateman (Head teacher)

“Following the end of the consultation process The Governing Body of the School has met to decide on the next stage of the change of school status to a Foundation Trust.  We had a large number of responses to the questionnaires and the attendance at the parents evening was good.  Overall the response to the proposals was very positive.  The governing body spent a considerable amount of time considering the feedback from parents, children, governors, staff and other stakeholders and has decided to approve the move to Foundation Trust status.  More details will be communicated in due course, copies of the consultation process and issues raised will be made available and we will arrange a suitable event to feedback any concerns that were raised.

Mr Edwards asked Mrs Toon what would happen to the land if the school decided to leave the trust.  She advised that she understood that the land now goes to the co-operative trust but if the school does leave the co-operative that the land would return to the local authority.
35:6 Semi Rural Forum: Mr Fitton advised that the funding in hands of the panel had now been increased to £100,000 and that as members of the Parish Council neither himself nor Mr Chinn were able to become a member of the panel.  Mr Fitton advised that he was in the process of writing to Ms Lees with his concerns and issues in the Forum.  It was agreed that the Neighbourhood Plan needed to be updated and suggested that if Rolleston and Stretton Parish Councils both agreed to add the need for a radar gate at the boundary of the Jinny Trail then there was probably a good chance of securing funding towards it.
42. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th JULY 2011 (continued)
35:14 Footpath Walks: The clerk advised that she had met with Richard Collins, Rights of Way, SCC who had advised as follows: 
“Thank you for arranging the meeting last week to look at the condition of the stiles on Footpath No. 5 in Rolleston Parish.  Whilst structurally the stiles are in good order, I do appreciate that they need improving. A short term option would be to install a second step into the stiles and provide additional handholds. Alternatively I would like to improve the access by trying to get kissing gates installed. By rights we have not real powers to force the landowner to accept stiles at the present time especially as there is little wrong with them.  However, I was hoping that the Parish Council would be able to gain permission from the owner to gain access to the site and discuss the possibility for the stiles to be replaced with kissing gates. This would have the effect of improving access and improving the stock control at each site”.
The clerk advised that she asked Mr Chinn to discuss the matter with Mr Thompson, but that Mr Thompson had advised that he did not wish to enter into any discussions with the Parish council.

35:16 Land off Beacon Road:  The clerk was asked to chase Eon for a response with regards to the easement cables on the proposed new lease. (Clerks report, Item 14)
35: 17 Mr Chinn advised that Mrs Richardson had asked for a Mulberry Bush and not a Mulberry tree.
35: 17 Tutbury Road; It was noted that the drain was still blocked.
35:17 Overhanging trees: Mr Edwards advised that himself and the clerk had been out and visited two properties with overhanging trees onto the footway, speaking to one resident directly and leaving a letter for a second resident as they were not home.  He advised that the overhanging trees on the Lawns and Hall Road had not been identified.  Mr Wyatt and Mr Morris both agreed to look into this.
35: 17 Planters:  The clerk advised that payment of £666.00 had been received from the Civic Trust for their contribution towards the planters.

35: 21 Painting of play equipment: The clerk advised that the play equipment had now been painted.

43. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD AUGUST 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

P/2011/00817/CLF Erection of a part one and a half storey and single storey front and side extension and balcony, 109 Knowles Hill.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members are concerned of the loss of privacy to 130 Beacon Road, due to the proposed balcony.  Members are also concerned that this property has already undergone substantial development and ESBC policy states that any extensions should be subservient to the original property.

P/2011/00622/CEH External Alterations including the erection of a front porch, installation of a new roof light and replacement windows, and rebuilding of east and south walls, 5 Bladons Yard.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS

P/2011/00568/CEH Installation of a sun pipe, Bank House, 36 Lodge Hill.

P/2011/00554/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 75 Meadow View.

P/2011/00507/CEH Conversion of integral garage to form additional living accommodation, The Lodge, Chapel Lane.

P/2011/00714/MB Crown Reduction of 1 Apple tree by 20%, Cornerways Cottage, 1 Anslow Lane.

3. DRAFT NATIONAL PLANNING POLICY FRAMEWORK

It was agreed to contact Chris Bowden, to see if he would be commenting on the document.  It was agreed to establish the closing date for comments to be submitted and arrange an extra meeting of the Parish Council accordingly.
4. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
It was agreed that a subcommittee should be set up to undertake the plan and that the Civic Trust had agreed to become involved.  Mr Fitton, Mr Morris and Mr Chinn agreed to be on the subcommittee.  It was agreed that a flier should be circulated to all homes inviting interested parties to a public meeting to be held at the beginning of October.  
It was agreed that Rolleston needs a Health Facility and Pharmacy as the current Doctors surgeries indicated to be serving Rolleston via the ESBC website were not sustainable.

5. LOCALISM BILL
Mr Fitton asked if in principle members would be interested into looking into the possibility of contracting out the planning from the local planning authority and suggested that the Parish Council could employ someone to undertake the planning.  It was agreed that thoughts of the Alliance of Parish Councils should be obtained at the next Alliance meeting.

6. PROPOSAL TO EMPOWER LOCAL COUNCILS
It was unanimously agreed that all members supported this proposal.

7. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS & VILLAGE GREEN SIGN (Clerks report, Item 6)
Mr Wyatt proposed, Mr Toon seconded and it was agreed to have a Village Green sign for the Croft to be incorporated with the existing Byelaws sign.

It was agreed that Mr Morris and Mr Wyatt should come up with some proposals and costing’s for signs at the Village gateways for the next meeting.

8. MOBILE PHONE FOR THE CLERK
Some discussion took place with regards to the need for a mobile phone for the clerk.  The clerk advised that she did not feel that it would be necessary.

9. PUBLIC OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks report, Item 7)
Mrs Toon was asked to take this matter up with ESBC as they seemed to be failing in their responsibility to ensure that works to the wall were completed and the 106 agreement money paid to the Parish Council.

10. RECREATIONAL (Clerks report, Item 8)
Members discussed the email that had been received from Mr & Mrs Hayes with regards to littering left behind by football teams using Craythorne Field on Saturday mornings.  It was agreed to forward the email to Rolleston Football Club and ask if they could shed any light on which clubs may be using the facilities without permission.
11. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks report, Item 14)
Members noted that a meeting had taken place with Mr Costiff, ESBC and Miss Lees, ESBC and Mr Edwards reported that a consultant to be appointed to provide professional judgements on the options for the site, including sustainability and approx. costing’s. This is with specific reference to the water area of the site. ESBC have agreed to fund this report up to a maximum of £3000.  It was noted that a further meeting would be held late September/October.
With regards the memorial bench in theory this request is supported by ESBC but will be subject to outstanding considerations (e.g. Health & Safety). With this in mind, it was agreed that a formal proposal on the memorial bench be sent to Rebecca. This is to include details of the bench and its preferred location. Upon receiving this, Rebecca will consider the proposal with the appropriate departments and respond accordingly. 

12. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Mrs Toon, Mrs Warren and Mr Chinn agreed that they would like to take part in the joint meetings with Stretton with regards to the Jinny Trail.

13. COMPLETION OF THE ANNUAL AUDIT
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

14. CODE OF CONDUCT

It was agreed to clarify if the proposed training was for the existing standards, and if so concluded that there was no requirement.
15. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Miss Johns advised that she hoped to go and speak to youths using the playgrounds with regards to facilities etc. The clerk asked her to also ask to see if anyone was interested in becoming a Youth Representative.
· Mrs Toon advised that she had received complaints about the parking around 3 & 5 Marston Lane.

· Mrs Toon advised that she had received complaints about the overgrown state of the land adjacent to 4 Marston Lane.

· Mrs Toon advised that she had received a complaint about the speed hump outside the garage and that she had reported this to SCC who had advised that the bumps were the regulatory height.

· Mrs Toon advised that she had reported the damaged footway on the corner of Glebe Close and Marston Lane directly to SCC.

· Mr Toon reported the dead tree in Brook Hollows, directly opposite the co-op.

· Mr Morris advised that Mr Deacon was starting work on the Brook adjacent to the Brookhouse on 10th August and that he had advised that the job was likely to take two days.

· Mr Fitton reported a burnt out mattress on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field.

· Mr Chinn advised that one of the footpath signs on Tafflands had been vandalised.  The clerk replied that she had received a message from Rev Whitehead advising that he had two SCC signs in his garden.  It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon if he could repair the sign.

It was agreed to suspend standing orders.
