43. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

44. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J Morris, Mr J. Wyatt and Mr A. Fitton. 
45. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
46. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8th AUGUST 2011

The minutes of the meeting held on 8TH August 2011 were signed as a true record.
47. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

48. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that the Borough Council would be undertaking the refurbishment of play areas within the Borough.
49. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8th AUGUST 2011
Page 20, Item 42: The clerk advised that she had received the following email from David Duckitt, ESBC:-

“The wardens don’t have the power to remove fly postings from other people’s property. However you are quite right that, as a Council, we do have the power to take enforcement action against fly posting. Currently we ordinarily give 48 hours’ notice to remove and prosecute if they are not removed during that time.  I note from the email trail that the postings have now been removed. In future, if you are concerned about fly posting, please contact our environmental health team directly”.

Page 21, Item 42: The clerk advised that she had received the following email from Andrew Bailey, Chair of Governors, John of Rolleston Primary School:-

“Further to the School's change of status to become part of the Burton Co-operative Learning Trust Foundation, the Governors have agreed to take this forward and we have therefore entered a period of statutory notice prior to the actual change of status.   With this in mind I have attached a copy of the Statutory Notice for you and the Council, there posted in the village for the pubic to view”. 

 

1. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8th AUGUST 2011 (continued)
Page 21, Item 42 (continued): “Ian and I are conscious that this is a change for the school and the local community may have concerns over its implications. We have consulted widely so far and would be willing to discuss the changes with the Parish Council should you wish us to. I understand you have a meeting coming up in September which coincides with the consultation period which runs to early October. Please let me know if you would like one of us to attend a future meeting or if you have any other concerns or issues you would like to discuss”.

Mr Edwards advised that he is concerned that the land is being given to the Trust.  Mrs Toon advised that she understood that the school could come out of the trust if they find that it is not suited to their needs or is not working out.  Mr Phillips advised that he is also a governor and the advice that was given by County Officials is that the school would have better protection by becoming part of the trust and that there is a greater protection of the property and the land than if they were still under SCC control.

Page 22, Item 42: The clerk advised that she had received the following letter dated 8th August 2011 from SCC with regards to the section 53 application to have footpath 18 added to the definitive map:-

“Whilst I understand your wish to resolve this matter as quickly as possible I am unable to give you a timescale as to how long it will take for this Section 53 Application to be processed.  The County Council has accrued a considerable backlog of applications for modification orders to be determined and very limited staff resources to deal with this work.  It is consequently likely to be some time before the matter is considered”.

Page 22, Item 42: Mrs Toon advised that she and Mrs Warren would be carrying out the winter planting of the boxes during the middle of October.

Page 22, Item 42: 21 Church Road, Verge The Spinney, Church Road: Mr Edwards proposed, Mr Chinn seconded and it was moved to write to Mike Maryon with regards to the outstanding issues as correspondence had not been forthcoming from Mr Rayson. (Clerks Report, Item 17)
Rollestonian:  Mr Edwards made reference to the article in the Rollestonian written by Mr Barnett, Chairman Civic Trust inviting people to become involved in writing the neighbourhood development plan.  He asked for a representative from the Civic Trust if they could clarify if the Civic Trust were working in partnership with the Parish Council as the Parish Council are the recognised body to undertake the plan.  Mrs Sanderson replied that she understood that the Civic Trust was working in line with the Parish Council.  Mr Edwards advised that there is a lot of conflict between the National and Local advice that is being given out.  Mr Edwards requested that people draw up a wish list for 3rd October meeting as a way to start moving forwards.  It was asked if there is a description on the procedure as to how the plan should be formed and what should and shouldn’t be on it.  
Page 24, Item 11: Brook Hollows:  It was noted that the request for a memorial bench had been approved by ESBC. (Clerks Report, Item 19)
The clerk advised that she had received the following update from Rebecca Lees with regards to Brook Hollows:-

“Just a quick update on the current position of employing an environmental consultant to look at Brook Hollows.  As you know, I have contacted 3 consultants and was waiting on responses from 2. I had hoped to be emailing you with the quotations this week but unfortunately this is not the case. I received a quotation and method statement from one consultant, however the further two companies that I spoke with have both declined to quote for the project”.

“I have been given details of two further consultants to try but as you can appreciate, this has delayed the project. I will ensure that you are provided with the quotations and information from these consultants as soon as I receive it but as yet I have not met on site to brief them. In the meantime, if you have details of any potential consultants or wish to suggest that I contact any based on your personal research then please forward me this information as soon as possible”.
49. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8th AUGUST 2011 (continued)

Page 24, Item 14: Code of Conduct:  It was noted that the PC would be responsible for producing its own code of conduct when the localism bill comes into effect March/April 2012 and that the Parish Council should start looking at producing a code of conduct. (Clerks Report, Item 12)
Page 25, Item 18: The clerk advised that communication had been received from Mr Wyatt proposing Iceland for the Parish Councils theme for the Advent festival.  This proposal was unanimously agreed.

50. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH SEPTEMBER 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS
Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report.

The clerk advised that P/2011/00546/CEH & P/2011/00547/CEH were to be considered by the planning applications committee on Monday 19th September and that as an objector the Parish Council had been invited to speak.  Mr Edwards agreed to speak on behalf of the Parish Council.

3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES (Clerks Report, Item 3)
It was noted that there were two vacancies and that expressions of interest had been received for both vacancies.  It was moved that following the advice received from SLCC the vacancies should be advertised in the village noticeboards.
4. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

It was agreed that this was too big of item to be discussed on the agenda and that a meeting should be held on Monday 17th October following the Village Liaison meeting to discuss the correspondence received and the way forward.  

5. TRANSFER OF ALLOTMENTS FROM ESBC TO PARISH COUNCILS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed to chase Mr Hovers and ask him to define what the legal position is that states that the allotments should be passed to Parish Councils.  Mr Martin registered his dissatisfaction that he had not been invited to the meeting.  Mr Edwards replied that the meeting had been called by ESBC and until that meeting took place it was unclear as to what the meeting was to be about.
6. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
In the absence of Mr Morris and Mr Wyatt this matter was deferred until the October meeting.
7. PUBLIC OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Mrs Toon advised that she had spoken to planning and that they were trying to resolve the matter ASAP.
8. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Shelter: Mr Toon proposed, Mrs Warren seconded and it was unanimously agreed that the shelter should be removed and stored until an alternative use for it could be found.
Elizabeth Avenue Play Area Railings:  It was agreed to replace the missing railings and to ask Mr Deacon to weld round the bottom of all the existing rails.
Skate Ramp Graffiti:  It was agreed to leave the graffiti.
Burnt out Mattress, Elizabeth Avenue:  It was noted that this had now been removed.
Drinking on Elizabeth Avenue:  Members noted the details of this item.

· Mr Toon reported that the willow trees along Burnside needed trimming.

· Ms Johns advised that she had crossed Tafflands at the weekend and that there was a lot of youths there enjoying the facilities.

· Mrs Warren advised that there had been no change to the overgrown land adjacent to 4 Marston Lane.

· Mr Chinn advised that Mrs Crisp had complained about the dog fouling along Burnside.
· Mr Edwards advised that he had attended the meeting at the Beacon Hotel re building on Tutbury Road/Harehedge Lane and that although the meeting involved three Parish Councils none of them had been invited by the organisers of the meeting to attend.
