CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 10TH OCTOBER 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/1065/JI Erection of a two storey side extension and porch, Lane End Farm, Rolleston Lane, Tutbury.

P/2011/00849/JI Erection of first floor front extension including a dormer extension, side and rear extensions to living accommodation and a detached double garage and garden store, 35 Burnside.

P/2011/01077/JI Reduction of new growth to walnut and oak by 10% (TPO 24), Hilltop, South Hill.
P/2011/01133/JPM Erection of a single storey rear extension (amended scheme) Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane.

P/2011/01121/JPM Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and a single storey rear extension including the installation of solar panels, 10 Walford Road.
It was necessary to comment on the following application prior to this meeting:-

P/2011/01105/JPM Felling of 2 Leylandi trees, East Lodge, 9 Church Road

Members do not consider the trees to be of value and so have no objection to their removal.  However, as they are in a prominent position they would like to see them replaced with something else green, such as a small deciduous tree.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS

P/2011/00769/CEH Crown lifting of overhanging boundary branches to a height of 5 metres above ground level of one Mirabelle plum tree, 34 Church Road.

The following application has been refused:-

P/2011/00817/CLF Erection of a part one and a half storey and single storey front and side extension and balcony, 

109 Knowles Hill.

4. TRANSFER OF ALLOTMENTS FROM ESBC TO PARISH COUNCILS
The following email has been received from Michael Hovers, ESBC:-

“Please see below an update on the question posed around the allotment transfer.  Costs to the Borough Council of the Rolleston allotment over the past 2 years have been £401.10.  The Parish Council would need to take out insurances; however the allotment would be required to have their own insurance.”
 
4. TRANSFER OF ALLOTMENTS FROM ESBC TO PARISH COUNCILS (continued)

“The Borough Council does not anticipate the need for Parish Council’s to incur legal fees. However, should the Parish wish to seek legal advice then ay costs incurred will be the Parish Councils.  The actual acts and legislation are a combination of the Allotment Acts 1908 to 1950, the Local Government Parish & Parish Councils regulations 1999 regulation 10, and the Local Government & Ratings Act 1997 section 14”.
The clerk replied to Mr Hovers advising that other questions had also been asked and remained unanswered, a copy of his response is as follows:-

“The £401.10 relates to the grant for the Allotment, copies are being put together of allotment leases for the Parish Councils. We are seeking legal advice on the situation for Rolleston and the cemetery.  I will come back to you about the Land registry question”
 
5. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS

6. PUBLIC OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE
It is understood that Mr Sherratt, ESBC will be signing off the necessary documents and passing it to ESBC Legal Team so that payment of the £10,000 106 Agreement money can be processed.

9. LOCALISM – NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The following email has been received via Stretton Parish Council:-

As you are all well aware as part of the Localism Bill Parish Councils can prepare a Neighbourhood Development Plan for their parish.  This plan would identify green space, building land and can identify other land which could be designated for other use e.g. school / cemetery.  The Department of Communities and Local Government (DCLG) are inviting applications from Local Authorities each for £20,000 to assist in the delivery of a Neighbourhood Development Plan.  The next closing date for applications is 4th November.  When the Localism Bill becomes enacted, expected to be April 2012, this revenue stream will cease and Parish’s will have to fund these plans themselves.

Stretton are considering developing a plan and have been discussing this with a local Planning Consultancy firm – Planning Resolved.  Mr Will Holloway, the MD, has already met with ESBC to discuss the above and ESBC have agreed that Planning Resolved (being an independent company) can negotiate with Parish Councils to formalise applications.   Will is more than happy to discuss this further with your Parish Council and attached is a brochure that he has prepared.  If you are interested in developing a plan then please register your interest to Will or to me as soon as possible so that the application can be made well in advance of the November 4th deadline.  The application form will then be completed by Planning Resolved and approved by ESBC.  This is a great opportunity for us to have our say, especially as the Core Strategy for ESBC has yet to be decided.

11. PROPOSAL TO EMPOWER LOCAL COUNCILS

The following email has been received from Steve Shaw, National co coordinator of local works:-

The proposal made by Leiston-cum-Sizewell Town Council to empower Parish and Town Councils when assessing major planning applications needs the support of MPs. So I am contacting to you to ask for your help.  Firstly, thank you to your council for supporting the proposal. An astonishing 1,100 Parish and Town Councils have now done so, along with national organisations such as the National Federation of Women’s Institutes and the National Trust.

This widespread support from across the country has led to the start of constructive negotiations with the civil servants of Localism Minister, Greg Clark.  However, despite this good progress we are aware that there is resistance amongst certain Whitehall officials. So it would be great if MPs contacted Greg Clark and urged him to agree the proposal. We would really appreciate your help with making this happen.

 ACTION - Please help urgently
1. Please write to, or email, your MP on behalf of your council asking them to “Please write to Localism Minister, Greg Clark, asking him to please agree to implement the planning reform proposal to empower Parish and Town Councils submitted by Leiston-cum-Sizewell Town Council under the Sustainable Communities Act.”, and also
2. Please ask your Councillors to write to, or email, their MP too in the same way - the more letters or emails MPs receive the better!  Note: You can find your MP’s contact details here: http://findyourmp.parliament.uk

We have had an amazing number of responses from many Parish and Town Councils across the country where they have described the boxes of documents they receive when having to consider large planning applications - the problem is clearly happening all over the country.  I emphasise that the proposal enables and empowers Parish and Town Councils if they wish; they are not required to do anything. It would help councillors when making recommendations on large planning applications. 

12. CODE OF CONDUCT

The following advice has been received from SLCC:-

The Localism Bill is progressing through Parliament but has been subject to some amendments and one area in particular that NALC has made representation on is the removal of the code of conduct which members in the House of Lords are supporting. Accordingly it is unlikely that the Act will be the same as the Bill, therefore neither SLCC nor NALC are developing contingencies as to do so is impossible. There will be announcements from both SLCC and NALC once it has been made into an Act.

15. SCC & STOKE ON TRENT CITY COUNCIL JOINT WASTE CORE STRATEGY 2010 - 2026

Staffordshire County Council and Stoke-on-Trent City Council Joint Waste Core Strategy 2010- 2026 Submission Draft (Regulation 27 Publication Document)
 I am pleased to inform you that The Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent Joint Waste Core Strategy 2010- 2026 Submission Draft (Regulation 27 Publication Document) has been approved for consultation purposes by both Staffordshire County Council and Stoke-on-Trent City Council. Consultation on the document will commence on 23 September 2011 and run until 4.30pm on 4 November 2011, in order for representations to be made prior to submission. The Joint Waste Core Strategy will then be formally submitted to the Secretary of State for Public Examination by an independent Inspector. All representations received by the Councils during the representation period will be considered by the Inspector alongside the published Joint Waste Core Strategy.

 Our records indicate you have previously requested to be involved in the formal consultation process on planning documents.  The consultation document, representation form, guidance note on the representation procedure, together with a number of supporting documents are available to view via our e-consultation portal http://consult.staffordshire.gov.uk/portal, or to download from the County Council website www.staffordshire.gov.uk/wcs. You will receive an automatic reminder e-mail when the consultation period starts. We have also printed a limited number of the documents which will be available for inspection at libraries throughout Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent, at the Civic Centre in Stoke, at County Council offices at St. Chad’s and Riverway in Stafford, and at Borough and District Council offices in Staffordshire. The strategy is also available on CD on request.  Please note that a charge of £15.00 will apply for requested printed copies. 

 The Joint Waste Core Strategy is being produced jointly by Staffordshire County Council and Stoke-on-Trent City Council.  The County Council is however handling all of the responses on behalf of both Councils. Representations can be completed using the Staffordshire County Council Planning Policy Consultation Portal http://consult.staffordshire.gov.uk/portal.  It is also possible to send your representations by email, by downloading a form from the Staffordshire County Council website at www.staffordshire.gov.uk/wcs and forwarding your response via email to us at planning@staffordshire.gov.uk.  Alternatively the form can be photocopied to make further copies and completed written representations can be posted to:  Planning, Policy & Development Control, Staffordshire County Council

Please note that this is the last opportunity to comment on the Joint Waste Core Strategy.  The Regulation 27 publication document is the version of the strategy that the Councils intend to submit to the Secretary of State.  The representations submitted will be forwarded to the Secretary of State.  He will then appoint an Inspector, who will hold an ‘Examination’ to consider whether the strategy complies with the legal requirements and is ‘sound’.  All representations must relate to the ‘Tests of Soundness’ set out by the Government.  A representation form and guidance note on the representation procedure is available to help you frame your comments and to explain what is meant by ‘sound’.

It is essential that you respond no later than 4.30pm on 4 November 2011. It is possible that later comments may not be accepted by the Inspector.

16. RAINBOW WASTE

The following email has been received from Chris Hill, Director, Rainbow Waste in response to the Parish Council withholding payment for the invoice for the supply of one new bin, two sets of locks and chains at Craythorne.

The locks and chains were bought from Massey’s at Woodville where we have an account. We do not have time to go around pound shops obtaining the best price for a small quantity of locks and chains. I will be more than willing to allow you to have my permission to examine our account at Massey’s at their Woodville shop to show you that we have not over charged you. Regarding the suggestion that we take the chain and locks and then re-supply them to you at a cost is not right and I am upset that this could be suggested.

RAINBOW WASTE (continued)
I deal with over 2000 customers every week and have never been dishonest in any way whatsoever. I am constantly surprised at what children and some adults do to find amusement whilst out. We have continually supplied chains and locks at no cost in the past, but as you can appreciate, we cannot afford to do so indefinitely. 

Whilst on this matter, when your waste comes back here to be sorted, we constantly have to sort through dog muck, when we are supplying the bins for general waste only. I would appreciate it if you could look into this to see if anything can be done.  I look forward to receiving your response on the matter

17. HIGHWAYS
The following email has been received from Mr Aitken, Meadow View for consideration:-

“Can I please ask you to bring to the attention of the Parish Council a serious safety hazard at the junction of Meadow View and Station Road?” 

“Early this (Sunday) afternoon I was shaken but fortunate enough to avoid a collision with a cycle being ridden on the Station Road footpath by a girl of 10 to12 years, travelling  in the direction of the village. Crossing the junction without looking and  riding at some speed, there was no question of her being able to stop to avoid a collision (neither did she try).  The curb has been lowered on both sides here, allowing cyclists to cross without having to slow. More importantly, although the developers of Meadow View complied with a requirement to provide a visibility splay at this point, visibility of traffic on Station Road to the right is obscured, totally in the case of the footpath, by high shrubbery. Regular drivers are (or should be) aware of this hazard and approach the junction with caution, especially at school opening times- but thankfully- as a matter of habit at other times.  There has been no accident of which I am aware at this point; fortunately, excited children on foot, running on to the road, as happens, can stop in time to avoid an accident but a speeding cyclist has no such chance.  The attention of the Council to the question of visibility in relation to the original requirement would be appreciated”.

As I will no longer be with the Authority after October, I am keen to see this project through and get this piece of work underway as soon as possible.  If you have a clear favourite of the two quotations, please let me know and I will prepare the next steps. Attached for review is a copy of both of the quotations received.
