51. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

52. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J. Wyatt and Ms A. Johns. 
53. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
54. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12th SEPTEMBER 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 12TH September 2011 were signed as a true record.
55. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 19TH SEPTEMBER 2011

The minutes of the meeting held on 19th September 2011 were signed as a true record.

56. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

57. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon did not make a report to the meeting.

58. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 12TH SEPTEMBER 2011
Page 28, 21: Mr Morris proposed, Mr Fitton seconded and it was moved to invite Mr Bailey, Chair of Governors and Mr Bateman, Head teacher John of Rolleston Primary School to the next Parish Council meeting to discuss the new Foundation status and the implications with the land ownership.  It was agreed that should they be able to attend, then the next meeting should commence at 7.15pm. (Agenda Item 4)
Page 28, 22: It was agreed that the Civic Trust should liaise with Mrs Toon and Mrs Warren as they would be undertaking the planting on Wednesday 12th October.

Page 30, Item 9:  It was noted that the land had been tidied up and was now up for sale.

Page 32, Item 14:  The clerk advised that she had spoken to Vintage Inns Head Office and they had advised that it was very unlikely that they would be willing to lease the redundant RBL Room at the Spread Eagle, but asked the clerk to put something in writing so the request could be considered.  The clerk advised that she had done this, but to date had not received a response. (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Page 32, Item 14:  The clerk advised that she had written again to Wragge & Co as no response had been received to her previous correspondence. She also added that the Local Land Searches were currently being undertaken by ESBC and were due to be completed by 14th October, so the application to the Land Registry could then be resubmitted. (Clerks Report, Item 4)
59. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 19TH SEPTEMBER 2011

Item 3;  The meeting was advised that due to the time spent considering the Draft Core Strategy, that there had not been an opportunity to discuss the Parish Councils response to the Draft National Planning Policy Framework consultation.  Mr Edwards had therefore circulated a proposed response which members were asked to consider.  Members were asked to forward any additional comments to the clerk for inclusion.

CLERK’S REPORT DATED 3RD OCTOBER 2011:-
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-
P/2011/1065/JI Erection of a two storey side extension and porch, Lane End Farm, Rolleston Lane, Tutbury.

No objection.

P/2011/00849/JI Erection of first floor front extension including a dormer extension, side and rear extensions to living accommodation and a detached double garage and garden store, 35 Burnside.

No objection.

P/2011/01077/JI Reduction of new growth to walnut and oak by 10% (TPO 24), Hilltop, South Hill.

Members are unable to comment on the above application, as they are unable to identify the site.
P/2011/01133/JPM Erection of a single storey rear extension (amended scheme) Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  The previous permission (P/2011/00566/CEH) was granted by ESBC with planning conditions, which includes the following:-

 

"The doors in the south east elevation shall be permanently glazed in a minimum of level 4 obscure glass and non-opening. Reason: To safeguard the privacy of occupiers of the adjoining property in accordance with East Staffordshire Local Plan Saved Policy H6".

 

Members therefore object to the fence being built in order to release the condition.  In addition, whilst the application form states that work has not started, members of the Parish Council believe it has and objects to retrospective planning applications.  It is also understood that some trees have been removed without the necessary planning consent.

P/2011/01121/JPM Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and a single storey rear extension including the installation of solar panels, 10 Walford Road.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council are concerned that the applicants will be building on the boundary.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and that the following applications had also been permitted:-
P/2011/00968/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, Woodlea, 18 Lodge Hill

P/2011/00959/CLF Tip prune lateral growth away from adjacent property and crown thin by up to 30%, 

19 Station Road.

P/2011/00942/CLF Felling of 2 Poplar trees, St Marys Close, Church Road.

P/2011/00622/CEH External alteration including the erection of a front porch, installation of a new roof light and replacement windows, and rebuilding of east and south walls, 5 Bladons Yard.

P/2011/00874/JPM Installation of solar panels to the South facing roof slope, 7 Shotwood Close

It was agreed to chase ESBC with regards to the planning concerns which were sent to them in July.
3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES

Mr Toon proposed, Mr Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed that Mr Davies should be co-opted onto the Parish Council.
Mrs Toon proposed, Mr Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed that Mr Sanderson should be co-opted onto the Parish Council.

4. TRANSFER OF ALLOTMENTS FROM ESBC TO PARISH COUNCILS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
 

5. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS
Mr Morris advised that he had investigated the feasibility of oak signs, but they were approximately £1,400 per sign plus fitting.  He therefore proposed and it was moved that the item was deferred and revisited in the future.
6. PUBLIC OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE
It was noted that this item was in the hands of the Legal Department, ESBC and agreed that the matter should be chased before the November Parish Council meeting.
7. DIAMOND JUBILEE

It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to donate £500.00 towards the purchase of commemoration medals to be presented to the village School children for the Queens Jubilee.
Mr Fitton advised that the Vulcan bomber would be undertaking flypasts as part of the Jubilee celebrations and suggested that RODSEC should be made aware of this as they may wish to put in an application.

8. COMMUNITY CARBON CHALLENGE

This item was deferred as Mr Wyatt had submitted his apologies for the meeting.
9. LOCALISM – NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 10)
The clerk read the following email which had been received from Philip Somerfield:-
“In response to your email of 27th September I wanted to write to help provide an update on the process and issues related to the opportunity for East Staffordshire Borough Council to apply for funding from Government for ‘front runner’ status on neighbourhood planning.  The intention of Communities and Local Government (CLG) is that this scheme be used to encourage Local Planning Authorities to gain insight into how neighbourhood planning is likely to work in practice, and their vision is that Local Authorities undertake a planning project with an interested Parish Council in advance of the Localism Bill receiving Royal Assent.  Any application would need to include statements from the Parish Council expressing their enthusiasm for the project, and confirming that they will take responsibility for taking it forward under the guidance of the Local Authority”. 

“Any funding received from CLG would come with expectations that the Local Authority would provide ‘reasonable guidance and technical assistance’, and also ‘appoint a suitably qualified professional to undertake an independent examination’ of any planning document produced.  As you may be aware, up to £20,000 is available from the CLG towards this work, payable to the Local Authority.  
“It is likely that a proportion of that funding will be needed to help meet the costs of securing the Independent Examiner of whatever document is produced In any event, £20,000 may be unlikely to fully fund a Neighbourhood Plan, including the consultation, analysis and technical work required, so further local resources may be needed to successfully deliver a Neighbourhood Plan”. 

“We are aware that a number of Parish Councils in East Staffordshire are interested in the Borough Council applying on their behalf for this funding to help support preparation of a Neighbourhood Plan.  Based on our current understanding of the levels of interest, there eight Parish Councils keen to take this forward.  The Council is supportive of involving neighbourhoods and communities as much as possible in the local planning process”.  
9. LOCALISM – NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (continued)
“However, our limited planning resources are very stretched at the moment, and the Government is clear that the preparation of an up to date Core Strategy/Local Plan remains the highest priority for local authorities.  In light of the constraints facing the Council’s Planning Department, and based on our understanding of the intentions behind this national ‘front runners’ initiative, we will need to condition any support we give to an application on behalf of a Parish Council, and be clear at the outset about the extent of our involvement”.  

“The Council’s priority remains to ensure we produce a new Core Strategy/Local Plan in a timely fashion, and are already working hard to have a Submission Draft out in the early spring of 2012, with an Examination later during the same year, and adoption of the Plan expected early in 2013.  We would therefore expect any Parish Council to lead the Neighbourhood Planning process with a small amount of input from the Local Authority, and we would want to identify specific points or milestones at which we provide comments or guidance.  We would not be able to commit to a regular or on-going role in driving forward the Neighbourhood Plan – that role would have to be taken by the Parish Council”.  

“It remains our view that Neighbourhood Plans are required to be in general conformity with the Core Strategy/Local Plan.  They are to help shape how the Plan will be delivered in a particular neighbourhood or locality, and to identify local priorities and opportunities, but cannot be used to block or undermine that Strategy.  As a result of this relationship, it is clear to us that any draft Neighbourhood Plan will need to be at least in tandem with if not follow the Draft Core Strategy. Perhaps the submissions will lead to a clarification on this”.

“Subject to resolving the issues described above, East Staffordshire Borough Council is prepared to submit an application on behalf of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council and all other parishes who request our support. Dependant on how successful these submissions are we will ultimately have to decide on how to prioritise and programme our support between neighbourhood plans. Can you confirm that the Parish Council remains committed to this bid and that it will take it forward under the guidance of the local authority”?
Some discussion took place around Mr Somerfield’s letter and it was agreed that the clerk should submit a letter to ESBC advising that the Parish Council were enthusiastic to undertake a plan and that a steering group had been formed and would be meeting week commencing 17th October.  It was also agreed that it should be added that the Parish Council had been in contact with ESBC since March 2011 asking to become the recognised body to undertake the plan and that although we understood that there were now several parish Councils within the Borough looking to undertake the plan, it was Rolleston Parish Council that had made the Borough Council aware of the Front runner grants and had asked for an application to be submitted on their behalf before the other parish councils.

Mr Edwards made a report on the Neighbourhood Development Plan Meeting held on 3rd October 2011 as follows:-

“The Parish Council organised a public meeting on the 3rd October 2011 to discuss the setting up of a steering group to formulate a Neighbourhood Development Plan. Approximately 200 villagers turned up so the meeting was transferred from the school room to the church.  An overview of Neighbourhood Development Plans was given along with an outline of the current situation which included the Parish Council’s so far unsuccessful attempts at being accepted by ESBC as an appropriate body to produce such a plan”.

“Lots of questions and clarifications followed and it was decided not to tie the steering group down to a specific wish list. During these questions a Will Holloway the managing director of Planning Resolved Ltd, a planning consultancy based in Stretton repeated his offer to help us produce a plan with his fee being covered by the ‘front runner’ grant if we are lucky enough to be given one. ESBC have agreed to apply for a grant on our behalf but this needs chasing”.

“A steering group was formed including members of the Parish Council, Rolleston Civic Trust and residents from the village. This steering group now needs to meet as soon as possible to determine how it is to function along with a time frame.  It was discussed that terms of reference, a Chair, Vice Chair and treasurer would need to be agreed at the first meeting”.
It was agreed that the first meeting of the steering group should be held on Thursday 20th, commencing 7.30pm.  
Mr Fitton submitted his apologies for this meeting.

10. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Annual Playground Inspections:  Members reviewed the Play Safety Inspection Report carried out by Play Safety and agreed that the following actions should be taken:-
Meadow View

Page 3 of 14, repair broken gate

Page 6 of 14; tighten loose swing seat eye bolts

Elizabeth Avenue

Page 3 of 23, it was noted that the shelter had now been removed eliminating the risk.

Page 4 of 23, it was agreed to build up the ground levels to remove the trip hazard by the gate.

Page 6 of 23, Basketball, it was agreed to cut off and file down the projecting bolt thread to remove the sharp edges.

Page 6 of 23: Members noted the recommendation for a sign at the basketball area.

Page 9 of 23:  Re grind rails not reaching ground.  It was discussed that this is how the item had been since installation and concluded that a risk assessment should be carried out.

Page 11 of 23:  It was noted that the barriers were less than the required height of 1.2metres.
Page 14 of 23:  Damaged steps on slide:  Mr Edwards agreed to look at this item with a view to the possible replacement of the damaged steps.

Page 15 of 23:  It was noted that there was some chain wear on the swings and agreed to monitor and replace at 40% wear.

Tafflands

Page 3 of 22:  Mr Edwards agreed to look at the sign.

Page 5 of 22:  It was agreed that the sharp edges should be ground off.

Page 6 of 22:  It was agreed to replace the missing hand held and replace the missing bolt.

Page 7 of 22:  It was agreed not to take any action at the present time.

Page 9 of 22:  It was agreed that a chisel should be used to take off the end shake.

Page 10 of 22: It was agreed to cut off and file down the projecting bolt threads.

Page 11 of 22:  Mr Edwards agreed to look at this item.

Page 13 of 22:  It was agreed to tighten up the loose swing seats and eye bolts.

Page 14 of 22: It was agreed that a risk assessment should be carried out with regards to the height of the zip wire seats as if they were lowered you would hit the ground due to the land gradient.  It was noted that both seats needed replacing.

Rolleston Football Club:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Elizabeth Avenue Shelter: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Pigeon deterrents on swings at Elizabeth Avenue: It was noted that this matter was outstanding.
Mound/Slide Tafflands:  Mr Davies agreed to have a look at the mound to see if he could come up with a proposal for the next meeting.
11. PROPOSAL TO EMPOWER LOCAL COUNCILS

Members unanimously agreed that we should write to our MP.

12. CODE OF CONDUCT

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
13. MAINTENANCE OF CRAYTHORNE WOOD (Clerks Report, Item 9)
It was agreed that Mr Deacon should be asked to cut some branches on the trees hanging over the walkways.  It was agreed that members should take a look in the woods before the next meeting, so that an agreement can be made with regards to the thinning out of some trees.
Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm.
14. PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS 

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  It was unanimously agreed to transfer £20,000 into a high interest account for a period of 12 months, as the term had recently expired on the £15,000 that was transferred in September 2010 and as a result this sum plus interest had been transferred back into the Parish Council Accounts.
15. SCC & STOKE ON TRENT CITY COUNCIL JOINT WASTE CORE STRATEGY 2010 – 2026

Mr Fitton agreed to have a look at this document.

16. RAINBOW WASTE

Members noted the contents of the email received from Rainbow Waste and agreed that we should write back and say that we didn’t suggest that they were doing anything underhand, simply that we do not feel that the locks and chains were of a very good quality.  It was also agreed that we should remark that the bins are very dirty and that there is nothing specific within the contract with regards to what waste should go in the bins.

It was agreed that the replacement bin should be paid for, but that the invoice for the locks and chains should remain in dispute.  

17. HIGHWAYS
Mr Edwards read the following email which had been received from James Bailey, Commissioner for the Built County, SCC:-

	“Thank you for your recent email to Cllr. Mike Maryon.  I have now investigated and can provide the following status report to each item in turn”:-
Verge, The Spinney, Church Road:  I understand that the Parish Council have been advised that this matter requires investigation with the local planning authority in order to ascertain whether planning permission has been granted for this kerb in association with other works.  This is on-going. However, a local inspection by highways officers identified no immediate safety concerns and consequently a low priority relative to other investigations. However, I have now asked Richard Rayson to follow up on his previous actions as soon as possible in order to draw this matter to a close and notify you accordingly of the outcome.

Blocked Drain, Tutbury Road:  I assume that this matter was reported via the highways hotline number?  Unfortunately, as I’m currently preparing this response from home, I don’t have access to the reported defects database so also don’t know how long ago this was reported.  Nevertheless, the clearance of blocked gullies and drains is necessarily prioritised depending on associated risk to road safety i.e. likely frequency and consequence of flooding.  If this is a single gully blockage and other adjacent gullies serve to prevent flooding occurring it would explain why the clearance has been given a lower priority relative to others.  To be certain that it has not mistakenly been overlooked I will arrange for it to be added to the highway defects database again and with a higher priority status to reflect that it has already been outstanding for several weeks.  With regards to the cut grass I can only assume that this has been done by a helpful local resident to improve the appearance of the local community.

	

	21 Church Road:  I understand that a meeting was held in June between the Parish Council, Cllr Fraser and Richard Rayson where it was agreed to install a white edge of carriageway marking to assist pedestrian access. This work was scheduled to take place following imminent resurfacing.  Unfortunately, the resurfacing team also took it upon themselves to remove the verge as in their view it was an opportunity to make what they considered to be an improvement.  I understand that at the request of the Parish Council the verge has now been reinstated. The access protection marking will be installed during October in association with the next scheduled visit to the area by the specialist road marking crew.

 


Weight Restrictions/HGV Signage:  In response to the Parish Council highlighting concerns that the existing 7.5T signing often proved ineffective, the local highways team have designed signing improvements in liaison with the Parish Council.  Telephone calls have been left for PC Musgrove to outline the proposals, but no response received.  Nevertheless the signs have now been ordered.  Although not an immediate safety priority it is expected these works will be completed by the end of October.

17. HIGHWAYS (continued)
“Finally, thank you once again for bringing these matters to my attention.  The current economic climate is adding further pressure on us all and the County Council’s highways team very much appreciate the support provided by Parish Councils in helping to manage finite resources by prioritising local issues that require attention.   I hope that I have adequately addressed each of the points raised, but if I can be of any further assistance please let me know”.

Letter from A Wain, 234 Station Road:  Members discussed the letter that had been received from Mr Wain and concluded that they were happy with the standard of the work that had been carried out by Mr Gould. 

18. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

The following items were discussed as priorities: - a radar gate to the entrance of the Jinny Trail, Brook Hollows, Extending tarmac area at Craythorne Car Park, replacement of weirs along Burnside, removal of self-set trees adjacent to 4/16 Burnside, funding for Neighbourhood Development plan. 
19. BROOK HOLLOWS

This item was deferred until the November meeting.

20. MOWING & ENVIRONMENTAL CONTRACTS

This item was deferred until the November meeting.

21. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Grit Bins: It was reported that there is no grit salt in the bin half way up Twentylands and it has been empty since January 2010.  It was agreed to report this and ask that the stock levels of all bins are checked.

Mr Edwards made the following reports:-

Alliance Meeting: “On 14th September John Bryan Heidi and I along with other members of the Parish Council Alliance met Andy O’Brien, Phillip Somerfield, Richard Grosvenor and Robert Hardwick of ESBC at the Town Hall.  The main focus of the discussions was why ESBC still insisted on being a Growth Point even thought we had correspondence stating that Growth point status no longer existed”.

Neighbourhood Development Plans “after passing ESBC a printout from DCLG website relating to ‘front runner’ grants they agreed to apply for one on behalf of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council”.

“Core Strategy consultation the alliance believes that the number of houses being allowed for is far too high and the increase in population due to in-migration at 78.8% is unsustainable. ESBC claimed that the vast majority of the increase in population was due to local causes. 
This was challenged as not being what was in the consultation document. ESBC are to clarify this point. The alliance also challenged the 2,000 houses claimed on the Drakelow Park development and asked if another 2,000 Greenfield sites would be needed if SDDC did not agree to ESBC including these sites in their numbers. 
ESBC’s response was that if they could not include the sites at Drakelow they simply reduce the number of homes to be built by 2031 to 11,000”.

Burton Road, Tutbury: - “On 19th September I spoke at the Planning Applications Committee meeting against the application for 224 houses and 14 industrial units at Burton Road Tutbury. The argument I put forward was that contrary to the Officer’s report there was in fact a five year supply of available housing currently available. As you know the application was approved. I subsequently wrote to Philip Somerfield requesting clarification on the numbers that they are currently using. He delegated Glen Jones to reply and he introduced confusion by mentioning the 20% additional sites proposed in the NPPF for choice. I would like to suggest that we write to DCLG to see if this additional 20% should be a ‘material consideration’ prior to the NPPF being adopted”.

“On 4th October John, Bryan, Heidi and I went to a meeting of the Parish Councils in the Alliance for a de-briefing and to decide what action to pursue next. It was agreed to form a sub-committee to produce a document to demonstrate that a much reduced number of new homes was needed by 2031. This document to be sent to ESBC within the next 6 six weeks. It was also agreed that now was not the right time to enlarge the alliance but this matter was too be kept in mind.”

COUNCILLORS REPORTS (continued)
CPRE Meeting: “On 6th October Bryan and I went to a meeting in Lichfield arranged by CPRE to consider responses to the Draft National Planning Policy Framework. This was very informative and amongst the topics discussed was ESBC’s Core Strategy with their view being that the proposed number of new homes to be built was far too high. To assist people who attended the meeting CPRE had produced a standard letter that could be copied and sent to DCLG to oppose part or all of the NPPF but comments had to be received by 5 – 00pm on 17th October. Copies of the CPRE letter can be obtained from Heidi”.

Craythorne Bins: “At around 1 – 30am on Saturday morning a week ago three youths on bikes rode along Church Road towards Tutbury pulling something coloured red behind them. On Sunday morning I walked my dogs over Craythorne and noticed a red wheelie bin was missing, I also noticed someone had dumped a double mattress in the car park. Later that day Julia told me there was a red wheelie bin at the junction of Church Road and Hall Road so I retrieved it and returned it to Craythorne car park. It never ceases to amaze me what today’s youth does for fun”.

Hallam Land Management: “Late last week I along with John, Beryl and Heidi received an e-mail from David Peck of Capita Symonds asking if he and his client could come to the Parish Council meeting on 17th October to make a presentation for a housing development on some land off Meadow View in which they have an interest. 

Mr Peck suggested that they could make their presentation after the Village Liaison and before the Parish Council public meeting that is to discuss the Spread Eagle Island. Capita Symonds are agents retained by Hallam Land Management which is part of Henry Boot”.

“I telephoned Mr Peck to say that we had enough business to deal with on the 17th October without his presentation and asked him if would like to expand on where they currently were with the proposal. He insisted that they were at a very early stage and had not decided on the density or type of house that they would eventually build”. 

“What I believe is inevitable is that they will submit an outline planning application for this site in the not too distant future. Mr Peck claims that his client is keen to talk to the Parish Council to sound out our reaction to their proposal before they do so”. 

“I eventually agreed to ask the Parish Council if they would be prepared to meet Mr Peck and his client on Monday 31st October. Mr Peck did not want an open public meeting for this first presentation as he had just read a report of a public meeting in Rolleston when 200 villagers had attended”.  
“I agreed that at this stage there was no point in a public meeting but suggested that the Parish Council along the newly formed steering committee for the Neighbourhood Development Plan would suffice”.

· It was agreed to send a condolence card to Stretton PC following the death of Mr Bryan Ambrose.

· It was reported that there had been complaints about the dumping of garden waste outside Knowles Hill by the homeowner.
· Mr Morris reported that the signpost for Station Road which was sited at the end of Burnside was rotten and requested that the Borough Council be asked to replace it.
