MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 31st OCTOBER 2011

Mr Paul Burton, Hallam Land Management, Mr David Peck, Capita Symonds and 
Ms Emma Roberts, Capita Symonds were in attendance.
1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
There were no apologies for absence.

2. TO RECEIVE A PRESENTATION FROM DAVID PECK,  HALLAM LAND MANAGEMENT

Mr Burton introduced himself to the meeting and said that he welcomed the opportunity to speak to Parish Councils about developments being proposed within their parishes as he felt it was important to hear what people had to say about the proposals.  He added that as the development was only an area of 2 acres so is not a big amount of negotiation opportunities in terms of amenities.  Mr Burton added that he realised that the site was not one of ESBC preferred options in the Draft Core Strategy.  
Mr Burton advised that the initial move would be to submit an outline planning application for between 20 to 25 units with all matters reserved except access.  The meeting were shown some proposed drawings of the scheme, which was made up of ten three bedroom houses, four three bedroom bungalows, seven four bedroom houses and two five bedroom houses and a balancing pond for storm water.  He added that there would be some localised changes to the ground levels and advised that drainage assessments had been undertaken on the site.  He advised that the rule of thumb on Greenfields was that the water drains 5 litres per second. 
Mr Edwards advised that the Parish Council preferred matters to be fixed at the outline application stage and concerns were raised that the scheme being proposed could be awarded outline planning permission and then significantly changed in terms of density and style.  Mr Burton was asked when they were proposing to submit an application to ESBC.  Mr Burton replied that there was no urgency with regards to submitting an application and that he would be willing to give the Parish Council two to three weeks to consider the plans and go back to them with any suggestions.  
Discussion took place around the access to the site and the meeting was advised that a transport survey had taken place and that the results were well within the County Council guidelines.  

Mr Burton advised that the new homes market is faring better than the rest of the market.  He added that this type of site was sought after and that a good builder could come in and do something really good with it.  

It was clarified that Hallam land had owned the land for several years, but had sold it around five to six years ago but that they have an option on it.

Mr Fitton, Mr Wyatt, Mr Peck, Mr Burton, Ms Roberts and members of the steering committee left the meeting at 8.30pm. 

3. CLERKS REPORT DATED 24TH OCTOBER 2011:-

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

PA/2011/01214/CLF Erection of an orangery to the rear elevation and conversion of part of attached garage to form additional living accommodation, 17 Shotwood Close.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application. Members are disappointed that this application is considered acceptable as it does not comply with requirements on ESBC website:-

 

V6, Block Plan must show heights and type of boundary treatment i.e. fences/hedges.

 

V7, Requires that all elevations and plans should be clearly and logically named whereas on the "proposed" drawing all views are titled Proposed East Elevation.

 

V7, Requires that elevations of adjoining buildings should be indicated.

 

V8, Requires that floor plans should indicate details of the existing building where relevant.  The proposal indicates a solid brick wall where the garage door should be and there is no change of level indicated on the threshold of the doorway into what should be the remaining part of the garage.  Therefore the drawing suggests that the whole of the garage is being converted into living accommodation which is not in accord with the Design and Access Statement.

 

The Design and Access Statement states that the front part of the garage is to be retained as a garage but at 155mm long this is totally impractical as there is insufficient room for the garage door to fully open.

 

By converting the rear of the garage into habitable living space there is no access to the rear of the property for the wheelie bins without taking them through the living area consequently a wheelie bin store should be provided.

 

Also by converting the garage into living space a car parking space is lost which is unacceptable.

 

When Shotwood Close was granted planning permission in 1999 (PA/04981/014) Condition 11 stated: - "The garages hereby approved shall be used for purposes incidental to the enjoyment of the dwelling houses as such and only and none of the garages shall be converted to habitable rooms.  Reason: - to safeguard the amenities of the area and to maintain garages for use for the parking of cars in the interests of highway safety".
PA/2011/01226/CLF Felling of two cypress trees, 19 Station Road.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the felling of two Cypress Trees, but would like to see replacement planting take place.

P/2011/01237/JI Owl House, 3A Church Road, Rolleston, Felling of four Leylandi trees, one Rowan tree and one Goat Willow tree.

 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objection to the above application.

2. BROOK HOLLOWS
It was agreed to write to Mr Costiff and say that the Parish Council would like Green Dimensions to be appointed to undertake the consultancy work.  It was added that the decision was based on the written submission by them as members were not experienced enough to make a professional decision as to whom should be appointed.

3. ENVIRONMENTAL & MOWING CONTRACTS

It was agreed to make the following amendments to the Mowing contract:-
· It was agreed that the annual mow of Craythorne Woods should be deleted from the contract.

· It was agreed that an annual weed treat of The Croft should be included within the contract.

· It was agreed that the watering of the planters should be included within the contract.

3. ENVIRONMENTAL & MOWING CONTRACTS (continued)
It was agreed to make the following changes to the Environmental Contract:-
· It was agreed that the strimming of the banks along Brookside should be added to the contract.

· It was agreed that the cutting of the small hedge on the footpath leading from Station Road to Meadow View should be cut twice per year and included within the contract.

Discussion took place around the monitoring of the contractors work. Mr Morris proposed, Mr Chinn seconded and it was moved on a majority vote that the contracts should run for three years.

4. RAINBOW WASTE
It was agreed that two new bins should be ordered from Rainbow Waste at a cost of £40.00 per bin.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would chain the bins up and forward a key to Rainbow Waste.  Mr Toon agreed to purchase the locks.  It was moved on a majority vote that the outstanding invoice for Rainbow Waste to the value of £120.00 should be paid. 

5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN STEERING GROUP MEETING UPDATE

Mr Morris gave an overview of the first meeting of the Neighbourhood Development Plan Steering Group held on 20th October.  Following Mr Morris’s report the following agreements took place:-

· It was agreed that Mr Bowden should attend the Neighbourhood Development Plan Steering group meeting on 17th November, at a charge of £250.00.

· Mrs Warren proposed, Mr Chinn seconded and it was moved on a majority vote that the Parish Council should contribute £1,000 towards the running expenses of the group.
· Mrs Warren proposed and it was unanimously agreed that Mrs Willets should be taken on paid terms of £150.00 per month based on the approximate working hours of five per week.
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
