STATION ROAD/CHURCH ROAD – TRAFFIC CALMING

Members agreed to only support the removal of the speed humps on Station Road if they were replaced with another form of traffic calming.  Members would support the need for upgrading and modernisation in this area but the design must complement the design of that on Church Road.

ANSLOW LANE – ‘QUIET LANE SOS’ (Clerk’s Report, Item6)

It was agreed that more information was needed from the County Council about the Quiet Lane document.

JINNY NATURE TRAIL – SUSTRANS (Clerk’s Report, Item22)

Members noted that more information was awaited.  Members expressed more concerns that if the Nature Trail was to be a Cycle Track who would be responsible in the event of an accident?

It was recommended that members walk the cycle track in Melbourne that has been done by Sustrans.

Some members expressed concern that it had been mentioned that the cycle trail would be a safe area for children to cycle to and from school.  The trail is isolated and not over looked by neighbours.  



Mrs. Toon reported on the guided walk on the Jinny Nature Trail that had been arranged by Burton Conservation Volunteers.  She said that the walk was informative and interesting.  Mrs. Toon also said that Mr. Oates stated that he would not support a cycle way on the Trail, as trees would have to be felled to make room for the tarmac path.

Members noted that the new access and bin cover have now been completed by JPM Services.  It was agreed that it would be necessary to install a spring to the new gate.  The Clerk was asked to seek a quotation for this work.

Members agreed to contribute £40 towards the cost of a ‘sand bag’ bin that will be located on the jitty that leads from Station Road to Meadow View.   


Members agreed to accept a quotation from the Environmental Officer for the clearance of the weed on the brook from the Almshouses to the Ford Bridge.  The quotation was for £400.  Some members disagreed that the Parish Council should take on this expenditure.  The discussion to clear the brook was taken to the vote: - 

6 in favour and 2 against. 

 Members considered that this was the responsibility of the Environment Agency and not the Parish Council.  It was agreed that a press statement should be released stating this fact.

Members noted that a copy of the Rural News and Views and a copy of the Community Development News had been received.

STAFFORDSHIRE FIRE AND RESCUE SERVICE

Members noted that a copy of Staffordshire Fire and Rescue Services, Integrated Risk Management Plan had been received.

COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE - BIDS FOR 2004/05

Members agreed that the project for the provision of kissing gates along the Brookside to Marston Lane footpath be submitted for this grant.

ROLLESTON WASPs

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. Wood that stated the Borough Council had agreed to adopt the Parish Plan as the Rolleston Ward Action Service Plan.  Mr. Wood said that the ‘Borough Council will therefore seek to support delivery of the Plan through the WASP process.’ 

Members agreed that clarification was required for the delivery of the Parish Plans.

LEA’S DRAFT SCHOOL ORGANISATION PLAN 2003
