1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

5. SPREAD EAGLE INN – PARISH ROOM

A site meeting has taken place with Touchstone who acts as managing agents on behalf of Mitchells and Butlers with regards to the Parish Council taking on a long term lease for the vacant room at the side of the Spread Eagle.  This meeting was attended by Mr. Edwards, Mr. Chinn, Mrs. Toon and Mr. Wyatt.  Mr. Edwards will be invited to report on this meeting.
6. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

At the Parish Council meeting held on 17th October, it was agreed to form a management committee with the Civic Trust with regards to forming a maintenance plan for the Spread Eagle Island.  This group now needs to be formed and a meeting arranged.

7. RECREATIONAL

Mound at Tafflands: Mr. Davies has circulated some links to a few grass reinforcement type products which may be of use on the Tafflands slide mound to reduce wear on the slope for member’s consideration.
Pigeon Deterrents: This matter is still outstanding.
8. JINNY TRAIL
A meeting has now taken place with Stretton Parish Council with regards to a long term maintenance plan for the Jinny Trail.  It was agreed that Rolleston Parish Council should consider installing a Radar Gate and the Rolleston end of the trail and that the advice of Staffordshire Wildlife Trust should be sought with regards to maintenance plan for the trail.  It was also agreed that both Parish Councils should approach their County Councillors with regards to the steps on the trail.

9. CRAYTHORNE WOODS

It was agreed at the October Parish Council meeting, that members should visit the woods prior to this November Parish Council meeting, so consideration could be given to the maintenance of the woods.

10. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

11. RWE WILLINGTON C POWER STATION GAS PIPELINES – PARISH COUNCIL BRIEFING SESSION

Two members of the Parish Council have been invited to a briefing session to be held on Wednesday 23rd November, from 7pm until 9pm, The Craythorne, Craythorne Road. Members of all Parish Councils along the proposed pipeline routes have been invited to the session which will give RWE an opportunity to provide the Parish Councils with the latest information about their proposals and enable the Parish Council to discuss any questions they have.
12. ROYAL BRITISH LEGION POPPY APPEAL

A Wreath has been arranged on behalf of the Parish Council.  Members are asked to consider the amount of the donation they wish to make to this year’s appeal.

13. VILLAGE PANCAKE RACES

A letter has been received from Rolleston Civic Trust requesting permission to use The Croft for the above event on Saturday 18th February 2012.  The races are due to commence at 2pm and access to The Croft would be required earlier in the day in order to prepare a narrow strip of land.

What Flexibility is Built Into Protection?
 

Fields in Trust has developed a range of options for long-term protection. Flexibility allows for

measures to be put in place which is:

· Charitable or non-charitable 

· In the case of freehold land, protection in perpetuity 

· In the case of leasehold land, protection will of necessity be time limited to the length of the lease preferably not less than 99 years 

· Specific to safeguarding the actual or foreseeable type of sport, play or recreational or usage involved including indoor facilities where appropriate 

What is the Minimum Criteria for Queen Elizabeth II Fields?
 

The main criteria for inclusion in the Challenge are listed below but there is often room for negotiation so if you have a site that doesn’t fit the criteria do please let us know!

· The site must be owned by the organisation putting the field forward to become a Queen Elizabeth II Field. 

· Evidence of title permitting site use for outdoor, sport, play and/or recreation must be produced. 

· Sites may be provided with facilities and equipment or used as general open space, and established for that purpose by way of planning requirements. 

· Each site’s principal use should be outdoor sport, play or recreation. We aim to be flexible and therefore dedications including village halls and indoor leisure, heritage, cultural facilities that promote community recreation will be considered. 

· Satisfactory evidence that the use or proposed use is a lawful use in planning terms. 

· Generally the minimum size is 0.2 hectare (0.5 acre). 

· Sites need to be accessible in terms of location. 

· Sites need to be affordable for the local community. 

· Sites should all be open to the public and either established charitably, held by a sports club under the CASC regime or held as Public Open Space. 

· All sites will need local managers, who will be responsible for the quality of the facilities, their maintenance and development, improving participation and use and financial and operational sustainability. 

Sites must be compliant with existing legislation relating to sport, play or open space.

It is then anticipated that a meeting will be held with Ward members for the Alliance Villages at the end of November, with a further meeting scheduled with ESBC for December.
