1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Mrs C Warren and Mr S Sanderson
2. TO DISCUSS THE PROPOSALS PRESENTED BY  FAYCROSS

Mr Lindsay explained to members that the proposed scheme was similar to the one proposed three years ago, except that he would be giving the field to the cricket club and instead of providing off road parking for the Dovecliff Road residents the land would be given to Trent and Dove for social housing.  He advised that the site would potentially site nine properties and his own house would be a carbon neutral property. He advised that 


Peter Diffey and Associates were looking to submit a planning application in early 2012.  


It was agreed that the Neighbourhood Development Plan Steering group should be made aware of the proposals.

3. TO AGREE THE PARISH COUNCILS RESPONSE TO THE PROPOALS (Clerks Report, Item 20)
It was agreed that members should take time to go away to consider the proposals and discuss the subject again at the December Parish Council meeting.
4. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT OFF TUTBURY ROAD, BURTON UPON TRENT

Members discussed the proposals under consultation for the development of a new primary school and approximately 325 new houses off Tutbury Road/Harehedge lane.  Mrs Toon proposed, it was seconded and moved that the Parish Council should strongly object to the proposals.  It was discussed that many residents were unaware of the proposals and agreed that a letter should be sent to all Rolleston residents, along with a copy of the proposed plan, as well as a draft objection letter that could be submitted by residents who did not have the time to compile a letter from scratch.  It was agreed to write to County Councillor Fraser with the Parish Councils concerns. 
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
