“In terms of proposed garage conversions we have to assess how much parking would remain without the garage (highway safety issue) and the visual impact of any external alterations. The dwelling in question will still have 2 spaces on the drive, which is considered adequate. It should also be noted that whilst the condition stops the garages being living accommodation it does not (and has not) stopped residents from using the garages for purposes such as storage rather than the parking of motor vehicles.  This proposal included the retention of the front garage door such that the front of the property will not be altered. There is also a gated pedestrian access to the side of the house, which will allow continued access between the front and rear garden for purposes such as moving wheelie bins”.
