Mr Kennedy Chairman Neighbourhood Forum, Mr Wood, Vice Chairman Neighbourhood Forum, Mr Andy Mason, ESBC and Ms C Maxim, ESBC along with two members of the public were in attendance.
86. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

Mr Gawthorpe advised that the amount of estate agent signs on street furniture still appeared to be a problem.  It was agreed to contact ESBC.
87. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence.
88. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.
89. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12TH DECEMBER 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 12TH December were signed as a true record.

90. MR DAVID KENNEDY, CHAIRMAN, MR TONY WOOD, VICE CHAIRMAN, SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM, MR ANDY MASON, ESBC
Mr Kennedy introduced himself and Mr Wood to members and gave an overview of the make up of the Neighbourhood Forum.  He advised that the purpose of the Forum was to try and improve the quality of people’s lives and that ESBC had decided that the policy should be to try and include as many residents as possible.  The meeting was advised that funding was available for each of the Wards, with the total funding available in excess of £100,000.  He advised that himself and Mr Wood’s role was to try and help the Parish Councils with making their action plans come about.
The set up and location of the meetings was discussed and Mr Mason advised that the Council did not have sufficient space to hold the meetings.  He advised that a buffet was provided for those travelling from further across the Borough.  He advised that he was aware that concern had been raised that there was insufficient time at the last meeting to discuss specific subjects.  He advised that the Neighbourhood Development team was currently being restructured and he introduced Ms Maxim to the meeting and advised that she would be taken over as the new semi rural co-ordinator.    Discussion took place around the restriction of only two Parish Councillors being allowed to attend the meetings, whilst there was no restriction as to the number of residents who could attend.  Mr Mason advised that the original intention of this was so that one area was not dominant and to allow for an equal voice.
Mr Fitton raised concern that the result of the set up was that undemocratically elected people were being allowed to spend up to £100,000 of public money.  Mr Mason advised that the dynamics of the set up were due to be reviewed and that he would seek the views of the Parish Council at this time.  

Mr Edwards advised that ESBC were still not aware of the application for Front Runner Grants had been successful and asked if the Parish Councils priority to secure funding towards a Neighbourhood Development Plan could be resurrected.

Mr Kennedy, Mr Wood, Mr Mason and Ms Maxim left the meeting.

Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR


Mrs Toon advised that she had spoken to ESBC about Rolleston’s profile on the website.

Mrs Toon advised that following an enforcement notice to undertake a list of works, work was now underway on 14/16 Burnside and that the owners had been given until July to complete the specified works.


Mr Edwards asked Mrs Toon to put pressure on ESBC about the Neighbourhood Development plan.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 12th DECEMBER 2011
Item 81, Report of County Councillor:-

The Clerk advised of the following letter that had been received on 9th January from Councillor Liz Staples:-

Staffordshire acts to protect future for Burton’s children
“An extra 1,000 children are set to enter Burton’s school system over the next decade. Staffordshire County Council is taking action to ensure every one of these children has the chance to get a top quality education.  Staffordshire County Council is pressing ahead with plans to accommodate the boom in youngsters.  On Tuesday we will submit a planning application to the planning authority for a new 420 place school on a council owned site on the Tutbury Road”.

“Birth rates in Burton have increased by 15% in recent years, and as the economy has grown new families have been attracted to the area.  That means existing schools will be full by 2013 – so urgent action is needed to ensure everyone gets the chance to learn, grow and prosper in the years ahead.  The Tutbury Road School would be the first of a potential two new primaries needed.  A decision on the site for the second school has not yet been made”.  

“Burton is growing fast and we have got to act now to ensure that children get the education opportunities they deserve.  Building new schools and expanding capacity in other primary schools will provide the places the community needs therefore we cannot delay.  Whenever development is proposed local people will have anxieties about the impacts on the roads and the local environment.  We will do everything we can to minimise the impacts and maximise the benefits”.

“Finding land for and funding new schools is a costly and difficult business and time is short. Development land is scarce and at a premium price.  We have a duty to pursue the most cost effective solutions for the tax payer.

The Tutbury Road site is on farm land owned by Staffordshire County Council.  The council has already convinced the Government of the case for Burton and has secured the money to provide for the expansion”.

“This is all about maximising the efficient use of all our resources, so that we can support the economy and growth, job creation and education.  They are all part of the same thing – a prosperous and healthy future for Burton”.
It was agreed that the Parish Council should ask SCC for details of the objections, correspondence and details of meetings about the proposed new school under the Freedom of Information Act.  

The clerk advised of the following email that had been received from Councillor Fraser:-

“At a meeting of Anslow parish I suggested that a joint approach might be useful in tackling the perceived highways problems which might arise in the near future if some or various developments gain planning application approval.  A follow-up meeting has now been arranged for 3pm on January 24th, and I suggest that Rolleston and Tutbury might join Anslow and Outwoods at that meeting by including a representative.  We have Darryl Evers and Geoff Evenson attending along with Richard Rayson from Highways”.
Mr Edwards agreed to attend the meeting.

Item 82, Report of Borough Councillor:-

The clerk read the following email which had been received from Mr Rayson, SCC:-

“I refer to your email of 17th December 2011. Having now had a further opportunity to discuss the matter with both Cllr Fraser and also the supervisors who managed the resurfacing works on Church Road. I am satisfied that no formal request was made to construct a kerb line outside the Spinney on Church Road. As such I intend to undertake the following:-
1.    I shall now write to the owner of the Spinney informing them that they have constructed a kerb line on the highway without permission.
2.    That this kerb line is not within specification.
3.    That this kerb line does not comply with the Conservation area of the village in terms of materials used.

4.    That the kerb line is sited on land not within their ownership and that liability for it construction vests with them in terms of potential accidents etc.
5.    That I am seeking the removal of the kerb line and for any replacement to meet with our approval in terms of specification and material choice.

Jinny Steps: The clerk advised that SCC had agreed to take another look at the steps.
Staffordshire Wildlife:  The clerk advised that Staffordshire Wildlife had been contacted and that she was awaiting a response.

Tyres: Mr Wyatt advised that he now had the tyres and a time needed to be arranged for their installation.
85:5 Recreational, the clerk advised that she had contacted Dan Ison who had advised that they would review the statistics for Tafflands Play Area and feedback after 19th January.
85: 5 Recreational, Shelter, the clerk advised that JOR would be having a Governors premises meeting on 19th February and would consider this item at the meeting.
85:6 Diamond Jubilee Legacy, the clerk advised that she was now waiting to hear from Western Power.  Mr Wyatt suggested that a solar supply should be investigated.

It was agreed subject to time, to add the item to the agenda to be discussed following the meeting with Peter Diffey.

3. DIAMOND JUBILEE LEGACY

The clerk advised that having spoken with Eon she had been directed to Western Power and that she was expecting to hear back from them within the next couple of days.
4. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Mrs Warren advised that a site visit was due to take place at the end of January.  It was agreed to add this item to the February agenda.
5. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN


Mr Morris advised that members of the group had been talking to villagers entering Starbucks last weekend and that they would be doing the same thing at the Church on Sunday morning.  He advised that there was lots of interest in what the group were doing and that members of the NHD plan group were also going out to talk to the various village organisations.  He added that Chris Bowden was coming to visit the village on 19th January and to meet again with the NHD plan group.
6. COUNCIL TAX REFERENDUMS

The Parish Council unanimously agreed to oppose the proposal of Parish Councils being included within future referendums.

8. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Walford Road post box:  It was reported that the post box at the end of Walford Road had been removed as it had become unstable.  The clerk was asked to speak to Royal Mail to see when it would be reinstated.
Brook Hollows:  Mr Chinn advised that he had been in contact with Trudi Joyce, ESBC due to some issues within Brook Hollows.

4 Beacon Road:  Mr Chinn reported that he had been approached by a gentleman with concerns about the stability of the brick wall at the front of 4 Beacon Road.

River Dove; Mr Edwards raised concerns about the flood bank being eroded closed to where the Dove broke its banks in 2000.  The clerk was asked to contact the Environment Agency.

NPPF;  Mr Edwards advised that he kept receiving emails from the National Trust asking people to write to their MP’s asking that they support changes to the (NPPF) so that all planning applications are considered on their own merits rather than the default position of approve. Stating that we also very strongly believe that communities should have the same rights as applicants in that a community should be able to appeal against a planning decision that they consider is not in the best interests of their community.  It was agreed that a letter should be sent.
Footpaths 4 & 5:  Mr Edwards advised that the posts had now been replaced with a barbed wire fence.  There was no support for an application to be made to have the route added to the definitive map.

It was agreed to ask Mrs Toon to submit an application for £1,000 through the WASP scheme as a contribution towards additional planters along Burnside.
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
