MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

Nine members of the public and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.
95. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

The meeting was addressed by six residents from Meadow View with regards to Planning Application P/2011/01521/JI.  The Parish Council were asked to object to the application.  It was added that the residents do not feel that there is any value to the application and does not offer any affordable housing.  The Chairman thanked the residents for raising their concerns and advised that developments of fewer than 25 dwellings do not have to provide affordable housing.  He added that the application was to be considered by the Parish Council later on in the meeting.


Six members of the public left the meeting.

96. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence.
97. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST


There were no declarations of interest.
98. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9TH, 16TH & 30TH JANUARY 2012

The minutes of the meeting held on 9TH, 16TH, 30TH January were signed as a true record.

99. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not make a report to the meeting.

100. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon did not make a report to the meeting.

101. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS 9th, 16th & 30th JANUARY 2012
Matters Arising from 9th January 2012

Page 54, Recreational: the clerk advised that she had received no further communication from Sgt Crinson, so she had chased this.

Page 54, Recreational: the clerk advised that Mr Bateman had replied to say that the School would not be accepting the Parish Councils offer of the shelter.

Page 54, Diamond Jubilee Legacy: It was agreed to arrange a meeting onsite with Western Power.

101. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS 9th, 16th & 30th JANUARY 2012 (continued)
Item 94:7, Village Clean up Day: It was agreed to reschedule Village Clean-up Day to Saturday 26th May, due to a large wedding taking place on 19th.

Item 94:8, 4 Beacon Road: The clerk read the following email which had been received from ESBC:-

“I went out to the property yesterday and discussed the condition of the wall with the property owners. They were aware of its condition and as I thought, the wall has been in a poor state for many years. At the present time the wall does not appear to be an immediate danger. However, a letter has been issued to the owner to monitor the stability of the wall and carry out remedial works if the wall deteriorates in the near future.  We will also monitor the wall and carry out routine inspections”.  
Matters Arising from 16th January 2012
The clerk advised that she had written to Mr Diffey and the Principal of Burton College.  She advised that she had received acknowledgement from Mr Diffey stating that the Parish Councils comments would be taken into consideration, prior to a planning application being submitted to ESBC.

Matters Arising from 30th January 2012

The clerk advised that an extension had been given until 14th February, in order to allow the Parish Council to submit their objection following receipt of the FOI request which was due on 9th February.  She added that since this time, an email had been received from SCC advising that the FOI request would not be available until 17th February, so the objection to Planning Application ES. 12/02 had now been submitted and that Councillor Fraser had been copied in on the objection.  Mr Fitton asked if we knew if Councillor Fraser had called the application in.  
102. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7TH FEBRUARY 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2011/01418/JPM Felling of one Blue Cedar Tree (T1 of TPO 268), 19 Station Road.

Members object to this application.  Members support the TPO that was placed on the tree in 2009 for the following reasons:-

1. The tree has a high amenity value

2. The tree has good visual prominence from public viewpoints.

 

P/2011/01521/JI Outline application for residential development of up to 23 dwellings including details of access, Land Off, Meadow View.

Members objected to this application.  A full copy of the objection letter will be held in the minute book for future reference.
P/2012/00140/SS 30 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.

 No comment.

Councillor Fraser joined the meeting

ES. 12/02 Proposed new School
Councillor Fraser was asked if he had called the application in and he replied that he hadn’t.  Mr Edwards advised that if the planning application goes to committee, then the Parish Council would like the opportunity to speak.  Councillor Fraser advised that he believed that it would be going to committee on 5th April and he advised that he would find out with regards to the Parish Council having an opportunity to speak at the meeting.

Mr Edwards advised Councillor Fraser of the situation with regards to the FOI request.  Councillor Fraser replied that he felt the delay in response was unacceptable and that he would look into it.  Councillor Fraser was asked if he had formally, personally objected to the application, to which he replied no.
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2012/00133/MB/PO, Outline application for the erection of 950 dwellings, primary school and childrens day nursery, 5,000 square metres retail, health centre and community facilities, associated open space, landscape, drainage, play areas, including the demolition of 92, 94,142 & 144 Beamhill Road and agricultural buildings at Green Acres and Upper Outwoods Farm.

 

It was agreed to submit a general objection letter to the above planning application.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

3. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Mr Morris advised that the Neighbourhood Development Plan was on schedule and that a newsletter was being distributed with the next edition of the Rollestonian.  He added that there were some good people in the group, putting in a lot of voluntary work.
4. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 4)
The meeting was advised that £106 had been raised from the raffle at the recent Rolleston Civic Trust Mulled Wine event and it had been agreed to donate this amount towards the purchase of plants for the Spread Eagle Island.  It was also advised that there may be an opportunity to apply for a grant from the Civic Voice and Mrs Sanderson was looking into this.

Mrs Warren proposed, Mrs Toon seconded and it was moved to allocate £1500 towards the refurbishment of the Spread Eagle Island, to include the removal of the proposed trees, skip hire, labour and the painting of the railings.  It was agreed that the clerk and Mrs Warren would liaise with regards to the submission of the planning application.
5. STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST – MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL

It was moved not to renew the membership.

6. LOWER DOVE FLOOD ALLEVIATION SCHEME (Clerks Report, Item 5)
It was agreed to invite Mr Swain to a meeting with the Parish Council on Monday 27th February, commencing 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.  Mrs Toon submitted her apologies for the meeting.
7. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR

It was agreed that this should be done again this year and agreed to discuss the way that the vote takes place.

8. PARISH COUNCIL REPRESENTATION AT RODSEC MEETINGS

It was agreed to formally add Parish Council Representation at RODSEC meetings to the Annual Parish Council Meeting agenda, to note or appoint a representative.

9. NEIGHBOURHOOD HIGHWAYS TEAM VISIT
It was agreed to ask for Craythorne Hedges to be cut and to ask for them to wash the railings down, along Burnside.

10. EMAIL FROM “THE CHALKED CRUSADER”
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

11. PHOTOCOPIER/PRINTER LEASE
Mrs Toon proposed, Mr Morris seconded and it was moved to upgrade the photocopier and renew the five year lease.
12. 23rd ANNUAL PANCAKE RACES
Mrs Toon, Mr Toon, Mr Wyatt and Mr Fitton agreed to participate.

13. ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB
Mr Toon proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved to purchase some stone for the far end of the car park.  It was agreed to arrange a meeting with the football club to discuss what they are looking for in terms of changing facilities at Craythorne.  Mr Edwards, Mr Fitton and Mr Chinn agreed to attend a meeting with the football club.
14. DIAMOND JUBILEE (Clerks Report, Item 6)

It was agreed to plant a Jubilee Orchard on the Parish Councils land, at Beacon Road substation.

15. JINNY TRAIL MEETING

Mr Edwards made the following report:-
Cathy, Bryan and I met Stretton Parish Council at the Priory Centre in Stretton as a continuation of the recently re-established joint management initiative.

At the previous meeting it had been agreed that to facilitate the opening of the central gate Rolleston Parish Council would investigate installing a gate with a Radar lock to give access to motorised buggies for the disabled at Station Road end of the trail, contact Staffordshire Wildlife Trust with a view to getting them to suggest ways of improving the trail and to request that Staffordshire County Council undertake a risk assessment of the steps by Foxes Bridge.

Rolleston PC reported that it had been thought a disabled access could be installed at the end of the old station wall, along the drive to Newlands Farm, but on investigation it was found that 70 to 80 metres of the perimeter would need making secure if we were going to install a disabled access. We have quotes in Part 2 for this.

It was also suggested that we could consider a counterbalanced barrier incorporating a Radar lock rather than an access similar to the one installed at the Stretton end of the trail.

If we were to install a disabled access we would have to reposition the existing personnel gate at Station Road end and convert it to a kissing gate. We would also have to consider if we wanted to retain the two restricted height accesses at Station Road and at the end of the old station wall. If these restricted height accesses were removed there would be no access for pushchairs.

It was reported that Staffordshire Wildlife Trust does not give free advice but were prepared to give advice for an undisclosed fee. Stretton PC confirmed that they had had the same response from them and consequently they had set up a sub-committee to put forward proposals on how their end could be improved.

Rolleston PC also reported that we had not made any progress with a risk assessment being carried out on the steps by Foxes Bridge but that we would keep pressing. Stretton PC suggested that we got Bob Fraser, our County Councillor to assist and as I was seeing him 2 days later at an Anslow Parish Council meeting I agreed to speak to him when we met. I asked if he could help and I think he mis-understood as he suggests I speak to Richard Rayson, who was also present as Bob thought that Richard was responsible for footpaths. Richard Rayson disappeared before I got outside of the meeting so I did not get chance to speak to him.

It was agreed that we let Stretton PC know how I got on with Bob Fraser and that we sort out a date for the next meeting in April and check their availability.  On a positive note Stretton PC thanked us for effectively reminding them that the Jinny Trail needs maintenance they now have a 12 month plan starting with a clean-up of the pond.


It was agreed to get a quotation for the gate and refer back to Stretton Parish Council.


Standing Orders were suspended at 9.30pm.

16. ESBC PRESENTATION ON EMERGENCY PLANNING

It was agreed to invite Mr Read, Resilience Support Officer to the March Parish Council meeting.

17. STANDING ORDERS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Mr Morris proposed that the following amendment should be made to Expenditure 38b:-

“IN EMERGENCY SITUATIONS, THE CLERK MAY INCUR EXPENDITURE ON BEHALF OF THE COUNCIL SUBJECT TO A LIMIT OF £1000.  BEFORE EXPENDITURE IS APPROVED, THE CLERK MUST SEEK CONSULTATION WITH THE CHAIRMAN, VICE CHAIRMAN OR MEMBER OF THE COUNCIL.  ONLY IN THEIR ABSENCE CAN THECLERK APPROVE EMERGENCY EXPENDITURE TO THIS AMOUNT”.

It was proposed that the following Standing Order on expenditure should be added:-

38e:-

“IN URGENT SITUATIONS, THE CLERK MAY INCUR EXPENDITURE ON BEHALF OF THE COUNCIL SUBJECT TO A LIMIT OF £300.  BEFORE EXPENDITURE IS APPROVED, THE CLERK MUST SEEK CONSULTATION WITH THE CHAIRMAN, VICE CHAIRMAN OR MEMBER OF THE COUNCIL.  ONLY IN THEIR ABSENCE CAN THE CLERK APPROVE URGENT EXPENDITURE TO THIS AMOUNT”.
18. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Planters: Mrs Warren advised that plants had been priced up for the troughs and planters @ 50p per plant.
Kerbstone:  The broken kerbstone outside of Starbucks Newsagents was reported.  The clerk advised that it had now been re set.

White Lines:  It was agreed to ask SCC to reinstate the white lines between the co-op and the neighbouring property.

Spread Eagle: It was reported that the former RBL room at the Spread Eagle was currently being emptied.

Youth Representative:  Ms Johns advised that she was still trying to find a second Youth Representative and had approached people on the Gold Duke of Edinburgh scheme.

Potholes:  The large potholes along Burnside were reported.

Footways:  Mr Chinn advised that he had been asked why the footways around Rolleston had been cleared of snow, but not in Rolleston.

Meeting with Anslow Parish Council: Mr Edwards made the following report:-

On the 24th January 2012 I attended a meeting called by Anslow Parish Council to discuss their concerns about traffic problems that might arise if any of the proposed housing/school developments were to go ahead in their area. Also present were Richard Rayson, Geoff Evenson (Richard Rayson’s line manager), Stuart Lane (Strategic Property Directorate Support Major Projects at SCC), County Councillor Bob Fraser, David Browning (Chair Outwoods Parish Council) and Bill Crossley from Tutbury Parish Council.

Since this meeting had been called SCC had submitted an outline planning application for a new primary school on Tutbury Road.  As might be expected most of the discussion was theoretical and sounded most reassuring but the reality of the Transport Assessment submitted with the school application does not appear to have any credibility.

At one stage a member of Anslow Parish Council asked if there might be a ring road by-passing Anslow village to the A38 at Branston but it was felt that this would be far too expensive and so was not being considered.  Geoff Evenson did make reference several times to the county council working with ESBC to predict what additional traffic would be generated by the proposed 11,000 new homes that were to be built in East Staffordshire over the next 20 years. When asked who from ESBC was talking about 11,000 houses he would not say.

Stuart Lane was there to talk about the new school and confirmed that it was being considered to relocate St. Modwen’s Catholic Primary School on the Tutbury Road site but when asked what would happen to the existing St. Modwen’s site he said he did not know. How can SCC claim they have a “Plan” when they have not considered all of the major side effects?
Zip Wire Seats: It was reported that the new seats on the zip wire have been subjected to dogs biting them again. These new seats had only been up a few days when they were damaged again.  The clerk had contacted ROSPA to see how they would view our installing metal replacements instead of rubber ones. Their view is that metal seats would not comply with the impact requirements of EN1176 2008. Then they go on to say it is our responsibility to check that their answer is correct.  Mr Edwards suggested that the Parish Council purchased a couple of old metal hub caps and adapt them to suit. Members approved this.
