MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

Six members of the public, County Councillor Fraser and Mr Read, ESBC were in attendance.
111. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

Traffic Regulation Orders:  Mr Martin raised concern about the lines outside the Almshouses, which is the only area for the dropping off of residents and unloading and loading of vehicles.  The Chairman replied that the only area SCC were interested in comment on was the area with the thick black lines, as the hatched areas are as existing.

112. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Miss A Johns and Mr A Fitton.

113. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.

114. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12th MARCH 2012
The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.

115. MR READ, RESILIENCE SUPPORT OFFICER ESBC – EMERGENCY PLANNING (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Mr Read introduced himself to members and advised that the emergency planning document, covered Civil emergencies such as flooding, control of hazards, recreation grounds with capacity of over 5,000, Animal health such as foot and mouth outbreak, dealing with pandemics etc.  He advised that East Staffs have a Major Incident plan in place which deals with accommodating people in an emergency.  He advised that there had recently been a meeting of Neptune, which consists of a group of appropriate services who have met and reviewed the current plan in place to deal with flooding.   Mr Read advised that Rolleston was the eighth Parish that he had visited, and that the seven other Parish Councils had been issued with templates of the emergency plan so that they could create one for their villages.  A hard copy of the plan was issued to the clerk and the Chairman.  The Chairman thanked Mr Read for attending the meeting.
116. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser advised that he was nearing the end of his year as Vice Chairman and that he was hoping that it would be followed by a year as Chairman.  He advised that it had been a productive year and that he had dedicated a bench at the Arboretum and visited a Children’s Centre in Newcastle.  He added that he would be fighting the County on Thursday at the planning committee meeting for the proposed new school on Harehedge lane and added that what had been put forward by the consultants was atrocious.  He advised that he would be there to support the Parish Council.  The Chairman asked Councillor Fraser if the proposed school was classed as a County Council Service as the guidelines to the planning committee state that they can’t refuse an application for a County Council Service.  Councillor Fraser replied that he was unsure of this as roads were classed as a service.  He added that he supported the provision of new schools, but that he did not support the Harehedge lane application.  Councillor Fraser advised that immediately after the planning meeting, he would be meeting with the Highways.  
116. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR (continued)
Councillor Fraser was asked if he was also mindful to object to development on green spaces between Burton and Rolleston.  Councillor Fraser advised that he would object unless the proposed development was absolutely necessary.  Mr Morris advised that one part of the application stated that there would be a pick up point for 8 to 10 vehicles and that he had recently done a traffic survey in Rolleston and at 3.15pm there were 100 vehicles and added that that was a school where a majority of the pupils who attended were from within the village.
117. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that the Borough Council had objected to the proposed new school on Harehedge Lane and added that the Borough Council wanted to see the development of Brownfield Land over Greenfield.  She advised that the Borough Council were tightening up on Enforcements and that they are doing their best to stop developers submitting applications before the Core Strategy is in place.  Mrs Toon concluded that the Borough Council have always insisted that they want to maintain the green spaces between the villages.
118. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 12TH MARCH 2012
Page 66:  The meeting was advised that a complaint was submitted to SCC on 12th March about the Freedom of Information request and the way it had been handled, but to date no response had been received.  It was agreed to chase a response.
Page 67:  It was noted that we had also asked for data on Chapel Lane, School Lane and Burnside and agreed that we should chase this information with the Environment Agency and advise that we needed this information before we could consider a response.

Page 68:  The clerk reported that SCC had advised that in the past grants over £500.00 had not been successful.  She added that after liaising with SCC a grant application had been submitted for £872.00 and that she was hopeful that the application would be approved.  

119. CLERKS REPORT DATED 26TH MARCH 2012  
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Members commented on the following applications:-

P/2012/00303/SS Internal alterations to include the removal of fireplace, removal of dividing wall and construction of new partition, replacement of side door with window, removal of rear doors and brick pier to create larger opening and enlargement of rear window to accord with previous planning consent, 4 Brookside.

Members had no objections to this application.

P/2012/00329/CLF Crown thinning by up to 20% and crown reduction to 27m in height and a spread of 13m and removal of epitomic growth (T226 of TPO No 1), The Paddock, Hall Grounds.

Members agreed that the professional opinion of the tree officer should be sought on this application.

P/2012/00344/CLF Application to vary the time limit condition relating to planning permission PA/01716/006 dated 21/07/2009 for the erection of a detached dwelling, Kelvingrove, South Hill (As this application is to vary a time limit, it was not necessary to submit plans.  Therefore the plans are viewable via the original application, PA/01716/006/JI). 

Members objected to this application.

P/2012/00283/JPM Construction of new flood embankments, raising of an existing flood wall which ties into Tutbury Bridge, construction of new flood embankment, new flood wall around the fire station and raising of existing walls along the Mill Fleam, raising of an existing flood wall adjacent to Tutbury Bridge to tie into one of the bridge abutments including associated works at Scropton, Hatton and Egginton.  

It was agreed to write and ask that a mitigation scheme is installed in Rolleston so that residents are protected from the knock on effects of the proposed scheme.   

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report.

3. SCC – PROPOSED NO WAITING RESTRICTIONS STATION ROAD & CROFT CLOSE

It was agreed to ask why the proposals have come about.  It was agreed that there was not support for the scheme and noted that the map supplied was inaccurate.

4. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Mr Morris advised that the questionnaire was with the printers and would be ready for distribution on 13th April.  He added that Chris Bowden had advised that the legislation that needed to be in place for the referendums to be held would not be ready until autumn 2012 so the referendum could not be held prior to this time.
5. PLANTERS

Mr Sanderson proposed Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved to purchase an additional five planters to go along Burnside.  Mrs Warren suggested that that Parish Council needed to look at the maintenance of them in terms of the emptying and renewal of the soil.  It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to provide a quotation for them to be emptied twice a year.
6. DIAMOND JUBILEE (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Jubilee Orchard: The meeting was advised that the application had been submitted and was due to be determined mid to late April.  The clerk advised that she had contacted Jubilee Woods, but that they did not offer grants for Orchards and suggested that the Parish Council contacts http://www.orchardnetwork.org.uk or http://www.commonground.org.uk.  Mr Wyatt suggested www.villagesos.org.uk may also provide grants.
Jubilation Banner:  Mr Edwards agreed to take on this item.
Jubilee Water Pageant:  Mr Wyatt agreed to take on this item.
Permission:  It was unanimously agreed to allow permission of the use of The Croft and Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields for car parking for the duration of the event.
Bunting:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should purchase some bunting to decorate the Spread Eagle Island and Bus Shelter for the event.

Stalls:  The clerk advised that a form had been received should the Parish Council wish to have a stall during the Jubilee Weekend.
7. SLCC ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP 2012
It was moved to renew the annual membership at a cost of £110.00.

8. SUCCESS ON PROPOSAL TO EMPOWER LOCAL AND TOWN COUNCILS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
9. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE (Clerks Report, Item 15)
The clerk advised that she had replied to Ms. Passam’s email, raising a number of questions, but to date no response had been received.  It was agreed to chase this matter prior to the next meeting.
10. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mrs Toon reported an increase in dog fouling.

· Mrs Toon reported that Marston Lane footpath was being resurfaced.

· Mr Wyatt reported that the Fire Brigade had been called to an incident in Brook Hollows and that the fire brigade had recommended that another life ring should be installed at the far end of Brook Hollows.  He added that there was a lot of chunky debris in the Brook and that the bridge had been rebuilt back onto the Island. 

· It was reported that the land adjacent to the portacabin on Craythorne was an eye sore and overgrown.  It was agreed that the Football Club should be chased for their rent payment and a copy of their insurance documents for the portacabin.  

· Mr Toon reported that there was a lot of water flowing down the ditches along the Craythorne Golf Club side of Craythorne Road.

· Mr Chinn suggested that a tidy up of the boundary around the Croft should take place and that some of the posts needed replacing.  It was agreed to speak to Phil Gould and add the item to the next agenda.

· Mr Edwards made a report, a copy of which will be held in the minute book for future reference.
· Mr Sanderson proposed, and it was moved than an independent person is asked to review the Parish Councils complaint against SCC.
