CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 14th MAY 2012
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-

P/2012/00470/MB Change of use from agricultural land to parking for an additional 10 caravans, Campsite, Cross Lane.



P/2012/00495/CLF Erection of a single storey rear extension, 50 Hall Road.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

The following applications have been permitted:-

3.  ESBC – SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

The following email has been received from Mr Andy Mason, ESBC:-

“The ESBC Neighbourhood Development Team would like to invite you and your group to the next forum meeting on Monday 21st May 2012 it will be at 6-8pm Studio B Meadowside Leisure Centre, Burton upon Trent The aim of the evening is to celebrate the successes of the past year and have a networking evening with groups, forum members, partners and local councillors”.
“This will be your chance to show how you project has and will benefit your local area how Neighbourhood Working and the Neighbourhood Development Fund has helped. You will be provided with a table and chairs unfortunately we cannot provide display boards but if you have some, you can bring them.  The team will contact you over the next week or so to discuss this. The room will be open from 5.30pm for set up. A buffet will be provided from 6-6.30pm.”
4. SCC PLANNING APPLICATION ES. 12/02
Attached for consideration is a response from SCC following the Parish Councils Formal Complaint on Planning Application ES. 12/02. 
New Road:  It is understood that Councillor Fraser is calling for a new road from Tutbury Road to Rolleston Road which will almost certainly guarantee infilling between the new road and Harehedge Lane.  Members will be asked to consider and establish a view on this matter.
5. DIAMOND JUBILEE

Jubilee Orchard: Mr Sanderson will be invited to update members with regards to the grant application.
Jubilee Stall:  Members are asked if they would like a stall on Saturday 2nd June at a cost of £10.00 in order to publicise the Parish Council’s activities and to sell the remaining Jubilee Medallions.

6. YEAR END ACCOUNTS 2012-2013

The internal audit has now taken place.  Members will be asked to complete the statutory section during the meeting.  Attached is a copy of the questions that will need to be considered.
7. VILLAGE CLEAN UP 

This year’s annual Village Clean-up is scheduled for Saturday 26th May.  It is suggested that the replacement of the weirs takes place on clean-up day, along with a general clean up along the Brook, The Croft and Spread Eagle Island. Use of the Old Grammar School has been arranged for toilet facilities and access to hot water etc.
8. EMERGENCY PLAN

Mr Read, ESBC attended the last meeting and a copy of the template for an Emergency Plan has been received and circulated to members.  Members are asked to consider if they would like a plan to be undertaken for Rolleston.

9. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

The following email has been received from Clive Baker:-

“I refer to my presentation to Rolleston-on-Dove Parish Council of September 2009. 

following a recent lecture that I presented to The Rolleston Engineering and Transport Society concerning the railway at Rolleston and my vision for the railway station site, a group of the society members joined me at the site this morning to assess the feasibility of carrying-out the work required.  It was agreed that if the route of the Jinny Trail passed between the two platforms, rather than through what was once the goods yard, a better appreciation of the onetime station would be gained by the visitor. Also, possibly at a later date, spoil that surrounds the buffer stop at the goods and milk dock could be removed to make it a feature.  The work would entail removing spoil from between the platforms, cutting-down saplings and repairing the platform faces.  This work would make illustrated information boards placed at the site more meaningful and enhance the Jinny Trail experience. The costs for carrying out this work will be assessed.  I am sending this mail to update the Parish Council and will inform them of further discussion”.

Dog Control Orders:  It is understood that Stretton Parish Council have applied for a Dog Control Order for their section of the Jinny Nature Trail.
Meeting with Stretton Parish Council: The next meeting with Stretton Parish Council has been arranged for Monday 21st May, commencing 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.
10. BROOK HOLLOWS
A meeting is due to take place on Brook Hollows with Mr Andy Mason, ESBC on Wednesday 2nd May.

11. SCHOOL COMMUNITY DAY

The following letter has been received from FOJORPS:-

“This year’s Community Day will take place on Saturday 16th June from 11.00 am until 4.00 pm.  In previous years the Parish Council has kindly supported us by allowing the use of the Elizabeth Avenue playing fields for car parking and by making a generous donation towards one of the day’s attractions.  I am writing to enquire whether you are in a position to do the same this year”.  
“In addition, the Parish Council has often had a stall or display stand at Community Day and I was wondering whether you would like one again at this year’s event”.

12. FUNDING ASSISTANCE – COMMUNITY TRUST VAN
Attached for members consideration is a letter from Andy Taylor, Community Manager, Burton Albion Community Trust.  It is understood that Burton Albion Community Trust will be attending the Village Gala on 27th August.
13. GRANT REQUEST

The following email has been received for consideration:-

“My name is Kim Owen; I’ve been a resident of Rolleston for 20 years. I am due to open a coffee lounge at the Rolleston Club, on 23rd April, 2012. They have generously agreed to me delaying paying rent for a month whilst I attempt to drum up some custom. I believe the village will benefit greatly from this little meeting place, where I will encourage local clubs and organisations to gather on a regular basis. I hope to start new circles, like knitting clubs and book clubs. However, putting this all together is costing a great deal more than I first anticipated. I wondered if the Parish Council would consider a small grant to assist in these expenses. My personal circumstances are a little delicate at the moment, this being the reason why I am seeking extra help”.

14. COLLEGE FIELD
The attached letter has been received from Mr K Green for consideration.
The following email has been received from Mr Diffey:-

“I met with the college yesterday. I believe we are meeting with local representatives from the village next week but this has to be confirmed. It was agreed we would be as open as possible at the meeting to ensure we can discuss all essential matters.  In reply to the Parish Council's letter of 31st January I hope the following may be of assistance.  Following on from that letter where possible the proposals were amended, in particular the following changes were made”

Layout: The layout was reassessed and more open areas (including a small pond) were incorporated into the development. The open space is likely to remain private because the Borough Council is not very supportive of adopted small areas of open space, but we agree with your concern that developments should not be unrelieved housing and that more open areas should be included. We have also attempted to introduce changes in the character of areas by suggesting that parts of the site should be more open and dominated by planting as opposed to being dominated by houses.

Form: We have stressed that housing should be one or two storeys in height although rooms in the roof space are not ruled out. Two and a half storey and three story houses are not acceptable.

Garages and Parking: Every dwelling must be provided with a minimum of at least 2 off-street car parking spaces. We anticipate many will have more than this.

Planning Gain: Developers usually agree education contributions and open space provision (including future maintenance). Such money is usually paid following the completion of the development. We have offered up-front (i.e. when the land is sold, not when the developer completes the work) payments for education (amounting to more than £660,000) allowing the education authority to plan for pupil increases in advance of the development. We are also proposing to make a payment (up-front) of £50,000 for play equipment. This offer is made to the parish council but will be passed to the Borough if the parish decides not to take it up. We hope the parish will accept the moneys. In addition the 1.2ha of land proposed as open space will be offered to the parish and or the Borough. At the present time it is anticipated this area of open space will be landscaped by the developer and then passed over to the adopting authority. The adopting authority will be provided with a maintenance sum for the open space. This sum is being negotiated with the Borough at the present time.

14. COLLEGE FIELD (Continued)
By the date of the planning submission other issues / planning gain may have been highlighted although I am not aware of any at the present time.

A connected but separate issue is planning gain for the College. The income will be spent on the College. It is an investment in the future which will positively assist many people throughout the College's catchment area.

Corporate responsibility: This is a difficult subject basically because the college's corporate responsibility is to education, its students, its staff and providing its catchment area with the best possible services. The parish does not see the college's responsibilities in the same way. The college sees its role is to ensure it can maximise on its assets to meet its educational responsibilities. This includes making the best use it sees possible of all its land holdings. 

It is not guaranteed that planning permission will be forthcoming on the Rolleston site but, from a corporate responsibility viewpoint it would be remiss of the college not to investigate this option fully. If planning permission is granted it ensures its capital programme for the next few years can be met. This fullfills its corporate requirements. The college accepts that it has certain responsibilities to ensure any scheme on the Rolleston site is as reasonable and well planned out as possible to minimise adverse effects on neighbours; the drafting of the present planning application aims to do this. The College believes it is taking a responsible approach, is engaging with its stakeholders (which are its students and staff and the catchment area's needs as a hold) and is in dialogue with the site's neighbours. 
It believes it is communicating honestly and continues to act in an open and clear way with the village. It believes by making this capital investment it will significantly invest within the society it operates which will, over the next decade or so positively assist in training and education, jobs and investment. It is these issues which have a positive and meaningful and beneficial effect on the future of the local community as a whole. The College sees this aim as of paramount importance. Notwithstanding this matter it wishes to continue discussions with local residents.
As I hope you will understand the College's social and corporate responsibility is to a much wider community than just Rolleston and it has to engage in a much larger picture affecting everyone in the area it serves.

Loss of sports fields: I understand the village's comments however the land was used as sports facilities for the College. This need and use has disappeared. It is now the College's duty to consider alternative uses.

Type of application: It is accepted that the College cannot control how a site is to be developed once it has disposed of its interest in the land. The College however is attempting, with the Borough (and hopefully with local residents) to proposed a scheme appropriate to the location. We have discussed layout, design, development restrictions, density, the type of housing, height, landscaping, the proximity of dwellings to neighbours, access, drainage and a host of other matters with the Borough to ensure they are able to control development via conditions and legal agreements to ensure that a future developer complies with such requirements. The College his trying its best to ensure development options are tightly controlled.

Size: I agree with your comments; in 2007 when the land was first introduced to the SHLAA a site of 3.1ha was proposed. At that time it was anticipated between 100 and 140 houses (including affordable housing) would be built on the land. The remaining land was suggested as a site for a replacement primary school or open space.

Informal discussions were held with the education authority about relocating the school to this site. These discussions were preliminary and did not progress as the education authority appeared to show little interest in relocation at that time.  SHLAA investigations continued until 2011. The present scheme is a logical evolution of the proposals and takes into account the options suggested by the Borough last October. The scheme has been refined and now proposed 120 houses over a larger area (meaning lower density housing) without affordable housing.

14. COLLEGE FIELD (Continued)
Premature: The Borough Council is looking for housing land. Various sites have been suggested for housing and a large number of sites are either with the Council as planning applications or will be submitted to the Council in the near future. It could be argued that all sites are premature. It could be counter-argued that if the Council had already progressed with allocating future housing land none of the applications would have been submitted however need for housing has been identified and the Council has not allocated necessary land. To ensure the College land is considered in a fair and equitable way against all other proposals it is necessary for the application to be submitted. 

Neighbourhood plan: I note your comments and the College is happy to have an input into the neighbourhood plan if it is considered that the planning group will positively assess the site as a good housing site. From the College's point of view we will provide the neighbourhood planning group with any information they require if they ask for it. At present I have no contact details relating to the group. I believe a questionnaire has been circulated but we have not seen a copy. We are happy to provide an input if they wish us to participate however contact information would be useful.

I hope some of the information provided will be of help and that you may be able to see the College's view of this site. I also hope that we will continue discussing the proposals. I will attempt to keep you informed of progress if matters change significantly and I will inform you (in advance) of the date when a planning application is to be submitted (the date has not been agreed as yet).  Please e-mail me if you require any more information.

15. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE

The following email has been received from Diane Passam, Legal Services Manager, ESBC:-

“Still no plan has arrived from the developer, so there is nothing we can do here at this stage even if we had someone in the property post. If you wish to pursue anyone then the developer is probably the best place for you to start. Laura Hunt is the person responsible here for estates and asset management – she will deal with the executive decision record when required (in answer to your question this is the council’s decision-making process and nothing to do with “overruling” a S106 agreement, as you put it)”.
