10. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 2ND & 23RD APRIL 2012

11. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser submitted his apologies for the meeting but had passed on a message to say that he was still opposing the development of the new school on Harehedge lane on Highways matters.
12. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that a new Mayor and Deputy Mayor had been appointed.
13. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 2ND & 23RD APRIL 2012
Page 71: Matters arising from minutes of previous meeting 12th march 2012, 

Page 66: It was noted that to date no response had been received to the Parish Council’s complaint with regards to the inaccuracy and delay in the FOI request made and subsequent information received from SCC in relation to planning application ES. 12/02.  

Page 68: It was noted that no decision had been made as of yet with regards to the footpaths grant application.

119: 3 proposed no waiting restrictions:  Mr Edwards advised that SCC had contacted Councillor Fraser to ask why the Parish Council had objected to the restrictions.

119:5 Planters:  Mrs Warren advised that weather permitting they would be planting up the planters on 15thMay.


119:6 Diamond Jubilee: It was reported that the Jubilee banner had been collected and work was in progress.
119:10 Football Club:  It was reported that the football club had made a very good job of clearing the area adjacent to the portacabin.  It was agreed to write to SCC with regards to the blocked ditches along Craythorne Road and to advise that the water had recently been flowing onto the road making it hazardous.
There were no matters arising from the minutes of the meeting held on 23rd April.

14. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD MAY 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-
The clerk advised that she had received a copy of an objection letter on the following application which had been sent to ESBC:-
P/2012/00470/MB Change of use from agricultural land to parking for an additional 10 caravans, Campsite, Cross Lane.

The Parish Council agreed to ask ESBC clarification with regards to the type of caravans the site was to accommodate.  This information was obtained from the planning officer and circulated to members of the Parish Council for consideration.  Members comments were then collated and submitted as follows:-
The Parish Council would recommend that ESBC limit the permission to a maximum of 10 caravans, provided adequate screening is introduced and ensure that the site's regulations are enforced.
P/2012/00495/CLF Erection of a single storey rear extension, 50 Hall Road.

Members agreed that they would prefer a pitched roof.
P/2012/00549/CLF 34 Meadow View

No objection.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions from the clerks report and the clerk reported that the following applications had also been approved:-
P/2012/00273/SS Crown lift to 4 metres and reduction of north and south side of canopy by 1.5 metres and east and west sides by 1 metre of one copper beech tree (T48 of TPO 24), Copper Beech, South Hill.

P/2012/00329/CLF Crown thinning by up to 20% and crown reduction to 27m in height and a spread of 13m and removal of epidermic growth of 1 lime tree (T226 of TPO no 1), The Paddock, Hall Grounds.

P/2012/00303/SS Internal alterations to include the removal of fireplace, removal of dividing wall and construction of new partition, replacement of side door with window, removal of rear doors and brick pier to create new larger opening and enlargement of rear window, 4 Brookside.

P/2012/00456/CLF Felling of three conifer trees, 4 Marston Lane.

Mr Morris advised that a tree had been removed from 26 Station Road and that the matter was being investigated by ESBC with a view to prosecution.
It was noted that the house on Burnside had replaced the wooden windows with UPVC and that it had been reported to ESBC.
