15. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.
16. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Miss. A Johns.
17. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 14TH MAY 2012

18. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
19. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that she had voiced her objections at ESBC on both the College field planning application and the proposed new road related to planning application ES. 12/02.
20. ELECTION OF A VICE CHAIRMAN

Mrs Warren proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved that Mr Toon serve as vice chairman for the ensuing year.

21. DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE

Mr Toon signed his declaration of acceptance of office as Vice Chairman for the ensuing year.

22. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 14TH MAY 2012
Page 2 Item 13, Matters arising from 2nd April: It was agreed to chase a response to the FOI complaint
Page 2, Item 13 matters arising from 2nd April:  It was noted that no response had been received from SCC with regards to the footpaths grant application.

Page 2 119:6 it was noted that the Diamond Jubilee had been a great success.

Item 14:2, 26 Station Road Tree:  Mr Morris reported that Highways had instructed the home owners to remove the tree and although Mr Eastaugh, ESBC had advised that he did not have any objections to its removal, he had failed to advise his colleagues in the planning and enforcements department of its removal.

14:3 Semi Rural Forum:  It was reported that the semi rural forum had gone very well.  Mr Edwards advised that Mr Badcock had advised him that a further round of funding was now available.  It was discussed that it was unclear if the Parish Council could apply for any further funding as Mr Mason had advised at the Forum meeting that the Parish Council would not be able to submit new priorities until the autumn, as the original three priorities had all been completed.  Mr Morris asked that the removal of the trees on Burnside be added as a priority when the next ones are submitted.  
13:5 Jubilee Orchard:  It was reported that all 40 trees had now been sponsored @ £10.00 each and that money had been collected for a majority of them.  



13:5 Jubilee Medallions:  It was reported that all of the Jubilee Medallions had been sold.

13:7 Village Clean up:  The Chairman made special thanks to Mr Deacon and Nathan Birnie who had worked incredibly hard on the replacement of the weirs on both the Saturday and the following week.  It was also agreed that thanks should be conveyed to Andrew Griffiths for attending and the Spread Eagle for providing refreshments.  Mrs Toon added that she had never seen a man work as hard as Mr Deacon did.
13: 11 Community Day:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should utilise the stand to display the College field proposals and to canvas people to object.  Mr Wyatt agreed to cover 11-12, Mr Chinn 12-1, Cath 1-2 and 
Mr Edwards advised that he would make himself available throughout the day.  Mrs Toon and Mr Morris advised that they would also be available at some point during the day.

23. CLERKS REPORT DATED 4TH JUNE 2012
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-
P/2012/00583/CLF Erection of a pitched roof over existing flat roof side extension, two storey side, part two storey and single rear extension, Hillbrae, 24 Lodge Hill.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council fully support this application and prefer to see pitched roofs over flat.
P/2012/00693 Erection of a Single Storey side and rear extension, 34 Forest School Street,

Members object to this application.  Members believe that consideration should be given to the elevation on Meadow View and believe that these properties should be safeguarded.  Members do not feel that the proposals are ascetically acceptable.
P/2012/00636 Outline application for up to 120 residential units and associated open space including means of access, Land to the South of Forest School Street.

It was agreed to hold a Parish Council meeting on Monday 18th June to specifically discuss this application.

It was agreed that we should write to the Leader and Chief Executive of the Council with regards to the content of Mr Diffey’s letter’s to the college which had been obtained via a Freedom of Information request.
Mr Edwards proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was moved that subject to the outcome of the meeting being held by the College Fields Action Group, authorisation be given to spend up to £1,500 on Chris Bowden which will be grant aided to represent the Parish Council in objecting to the planning application.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions from the clerks report.


The clerk advised that planning application P/2012/00470/MB Change of use from agricultural land to parking for an additional 10 caravans, campsite, Cross Lane was due to be considered by the planning applications committee on Monday 18th June and that there was an opportunity for the Parish Council to speak at the meeting if they wished to.

3. KERB OUTSIDE “THE SPINNEY”, CHURCH ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 3)

Mr Edwards read the following email which had been sent from Mr Manning to Mr Rayson on 12th January.
“Thank you for your letter dated 10th January. Hopefully I can address your concerns and those of the local Parish Council. I have attached some photos of the front of The Spinney taken today and also have added a link below to Google street view of the front of The Spinney which was taken in 2009 prior to the house being rebuilt.

Earlier this year Church Road in Rolleston was resurfaced. I was conscious at the time about the area in between the highway and the garden wall and spoke to my solicitor about whether I owned this small strip of land or not, however having looked into the deeds she could not find a definitive answer”.
“The strip in front of the wall was in effect a mess, it would get muddy in the winter where vehicles would park on it - dangerously to other road users, and overgrown with weeds in the summer months unless I maintained it – the council have never maintained this area unlike some narrower verges further down Church Road. The area is north facing and shaded by trees so lawn grass would not grow only weeds and course grass. The Spinney has been rebuilt to a fabulous standard, it has certainly enhanced the village scene and can only (you would have thought!) been looked upon in a positive light in regards to the village. The area in front of the garden wall was letting down the village and the house”.
“Prior to the road being resurfaced I had a meeting on site with the works manager from the council. I asked him if they would tarmac up to the wall, but they refused stating that the area was not on the highway and was not part of the highway and all that they would do was tarmac to the white lines. He showed me drawings to this effect clearly showing the area was not part of the highway”.
3. KERB OUTSIDE “THE SPINNEY”, CHURCH ROAD (continued)
“However he did suggest that if I kerbed the area that they would tarmac up to the new kerb to make it neater. I asked him if they would kerb it but he said that it was not their responsibility as it was not part of the highway. I also only had a couple of days to get the kerbs installed as the project was due to start at the end of the week. I had the kerbs layed alongside the existing kerb line from The Woodlands next door – who also has a similar situation to me in front of his house in that the area in front of the wall is kerbed. The area was then paved with high quality dark grey block paving.  To summarise:- 

· I believe this area has been enhanced and is in keeping with the conservation area and the street scene in the village.

· I believe that the “before” and “after” photographs confirm this.

· I have been told by a council representative that was resurfacing the highway that the strip of land was not part of the highway, but they would tarmac beyond the highway to the new kerb to make the area good.

· I have acted in good faith and at my own expense within a very short window of opportunity to get the area up to standard whilst the council were resurfacing and taking their advice.

· I am proud of the village I live in and want it looking its best, and I am struggling to understand why these complaints have been made which seem extremely disproportionate.

· I will gladly agree to a meeting with you at The Spinney if you wish at a mutual time to suit.

It was added that the Institute of Civil Engineers website states that the use of white kerbs are not suitable in rural areas and agreed to ask Mr Malkin, ESBC to look into the matter.

4. SCC – STREET LIGHTING – ENERGY CONSERVATION INITIATIVE (Clerks Report, Item 6)
It was agreed that we should ask for SCC to clearly define what options they are offering the community, e.g. as is, dimmer or turned off and if the proposed changes would affect part or whole of the village. It was agreed to add this item to the July agenda.
5. ESBC – CAR PARKING TARIFF REVIEW CONSULTATION
Members noted the details of this item and that ESBC were proposing to apply car parking charges on a Sunday, but that some of the other rates would be reduced.

6. CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COUNCILLORS
It was agreed to modify and adopt the Code of Conduct issued by ESBC.

7. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 4)

The draft plan that had been circulated was discussed and Mr Morris advised that the document now needed to be condensed and translated into a planning document.  The meeting was advised that there would be a NHD meeting on Thursday evening to discuss the next step.

8. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 9)

Mrs Warren advised that a meeting would be taking place on Tuesday 12th June with a garden designer and that she was meeting with the Civic Trust week commencing 18th June to discuss a working party to get together and clear the island of weeds etc.  Mrs Warren advised that she would speak to Mr Wain with regards to the removal of some of the large stones that had not been removed during the works as anticipated.

NEW SCHOOL (Clerks Report, Item 5)

It was agreed that we should write to SCC and state that we believe that they need to get some professional, competent highways consultants on board and that building a new road cross greenfields is not an option.

10.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Members noted details of the meeting to be held on 2nd July.  It was agreed that due to the Dog Control Order that was to be applied on the Stretton end a boundary gate should remain on the trail, to clearly define the two parts of the trail and that it would therefore not be necessary for a radar gate to be installed on the Rolleston end of the trail.

· Mr Toon advised that he had received two complaints about the hedge along Elizabeth Avenue and a complaint about the hedges and verges along Craythorne.

· Mr Sanderson advised that he had also received a complaint about the hedges and verges along Craythorne.

· Mr Sanderson advised of a large tanker that was coming into the village between 11.15pm and midnight daily.  It was suggested that this may be going to the pumping station due to issues that they are currently experiencing.

· It was reported that there were large potholes adjacent to the hairdressers on The Lawns.
