Two members of the public, Cheryl Maxim, ESBC and Councillor Fraser were in attendance. 
24. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Mr Wyers advised that his garden was flooded on two occasions on Friday 6th July, on the first occasion by the Alderbrook and on the second occasion by the Dove.  Mr Wyers also asked what powers the police have to close the roads, as there were cars removing the barriers.  The chairman advised that as a result of the recent flooding the parish council would be looking at reviewing the flood plan and ascertaining information on several issues, including the road closures.

Mr Wyers asked if members were aware of the Public meeting being held on 19th July in the Old Grammar School Rooms with regards to Willington C Power Station.  The Chairman confirmed that members were aware of the meeting.

Mr Wyers asked if anyone had heard of the Dove Action Group as they had been seen taking photographs along Station Road.  Members advised that they were not aware of the group and asked if it was possible that it was the College Fields Action Group.

25. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence.
26. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11th & 18th JUNE 2012 
The minutes from the meetings held on 11th & 18th June were signed as a true record.
27. CHERYL MAXIM, SEMI RURAL CO ORDINATOR, ESBC

The meeting was introduced to Miss Maxim, Semi-Rural Neighbourhood Co coordinator, ESBC.  She advised that she had spoken to Trudi Joyce about the debris blocking Brook Hollows and confirmed that a contractor had been asked to come out to remove it.

Ms Maxim was asked about the possibility of the Parish Council being able to apply for further funding from the Neighbourhood Development fund.  Ms Maxim replied that she understood that we would not be able to apply for further funding until the next round of funding becomes available in the Autumn.  She advised that we could apply for a grant through the Borough Councillors, WASP grant.

28. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser advised that he had nothing specific to report, but that he understood that the Highways option for a new school had been chosen, which was the installation of a roundabout and was what people had asked for during the public consultation.  He added that he understood that the entrance to the School would be on Rolleston, not Tutbury Road.  Councillor Fraser was asked if a new planning application would be submitted to support the changes, and he advised that he understood that SCC were of the opinion that this would not be necessary.  It was agreed to write to SCC and ask for confirmation of the Highway proposals, as the Parish Council had not been formally advised of the proposed changes.
It was agreed to send a copy of the paper trail from the Freedom of Information Complaint to Councillor Fraser and he would take this up at the County.

It was agreed to send a copy of the paper trail from the Formal Complaint to Councillor Fraser and he would take this up at the County.

It was agreed to send a copy of the communication with regards to the removal of the Dovecliff Road setts to Councillor Fraser and that he would take this up at the County.

29. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon advised that ESBC Local Plan Preferred Options is for 100 houses on the college field and for a windfall of 25 houses.  Mrs Toon was asked why the Borough Council are not working within the Localism act and was asked who had made the decision about where the houses should go, as Mr Glenn Jones, ESBC had said that the decision had been made by the Borough Councillors.  Mrs Toon highlighted Page 136 which stated that playing fields would not be considered.  It was added that if we are to have a population increase of 16,000 then we need playing fields and that ESBC had not given us an opportunity to come up with preferred sites.  The Chairman added that we understood and had been led to believe that we could identify our own sites.

Mr Morris advised that he had written to Mr Howells and shared a copy of the letter that had been sent.  A copy of the letter will be kept on file for future reference.  He added that he had also written to Eric Pickles and copied in Andrew Griffiths, MP.  Members were advised that an invoice for the charges incurred to date for the NHD plan had been sent to ESBC over 7 weeks ago and that they had failed to reimburse the money, despite having received the £220,000 Front Runners grant money from Central Government.

30. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11TH JUNE 2012
Page 9 Jubilee Orchard:  The chairman advised that the trees had been delivered.

13:7 Village Clean up:  The Chairman advised that the village had won second prize of £5,000 in the 
“Spring Clean for the Queen Competition” being run by the Daily Mail.  The clerk was thanked by members for entering the village’s clean up into the competition.

23:6 Code of Conduct:  The clerk advised that the modifications had been received from ESBC but that she had not yet had an opportunity to review them.  Members were issued with new Declarations of Interest forms for completion, along with a copy of the guidance notes.  The clerk advised that the completed forms needed to be submitted to ESBC by 28th July.

31. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 18TH JUNE 2012

P/2012/00716 Erection of a first floor side and rear extension, 94 Hall Road.

Mr Chinn advised that he had been contacted by Mrs Jones, the neighbouring property to 94 Hall Road.  

He advised that she was opposed to the planning application and had asked for the Parish Council’s support.  The clerk advised that the following comments had been agreed by members at the meeting held on 2nd July submitted to ESBC: - “Members are concerned by the proposed mass of brickwork and would therefore support any neighbour objections”

32. CLERKS REPORT DATED 4TH JULY 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-

P/2012/00656 Erection of a part two storey, part first floor side extension and conversion of existing garage to form additional living accommodation, Somerleyton, Tutbury Road Rural.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council would like to comment that whilst they have no objections to the proposed development, they are disappointed that incomplete plans were accepted for the proposal, as no proposed ground floor plan was included within the planning documents.

P/2012/00803 Application to vary the time limit condition relating to planning permission PA/01716/006 dated 21/07/2009 for the erection of a detached dwelling, Kelvingrove, South Hill.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council are opposed to the development.

P/2012/00752 Installation of windows on east and west elevations to replace existing French doors, 6 Alders Reach.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council would comment that whilst they have no objections to the proposed development, it is disappointing that both of the plans supporting the planning application, state that they are for number 7 Alders Reach.

P/2012/00646 Change of use of agricultural buildings to Class B1 (Business) and Class B8 (Storage or distribution), Farm Buildings North of, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road, Stretton.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  

Members do not believe that agricultural buildings are suitable for industrial before a structural survey first being undertaken,  as we know agricultural buildings are designed to different specifications to industrial  buildings, 

Members are concerned that Class B1 (Business) and Class B8 (Storage or distribution) use could cause an increase in Heavy Goods Vehicles using the village.  Members believe that the buildings are currently being used contrary to existing planning permission.

P/2012/00828 Erection of a first floor side extension, Kimberley, Church Road.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the proposed development.

P/2012/00837

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the proposed development.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

3. PLANNING CONCERNS (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Replacement Windows, 11 Burnside: Members noted the response from ESBC and agreed to write to Ms Roebuck, ESBC with regards to article 4 Withdrawal of permitted development rights.
Kerbing Works, The Spinney, Church Road:  It was agreed to respond to Ms McManus, ESBC and advise that the work had not been undertaken by a statutory undertaker or using highways approved materials and ask that someone undertakes a risk assessment.
4. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 4)

Mr Morris advised that the publication of the preferred option has undermined the villager’s right to determine the number of houses and where they should be located.  He advised that the NHD group had met and were determined to go ahead with the plan and will be fighting the preferred options.  He advised that the Borough Council have a copy of our draft neighbourhood development plan.  It was added that the NHD plan committee should be commended for the amount of work that they have undertaken.  Mr Morris advised that the group would be going to solicit farmers to see if they have any land that they would like included and that this land would then be assessed in a process similar to that in the SHLAA report.  Mr Morris added that it had been put to us by ESBC that if we could find alternative sites than there was a possibility that we could change their minds.  He added that we now needed to find sites, assess them, put them through public consultation and put it in a suitable format to be presented to ESBC to say that the preferred options are wrong.  Mr Morris advised that Chris Bowden was working on figures from ONS.
5. NEW SCHOOL (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Formal Complaint; this item was covered under the report of County Councillor Fraser.
Freedom of Information Complaint; this item was covered under the report of County Councillor Fraser.
Proposed new road; It was agreed that the Parish Council should write and ask for SCC to enlighten us on the proposed Highways Scheme and to question whether the existing outline planning permission would need to be resubmitted to support the propose changes.
6. STREET LIGHTING – ENERGY CONSERVATION INITIATIVE



Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

7. THE CROFT (Clerks Report, Item 19)
It was agreed that Mr Chinn would obtain some prices and options for 126 bollards and for signage for the next meeting.
8. S106 AGREEMENTS

It was agreed to write to ESBC and ask what their policy is with regards to the adoption of land by ESBC on 106 agreements.  Members were advised that Westbury Open spaces had still not been adopted and neither had Shotwood Close open space although it is almost 12 years since completion.  

Mr Morris advised members that the Almshouses were not suitable for this century and that an estimated cost to bring them up to standard was £600,000 as they are Grade 2 listed buildings.  He conveyed that the Trustees had asked that if and when a large development comes up for consideration in the village that the Parish Council asks for some money for the Almshouses in either the Community Infrastructure Levy or S106 agreements.  

9. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 17)
Mrs Warren advised that she was still waiting for one quotation for the Spread Eagle Island.  It was agreed that the quotations and proposals should be circulated prior to the next Parish Council meeting.

10. JINNY NATURE TRAIL & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Annual Footpath Walks:  The meeting was advised that on the second walk, only the Chairman and the clerk turned up and the Chairman suggested that the walks are drawn to a close.  It was agreed to run the annual footpath walks for one more year.  Suggestions were to move the walks to a weekend where more people may be available to attend, and to re brand them as a Summer Walk.

Jinny Nature Trail; Mr Edwards made the following report on the recent joint Jinny Trail meeting with Stretton Parish Council and it was noted that the two Parish Councils would be meeting again in September.

James Toon, Stephen Sanderson, Bryan Chinn and I along with Heidi hosted a meeting with Stretton Parish Council to discuss the Jinny Trail.  Stretton were advised that the steps at Foxes Bridge have been rebuilt and are now much easier to negotiate.

10. JINNY NATURE TRAIL & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (continued)
Stretton were also informed that at present Rolleston was not proposing to install a Radar gate at the Station Road end of the trail because of the costs involved. If further complaints are received we can re-visit the situation.

It was agreed that the two Parishes would exchange information on matters instigated by one side that could have repercussions on the other.

Stretton advised that they had employed a consultant to draw up a scheme for improving the entrance to the trail at their end; this scheme had cost £3,000

Discussion took place on the inclusion of land on the banks of the trail at the Stretton end in the latest SHLAA. Rolleston were against building on this land whilst Stretton were of the opinion that there was no point in fighting it if that was what the planners wanted.

Highways meeting: It was agreed that the Highways committee should meet to look at a scheme for the entrance to the Jinny Trail.  Mr Sanderson replaced Mr Morris on the Highways committee.  It was agreed to circulate some proposed dates to meet via email.

11. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Goal Mouths:  It was agreed to liaise with Rolleston Football Club with regards to the goal mouths.

Shelter: It was agreed to come up with some options for the re siting of the shelter to Craythorne Field, and that it would cost approximately £1,000 to recover it and install it.

Standing orders were suspended at 9.15pm.  Mr Davies and Mr Fitton left the meeting.
12. REQUESTS FOR SPONSORSHIP / DONATIONS (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Staffordshire Scouts Association – Kenya Project; It was agreed to defer this item until the August agenda so that it could be ascertained if the donation was going specifically towards RSG.

St Marys Church South Walls Appeal: Mr Morris proposed, Mrs Redgrave seconded and it was moved to make a donation of £50.00 towards the barn dance
Rolleston Village Country Gala 2012:  Mr Wyatt proposed, Mr Sanderson seconded and it was moved to sponsor the children’s classes at a cost of £25.00.

13. ROAD WORKS – DOVECLIFF ROAD

This item was discussed under the report of County Councillor Fraser.

14.
COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· It was reported that there was a lot of litter being left by the portacabin at Craythorne.
· Mr Toon reported that there was an overhanging tree on the corner of Station Road and Marston Lane, as well as along Brookside (adjacent to Terry Derby’s property).

· Mr Edwards made the following report:-

On 12th June the first footpath walk took place covering Footpaths 14, 15 and 18. This was a well-attended walk and allowed everyone to see the new steps at Foxes Bridge.

A number of councillors joined a hundred or so villagers in the scout headquarters to listen to a presentation by the College Fields Action Group. This group have hired a planning consultant and a specialist planning lawyer to produce objections to the college’s planning application,

COUNCILLORS REPORTS (continued)
Saturday 16th June saw the village Community Day take place amongst some fairly unpleasant weather. The Parish Council had a stand which included photographs etc. of the recent village clean-up day and details of the college’s planning application.  The Clerk and I discussed the predicted weather forecast and decided to spend £68 plus vat on a gazebo without which we could not have manned our stand. We now have a new piece of equipment for other outside events.

On Tuesday 19th June the second footpath walk took place covering Footpaths 2, 3, 8, 9, 17 and 19, I had walked Footpaths 1, 4, 5, 6 and 7 on the previous Sunday. Unfortunately only Heidi and I took part on this walk so I believe a re-think is necessary.

On 28th June we experienced some very heavy rainfall with some minor flooding in Brookside. Unfortunately this flooding washed away some of the brook’s bed by the third weir meaning we will have to re-construct it. The problem would appear to have been historical as when this weir was constructed we found submerged railway sleepers , precast concrete kerbs large chunks of concrete etc. that had been used to provided support for the weir that was replaced. The problem seems to be caused by the deep hole in the brook’s bed between the weir and the road bridge and it is therefore proposed to fill this hole with large stones and regularise the brook bed then have another go but we do need low water levels to do this. It is anticipated that this will cost approx. £350 for which approval is sought.  Members approved this expenditure.
Meadow View Open Space was again flooded by water running off the Westbury public open space. I have written to Persimmon Homes and had a reply stating it is nothing to do with them.

On Friday 6th July we experienced our second flood in 8 days, this time it was much worse with Brookside, Station Road, Beacon Road, Chapel Lane, School Lane, part of Burnside, Knowles Hill and Anslow Lane all being flooded. Not being a drainage engineer I am not qualified to say why these floods happened, but I do not understand why the manholes that residents lifted on Station Road were not full when the road was flooded. There was capacity in the drains that was not being used. There was a constant flow of water from Craythorne Road into Beacon Road which then created a problem at School Lane/Chapel Lane. The ditches in Craythorne Road were not taking much water. 

I have helped fill and distribute sand bags on one other occasion but felt on Friday we were not organised or knowledgeable in what we could do. We had PCSO Lesley Hardware stopping people driving into Station Road for a number of hours, for which we should thank her, but there was no police presence or instruction to anyone on preventing vehicles driving through the floodwater in Beacon Road or the other side of the floodwater in Station Road. As circulated previously I believe we need to discuss this and clarify our position.  

It was agreed to hold a meeting on 23rd July to discuss the current flood plan.
